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Of marriage and family

VATICANCITY (ONS) -- God's plan for
fruitful, everlasting unions
between a man and woman
has been lost in a world filled
with skepticism, distrust and
hostility, Pope Francis said.

A culture that does not
value "the stable and life-giv-
ing covenant between a man
and woman is certainly a loss
for everyone. We must bring

honor back to marriage and
the family," he said April 22
during his general audience
in St. Peter's Square.

But much also must be
done to return respect and
dignity to women, who are
often exploited, objectified
and understandably skepti-
cal of the possibility of har-
mony between men and

women, he said.

The pope continued his
catechesis about the family
with the second of two talks
on the complementary na-
ture of men and women. The
Book of Genesis shows how
God created the heavens and
earth, and then a special
creature made in his likeness
to care and watch over the

earth. Even though man was
"the culmination" of God's
creation, still "something was
missing,” the pope said.

In the Garden of Eden,
Adam "is free, is master, but
he is alone and God sees that
this 'is not good.' It's like a
lack of communion, a com-
munion is lacking, a lack of
fullness," he said

Sharing faith with youthful enthusiasm

[ am often asked where I find
the ideas to share with people
each Sunday. We priests are in-
structed to preach a homily
each Sunday and the homily is
to be based on the Scripture
readings for the Mass.

Here is the prayer: “May your
people exult forever, O God, is
renewed youthfulness of spirit
so that rejoicing now in the re-
stored glory of our adoption,
we may look forward in confi-
dent hope in the rejoicing of
the day of resurrection.”

In this prayer, the Church en-
courages us all to pray for that
Easter hope that gives us all
confidence to live in the joy of
Our Savior by developing a
spirit of youthfulness.

Right away I realized that
this would be a perfect chal-
lenge for the people - discover-
ing Christ’s life and love by
becoming more youthful.
Jesus said as recorded in the
Gospels “Unless you become
like a little child, you will not
enter the Kingdom of God.”

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Catholics and the challenge
of a changing climate

WATERTOWN - Dr. Gerry Ga-
cioch, chief of cardiology at
Rochester General hospital
Heart Institute and NYS Cli-
mate  Ambassador  for
Catholic Coalition on Climate
Change, spoke to more than
50 people at the Sisters of St.
Joseph Motherhouse April 19
on how our Catholic social
teachings can shed light on
one’s response to climate
change.

Dr. Gacioch combines his
medical profession as a doc-
tor with his appreciation for
the beauty of the earth and
the needs of people affected
by climate change. The
Adirondacks are among his
family’s favorite places to va-
cation. As a medical doctor
he has volunteered seven
times in Haiti as well as in Be-
lize and El Salvador.

Dr.Gacioch stated that 98%
of scientists today affirm the
reality of global climate
change and that human ac-
tivity has contributed to it,
while 2% still debate it.

To illustrate the situation,
he posed a question: “Sup-
pose you were very sick and
consulted 100 doctors for
their diagnosis and treat-
ment. The results were 98 of
them agreed on the cause
and a treatment. However,
two were not sure about the
cause and advised more tests
to see what might develop
over time. What would you
choose to do?”

Many facts regarding the
effects of global warming
both on the natural world
and on the human commu-
nity were presented. The ris-
ing temperatures from
greenhouse gases are hap-
pening more rapidly than
predicted and we are seeing
the effects, i.e., melting gla-
ciers, extreme flooding,
drought, hurricanes, torna-
does, and wildfires through-
out the world. Most global
warming that has occurred in
the last fifty years is attrib-
uted to human activity.

Dr.Gery Gadioch, center,chief of cardiology at Rochester General hospital Heart Institute and
NYS Cimate Ambassador for Catholic Coalition on Climate Change, speaks with some of the
partidpantsof the April 19“Faith Communities and Climate”presentation he made at the Sis-
ters of St.Joseph Motherhouse in Watertown.

A three-minute film on
“Who is Under Our Carbon
Footprint?” revealed that the
poor are most affected by
global warming and are least
able to bear the burdens.
Loss of homes, destruction
of productive land and loss
of jobs weigh heavy on those
who already live on the edge
of poverty.

