VATICANTY (\S) - Christians must
look to their own sins and fail-
ings and not fall into the temp-
tation of hypocrisy that causes
them to believe they are better
than others, Pope Francis said.

"The relationship of salva-
tion" with God cannot move for-
ward if people justify
themselves and look at the mis-
takes of others instead of fixing
their gaze on the Lord, he said
at his weekly audience April 20.

The pope reflected on one as-
pect of mercy exemplified in
Jesus' encounter with a woman
who was considered sinful.
While Jesus dined with one of
the Pharisees, she entered the
house weeping, bathed his feet
with her tears and wiped them
with her hair. "Her many sins
have been forgiven; hence, she
has shown great love. But the
one to whom little is forgiven,
loves little," Jesus said.
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It will take a while for the 56
pilgrims who took part in the
Year of Mercy pilgrim-
age through ltaly to
process and fully ap-
preciate all we have ex-
perienced.

The 12 days - framed
by two arduous ones of
international travel -
were packed from early [&&
morning wake-up calls
through late-evening
dinners.

A PASTOR'S PERSPECTIVE

‘Joy of Love’: the pope writes on families

Just today, I was asked to cel-
ebrate Mass for the students at
the Intermediate level of Im-
maculate Heart Central, the
4th, 5th and 6th graders.

[ have been reading Pope
Francis’ apostolic exhortation
on the Family, “Amoris Laeti-
tia,” so, I decided to talk about
family during the homily and
ask some questions about fam-
ily of the kids. They were
great and gave me all sorts of
ideas on what it means to be a
family.

[ noticed that Pope Francis
had a section on three impor-
tant words in family life. The
kids went all over the place try-
ing to figure them out. Finally,
we got somewhere and caught
up with Pope Francis -
“Please...Thank you...Sorry.”

Have you had the opportu-
nity to read some of Pope Fran-
cis’ Letter on Family? [ hope
so. Itis great. However, I
worry that sometimes many
simply rely on others to tell
them about what is in the letter
- like magazine articles or
maybe a teacher or pastor -
and they never get to Pope
Francis’ words at all. The re-
sult is that they get more than

Pope Francis; they get someone
else’s analysis.

Pope Francis’ Letter is long
but it is such a good message
on family life, perfect for our
time. It is easy reading, really.
Many of you probably avoid
papal letters or encyclicals.
You think that such writings
will be difficult to understand,
filled with complex theology.

This exhortation will surprise
you; someone told me that
reading this is like having Pope
Francis sitting with you in the
room and sharing with you.

Pope Francis writes for us.
His style is meant for us, ordi-
nary Catholics. You will find
Pope Francis’ Letter is like a
meditation on Family Life.

You may remember that over
the past couple of years that
Pope Francis called two synods
on family with discussions on

how the Catholic Church can
best serve families and how
the Church can be a family.

Pope Francis listened to and
analyzed the discussions and
presentations at these synods
given by bishops and people
from every country in the
world. Then he prepared the
exhortation titled, “Amoris
Laetitia” - that is, “The Joy of
Love.”

Many clergy and other peo-
ple in the Catholic Church have
anxiously awaited this letter
from our pope. Many, [ am
sure, wondered how Pope Fran-
cis would react to these pre-
sentations. Would there be
changes in the Church’s regula-
tions about marriage or some-
thing like that?

[ don’t know of any changes
that he made, but, Pope Francis
did made it clear in this letter
that the Catholic Church
should be more open and wel-
coming. He encouraged all of
us to be ready to accept the
challenges that our modern
world brings to family life.

Pope Francis begins with sa-
cred scripture. He leads us to
understanding that love is
such a central part of being

family. Let me share with you
one paragraph from this exhor-
tation about this message:
Paragraph #27.

“Christ proposed as the dis-
tinctive sign of his disciples is
the law of love and the gift of
self for others. He did so in
stating a principle that fathers
and mothers tend to embody
in their own lives. “No one has
greater love than this, to lay
down one’s life for one’s
friends.” Love also bears fruit
in mercy and forgiveness. We
see this in a particular way in
the scene of the woman caught
in adultery; in front of the
Temple, the woman is sur-
rounded by her accusers, but
later, alone with Jesus, she
meets not condemnation but
the admonition to lead a more
worthy life.”

This apostolic exhortation
contains so much more. There
will be plenty of discussion -
maybe even debate — over what
Pope Francis has written — and
how it affects the teaching of
the Catholic Church.

