The pope focused on the 
Gospel parable of the rich 
man and Lazarus and said 
the story is a reminder of the 
"harsh reproach" that will 
come at the final judgment 
for those who ignore the 

needs of the poor. Lazarus 
represents both "the silent 
cry of the poor of all time 
and the contradiction of a 
world in which vast wealth 
and resources are in the 
hands of a few," the pope 
said. 

By excluding Lazarus, the 

pope said, the rich man 
"made himself the center of 
everything, closed in his 
world of lUxury and waste." 
In the parable, the rich man 
has no name, he noted, while 
Lazarus' name - which means 
"God helps" - is mentioned 
five times.

Back in 1946, Catholics of 

the Diocese of Ogdensburg, 
months later, the launching of 
the one and only Msgr. Robert 

McCarthy as a priest. like all Americans, wel­
comed a return to nor­
malcy after World War 
II came to an end.

Elections that year 
gave majorities to Re­
publicans in the House 
and Senate as President 
Truman, a Democrat, 
sat in the Oval Office. 
The first meeting of the 
United Nations took 
place in Long Island in Mary lou 
October. It's a Wonder- Kilian 
fuJ Life with Jimmy 
Stewart and Donna 
Reed was released in December 
and the first America saint -
Mother Frances Cabrini - was 
canonized in July. 

That year - 70 years ago -
was of great significance in our 
part of the country as well. 

That was the year that saw 
the launching of the North 
Country Catholic and, sixth 

credit to Bishop Bryan 
]. McEntegart for hav­
ing the vision to estab­
lish a diocesan 
newspaper and, more 
importantly, to ordain a 
young man who would 
touch thousands of 
people around the 
world with his faith. 

Our fifth bishop 
didn't know, of course, 
that Msgr. McCarthy 
would become interna­

tionally known as the Carny 
Priest but clippings that fatten 
the NCC's "Father McCarthy" 
file tell the tale. 

In 1993 interview, as he re­
tired, Msgr. McCarthy shared 
the story of the growth of his 
unique ministry. 

Back in 1961, when he was 
pastor in Gouverneur, the 

young priest knew a lot of peo­
ple who couldn't afford to go 
to the county fair so he went 
looking for free tickets. 

"Jim Quinn, a good man, 
gave me lots of tickets," Msgr. 
McCarthy remembered. 'The 
next year, Jim phoned the rec­
tory and told me that the carni­
val workers had been hurt by 
people who called them 
thieves. Their children had 
been refused baptism. I offered 
to instruct and baptize the 
children." 

The carnival workers "have a 
grapevine of their own," Msgr. 
McCarthy said . "I was asked to 
conduct a funeral service of a 
carnival worker in New York 
City. The word spread and I 
was invited to Tampa, Miami, 
Chicago. It really grew into 
something big." 

Big enough to be recognized 
by more than one pope. 

In 1970, Pope Paul VI named 
Msgr. McCarthy to the Pontifi-

cal Commission for the Pas­
toral Care of Itinerant People. 

In 1979, he was invited to a 
private audience with Pope 
John Paul II who knew of his 
work with the migrants. 

Now that he's approaching 
his 98th birthday, Msgr. Mc­
Carthy's ministry to carnival 
workers comes in his prayer 
for them and for all of us. 

To say that we are grateful 
for the 70 years of Msgr. Mc­
Carthy's priesthood - as well as 
the decades of service of all of 
our jubilarians - is such a woe­
ful understatement. 

Their biographies, featured 
throughout the pages of this 
week's NCe, give only a 
glimpse of the service and pas­
toral devotion that these 
priests have given to the peo­
ple of the North Country. Well 
done good and faithful ser­
vants. We look forward to hav­
ing you in our midst for many 
years (and decades!) to come. 

A special time to pray for our priests 
I have had the honor of cele­

brating a few jubilee anniver­
saries in my time. Each year 
we priests celebrate our priest­
hood with the anniversary of 
our ordination; we also rededi­
cate ourselves as priests at the 
Chrism Mass on Holy Thursday 
at the Cathedral with our 
bishop. 

