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‘Nothing is resistant to love’

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Christians
are never pessimistic, re-
signed or weak, thinking life
is an unstoppable train ca-
reening out of control, Pope
Francis said.

Throughout history, every
day is seen as a gift from God
and "every morning is a
blank page that Christians

start writing on" with their
good works and charity, he
said Oct. 11 during his
weekly general audience.
Continuing his series of
audience talks on Christian
hope, the pope reflected on a
reading from the Gospel of
St. Luke, in which the disci-
ples are asked to be like

faithful and vigilant ser-
vants, who stand ready for
their master's return - the
day Jesus will come again.
Jesus wants his followers
to never let down their guard
and to be on their toes, ready
to welcome "with gratitude
and amazement each new
day God gives us," the pope

said. Even though "we have
already been saved by Jesus'
redemption,” he said, the
people of God are still await-
ing his second coming in
glory when he will be "all in
all.”

Nothing in life is more cer-
tain than that -- that he will
come again, the pope said.

FATHER MUENCH SAYS

We are all called to be missionaries

October, among other things,
is the month dedicated to
prayer for the Propagation of
the Faith, the Missions. On a
Sunday in October, the Catholic
Church celebrates World Mis-
sion Sunday, a time to remem-
ber those who dedicate their
lives to being missionaries,
who carry the Lord’s message
and Spirit to the world.

After the Resurrection, be-
fore the Ascension Jesus in-
structed his apostles: “Go into
the whole world and proclaim
the good news to all creation.”
(Mark 16:15). We, Catholics,
are a mission Church. We are
all called to be missionaries.

I have had the opportunity to
meet many faith-filled bishops
and priests who dedicated
their priesthood to be foreign
missionaries. These priests
impressed me with their readi-
ness to make this sacrifice.
They are filled with Jesus, with
a love to want to live like Jesus.
They are dedicated to go into
the world, to go to another
place, another culture, to bring
Christ to the people of another
place.

Several priests from our own
diocese became missionaries
and gave years to work and
minister in our diocesan parish
in South America, in Mollendo,
Peru. I have talked with them

and asked them why they
chose to be a missionary. In
each case, the priest realized
that he saw in this decision
part of his vocation to be a
priest. God chose him; God di-
rected him to be a priest, and
a missionary.

[ have had the opportunity to
meet and know many religious
Sisters who became missionar-
ies. Their vocation to be a Sis-
ter, included a call to be a
missionary. They were willing
to go to another country recog-
nizing the need for their pres-
ence; they were ready to join in
the mission to join in the mis-
sion of Christ to reach out to
the poor in another place.

[ can guarantee to you that
their stories and dedication
were truly impressive to me.
Their accomplishments were
truly miraculous.

Today, I think of Madre Anto-
nia, a Maryknoll Sister, origi-
nally from Brooklyn, who
found her vocation in minister-
ing to the people of Yankee in
the altiplano of Peru. Her love

of God brought her to this
place and she brought so much
love and help to the people of
that village. In that love she
found a home in that place.

Finally, and possibly most
importantly, I have had the op-
portunity of meeting several
lay men and lay women who
chose to spend a time as a
Christian missionary in a for-
eign land.

They chose to dedicate a part
of their lives — a year or two
years or more — to live with
others in their homeland to
share with them their Christian
values. These lay missionaries
sought to demonstrate their
love for Jesus just as St. Paul
did as he traveled through so
many places to bring the first
message of Jesus.

[ remember in language
school meeting a married cou-
ple who were studying in
preparation of spending sev-
eral years in a parish as mis-
sionaries in Bolivia with their
three children. They wanted to
do this by living in this parish
and sharing with these people
their own love for the Lord. I
truly loved them. This family,
my friends, are not Catholic -
they are dedicated Christians.
Seeing their joy of being a
good Christian family it was
easy to recognize their love

and faith in God. Ialso know a
woman, now married and with
her husband beginning their
family, who decided to be a
missionary. After graduating
from college, she chose to give
two years of her young life
joining in the work of the
Canossian Sisters as a mission-
ary in Egypt.