Popes from Pope John XXIII
to our present Pope Francis
as well as the bishops have
been consistent with their
call for care for creation and
preferential option for the
poor.

In 2009, Ten Command-
ments of the Environment
was written by Pope Bene-
dict, and “Global Climate
Change: Plea for Dialogue
Prudence and the Common
Good” was issued by US
Catholic Bishops in 2001.
The Vatican installed solar
panels on the audience hall
in 2008 and pledged to be-
come the first “carbon-neu-
tral” state in Europe. (Bishop
Terry installed solar panels
to power his residence last
August). Pope Francis’ en-

cyclical on the environment
will be coming out soon.

We must tread more lightly
and understand the conse-
quences of every step, con-
suming less, advocating for
the responsible stewardship
of God’s Creation and for
those who come after us.

‘Teaching Gardens’ growing at schools across the diocese

Children at  Catholic
schools across the diocese
are getting their hands dirty
on the way to keeping their
bodies healthy as they take
part in “Teaching Gardens:
Healthy Food from Seed to
Table.”

Nine elementary schools
are sharing a $39,400 grant
from Fidelis Care, the New
York State Catholic Health
Plan, to conduct the pro-
gram.

Among the goals of the
“garden to table” experience
are:

e to provide a firsthand ex-
perience of the parts of a
plant and the role of each
part in order to select and
properly incubate and grow
a healthy plant to maturity;

e to provide an experience
of building and preparing a
garden for planting;

e to nurture and grow a
garden from seed to mature
plant;

¢ to understand the differ-
ence between organic gar-
dening and the use of
chemicals;

e to relate the growth of
vegetables as part of a
healthy diet as a component
to avoid obesity;

e to experience the vegeta-
bles grown as part of a real
meal in the cafeteria or
equivalent setting;

e to reinforce good nutri-
tion as a major component of
a preventive health program.

Karen Donahue, assistant
superintendent of schools, is
the diocesan program coor-
dinator. Among the ways she
has assisted the schools is by
placing group orders for
GrowLabs, which allowed the
students to begin the plant-
ing process during the win-
ter, and by offering advice
about resources available for
the project.

The schools “are creating a
learning garden that will pro-
vide healthy food for the
cafeteria and family dinner
table,” Mrs. Donahue said.
“Through Common Core
based hands-on experiences
students are developing life-
long expertise and skills in
consumer gardening.

“Culminating events will
take place at each location
and focus on locally identi-
fied activities such as family
events that showcase the
‘fruits of our labor,” Mrs.
Donahue said. This might be
“a community dinner event
featuring vegetables from
the garden, a family fun
night that features salsa
grown and made by the stu-
dents or expanding the food
service program offerings to
include vegetables from the
garden.”

At the schools
Each of the schools was
asked to select a grade or

mix of students to take the
lead in constructing and
maintaining a teaching gar-
den.

At Trinity Catholic School
in Massena each of the
grades is responsible for
growing one or two of the se-
lected vegetables: asparagus,
rhubarb, tomatoes, peppers,
lettuce, beans and herbs.

Father Donald Manfred,
pastor of Sacred Heart
Church, offered a plot of
land next to the church and
the local Home Depot do-
nated gardening tools for the
children.

Over the summer, families
will tend the plants with the
expectation that the vegeta-
bles will be canned and
frozen. In the fall, the food
will be served in the cafete-
ria.

Trinity students will be
asked to submit a recipe
using their vegetables and
will vote on favorite recipes
which could become a per-

manent part of the cafeteria’s
food offerings.

At Holy Family School in
Malone, Jaime Pelkey has
been serving as the garden
coordinator.

So far, the Holy Family gar-
deners have secured a loca-
tion outside the school and
reached out to Bonesteel’s
Garden Center, owned by a
family with children at Holy
Family.

Mr. Bonsteel has offered
education session on basic
gardening facts for the fac-
ulty.