[ suspect there will be some
challenging concerns that must
be solved. I like what Pope
Francis has written. [ believe it

HOLYOKE, MASS.— A Mass of Chris-
tian Burial for Mary Ann Eliz-
abeth Curran, a Daughter of
the Heart of Mary, age 82,
was held April 6 at the Mar-
ian Center Chapel.

She died March 31 at the
Marian Center, Holyoke, the
retirement home of her reli-
gious community, in the
50th year of her religious
life.

dained to serve the people
of God, assist at liturgy and
to proclaim the Gospel of
Jesus Christ.

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Pope looks at nitty-gritty of family life

VATICANITY (CNS) - Pope Francis'
hymn to love and family life
is more like a country song
than a Disney tune.

In’Amoris Laetitia' Pope
Frandis reviews the whole arc
of maried life from new and
exdting young love to old age,
sitting on the porch watching

the grandkids play

In "Amoris Laetitia" ("The
Joy of Love"), Pope Francis'
postsynodal apostolic ex-
hortation on the family,
there is passion and devo-
tion, but also heartache and
sweat. The "magic" he wrote
about is not momentarily
sparkly, but the result of
prayer, grace, hard work
and a willingness to apolo-
gize -- time and time again.

"Committing oneself ex-
clusively and definitively to
another person always in-
volves a risk and a bold
gamble," he wrote. But the
payoff is huge.

The papal reflection on
love, family life and the im-
portance of marriage and
child-rearing has sections
that are deeply theological,
pristinely poetic or even
homiletic, like his reflection
on the meaning of each line
of the passage from the
First Letter to the Corinthi-
ans, Chapter 13, used at
millions of weddings each
year: "Love is patient, love is
kind ...."

But it also got into the
nitty-gritty business of life
when a man and a woman
leave their parents' home
and try to make one of their
own. However, while it
quoted from some of his
past speeches on family life,
it did not include references
to "plates flying" during ar-
guments and refrained from
making mother-in-law jokes,
as he has been known to do.

Pope Francis reviewed the

whole arc of married life
from new and exciting
young love to old age, sit-
ting on the porch watching
the grandkids play.

"Young love needs to keep
dancing toward the future
with immense hope," he
wrote. "Hope is the leaven
that, in those first years of
engagement and marriage,
makes it possible to look be-
yond arguments, conflicts
and problems and to see
things in a broader perspec-
tive."

While realistic about late
nights and colic, the papal
document is lyrical in its re-
flections on the blessings
and challenges of welcom-
ing children into families.
He invited readers to join
him standing in awe of
God's gift of children, mar-
veling that "God allows par-
ents to choose the name by

which he himself will call
their child for all eternity."

Running after toddlers,
supervising homework, try-
ing to figure out how to be
close to adolescents without
smothering them and, fi-
nally, negotiating the
"empty nest" syndrome all
feature in the papal text.

Reaching together the
later stage of family life, he
insisted, is possible and
beautiful.

"Although the body ages,"
he said, "it still expresses
that personal identity that
first won our heart. Even if
others can no longer see the
beauty of that identity, a
spouse continues to see it
with the eyes of love and so
his or her affection does not
diminish."

The path to the porch
won't be easy, the pope
wrote. But "each crisis has a

lesson to teach us; we need
to learn how to listen for it
with the ear of the heart."

The pope's hymn includes
the twang of yearning for
that perfect, forever love.
That yearning, present in
most people from every cul-
ture and religion, shows
that a stable, faithful union
is what responds to human
nature and to God's plan for
humanity.

"Lovers do not see their
relationship as merely tem-
porary," he wrote. "Those
who marry do not expect
their excitement to fade.
Those who witness the cele-
bration of a loving union,
however fragile, trust that it
will pass the test of time."

To turn that dream into
reality, try a little tender-
ness, the pope advised. Ten-
derness is a virtue "often
overlooked in our world of

frenetic and superficial rela-
tionships."

Aloving gaze also is es-
sential, he wrote. "How
many things do spouses
and children sometimes do
in order to be noticed! Much
hurt and many problems re-
sult when we stop looking
at one another. This lies be-
hind the complaints and
grievances we often hear in
families: 'My husband does
not look at me; he acts as if I
were invisible.' 'Please look
at me when [ am talking to
you!' "My wife no longer
looks at me, she only has
eyes for our children."