Certain years, like 70, 60, 50, 
40 and 25 are, by tradition, ju­
bilee years. 

Each year at our spring 
Diocesan Priests' Meeting, we 
hold a special Mass and ban­
quet in honor of those who are 
celebrating their jubilees. 

This year, although the 
Spring Priests' Meeting was a 
retreat (led by Cardinal Timo­
thy Dolan) we still had our ju­
bilee celebration. This is a time 
to brag a bit and to recognize 
the many years that have been 
piled up. This year it was es­
pecially joyful to celebrated 
the 70th anniversary for one of 
our priests - Monsignor Robert 
McCarthy. Congratulations, Fa­
ther Mac.

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Carny priest and pastor 
observes 70th anniversary

Msgr. Robert]. McCarthy, 
celebrating 70 years as a 
priest of the Diocese of Og­
densburg, spent 21 of those 
years as pastor of Holy Fam­
ily Church in Watertown. 

A native of Potsdam, he 
was born july 1, 1918, grad­
uated from Potsdam High 
School and attended Pots­
dam State Teachers College 
for one year before begin­
ning studies for the priest­
hood. 

He studied at Wadhams 
Hall in Ogdensburg and St. 
Bernard's Seminary in 
Rochester before his ordina­
tion Oct. 19, 1946, by Bishop 
Bryan]. McEntegart. 

Early in his priesthood, 
Msgr. McCarthy served as as­
sistant pastor at St. Mary's, 
Canton; assistant pastor at 
Holy Family, Watertown; and 
pastor in Old Forge, West 
Leyden, Colton and South 
Colton. 

He was director of the 
Catholic Youth Council from 
its beginning in 1958 to 1966 
and named diocesan director 
of the Apostleship of Prayer 
in 1966. 

On May 19, 1960, Msgr. 
McCarthy was named a Papal 
Chamberlain (Chaplain of His 
Holiness) with the title mon­
signor 

In 1961, he was appointed 
pastor at St. james in Gou­
verneur and, in 1972 pastor 
of Holy Family, a position he 
held until his retirement in 
1993. 

In addition to his ministry 
within the diocese, Msgr. Mc­
Carthy was internationally 
known as the "Carny Priest." 
For decades, he provided 
liturgical and sacramental 
services to carnival workers 
across the United States. 

In 1970, Pope Paul VI 
named Msgr. McCarthy to the 
Pontifical Commission for

the Pastoral Care of Itinerant 
People. 

He was also named the of­
ficial chaplain for the 60,000 
carnival workers in the 
United States. 

In 1979, he was honored 
with a private audience with 
Pope john Paul " who knew 
of his work with the mi­
grants. 

Msgr. McCarthy was also 
credited with bringing the 
Precious Blood Sisters to the 
Diocese of Ogdensburg in 
the 1960s and providing fi­
nancial support to the con­
templative religious order 
with contributions from the 
carnival workers. 

The priest also served as 
chaplain for the State Police 
Troop B, based in Oneida. 

Msgr. McCarthy, who will 
celebrate his 98th birthday 
july 1 currently resides at 
the Sisters of St. joseph 
Motherhouse in Watertown.

In the first Harry Potter 

book, The Philosopher's 
Stone, Harry finds himself 
at one point in a room with 
a mirror. When he looks 
into the mirror he sees not 
just himself but his parents 
standing behind him. They 
are smiling at him with 
great love in their eyes. 

I'm so very proud and 
humbled to minister with

As you remember, Harry 
is an orphan whose both 
parents were killed by the 
evil wizard at the very be­
ginning of the story, when 
Harry was only four. Harry 
is entranced with the mirror 
and keeps on returning to 
the room at every possible 
opportunity. 

Then one day the mirror 
was gone, and Harry is dis­
traught. Out of the shad­
ows, steps his wise and 
kindly headmaster, who ex­
plains to Harry that the mir­
ror shows what a person 
most deeply desires. Its 
danger is, as with Harry, 
that it encourages people to 
lose themselves in fantasy 
rather than reality. So, the 
headmaster arranged for the 
mirror to be removed to an­
other room where it would 
not be so easily accessible. 