One more thing: each Sunday
when I celebrate Mass in this
parish here at home, I recog-
nize that each person in this
congregation is a missionary.
These people who remind me
that they are just ordinary peo-
ple have unique opportunities
each day of bringing Jesus to
the people they meet along the
way. They are truly missionar-
ies. Their action may be some-
thing simple - living a good
and Christian life - but this is
truly being a missionary. How-
ever, there may be a time when
they must do something de-
manding, even heroic, to bring
Christ’s love to someone in
need, someone whose life is
mixed up and they need help
to change.

So, missionaries come in dif-
ferent forms but they are all
loving and dedicated. They
realize this is a vocation from
the Lord and they are ready,
with God’s help, to make the
world a better place.

Bishop LaValley's homily
for the annual Blue Mass
at St. Patrick’s Church,
Watertown Oct.1

In our second reading, St.
Paul tells the people of
Philippi: “humbly regard
others as more important
than yourselves, each look-
ing out not for his own in-
terests, but also for those of
others.”

Boy, that’s not always
easy, is it?

[ suspect if more of us
had that really heroic Chris-
tian philosophy of life, the
jobs of those charged with
public safety and law en-
forcement would be a whole
lot easier and safer.

But, because the world in
which we live finds evil
lurking in too many places,
because sometimes we find
it easier to use and take ad-
vantage of our neighbor
than humbly consider their
interests, because, too
often, we just plain can’t
seem to get along, we place
you, the women and men in
blue who we honor today, in
stress-filled, often danger-
ous situations.

In our fractured society,
in many ways, we expect
you to keep us from falling
apart. Too many times, we
need you to protect us from
ourselves.

We need you because
sometimes the way we treat
our neighbor indicates that
we have fallen from the
path of Jesus.

We need you because, by
and large, we mean well, but
our actions don’t always re-
flect such good intentions,
like that one son in today’s
Gospel.

We need you because
things happen: hurricanes,
floods, earthquakes, fires
and we are not self-suffi-

cient.

We need you because too
many people are overtaken
by evil and we are scared
and fearful for ourselves
and for our loved ones.

As you place yourself,
time and again, in harm’s
way, you place the interests
of others over your own.
Unless one were to walk i
your shoes, we can’t pre-
tend to know the great
stress you must endure be-
cause of that.

As [ was reading an in-
spiring reflection of a 30-
year retired veteran of one
of our police departments, I
was reminded that as you
meet trauma and crisis on a
regular basis, as you con-
front a wide spectrum of
evil behaviors in our pris-
ons, jails, streets, schools,
homes and workplaces,
there is a personal cost that
you and your families pay.

Too often, we forget the

physical, emotional, psycho-
logical, and spiritual toll on
you and your loved ones.
For such disregard and in-
sensitivity on our part, we
express our sincere regret.

You are on the front lines,
often in crisis situations, as
you face the consequences
of what society is unable or
unwilling to address. Some-
times we expect you to ac-
complish super-human feats
in the face of our less-than-
human behavior.

Our Gospel story today
presents us with another
reason why we rely on your
sacrifice and bravery: And
then they asked, “Which of
the two did the father’s
will?” They answered cor-
rectly, “The first son.” Jesus
doesn’t put on this little
quiz to see how clever his
listeners are. He is making
a crucial point about their
relationship with God.

By means of His little

parable, He is telling them
that in the matter of obedi-
ence to God’s will, it is bet-
ter by far to move from bad
intentions to good positive
action than to remain
locked into good intentions
and no action. [ wonder
how many of you, in your
law enforcement roles have
heard “I didn’t mean to do
this or that.” We claim that
our intentions are always
noble. Maybe, just maybe
sometimes what we really
intended was not to get
caught.

We all stumble, we slip,
we waffle, we fail...But our
loving Father is always
there, ready to pick us up if
we only make an honest ef-
fort to repent—to change
and live in harmony with
His rule.

Repentance takes us be-
yond good intentions. Re-
pentance is the process of
actually becoming the kind

of person God wills us to be.
God doesn’t write anybody
off when it comes to the
possibility of changing, of
moving from the good in-
tention mode to the good
behavior. That’s why it’s so
important that we never,
never give up on anyone.