The middle schools stu-
dents took a field trip to the
garden center and planted a
variety of seeds that will be
stored in Bonesteel's Green-
house until the garden beds
are made.

“Our plan is to have 12
raised beds and plant corn
on the perfect spot in our
new ‘outdoor classroom!”
Ms. Pelkey said.

The children at St. James in
Gouverneur are still in the re-
search portion of their gar-
den project as they prepare
to plant an “ABC garden.”

Principal Clara Cummings
said the students are learn-
ing about plants and vegeta-
bles that will grow in this
area, and will choose one for
each letter of the alphabet to
insure a wide variety.

Vatican, LCWR announce
successful end of process

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - The Vatican
approved new statutes and
bylaws for the U.S. Leader-
ship Conference of Women
Religious, ending a seven-
year process of investigating
the group and engaging in
dialogue with its officers to
ensure greater harmony with
church teaching.

Conference officers met
April 16 with Pope Francis,
the same day the Vatican an-
nounced the conclusion of
the process, which included
oversight for three years by
a committee of three bish-

ops.

LCWR has more than 1,500
members, who represent
more than 80 percent of the
57,000 women religious in
the United States.

Four LCWR officers spent
50 minutes with Pope Fran-
cis, discussing his apostolic
exhortation, "The Joy of the
Gospel," which, they said,
"has so deeply impacted our
lives as women religious and
our mission in the world. Our
conversation allowed us to
personally thank Pope Fran-
cis for providing leadership
and a vision that has capti-
vated our hearts and em-
boldened us as in our own

mission and service to the
church."

"From the beginning, our
extensive conversations
were marked by a spirit of
prayer, love for the church,
mutual respect and coopera-
tion," said a joint statement
of the LCWR officers and the
U.S. bishops appointed by
the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith to over-
see the conference's reform.

LCWR promised that mate-
rials it publishes first will be
reviewed to "ensure theolog-
ical accuracy and help avoid
statements that are ambigu-
ous with regard to church
doctrine or could be read as
contrary to it." In addition,
programs sponsored by the
conference and speakers
chosen for its events will be
expected to reflect church
teaching, the statement said.

In addition, it said, the doc-
trinal congregation, the bish-
ops and LCWR officers had
"clarifying and fruitful" con-
versations about "the impor-
tance of the celebration of
the Eucharist; the place of
the Liturgy of the Hours in
religious communities; the
centrality of a communal
process of contemplative
prayer practiced at LCWR as-
semblies and other gather-
ings; the relationship
between LCWR and other or-

ganizations; and the essen-
tial understanding of LCWR
as an instrument of ecclesial
communion."

The new statutes, the
statement said, sought
"greater clarity in expressing
the mission and responsibil-
ities" of the conference as a
body "under the ultimate di-
rection of the Apostolic See"
and as a group "centered on
Jesus Christ and faithful to
the teachings of the church."

Sister Sharon Holland,
LCWR president and vice
president of the Servants of
the Immaculate Heart of
Mary, was unable to attend
the meeting at the Vatican
April 16. However, the Vati-
can released a statement
from her expressing pleasure
that the process had reached
a successful conclusion.

The process involved "long
and challenging exchanges"
that were "conducted always
in a spirit of prayer and mu-
tual respect," she said. The
process brought the sisters,
the bishops and Vatican offi-
cials "to deeper understand-
ings of one another's
experiences, roles, responsi-
bilities and hopes for the
church and the people it
serves. We learned that what
we hold in common is much
greater than any of our dif-
ferences."

Remember when
you first met Jesus

VATICANCITY (CNS) - In every relationship, including one's rela-
tionship with Jesus, it is important to remember that "first
encounter,” that initial, life-changing moment of love,
Pope Francis said.

Pope's prayer suggestion

Celebrating Mass April 24 in the chapel of the Domus
Sanctae Marthae, Pope Francis used the first reading's ac-
count of the conversion of St. Paul to begin a homily about
a whole list of encounters Jesus had with individuals in
the Gospels.