Pope Francis' ballad on
family love, life and loss
urges Catholics to be pa-
tient and merciful with
themselves as well as with
their spouses and children.
"No family drops down from
heaven perfectly formed,"
so all must learn to grow to-
gether, including by making
frequent use of the words,
"Thank you," "please" and
"sorry."

"The right words, spoken
at the right time, daily pro-
tect and nurture love," the
pope wrote.

Finding the right words
also is Pope Francis' exhor-
tation to the church as a
whole. While standing up
tall for the family, the
church needs to stop whin-
ing about how often its
teaching on love and mar-
riage is attacked, he said.
"We should not be trapped
into wasting our energy in
doleful laments, but rather
seek new forms of mission-
ary creativity."

Family life always has
been challenging, the pope
wrote. Just read the Bible,
which "is full of families,
births, love stories and fam-
ily crises."

But the Bible, he said, also
holds out the promise of
"the goal of their journey,
when God 'will wipe away
every tear from their eyes
and death shall be no more,
neither shall there be
mourning nor crying nor
pain anymore."
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Pope prays for refugees, brings 12 Syrians back to Rome

MYTILENE, Greece (CNS) -- Pope Francis' five-hour visit to Greece ended with
him offering safe passage to Italy to 12 Syrian Muslims, half under the age of 18.
The Vatican had kept secret the pope's plan to invite the members of three Syr-
ian families to fly back to Rome with him April 16. Rumors began swirling in the
Greek media a couple hours before the flight took off, but it was confirmed by
the Vatican only as the 12 were boarding the papal plane.The Vatican Secretariat
of State made formal arrangements with the Italy and the Greek governments
to obtain the legal permits needed for the refugees to live in Italy,a Vatican
statement said. The Vatican will assume financial responsibility for the families,
who will be assisted by the Rome-based Community of Sant'Egidio. All 12 in the
group, the Vatican added, had arrived in Greece prior to March 20, the date a Eu-
ropean Union agreement with Turkey went into effect for returning most asylum
seekers to Turkey. The children are between the ages of 2 and 17. After spending
the morning with desperate refugees interned in a camp in Greece, Pope Francis
and Orthodox leaders turned their attention and prayers to the sea, the final
burial place of hundreds who died trying to get to Europe.

New nuncio to U.S.says he's ready to listen and learn

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Archbishop Christophe Pierre, the new nuncio to the
United States, said he is ready to learn about the Catholic Church in the country
and will try his best to be Pope Francis' emissary, particularly in promoting a
church that is close to those who suffer. The archbishop, who had a private meet-
ing at the Vatican with Pope Francis April 21, gave interviews the next day to the
English and the Italian programs of Vatican Radio.The 70-year-old French native
has been in the Vatican diplomatic corps for almost 40 years and said a nuncio's
jobiis to help the pope fulfill his ministry of building up the local churches, re-
specting their diversity, while keeping them united with the universal church.
"The difficulty or the challenge," he said, is "to listen, to be careful about what's
going on, to understand, to exercise dialogue -- | think that's very important --
to discover the beauty, the richness of the culture of the people, the way the
people live (and) to help the inculturation of the Gospel in a particular culture."
At the same time, he said, a nuncio's mission is "to help the pope understand --
the pope and those that work with him -- to understand what's going on."

Inquiry into Dorothy Day's life next step in sainthood cause

NEW YORK (CNS) -- A canonical inquiry into the life of Dorothy Day, co-founder
of the Catholic Worker Movement, will begin soon and extend to the end of the
year, according to the Archdiocese of New York, which is sponsoring her saint-
hood cause and is where Day oversaw Catholic Worker houses. The Dorothy Day
Guild, established in 2005 to promote her life and works, said on its website that
the names of 256 people had been submitted as potential eyewitnesses to Day's
life. Of those, 52 have been chosen for interviews. "Because many of the eyewit-
nesses still live in voluntary poverty, caring for the poor, the archdiocese will as-
sist with airfare and lodging for those requesting assistance." Some of the
interviewees' memories go back to the 1940s. From the interviews, the archdio-
cese will gather the evidence and present it to the Vatican's Congregation for
Saints' Causes and to Pope Francis. If, after examining the information, the Vati-
can congregation and the pope recognize Day's heroic virtues, she will be de-
clared "venerable," the next step in the canonization process. She now has the
title "servant of God."