He wants Harry to return 
to reality but not in any way 
embittered because of his 
sense of loss or the impossi­
bility of his dreams. It is 
more that he wants the ex­
perience to prepare Harry 
for the trials ahead, for at 
the end of the book the evil 
wizard will tempt Harry 
with the offer of his parents' 
return, if only Harry will 
hand over the philosopher's 
stone. Harry must have 
both the wisdom and the 
courage to resist the temp­
tation.

God's presence among us 
is ultimately mysterious. It 
can certainly not be con­
fined to anyone human ex­
planation or idea. Jesus 
uses the parables in the 
gospels to offer us hints or 
illustrations as to some of 
the important but differing 
aspects of His presence. 

Sometimes we would like 
God's presence to be much 
more cut and dried. God 
would appear to us, show 
us the way through life and 
make all our problems and 
anxieties disappear. Boy, 
wouldn't we sometimes like 
Him to be in that mirror 
where we can gain some re­
assurance and certainty 
from Him? 

The difficulty with such a 
desire is that it does not 
allow us to grow. It is as 
though, like Harry in front 
of the mirror, we want to 
step out of life and just hold 
on to an image of comfort. 
In our mirrors we envision 
dreams of what the perfect 
parish would be like. Per­
haps, we long for how it 
used to be. 

We have our wishes for 
how the Church, the Dio-

cese of Ogdensburg should 
be. If only God cooperated 
more , or even the Bishop! 
But God, my brothers, wants 
us to win our spurs in the 
messiness and marvels of 
ministry. 

We are to live out the 
unique gift of the life given 
to each one of us, and 
through that living to come 
into our own special and 
personal relationship with 
God. Our road to holiness 
and fulfillment is through 
our lived priestly ministry. 
We are challenged not to be­
come discouraged, dis­
traught or disillusioned 
because, perhaps that image 
in our mirror seems, more 
and more, an unrealizable 
fantasy, a fleeting illusion. 
No, we embrace the chaos 
and contradictions of life in 
all its challenging mixture of 
good and evil, proclaiming 
the truth of our faith. 

And, on occasions such as 
tonight, we have men who 
we honor whose priestly 
lives challenge each of us 
not to be afraid or hesitant 
to make such proclamation. 
Let me give you one exam­
ple. I hadn't been ordained 

very long at all when I heard 
about this man called the 
Carny Priest. Everybody 
said that he had traveled to 
Burbank or somewhere in 
that area of southern Cali­
fornia to be on a television 
show: To Tell the Truth. 
Such TV personalities as 
Orson Bean, Peggy Cast, 
Harry Morgan, Kitty 
Carlysle, and Bill Cullen 
would quiz and then try to 
determine which of the 
three contestants was actu­
ally the Carny Priest. 

Well, as you well remem­
ber, Msgr. McCarthy could 
fool no one. Truth be told-­
He was the Carny priest 
through and through. There 
was no hiding it! 

You know that we exude 
who and whose we are 
through our presence to 
people. Truth be told, each 
of us happily reveals who 
we are - priest of God -
through and through. There 
is no hiding it! That's why 
our pastoral approachability 
is so important as we seek 
to welcome our neighbor to 
worship with us. Yes, we 
labor and struggle, but, as 
St. Paul reminds the Colos-

sians, it is God's power that 
we exercise within us. 

As Cardinal Dolan re­
minded us, we must be self­
possessed, 
Christ-possessed. It is His 
Spirit that encourages and 
challenges us in our min­
istry, particularly when our 
pastoral vision seems an im­
possible dream. Sometimes 
we feel like the lamb among 
wolves in a society that 
seems increasingly hostile 
to the Church and Christ's 
teachings. 

I'm so very proud and 
humbled to minister with 
you because the pastoral 
pastures, they are a chang­
ing, and you are determined 
to smell of your sheep how­
ever they come or go. 