On behalf of the Church
of Ogdensburg, extending
from Clinton, Essex,
Franklin, Hamilton,
Herkimer, Lewis, St.
Lawrence, to here in Jeffer-
son County, [ want to thank
you for accepting the awe-
some responsibility of pro-
viding protection and safety
for all who call our North
Country, ‘home.” It is with
much personal sacrifice, as
well as that of your loved
ones, that you accept this
charge.

Please know of our ongo-
ing strong support for you
as we implore God to keep
you safe from harm. You
have our trust and respect.
We commend you as peace-
makers and sisters and
brothers in Christ. We ask
God to bless all of you who
wear the uniform in service
to your communities.

[ also want to ask a spe-
cial blessing upon your fam-
ilies today, because it’s your
spouses, children, and par-
ents who daily pray for your
safety while you are at
work, and who love and
support you at the end of
the day when your duty is
done.

‘Why I like cops so much’

Two years ago I was invited to be part of
the newly forming Diocesan Blue Mass
Committee whose task it was to help plan a
diocesan wide Blue Mass celebration. The
Blue Mass is the Church’s way of acknowl-
edging the sacrifices of and praying for
those who serve in the police and correc-
tions community.

I was both happy and honored to be
asked to participate in such a great cause.
Recently I was asked “why do you like cops
so much, what makes them so special?”

Almost 23 years ago | was appointed the
first chaplain of the Jefferson County Sher-
iff’s Office by then Sheriff James Lafferty.
Prior to that I had been a volunteer fire-
fighter and EMT but had never worked with
Law Enforcement.

Over those 23 years [ have been given
rare access to the world of law enforce-
ment, both local and federal, and have truly
grown in my appreciation and respect for
the integrity and dedication of the women
and men in “Blue”.

Probably the best way I can answer the
question as to why I like cops so much is to
quote a line from a movie.

In the movie “A Few Good Men” starring
Tom Cruise, Demi Moore and Jack Nichol-
son released in 1992, Moore and Cruise
played military lawyers defending two
Marines charged with murder.

In the movie Cruise’s character asked
Moore’s character “why do you like them so

much?” Moore said “because they stand on
a wall and say nothing is gonna hurt you
tonight, not on my watch.”

That’s why I like cops so much! Each shift
they go to work on our streets or in our
prisons and they don’t really know for sure
whether or not they will make it home.
Some tragically do not.

They leave family and loved ones, put on
the uniform and stand between good and
evil, freedom and tyranny. Men and women
whose sole job it is to protect us. How do
you not love people like that?

As chaplain I have married, confirmed,
baptized the kids of, counseled, buried and
cared for cops.

I have had the privilege of seeing them at
their best and been with them in terrible sit-
uations when most of us would run the
other way yet they stand their ground.

Yes sometimes their language is a little
crude, sometimes they don’t get to Mass as
they should, and after dealing regularly
with people who do really bad things to
others, they can get a bit jaded, but I still
like them. Why? Because every day “they
stand on a wall and say nothing is gonna
hurt you tonight, not on my watch.”

Cops realize most of us will never know
how difficult their jobs are and that is ok
with them. What they need and want and
quite honestly have a right to expect is that
we appreciate and pray for them.

In my opinion, that is why the Blue Mass
is so important! Thank you men and women
in blue, I sleep well each night knowing you
stand that thin Blue Line.

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Why consecrate to Immaculate Heart of Mary?

On Oct. 22, Bishop Terry
R. LaValley will consecrate
the Diocese of Ogdensburg
to the Immaculate Heart of
Mary. This act might leave
some people scratching
their heads, wondering
“What good will that do?” or
shrugging their shoulders
saying “That’s nice. What's
the NFL schedule that day?”

But if our eyes and hearts
are opened to God’s wis-
dom, we will see that this
consecration is the most
powerful aid that our dio-
cese could receive. Marian
consecration makes all the
difference in the world!

"My Immaculate Heart will
be your refuge and the way
that will lead you to God."
This is what Our Lady said
to Lucia dos Santos, one of
the three seers of the fa-
mous apparitions in Fatima,
Portugal in 1917.

The Blessed Virgin told
Lucia that Our Lord wished
Lucia to spend her life pro-
moting devotion to the Im-
maculate Heart of Mary so
that humanity could avoid
turmoil and suffering on
earth and, more impor-
tantly, be guided to everlast-
ing salvation in the arms of
Christ.