After John and Andrew met Jesus, they stayed with him
"the whole evening" and became his disciples; Simon be-
came Peter, the "rock" on which Jesus built his church; one
man with leprosy healed by Jesus came back to thank
him; and a woman was healed just by touching the hem
of Jesus' robe, the pope said.

"Look at the many stories there (in the Gospel) and see
how Jesus encounters people, how he chooses the apos-
tles -- all the encounters with Jesus there," the pope told
the small congregation.

Catholics should read their Bibles, paying special atten-
tion to those stories of encounters and look at details that
might be similar to their own meeting with Jesus even
though "everyone has their own" story to tell.

"He never forgets, but we forget our encounter with
Jesus," the pope said. "This would be good homework:
Think, 'When did I really feel the Lord close to me? When
did I feel I had to change my life or be better or forgive
someone? When did [ meet the Lord?™

"This is a beautiful prayer and I recommend you do it
every day," the pope said. "And when you remember, re-
joice in it because that memory is a memory of love."

Need for dialogue seen

VATICAN Y (NS) --- The Vatican
said interreligious dialogue
with the Muslim community
must be strengthened given
"the barbarism underway" by
terrorists claiming to be Mus-
lims.

The statement, issued by
the Pontifical Council for In-
terreligious Dialogue, comes
after hundreds of Christians
have been killed in recent
months, often barbarically,
by Islamist extremist groups
in the Middle East, Libya,
Nigeria, Kenya and several
other African nations. Most
recently, more than 20
Ethiopian Christians were
killed by Islamic State mili-
tants in Libya. Thousands of
other Christians in war-torn

regions have been run out of
their homes by Islamist
groups.

Pope Francis and other
church leaders have called
on the international commu-
nity to come to the aid of
persecuted Christians in
these regions. In the face of
the atrocities, the pontifical
council said some people are
questioning whether interre-
ligious dialogue with the
Muslim community should
continue.

"The answer is yes, more
than ever," said the council in
its April 22 statement. "First,
because the vast majority of
Muslims do not recognize
themselves in the barbarism
underway."
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Pope to visit Cuba first before heading to United States in September
VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis will visit Cuba in September before his trip
to the United States. Jesuit Father Federico Lombardi, Vatican spokesman, told
reporters April 22 that the pope has "received and accepted the invitation from
the civil authorities and bishops of Cuba" and has decided to visit the island be-
fore going to the United States. The pope is tentatively scheduled to arrive in
Washington late Sept. 22 and will visit Washington, New York and Philadelphia
Sept.23-27. Visiting Cuba and the United States on the same trip abroad sig-
nals Pope Francis' continuing interest in encouraging the normalization of rela-
tions between them. In December, U.S. President Barack Obama and Cuban
President Raul Castro announced their nations were working toward re-estab-
lishing official diplomatic relations. Both leaders credited Pope Francis with
helping to secure the deal.The pope had been following and supporting the
talks. He had also written personal letters to both leaders, and the Vatican
hosted a secret meeting between representatives of the countries last fall.

Parents of slain child oppose death penalty for marathon bomber
BOSTON (CNS) -- The parents of Martin Richard, the youngest victim killed in
the Boston Marathon bombings two years ago, are asking that the death
penalty be taken "off the table" for Dzhokhar Tsarnaev. On April 8, Tsarnaev was
found guilty on all 30 counts related to the attack that killed three people and
severely injured 260 others at the finish line of the 2013 marathon. The penalty
phase of the trial began April 21 at the U.S. District Court in Boston and was ex-
pected to last about four weeks. Jurors will decide between sentencing Tsar-
naev to death or to life without parole. In a letter published in the Boston Globe
April 17 titled "To end the anguish, drop the death penalty,” Bill and Denise
Richard asked that the Department of Justice bring the case to a close. "We are
in favor of and would support the Department of Justice in taking the death
penalty off the table in exchange for the defendant spending the rest of his life
in prison without any possibility of release and waiving all of his rights to ap-
peal," they wrote. "We understand all too well the heinousness and brutality of
the crimes committed. We were there. We lived it. The defendant murdered our
8-year-old son, maimed our 7-year-old daughter, and stole part of our soul,"
they wrote.