Wuerl: Politically correct
'choice’ rhetoric hides
ugly truth of abortion

WASHINGTON (CNS) - One day after
Planned Parenthood's presi-
dent, Cecile Richards, spoke
at Georgetown University,
Washington Cardinal Donald
W. Wuerl celebrated a Univer-
sity Mass for Life for college
students at a nearby Catholic
church, encouraging them to
stand up for God's gift of
human life.

A Georgetown student
group's invitation to
Richards, the head of the na-
tion's largest abortion
provider, to speak April 20 at
the country's oldest Catholic
university drew nationwide
criticism and was countered
by a week of pro-life activi-
ties at the school.

The events included panel
discussions on the dignity of
life and the importance of
outreach to women facing
crisis pregnancies, and talk
by Abby Johnson, the former
director of a Planned Parent-
hood clinic who is now pro-
life and speaks out about the
reality of that agency's abor-
tion practices.

In his homily at the April
21 Mass at Epiphany Catholic
Church, Cardinal Wuerl
warned about a powerful po-
litically correct movement
and environment "all around
us. ... It says to set aside such
things as the value of human
life and substitute the politi-
cally correct position that ac-
tually you should be free to
choose to kill the unborn
child. But the word of God
says to us, 'Don't conform
yourself to this age."

The congregation of nearly
150 people included stu-
dents from local universities,
along with faculty members,
campus ministry staff, and
young adults from the Wash-
ington area. Cardinal Wuerl
was joined by five concele-
brating priests who serve in

campus ministry.

A group of about two
dozen Georgetown Univer-
sity students, along with fac-
ulty and staff members, met
at their school's gates and
walked several blocks to the
Mass. At the church, the stu-
dents joining them came
from schools including
George Washington Univer-
sity, The Catholic University
of America, the University of
Maryland, Howard University
and American University.

The congregation was
greeted by Father Adam Park,
pastor of Epiphany Parish,
who also is the chaplain at
George Washington Univer-
sity's Newman Catholic Stu-
dent Center. "Today in our
culture when our Catholic
faith is not always respected,
we want to reaffirm our
Catholic identity and witness
to the Gospel value of life,"
Father Park said.

While not specifically men-
tioning Georgetown Univer-
sity or the Richards
controversy in his homily,
Cardinal Wuerl did address
related underlying issues.

The day before Richards
was greeted by a standing
ovation by Georgetown stu-
dents at her speech on cam-
pus. In her opening remarks,
she expressed hope that
Hoyas for Choice, an unoffi-
cial student group on cam-
pus that advocates for
keeping abortion legal would
someday be recognized as
"an official campus group"
there, adding, "A girl can
dream."

In his homily, Cardinal
Wuerl encouraged students
not to be "deceived by the
politically correct rhetoric
that uses words to hide true
meaning. Those in favor of
killing the unborn child often
speak of 'the product of con-
ception' as opposed to the
child in the womb. They
speak about 'facilitating the
conclusion of the life cycle'
instead of 'assisting a sui-

cide.' So it is with that buzz
word 'choice." When you use
the word 'choice,’ you have
to complete the sentence.
What is it you choose?"

He noted that students
aren't free to smoke in the
university cafeteria or park
wherever they want without
consequences. "Choice only
makes sense when you com-
plete the sentence," Cardinal
Wuerl said. "The word
'choice’ is a smokescreen be-
hind which those killing un-
born children take refuge.
Every chance you get, blow
that smoke away, so every-
one knows what it is we're

talking about."
In her Georgetown ad-
dress, Richards whose

Planned Parenthood organi-
zation provided 327,653
abortions in the United States
in fiscal year 2014 -- com-
pared the struggle for "repro-
ductive rights" to the nation's
history of fighting for civil
rights.

Cardinal Wuerl in his hom-
ily said, "Do not ever be con-
vinced by the rhetoric of
liberation that killing un-
born, innocent children is in
any way similar to the great
social justice struggles that
our nation has faced — many
times enlightened by the
Church's social teaching.
Whether it was the fight
against slavery, racial dis-
crimination or unjust work-
ing conditions, the Church's
proclamation of the dignity
of all human life was at the
center of the struggle."

Then the cardinal added,
"Do not let anyone reduce for
you the greatness of the
American dream to the level
of free contraceptives. We're
worth so much more. The
dream is so much bigger."