Despite our occasional 
fears to the contrary, we are 
not alone. We have the 
presence of God living in 
and through us. Even when 
we lose our way we are reas­
sured that God is there, 
turning everything to our 
good.

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Archbishop offers prayers at memorial Mass for those in uniform 
WASHINGTON (CNS) -- Archbishop Timothy P. Broglio of the U.S. Archdiocese for 
the Military Servcies prayed forthose U.S. service men and women who have 
lost their lives in battle for the nation's veterans at a special noon memorial 
Mass May 15, Pentecost Sunday. About 2,500 Catholics gathered in the Great 
Upper Church of the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Concep­
tion in Washington to pay tribute to men and women in the armed forces,and 
particularly to those who have "paid the ultimate price for American liberty. We 
remember those who have died since our last archdiocesan celebration .... Our 
prayer extends to all of those who have fallen in combat, as a result of illness or 
old age, as well aS,an earnest uplifting to a loving Father of those who still bear 
the effects of war in their bodies or minds," the archbishop prayed. "This ges­
ture of communion also includes an earnest petition forthose who mourn the 
loss of loved ones young and old," he continued. "The divine love that inflames 
our hearts reaches outto those who experience the emptiness of those whose 
presence is no longer the same and to those who care for our dear veterans." 

USCCB abuse audit warns of complacency 
WASHINGTON (CNS) -- The annual report on the implementation ofthe U.s. 
bishops' "Charter forthe Protection of Children and Young People" warns 
against complacency in dioceses, and the firm contracted to conduct audits of 
dioceses and parishes said there was "plenty of room for improvement" in im­
plementing two ofthe charter's articles. In remarks prefacing the report. 
Francesco CCesareo, chairman ofthe National Review Board, the all-lay group 
that tracks for the bishops how dioceses address clergy sexual abuse,said this 
year's audit results "continue to demonstrate the progress that has been made 
in ensuring safe environments for children in the church. The bishops need to 
be acknowledged for keeping the protection of children and young people in 
the forefront of their leadership by continually enhancing their efforts to com­
ply with the charter," Cesareo said. However, he also warned that the U.s. 
church's progress can" foster a false sense of security" that can "lead to com­
placency. Such complacency can lead to a minimalist approach to the charter, 
which can be seen simply as a series of requirements that need to be checked 
off, as opposed to an implementation that renders the charter fully operative," 
he said. One example Cesareo gave was that "while every diocese has a dioce­
san review board, thereby complying with the charter's requirement. in some 
cases the diocesan review board rarely meets or had not met in several years." 

Service, not power, is the true Christian path, pope says 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Those who seek only power and greatness, especially 
within the church, follow a different path than Jesus, who told his disciples to 
serve and not to be served, Pope Francis said in a morning homily. Preaching 
May 17 during Mass in his residence, the Domus Sanctae Marthae, the pope 
said Jesus speaks a language of humiliation, death and redemption, while oth­
ers "speak the language of climbers" who only thinking of rising to the top of 
the heap. "The greatest is the one who serves the most, the one who is always 
at the service of others, not the ones who boast. who seek power, money, vanity 
and pride," he said, according to Vatican Radio. The pope focused his homily on 
the day's Gospel reading (Mk. 9:30-37). in which the disciples argued about 
who was the greatest among them. "If anyone wishes to be first. he shall be 
the last of all and the servant of all," Jesus tells them. 

Auriesville Shrine could 
have new ownership; plans 
for its future are underway

ALBANY,N.Y.(CNS)- Bishop Edward 
B. Scharfenberger of Albany 
likes to term the future of the 
Shrine of Our Lady of Mar­
tyrs in Auriesville a "concele­
bration." 

As when priests celebrate a 
Mass together and each re­
cites one portion of the 
prayers, he explained, vari­
ous entities will be collabo­
rating to ensure the shrine's 
future. 

However, the bishop cau­
tioned that some of the infor­
mation circulating in the 
secular media about plans 
for the shrine is premature: 
The planning process is still 
underway and is likely to 
continue for some time. 