But why would Our Lord
request consecration to the
Immaculate Heart of Mary?
What does it all mean?

If our eyes and hearts
are opened to God's
wisdom, we will see
that this consecration
is the most powerful
aid that our diocese
could receive

To consecrate yourself to
someone is to give yourself,
or, as St. Pope John Paul I
would say, to “entrust” your-
self entirely to someone.
Strictly speaking, we can
only consecrate ourselves to
God because we are His.
However, when the Church
speaks of consecration to
Mary, it means that we are
giving ourselves to God
through Mary.

St. Louis de Montfort, who
was arguably the most fa-
mous promoter of Marian
consecration (and the per-
son from whom St. Pope
John Paul II took his motto,
Totus Tuus, “Totally Yours”),
coined the phrase, “To Jesus
through Mary!”

Mary’s relationship with
her Son and with us is
unique. She is the woman

who said “Yes” at the Annun-
ciation, giving herself with-
out reservation to the Father
so that she could give her
humanity to the Son, and
she is the mother who stood
at the foot of the cross,
heartbroken, but freely of-
fering her only beloved Son
to God for all the world.

In return for this great
sacrifice, God extended her
divine maternity to include
all of His adopted sons and
daughters. She is now
Queen of the Universe, our
Heavenly Mother and Advo-
cate.

Mary’s life and Jesus’s life
are uniquely intertwined for
all eternity. Her will is His
will and, as mother of all
God’s adopted sons and
daughters, she has been en-
trusted with the formation
of souls. The Son entered
the world through Mary by
the power of the Holy Spirit
and the world is drawn to
the Son through Mary by the
power of the Holy Spirit.

Does it seem strange that
God would choose to draw
us to Himself through a
creature?

While [ would not pretend
to be able to explain the
great mysteries of God’s
wisdom, [ would point out
that this seems to be the
way that God works
throughout history. He

The 2017 Bishop’s Fund
theme connects the great
mysteries of our faith: nour-
ished by the Eucharist, we
become one body in Christ,
and thus form the family of
God. Within that larger fam-
ily, of course, each of us
lives in our own family as
well. Likewise, the Natural
Family Planning Office func-
tions within the Family Life
Department and shares in
its mission to “help families
grow healthier, stronger,
and holier.”

The constant teaching of
the Church reminds us that
God created us in love and
for love, in his own image—
and that our happiness de-
pends upon accepting and
living out his love in our
lives. Human love is de-
signed to mirror God’s love
in a particular way in the
married vocation, where
husband and wife are called
to image the free, total,
faithful, fruitful love of the
Blessed Trinity: the human
family thus reflects the
community of the Blessed
Trinity, three Divine Person
loving one another eter-
nally.

The human family does
not exist apart from this Di-
vine family, nor apart from
its presence in the Church.
Natural Family Planning
helps couples to shape their
families in a way which ac-
cepts the plan of God and
honors his presence in their
marriages. Following the
constant teaching of the
Church and enriched by St.
Pope John Paul II's theology
of the body, NFP is rooted in
the truth of the human per-
son and in the authentic de-
mands and joys of
becoming one in Christ.

and so is open to life. Hon-
oring God as the Author of
life, NFP educates couples
to live in harmony with
their fertility rather than
suppressing it with drugs or
destroying it with surgery.
Such couples choose to co-
operate with God’s design
for life and love, a choice
which tends to deepen their
faith and enrich their rela-
tionship with one another,
and with God.

The faith question tends
to loom large for couples
who choose NFP. To be sure,
they are impressed by the
“natural” in Natural Family
Planning: no toxic drugs to
harm the woman’s body or
the environment, no de-
vices, no surgeries. Just
knowledge—which yields
highly effective means (to
99%) for postponing preg-
nancy; this knowledge can
also be used to achieve con-
ception.

Such couples are im-
pressed by the wealth of in-
formation that NFP opens to
them, and they are empow-
ered by learning how to ob-
serve, record, and interpret
the bodily signs of fertility.
They appreciate that this
method is shared by both
husband and wife, and by
the fact that it tends to
deepen couple-communica-
tion. But above all, they
want to accept the Divine
design for married love and
offer God the obedience of

anning

faith.