Pope accepts resignation of Bishop Finn

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis has accepted the resignation of Bishop
Robert W. Finn of Kansas City-St. Joseph, Missouri, who was convicted in 2012
on one misdemeanor count of failing to report suspected child abuse. The Vati-
can announced the bishop's resignation April 21, specifying it was under the
terms of the Code of Canon Law, which says, "A diocesan bishop who has be-
come less able to fulfill his office because of ill health or some other grave
cause is earnestly requested to present his resignation from office." The Vatican
offered no further comment.The pope's acceptance of Bishop Finn's resigna-
tion comes after members of the Pontifical Commission for Child Protection an-
nounced that one of their priorities was to ensure measures were in place to
promote the accountability of bishops in protecting children and upholding the
Vatican-approved norms for dealing with accusations of child abuse made
against church workers.

Cardinal George touched
nation, world with his
intellect, leadership

CHICAGO (CNS) - To say that Car-
dinal Francis E. George was
an intellectual would be an
understatement. To try to
quantify his impact on the
Catholic Church in the
United States and in the
world would be an underes-
timation.

"He's the closest thing in
recent American church his-
tory to what you would think
of as sort of the all-star Euro-
pean cardinal intellectualist,”
veteran Vatican journalist
John L. Allen Jr. told the

Catholic New World,
Chicago's archdiocesan
newspaper, in December

2013. "Prior to George in
Chicago, the American
Catholic Church has never
really produced such a
thing."

Cardinal George, who re-
tired in 2014 as Chicago's
archbishop, died April 17
after a long battle with can-
cer. He was 78.

The late churchman's intel-
lectualism was sharpened
during stints teaching phi-
losophy at several Catholic
universities across the na-
tion, and then further honed
when writing doctoral disser-
tations in philosophy and
theology.

"He is acutely aware that
words carry meaning. They
shape ideas, and ideas shape
actions," Father Thomas
Baima, vicar for ecumenical
and interreligious affairs for
the Archdiocese of Chicago

and vice rector  for
Mundelein Seminary, said
during an October 2013

speech on Cardinal George.

Probably the most famous
words spoken by Cardinal
George came during a talk
before a group of priests, in
which he warned about the
dangers of a completely sec-
ularized society. The com-
ment went viral, leading
Cardinal George to write
about it in an Oct. 21, 2012,
column for the Catholic New
World.

"l am (correctly) quoted as
saying that I expected to die
in bed, my successor will die
in prison and his successor
will die a martyr in the public
square. What is omitted from
the reports is a final phrase |
added about the bishop who
follows a possibly martyred
bishop: 'His successor will
pick up the shards of a ru-
ined society and slowly help
rebuild civilization, as the
church has done so often in
human history.'

"What 1 said is not
'prophetic’ but a way to force
people to think outside of
the usual categories that
limit and sometimes poison
both private and public dis-
course."

However, papal biographer
and columnist George Weigel
believes Cardinal George's
writings and  speeches
sounded a warning bell early
on, especially on threats to
religious freedom.

"His calm insistence that
there were and are deep cul-
tural problems in American
democracy was a needed
wake-up call for many,"
Weigel wrote in a December
2013 email to the Catholic
New World.

His American peers looked
to his intellect and leader-
ship, electing him to a three-
year term as USCCB
president in November 2007.
Just this January, the Knights
of Columbus presented Car-
dinal George with the organi-
zation's highest honor, the
Gaudium et Spes award.

That respect extended to
the Vatican itself, which val-
ued his global view shaped
by his work as head of the
Missionary Oblates of Mary
Immaculate for 12 vyears,
said Allen.

He was not without his
critics, however. Father
Robert Barron, founder of
Word on Fire Catholic Min-
istries and rector of
Mundelein Seminary, noted
in a talk about Cardinal
George delivered to the sem-
inary on the 50th anniver-
sary of his priesthood that
both "liberals" and "conserv-
atives" often felt stung by
Cardinal George's words,
when he was merely calling
for life true to the Gospels.