Cardinal Wuerl noted that
the students had joined to-
gether at that night's Mass
"because we share a very dif-
ferent view of life, one that
recognizes it truly as a gift
from God."
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Understanding the nature of the Church

Today’s readings give us
very important les-
sons about the na-
ture of our Catholic
Church.

their missionary work.

They found the
Holy Spirit convert-
ing Gentiles before
the Apostles got to
them.

So what had hap-
pened to the law of
Moses? The first
Council in
Jerusalem had to
grapple with this. It
was there that a

courageous decision
was made to wel-
come non-Jews into
the Church without
requiring that they be cir-
cumcised or made to follow
the law of Moses (except for

a few exceptions). Only the
power of the Holy Spirit
present at that council
could have guided that deci-
sion. In speaking for the
whole Church, they were
preserving unity between
the Jewish half and the Gen-
tile half of the Body of
Christ.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus
prepares his apostles for his
Passion. He tells them that
when He leaves them, the
Holy Spirit will teach them
everything they need to
know, and will remind them
of everything He himself
had taught them.

Jesus knew that all the

time He had spent preach-
ing and healing would be in
vain without the transform-
ing power of the Holy Spirit.

Today, we Catholics are
reminded today that the
Holy Spirit still guides the
Church to conform to the
words of the Gospel even
when some in the Church
feel confused at what our
Popes may be telling
us.Trust the Holy Spirit, and
be faithful to the gifts of our
Confirmation. They urge us
to protect the poor, the sick,
the needy, and the stranger.
We must always be loyal to
faith in the Truth, while
maintaining charity in the
bond of Unity.

MAKING SENSE OF BIOETHICS

Embracing the art of ‘aging gracefully’

It seems odd, even a bit
repulsive, when we en-
counter tales of elderly men
running after women who
are young enough to be
their granddaughters. The
wheelchair-bound billion-
aire oil tycoon J. Howard
Marshall was 89 years old
when he married the 26
year old Anna Nicole Smith.
He had met the Playboy
model and reality TV star in
a strip club. Anna insisted
that she really did love the
old man, and wasn’t in it for
the money. With age should
come wisdom. It’s appropri-
ate and fitting for older men
to leave behind their former
ways, and no longer live and
act like college frat boys.

It’s right to expect growth
in self-control as we mature,
and to expect a more reflec-
tive and sober approach to
life.

Growing old invariably of-
fers us the opportunity to
redirect our focus, and as
our body weakens, our
mind and soul can be drawn
to consider matters we may
have previously avoided,
like death and that which
awaits us beyond death’s
threshold.

Our later years can power-

fully provoke us to come to
terms with our destiny and
with higher truths.

By letting our infirmities
existentially speak to us, and
coming to realize how true it
is that we have no permanent

dwelling here, we begin to
grapple with that mysterious
truth that heaven and
home are synonymous

In a recent column, Fa-
ther Ron Rolheiser, quoting
James Hillman, speaks to
the graces that aging and in-
firmity can bring our way:

“Why have God and nature
so structured things that as
we age and mature and are
finally more in control of
our lives, our bodies begin
to fall apart, and we need a
bevy of doctors and medi-
cines to keep functioning? Is
there some wisdom in the
very DNA of the life process
that mandates the break-
down of physical health in
late life? Hillman says, yes.
There’s an innate wisdom in
the process of aging and
dying: the best wines have

to be aged in cracked old
barrels. The breakdown of
our bodies deepens, soft-
ens, and matures the soul.”

[ once overheard a hospi-
tal nurse chatting
with one of her pa-
tients and was
caught a bit off
guard when she
nonchalantly de-
clared, with a little
twinkle in her eye,
"...when we get to
be over 40, who
doesn't have hem-
orrhoids?"

The comment, |
thought, reflected a
healthy, positive at-
titude toward aging
and infirmity. Unavoidably,
our bodies decline. Our
strength wanes. We get hem-
orrhoids and warts and can-
cers and high blood
pressure and male pattern
balding.

In the midst of it all, we
can accept our lot with
grace and gratitude. A
serene acceptance of our
struggles, and even of the
specific death that awaits
us, is surely a great virtue.