''The process could take 
the entire summer," con­
firmed Carmine Musumeci, 
former New York state 
deputy of the Knights of 
Columbus and a leading 
member of the Friends of 
Our Lady of Martyrs Shrine 
Inc., a foundation of con­
cerned Catholics formed by 
the Albany bishop. 

The new not-far-profit or­
ganization currently has 
seven board members and 
several other interested par­
ties participating in confer­
ence calls and other 
communications to discuss 
the shrine's future, 
Musumeci told The Evangel­
ist, Albany's diocesan news­
paper. 

Not all of the participants 
are local; board members in­
clude Father Terry Brennan, a 
priest who ministers to Na­
tive American communities 
in New Mexico with a devo­
tion to St. Kateri Tekakwitha; 
and john Dejak, co-editor of 
a forthcoming book, "With 
God In America," featuring 
the writings of jesuit Father 
Walter Ciszek. The priest 
wrote extensively while he 
was on retreat at the Au-

riesville shrine; his cause for 
sainthood is being consid­
ered . 

Bishop Scharfenberger said 
he'd like to see the organiza­
tion attain 503(c)(3) non­
profit status. If the planning 
process for the shrine con­
tinues, its ownership could 
eventually be transferred to 
the Friends of Our Lady of 
Martyrs Shrine. 

However, the jesuit order 
would retain its cemetery for 
priests and brothers on the 
shrine grounds, the ceme­
tery's related buildings and 
the portion of the property 
known as the "Martyrs' 
Ravine," where 5t. Isaac 
jogues buried the remains of 
his fellow missionary, St. 
Rene Goupil, after he was 
martyred in the 17th cen­
tury. 

The ravine, where pilgrims 
to the shrine often pray, "is a 
sacred space important to 
the jesuit community," noted 
Bishop Scharfenberger. 

The Shrine of Our Lady of 
Martyrs covers 400 acres in 
Auriesville on the site of the 
17th-century Mohawk village 
of Ossernenon, where the 
"Lily of the Mohawks," St. Ka­
teri Tekakwitha, was born. 
Also called the Shrine of the 
North American Martyrs, the 
site includes a massive coli­
seum used for outdoor litur­
gies, several chapels, 
Stations of the Cross, a visi­
tors' center, picnic areas and 
the jesuit cemetery. 

The jesuit order, facing a 
decreasing number of priests 
and the significant cost of 
the shrine's upkeep, decided 
last year to discontinue 
staffing the site. The jesuits 
have continued to provide 
for maintenance of the 
grounds through a company 
called Parish Property Man­
agement Inc. 

Musumeci said the current 
annual operating budget for 
the shrine is about $400,000 
to $450,000 and that the 
shrine is "self-sufficient," 
with cash flow and donations 

covering expenses. 
A fund raising campaign 

and radio-a-thon last year 
raised more than $2 million 
for necessary repairs and 
renovations to several of the 
shrine's buildings. 

After Bishop Scharfen­
berger expressed interest 
last year in keeping sacra­
mental ministry alive at the 
shrine, the jesuit order of­
fered to transfer ownership 
to the Albany Diocese. But in 
early May, the bishop reiter­
ated, as he has stated previ­
ously, that "I don't think the 
shrine can just be managed 
by one ecclesiastical entity." 

Keeping the shrine open, 
he said, is not a matter of 
"just transferring it" to an­
other owner. In fact, 
Musumeci said he would like 
to see all eight Catholic dio­
ceses in New York state in­
volved in the shrine; to that, 
the bishop added religious 
orders and others nation­
wide. 

A statement in an area 
newspaper that the Albany 
Diocese would be sending 
priests to celebrate Masses at 
the shrine every day is not 
only premature, Bishop 
Scharfenberger said, but 
does not account for the 
priests from outside the dio­
cese who have expressed an 
interest in participating. 

''I'm hopeful that will hap­
pen," he added. 

The bishop envisions the 
shrine's future as focused on 
four things: evangelization; 
remembering the saints mar­
tyred there; honoring St. Ka­
teri Tekakwitha and her 
connection with the Native 
American community; and 
continuing the tutelage and 
support of the jesuit com­
munity in relation to the site.