Such faithfulness bears
fruit for families, and for
the whole Church. Such cou-
ples witness to the fact that
it is possible to live what
the Church teaches, and
that doing so leads to
greater happiness and har-
mony in marriage. (Studies
consistently show that,
among NFP users, the di-
vorce rate is less than 5%.)
They know that God’s ways,
though different from ours,
really are good for us. Their
openness to life leads them
to welcome children lov-
ingly from God, and these
precious new human per-
sons hold great promise for
the future of the Church.

NFP ministry is a joyous
opportunity to journey with
couples as they strive to
discover what God asks of
them. Whether educating
couples in NFP methodol-
ogy, assisting them through
ongoing consultation, or
proposing this part of the
Good News in marriage
preparation and other ven-
ues, we in the NFP Office are
privileged to introduce peo-
ple to this beautiful way of
life which affirms God’s
plan for married love. How
grateful we are to the
Bishop’s Fund, and to so
many in our diocesan fam-
ily: your generosity makes
possible this work of grace-
filled love!

Mission at the heart of the Christian faith

....Once again this year, World Mission Day gathers us around
the person of Jesus, “the very first and greatest evangelizer” who
continually sends us forth to proclaim the Gospel of the love of
God the Father in the power of the Holy Spirit. This Day invites
us to reflect anew on the mission at the heart of the Christian
faith. The Church is missionary by nature; otherwise, she would
no longer be the Church of Christ, but one group among many
others that soon end up serving their purpose and passing away.
So it is important to ask ourselves certain questions about our
Christian identity and our responsibility as believers in a world
marked by confusion, disappointment and frustration, and torn
by numerous fratricidal wars that unjustly target the innocent.
What is the basis of our mission? What is the heart of our
mission? What are the essential approaches we need to take in
carrying out our mission?

....The Pontifical Mission Societies are a precious means of
awakening in every Christian community a desire to reach
beyond its own confines and security in order to proclaim the
Gospel to all. In them, thanks to a profound missionary
spirituality, nurtured daily, and a constant commitment to raising
missionary awareness and enthusiasm, young people, adults,
families, priests, bishops and men and women religious work to
develop a missionary heart in everyone. World Mission Day,

From Kenya to CKS

Meet John Kennedy
Ojuok!

John brings a wide range
of life experience to our dio-
cese. A native of Kenya, he
is the youngest in his family
with one sister and two
brothers. John’s father died
but his mother remains in
Kenya, raising six orphaned
children as her own.

In Kenya, John attended a
minor seminary, like our
high school in the United
States. After his high school,
John attended the Consolata
Institute, a branch of the
Pontifical Urbaniana Univer-
sity in Rome, Italy.

John has had the opportu-
nity to experience many
forms of pastoral care.
While studying, John
worked with the poor in the
slums of Nairobi. He minis-
tered to those affected by
the AIDS epidemic. In the
hospital, he visited and
cared for the sick and lonely
who had no one else. He has
prepared people to receive
the sacraments. He taught
and ministered to street
children.

While living religious life
in two different congrega-
tions, John discerned the
call to diocesan priesthood.
During his time with one of
those congregations, John
was introduced to our dio-
cese and he fell in love with
the bishop, priests, the peo-
ple he met and the beautiful
landscape that reminded
him so much of home. He
was able to spend several
months at St. Bartholomew’s
in Old Forge ministering in
the parish.

John has begun his theo-
logical studies at Christ The
King Seminary in East Au-
rora. “l am very happy
here,” he said. “The people
at the seminary are wonder-
ful and kind and the peace I
experience here, allows for

reflection and prayer.”

Making the catechism
shine in the 21st century

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- As the
church marks the 25th an-
niversary of the publication
of the Catechism of the
Catholic Church, promoting
it as a means of teaching the
truth about faith remains a
challenge and a priority.

Since its publication in
1992, the catechism has
been translated into 50 lan-
guages, including Swahili,
Japanese and Gaelic, and it
is also available in Braille,
video and digital editions.