"What he proposes, finally,
is neither liberal nor conser-
vative Catholicism, but 'sim-
ply Catholicism,” which
means the faith in its full-
ness, mediated through the
successors of the Apostles,"
Barron said.

For all of his accomplish-
ments, however, Cardinal
George remained unassum-
ing. Law professor, pro-life
advocate and author Helen
Alvare recalled meeting him
when he was bishop of
Yakima, Washington, and
was surprised at his small
apartment and humble fur-
nishings.

"The other thing I noticed
about his living quarters was
there were more books than
anything else," she told the
Catholic New World in De-
cember 2013.

That lifelong intellectual
pursuit will shape "the
George legacy," Allen said.

"What we'll mean by that is
the recovery of a kind of
sixth sense of what it means
to be Catholic," he said

After Paul - the church would never be the same

Soon after the early
Church began to
grow, a major event
occurred. Saul of
Tarsus, one of the
most feared and
hated persecutors
of Christians,
miraculously con-
verted to Christian-
ity.

No one could
have predicted the

startling accident Monsignor
that befell Saul on Paul E.
his way from

Jerusalem to Damas-
cus. He was knocked off his
horse, and struck blind by a
divine shaft of light that left
him blind and helpless.

He was directed by a Voice
to seek out one Ananias
who would give him further

directions. The rest is his-
tory.

After some time in
prayer and solitude,
Barnabas, a man re-
spected and trusted
by the Christians,
brought him to
Jerusalem, and in-
troduced him to
Peter and the other
leaders.

At first, distrust
and fear kept them

at a distance, but
gradually he was ac-
cepted.

Despite many severe tri-
als, Paul’s theology pre-
vailed. The Church would
never be the same again.

It was surely a miracle of
grace that often-bitter fight-
ing between various fac-

tions did not split the
Church apart and destroy it.

Furthermore, many were
sorely tested when friends
and relatives opposed them
or even betrayed them to
the authorities.

What saved the whole en-
terprise was surely the
teaching we find in today’s
second reading. John tells
his followers “...love not in
word or speech but in deed
and truth.” We must not
merely “mouth ” the beauti-
ful teaching of Jesus, but
work on the difficult task of
living those words.

All of the disciples must
likewise have found conso-
lation in the powerful image
of today’s Gospel. I

n the great farewell ad-
dress of Jesus at the Last

Fifth Sunday of Easter
READINGS
Acts 9:26-31
1John 3:18-24
John 15:1-8"

Supper, He tells his disci-
ples: “I am the vine; you are
the branches”.

Think about it! Asa
branch cannot survive if it
is separated from the vine,
neither can we survive if we
sever our connection with
Jesus. He is constantly
strengthening us with grace,
just as a vine gives life mo-
ment by moment to its
branches.

Sometimes we take to
ourselves all the credit for
the resulting growth within
us. We even try to control
the directions in which our
faith life is shared. We like
to pick our own ministries,
rather than allow the Lord
through the Church have a
say in the decision.

Then, when our activities
are “pruned” through fail-
ure—or a call to another
ministry,, we can complain
or become bitter.

At those times, we need to
be more trusting, and real-
ize that perhaps God’s Prov-
idence has broader plans for
our growth and the growth
of His kingdom. This is
what Jesus meant by “prun-
ing”. Let’s hope it’s all for a
closer grafting on the Vine.

Surviving siblings

As | have written previously, Silent No
More Awareness has taken on a yearlong
monthly healing project, and April fo-
cuses on the healing of surviving sib-
lings.

There are two components to this dy-
namic.First addresses the mother and
father of the aborted child and, second,
the surviving sibling and the family rela-
tionship challenges.

The surviving sibling oftentimes ex-
periences a profound sense of empti-
ness, anxiety and quilt.

The newsmagazine "48

ners announced April 21 by
the Christophers, which is
rooted in the Judeo-Christian
tradition of service to God
and humanity.