But aging gracefully is not
something many of us tend
to do well. We resist the

idea. We may cling to the
fantasy of eternal youth.
Some in our society even
push the notion that we
shouldn’t have to put up
with the challenges
of infirmity, and in-
stead ought to re-
ceive help from the
medical system so
we can beat a hasty
retreat to the exit.
By pushing for
physician-assisted
suicide, they en-
courage us to de-
spise the good of
our own lives and to
reject the graces that
arise from our strug-
gles by choosing to
ingest any of a number of
doctor-prescribed poisons.
On the other hand, by
embracing our particular
path into death, and by of-
fering up our trials, we ac-
quire a poise of soul and
human maturity that orients
us towards our destiny, a
destiny in the hereafter that
so many seem largely oblivi-
ous to. By letting our infir-
mities existentially speak to
us, and coming to realize
how true it is that we have
no permanent dwelling
here, we begin to grapple

with that mysterious truth
that heaven and home are
synonymous.

Aging gracefully also in-
volves recognizing and ac-
cepting the shortening of
the time ahead of us and the
lengthening of the time be-
hind us. Even as we achieve
a much-sought independ-
ence in our lives, we begin
to cycle back towards a re-
newed dependence on oth-
ers, on caregivers, family
and the community, and we
may even come to the real-
ization that our own mind
will have to be surrendered
if dementia comes our way.

All of this can instruct us,
if we accept it with grace, in
the wisdom of relinquishing
our own willfulness once
again like little children, and
returning to a humble
framework of interdepend-
ence in our shared destiny
with others and with God.

THE JUNGLE BOOK

Forest, fauna and beast
never looked as good as
they do in "The Jungle Book"
(Disney), a lavish retelling of
the 1894 collection of sto-
ries by British author Rud-
yard Kipling.

What makes this "live-ac-
tion" 3-D adaptation particu-
larly compelling is that,
apart from the "man-cub"
Mowgli (Neel Sethi), every-
thing on screen, from the
breathtaking jungle land-
scapes to the meticulously
detailed creatures great and
small, was created on a
computer.

A cheeky line at the end of
the credits, "Filmed in
Downtown Los Angeles," at-
tests to this surprising fact.

Hence, this "Jungle Book"
has much in common with
another in-house creation,
Disney's beloved 1967 ani-
mated take on the tales. In
fact, director Jon Favreau
("Chef") and screenwriter
Justin Marks pay homage to
that movie with moments of
humor and by incorporating
its toe-tapping tunes, "The
Bare Necessities" and "I
Wanna Be Like You."

A few scary sequences
aside (the jungle is a danger-
ous place, after all), this ver-
sion makes delightful,
good-natured, heartfelt en-
tertainment for the entire

family.

Kipling's basic plot en-
dures: Mowgli, orphaned as
a baby, is discovered by a
kindly panther, Bagheera
(voice of Ben Kingsley). He
brings this child to a pack of
wolves which raises him as
one of their own, instilling a
strict moral code and re-
spect for family and other
critters. Fortunately for
Mowgli - and the audience -
all of the anthropomorphic
animals speak perfect Eng-
lish. But danger lurks in the
guise of Shere Khan (voice
of Idris Elba), a menacing
tiger who threatens the
peaceable kingdom. Man is
a threat, he warns, espe-
cially the "red flower" he
commands - fire.

Shere Khan demands that
the wolves surrender
Mowgli, now 10 years old,
to him for killing. "How
many lives is a man-cub
worth?" he challenges.

Mowgli decides to leave
home to protect his wolf
family and, with Bagheera's
help, makes his way toward
the distant "man village." An
accident separates the duo,
and Mowgli is swept deep
into the jungle, where he is
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threatened by Kaa (voice of
Scarlett Johansson), a seduc-
tive python.

All hope seems lost until
Mowgli encounters a happy-
go-lucky bear named Baloo
(voice of Bill Murray). An un-
likely friendship strikes up,
which will serve Mowgli well
in a showdown with Shere
Khan and another would-be
despot, King Louie (voice of
Christopher Walken), boss
of all primates.

"The Jungle Book" barrels
to an action-packed conclu-
sion that may frighten the
youngest moviegoers. But
ultimately it's all good es-
capist fun.

Besides possible scares,
parents also may want to
take note of a passing refer-
ence to a non-biblical cre-
ation story. This myth could
serve as the opportunity to
discuss, in an age-appropri-
ate way, the Christian un-
derstanding of life's origins.

Amid the "sturm und
drang" generated by most
Hollywood blockbusters,
"The Jungle Book" presents
a welcome opportunity, as
Baloo croons, to "forget
about your worries and your