Today, the Feast of the

celebrates a central mystery 
of our faith, Christ, 
Son of God, as sacri­
ficial food for the 
world. 

All three readings 
speak about some 
important events in 
the Bible that led up 
to the greatest gift 
Christ left us, the 
sacrifice of the 
Mass. 

The first reading 
Monsignor 
Paul E. 

tells us about a very Whitmore 
successful rescue 
mission. Abraham, 
who is not really a military 
man nor a king, with only a 
couple of hundred men, 
bravely rescues his nephew, 
Lot, who has been taken 
prisoner by a conspiracy of 
foreign kings. 

Another king, 

Melchizedek of Salem, is so 
grateful for this action that 
he invites Abraham to a 

royal banquet, offer­
ing him bread and 
wine, and a special 
blessing. Abraham, 
in turn, shows his 
gratitude by making 
a covenant with this 
pagan priest, offer­
ing him a tenth (a 
tithe) of all his prop­
erty. 

Through the cen­
turies, this meal was 
never forgotten. 

The second read-
ing is also an impor­

tant one, for it's the first 
sacred writing to speak of 
what jesus did at the Last 
Supper, and to tell us of the 
very words jesus spoke in 
instituting the Holy Eu­
charist. 

Of course, later, the 

Gospels would tell us the 
full story of that sacred 
night. jesus tells us that He 
himself will be the very 
food of sacrifice for the sal­
vation of the world, and 
commands the apostles to 
do this over and over until 
the end of time. 

All four Gospels contain 
the great story of the multi­
plication of the loaves of 
bread and a couple of fish 
that fed over five thousand. 
jesus "took, blessed, broke, 
and gave" the food on that 
hillside, just as he would 
later do in the Upper Room -
but with an important dif­
ference. 

By his action this time, he 
changes the food into his 
own Body and Blood. And 
that four-fold action of 
jesus is just what the priest 
does at every Mass.

THE ANGRY BIRDS MOVIE

Take an addictive phone 
app, contrive a plot to "ex­
plain" motivations, chuck in 
puns, brief potty humor and 
lengthy slapstick sequences, 
and you have the inane 3-D 
animated adaptation 'The 
Angry Birds Movie" (Colum­
bia). 

That may sound like a 
harsh assessment of cheer­
ful, largely inoffensive kid­
die fare . So let's put it this 
way: Which would you 
rather do, play "Angry Birds" 
and hurl tiny flightless 
fowls at evil green pigs -
which will at least focus 
your mind, however fleet­
ingly - or watch a screenful 
of birds discuss their feel­
ings for 97 minutes? 

Among those emotions, in 
keeping with Hollywood's 
endless emphasis on indi­
viduality, is a central charac­
ter's determination to 

dissent from the preternatu­
ral cheerfulness he finds all 
around him. 

"Why do we have to 
agree?" Red (voice of jason 
Sudeikis) asks the other in­
habitants of Bird Island. 
"Why does it matter that 
we're not the same?" 

Sometimes, the film con­
cludes, it's important to 
have a warrior mind set. Es­
pecially so when the island's 
eggs are at risk from invad­
ing pigs who want to en­
hance their diet with yolky 
goodness. 

That certainly squares 
with just war theory, and 
viewers of faith willing to 
squint sufficiently can even 
read a pro-life message into 
the movie's premise. 

Red takes an anger man­
agement class, which 
proves futile but does sup­
ply him with a duo of new 
pals, both endowed with su­
perpowers: Chuck (voice of 
josh Gad) has the gift of 
great speed, while Bomb

The pigs, led by Leonard 
(voice of Bill Hader), seduce 
the island's residents with 
endless parties as a prelimi­
nary to their egg theft. To 
thwart them, Red and his 
friends seek out the Mighty 
Eagle (voice of Peter Din­
klage), the only denizen of 
the island who can fly. But 
he's too out of shape to be 
of any help, at least until 
the threat to the commu­
nity's future becomes more 
obvious.

in the pigs' complex lair.