Nevertheless, in today's
digital age, when people
have limitless access to in-
formation with the click of a
mouse or the swipe of an
app, opinions and even
"fake news" can either in-
form or misinform Catholics
on the principles of the
Catholic faith.

"Society is changing in a
very massive way, and it's
much more difficult to
reach people,” especially in
the digital age, Katharina
Karl, professor of pastoral
theology and religious edu-
cation at the Philosophical-
Theological University in
Muenster, Germany, told
Catholic News Service.

This ongoing challenge
was what prompted the
Catholic Church a quarter of
a century ago to create a go-
to reference that synthe-
sized church teaching and
serve as a guide for the
faithful.

The idea of a com-
pendium of Catholic doc-
trine was one of the fruits of
the 1985 Synod of Bishops
marking the 20th anniver-
sary of the conclusion of the
Second Vatican Council.

After requests from par-
ticipants for a point of refer-
ence "for the catechisms or
compendiums that are pre-
pared in various regions,"
St. John Paul II accepted

their proposal, "considering
it as fully responding to a
real need, both of the uni-
versal church and of the
particular churches."

Silver anniversary

"The presentation of doc-
trine must be biblical and
liturgical. It must be sound
doctrine suited to the pres-
ent life of Christians," St.
John Paul wrote in his Apos-
tolic Constitution "Fidei De-
positum” ("The Deposit of
Faith") Oct. 11, 1992.

Entrusting this task to 12
cardinals and bishops, St.
John Paul chose Cardinal
Joseph Ratzinger, the future
Pope Benedict XVI, to lead
the commission responsible
for the drafting of the cate-
chism.

While the need for a text
that clearly explained the
church's teachings was wel-
comed, some criticized it
for being too static or dog-
matic and not in line with
the spirit of the Second Vati-
can Council.

"It was said that the cate-
chism failed to take into ac-
count the theological
developments of the last
century, particularly exeget-
ical developments; it was
not ecumenical; it was not
dialogical" as it made affir-
mations as established be-
yond dispute, Cardinal
Ratzinger said Oct. 9, 2002,
during an address com-
memorating the catechism's
10th anniversary.

The future Pope Benedict
responded to those opin-
ions by seeking to explain
"what a catechism is and
what is its specific literary
genre," as well as its proper
purpose and doctrinal rele-
vance.

The catechism is "a
proclamation of faith," of
witness, for the teaching of
the faith, he said. It presents
a "given that precedes us,"
but whose doctrinal formu-

lation develops in the
church, he said.

After his papal election,
Pope Benedict continued to
urge Catholics to use the
Catechism of the Catholic
Church as a handbook to re-
discover the truths of faith
and a deeper knowledge of
church teaching.

"Read the Catechism of
the Catholic Church and re-
discover the beauty of being
Christian, of being church,
of living as part of the great
'we' that Jesus formed
around him to evangelize
the world," Pope Benedict
said in 2012.

In his speech marking the
25th anniversary of the Cat-
echism of the Catholic
Church Oct. 11, Pope Fran-
cis said the catechism is not
only an important tool for
believers to understand the
faith, but also provides con-
crete answers to new chal-
lenges.

Just as the challenges peo-
ple face evolve, so does the
Christian response since
"the word of God cannot be
preserved in mothballs as if
it were an old blanket to
protect against insects," he
said. In fact, "the word of
God is a dynamic reality
that is always living, that
progresses and grows, be-
cause it is stretched toward
a fulfillment that men and
women cannot stop."

Austrian Cardinal
Christoph Schonborn of Vi-
enna, who served with then-
Cardinal Ratzinger as
co-editor of the catechism,
told Vatican Radio Oct. 12
that while the development
of church teaching evolves
over time, the church and
the Gospel don't change.

"We must change. This
catechism is only 25 years
old. The previous one -- the
Council of Trent -- lasted
400 years. Therefore, I hope
this catechism is at the be-
ginning of its work for the
church," Cardinal Schon-
born said.

Devotion to Padre Pio evident

CHICAGO (CNS) -- When the relics of St. Pio of Pietrelcina -- commonly known
as Padre Pio -- stopped at two Chicago churches, more than 19,000 people
turned out to venerate them, organizers said. The relics, which included a lock
of Padre Pio's hair, blood from his wounds, a glove used to cover his stigmatized
hands and part of his religious habit, visited St. Francis Borgia Church Sept. 25
and St. Ita Church Sept. 26.They were part of a national tour Sept. 16-0ct.8
sponsored by the St Pio Foundation to mark the 130th anniversary of Padre
Pio's birth and the 15th anniversary of his canonization. Almost a dozen U.S.
dioceses and archdioceses hosted the relics. Born in Pietrelcina in southern Italy
in 1887, Padre Pio was a Capuchin priest who, in 1918, received the stigmata --
an occurrence where the five wounds Jesus' passion appear on a person's body.
Those wounds stayed until his death. People flocked to Mass and confession
with Padre Pio during his lifetime. He was known to have the gifts of bilocation
(ability to appear in two places at once), healing and levitation.

Death penalty is 'contrary to the Gospel,' pope says

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- The death penalty, no matter how it is carried out, "is, in
itself, contrary to the Gospel," Pope Francis said. Marking the 25th anniversary
of the Catechism of the Catholic Church at the Vatican Oct. 11, Pope Francis said
the catechism's discussion of the death penalty, already formally amended by
St.John Paul Il, needs to be even more explicitly against capital punishment.
Capital punishment, he said, "heavily wounds human dignity" and is an "inhu-
man measure." "It is, in itself, contrary to the Gospel, because a decision is vol-
untarily made to suppress a human life, which is always sacred in the eyes of
the Creator and of whom, in the last analysis, only God can be the true judge
and guarantor,” the pope said. The death penalty, he said, not only extinguishes
a human life, it extinguishes the possibility that the person, recognizing his or
her errors, will request forgiveness and begin a new life.

Pope tops 40 million followers on Twitter

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis' @Pontifex Twitter accounts reached more
than 40 million followers just a few months before the fifth anniversary of
when Pope Benedict XVI launched the initiative. The papal Twitter accounts, in
nine different languages, have grown by over 9 million followers in the past 12
months, representing the interest and attention of "the people -- ordinary peo-
ple, Christians and non-Christians, political leaders -- for the Holy Father's
tweets," the Vatican Secretariat for Communication said Oct. 11.The accounts,
it said, are a way for Pope Francis to personally connect with people around the
world. "Every day, through his tweets, Pope Francis makes himself available to
men and women through social media, at times offering a spiritual thought," it
said, "other times sharing with his followers a reflection on events of great sig-
nificance for the international community."

My friend Mary is one-of-
a-kind. She is a retired po-
lice lieutenant from busy
suburban Long Island,
where we both grew up.

Today Mary has relocated
to a rural hamlet in the
northernmost county of
New York State. She owns a
300+ acre farm that in-
cludes goats, cows, horses,
a donkey, two dogs, and lots
of chickens, some of whom
occasionally roam through
the farmhouse.

As if that wasn’t enough,
Mary is also a single mom

who is parenting two ener-
getic fourth-graders -Luke
and Sebastian.

She’s an adoptive parent
who opened her heart and
her home to two baby boys
in need of some love and
stability.

[ am in awe of her
strength and her courage.

Somewhat later in life,
with an established career,
Mary knew that she wanted
to adopt. She felt a calling.
She pursued both domestic
and international adoption
tracks at the same time.

She’d be the first to tell
you that adoption is not an
easy road. You have to be in
it for the long haul, wade
through all the cumbersome

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paperwork, endure home
studies and evaluations,
provide references and fin-
gerprints.

You have to find
the right agencies, at-
torneys, notaries and
courts.

And you have to
have a large chunk of
change to absorb all
the medical and legal
fees, travel expendi-
tures, court costs and
other related ex-
penses.

States like New
York don’t provide an
awful lot of incentive for
folks to adopt; there’s no tax
credit or deduction avail-
able for those expenses,
even for those who might
adopt a child out of the fos-
ter care system or a child
with some special needs, as
Mary did.

and restrictions on who can
adopt that vary from state
to state and country to
country. It's pretty
tough to untangle.

But Mary perse-
vered, and her
Catholic faith sus-
tained her; she
prayed her way
through.

She adopted Sebas-
tian first, here in
New York, then re-
ceived a call just a
few months later
from the Kazakhstan
government, telling
her about a baby boy left in
an orphanage.

She relied on her family to
care for Sebastian as she
ventured on her own, twice,
to the central Asian country,
ultimately welcoming Luke
into his permanent family.

Because Luke is hearing
impaired, the family lived in
Canada for two years so he
could attend a special
school that has helped him
learn the skills he uses
every day to listen, speak,
and thrive. His progress has
been truly amazing, a testa-

ment to Mary’s love and de-
votion.

The family talks openly
about the adoptions, though
the boys don’t seem all that
inquisitive at this point -
they’re too busy with home-
work and farm chores.

Mary has let them know
she is always willing to an-
swer any questions they
may have, and they pray for
their birth mommies each
and every night.

Mary wishes that young
girls faced with an un-
planned pregnancy could
somehow know about the
hundreds of thousands of
people who desperately de-
sire children. Nine months,
she says, is the blink of an
eye, and those girls have the
ability to give the greatest
gift in the world.

My friend Mary is no
saint, but she’s a terrific
mom, and one of the
strongest people I know.

During this Respect Life
Month, and as we look to-
ward November, National
Adoption Month, I celebrate
and honor her and her fam-
ily.

BLADE RUNNER 2049

Misogyny hangs over
"Blade Runner 2049"
(Warner Bros.) as blithely as
the thick yellow fog of the
post-apocalyptic Los Ange-
les it portrays.

While that's hardly un-
usual for science-fiction
epics with a substantially
male core audience, director
Denis Villeneuve, working
from a script by Hampton
Fancer and Michael Green,
has made a two-and-a-half-
hour film that, in its solemn
eagerness to have the audi-
ence relish every special ef-
fect and linger over every
underlined point about arti-
ficial life developing authen-
tic human emotions, feels
more like four hours.

There's also an abundance
of female nudity and a com-
plicated sexual encounter
that may have you thinking
about the risk of electrocu-
tion.

This is not a remake of Ri-
dley Scott's 1982 epic,
based on a Philip K. Dick
novel, about synthetic hu-
mans called replicants inter-
acting with, and often
threatening, human civiliza-
tion. It's the second chapter,

set a few decades hence,
after an entire breed of
replicants revolted in the
manner of a slave rebellion.

K (Ryan Gosling), a world-
weary police officer, has the
job, in his flying car, of lo-
cating scattered rebellious
androids, putting them out
of commission, and retriev-
ing their eyeballs, on which
are engraved serial num-
bers. He's bossed around by
his grumpy chief, Lt. Joshi
(Robin Wright).

The core plot is a film
noir-type murder mystery.
Someone killed and buried a
female replicant, and when
her "bones" are examined, it
turns out she had given
birth. If these artificial life
forms can procreate on their
own, they also can control
their destinies.

The question of who in
the film is a replicant and
who is not makes up the
rest of the plot. It's not a
question that's answered,
since the intention is to
build a sci-fi franchise, and
that's not really the point of
the goings-on, anyway.

Along the way, Villeneuve
explores the question of
whether his holographic pal,
Joi (Ana de Armas), whom K
purchased as one does a
computer app, is just a col-

lection of artificial intelli-
gence or a amorous gal ca-
pable of falling in love with
areal live boy -- in this case,
K.

There's also an evil tech
visionary, Niander (Jared
Leto), with an equally
malevolent aide, Luv (Sylvia
Hoeks) who manufactures
the supposedly more com-
pliant replicants and con-
trols them with lethal force.

K eventually connects
with Rick Deckard (Harrison
Ford), the hero of the first
film, who has surrounded
himself with performing
holograms of Elvis Presley
and Frank Sinatra and is
handy with his fists.

There's a bit of a message
here about mankind's rela-
tionship to technology, what
we expect out of it, and our
ability to truly connect spiri-
tually as humans.

But this existential argu-
ment doesn't go very far,
and in lieu of philosophy,
some of the building-size
street advertisements turn
out to be seductive 3-D
nude ladies. In this future,
women exist pretty much
only to be evil cardboard
cutouts or just to be sexual-
ized.

The film contains female
nudity, a discreet sexual en-
