God had compassion for his 
people, went to them through 
his son, jesus, and restored 
their dignity as children of 
God, "recreating us all," the 
pope said. 

Christians, he said, must to 
follow Christ's example: look at 
reality, be moved by it and get 
close to those in need with the 
aim of restoring their dignity, 
welcoming them into a com­
munity, supporting them so 
they can live out their daily 
lives in a dignified way. 

Pope Francis asked that peo­

suffers with these people."

Forgive us. • • as we forgive others 
Today, I want to share with 

you some of my thoughts as I 
prepared my homily for last 
Sunday - that was the 24th 
Sunday in Ordinary Time. I 
hope you remember that in 
that Sunday's Gospel reading, 
jesus was challenging the 
apostles, actually all of us, his 
disciples, to be recognized as a 
forgiving people. 

Do you remember jesus' 
parable in that Gospel reading? 

jesus carefully tells a story 
as his teaching on forgiveness . 
A servant owes the king a 
"huge" amount and the servant 
begs the king for compassion. 
The king surprisingly forgives 
him the entire amount that he 
owes. That same servant re­
fuses to forgive a fellow ser­
vant who owed him a "a much 
smaller amount." 

The other servants turn him 
in and he is punished severely. 
Remember this is a parable - it 
didn't really happen but is 
jesus' story for us; it reflects 
jesus' teaching. 

We are called by Our Savior 
to be a forgiving, loving peo­
ple. jesus came among us,

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lived with us, taught us, suf­
fered and died for us leading 
to his Resurrection all to con­
vince us that God loves us so 
much he forgives our sins. I 
have hurt others - I know that I 
am a sinner. However, jesus 
forgives me and challenges me 
to renew my readiness to live a 
good Christian life, to bring 
jesus to alii meet. 

My reprobate friends - and I 
have many - are not Church 
goers. They don't feel worthy; 
they believe their life is too 
sinful. So, I usually remind 
them of God's great forgiving 
love for all sinners. 

In fact , we Church goers are 
forgiven sinners. I try to con­
vince my friends that the 
largest gathering of sinners in 
town is at the parish Church 
each Sunday. 

This challenge to be a forgiv­
ing people is not an easy task. 
Many hurts in life are so nasty, 
just too powerful for us to ever 
forgive, it seems. I remember 
talking with someone who told 
me she had not talked to a sis­
ter in 20 years - quite a 
grudge. I wanted to say - I did­
n't but I wanted to say - that 
this grudge made her a narrow, 
cold hearted, unloving, 
unloved person. 

So, how do we become a for­
giving person7 It begins with 
faith, our faith in our loving 
God and our response in love 
for this God's love. We want to 
be like jesus. We want to be a 
good people. Being ready to 
forgive does not mean we con­
done those hurts or grudges. 
Rather we want to make our­
selves good people. We want 
to make our world a better 
place for jesus has made us 
good people through his for­
giveness. 

Often, forgiveness takes time 
and prayer. There are times 
that we are hurt badly, maybe 
by being ignored or forgotten 
or a time someone truly hurts 

us. We can recognize how 
hurts happen - we see them 
often on movies or TV shows. 
I know I wonder how anyone 
could ever forgive what hap­
pened in the show. Could I for­
give if it happened to me? 

However, you and I have 
learned of the forgiveness 
given by a person - like a 
mother who is ready to forgive 
after her so is murdered. I 
wonder "how could they do it, 
how could they forgive?" I 
know the answer: they are 
good people who know jesus 
and want to be like jesus. 

I remind you of the words 
we, priests, say during the con­
secration of the wine at every 
Mass - "In a similar way, when 
supper was ended, he took the 
chalice and, once more giving 
thanks, he gave it to his disci­
ples, saying:

However, after a year with 
the Mercedarians, Michael 
discerned that he was not 
called to the religious life 
but to diocesan priesthood.

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Croghan faith formation program -named in honor of St. Francis - celebrates 40th anniversary

CROGHAN - As I began to re­
flect on the question, 
"what's in a name7" three 
thoughts or images came to 
mind. A name gives a sense 
of purpose. A name gives a 
sense of identity. A name 
can give us something or 
someone to aspire to .. 
standing on the shoulders 
of those gone before us. 

The St. Francis Faith For­
mation Center of St. 
Stephen's Church, found its 
name, its identity in 1977 as 
the parish school was about 
to close. Father Leo Memo­
rial School had served the 
parish educational needs for 
75 years. The sustainability 
of the school and maintain­
ing its future offering a 
quality Catholic education 
was not going to be an op­
tion. 

The parish education 
council was mindful that 
the faith formation of its 
children, youth, and fami­
lies, was a priority. Thus, it 
was not an alternative to 
simply close a school with­
out continuing to offer a 
professionally coordinated 
program of Catholic educa­
tion and formation. 

Important to note that St. 
Stephen's parish (at that

time) was served by the 
Franciscan Fathers of Holy 
Name Province. In fact, the 
friars had been in Croghan 
since 1876. 

Also, unique to the parish 
were the four mission 
churches serving the neigh­
boring communities of Cas­
torland, New Bremen, Indian 
River, and Belfort. Those 
churches have all closed 
and Holy Name Province 
turned the pastoral care of 
St. Stephen's to the Diocese 
of Ogdensburg in 1990. 

The educational council in 
1977 was made up of 
parishioners from each of 
the mission churches. The 

members wished to respect 
and be inclusive of each 
church as well as to honor 
the patron saint of the Fri­
ars. Thus, the new educa­
tion center was named after 
St. Francis. 

So, in 2017, forty years 
later, we stand on the shoul­
ders of that visionary group 
of people. We continue to 
honor their foreSight, we 
hope to inspire our children 
and families with the name 
of St. Francis as a model. 

As a result, we (all those 
committed to the ministry 
of catechesis) have a sense 
of identity and purpose. 

The St. Francis Religious 

Education Center, Christian 
Formation Center, Faith For­
mation Center continues to 
be a highly successful and 
respected program because 
of the engaging Catholic 
curriculum (within the 
guidelines of the GDC, the 
CCC, the U.S. Bishops), 
structured activities, and 
opportunities for personal 
growth.

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Murdered Oklahoma priest was beatified on Saturday 

'They killed a man but created a saint'

S1. PAUL, MINN. (eNS) - - Retired 
Archbishop Harry j. Flynn 
was rector of Mount St. 
Mary's Seminary in Emmits­
burg, Maryland, when he got 
a call in 1979 from an old 
friend from the seminary, 
asking if he could visit for a 
week. 

That friend was Father 
Stanley Rother, a priest of the 
Archdiocese of Oklahoma 
City and a missionary in a 
rural part of Guatemala. 

He picked up Father Rother 
from Dulles International 
Airport near Washington and 
was appalled by the horrific 
situation the priest described 
in Guatemala. Members of 
his congregation had disap­
peared and were presumed 
dead, victims of a civil war 
between the government and 
guerrilla groups. 

"If they asked for a few 
more cents for picking coffee 
beans, they were considered 
communists, and a truck 
would come into the village 
that night, stop at the home 
of the man or woman who 
asked for a few more cents, 
take them out to the country, 
torture them, kill them, and 
then throw their bodies into

a well to poison that well," 
said Archbishop Flynn, who 
headed the Archdiocese of 
St. Paul and Minneapolis 
from 1995 to 2008. 

In December 2016, Pope 
Francis recognized 

Father Stanley Rother 
as a martyr, making 

him the first U.S.-born 
martyr recognized by 
the Catholic Church. 

Father Rother described 
the situation "with a pas­
Sion," Archbishop Flynn re­
called. "It was haunting him. 
He said, 'If I speak, they'll kill 
me, but if keep silent, what 
kind of a shepherd would I 
be?'" 

The friends shared meals 
together that week, but Fa­
ther Rother spent his days 
praying at the seminary's 
historic Lourdes grotto, a 
place he had loved while he 
and Archbishop Flynn were 
seminarians at "the Mount." 
At the end of the week, he 
told then-Father Flynn, "I 
know what I must do. I must 
go back and speak." 

"But," Archbishop Flynn re­
called, "he also said this: 
'They're not going to take me 
out and kill me somewhere 
in the country and then 
throw my body into a well.' 
He said, 'I'll put up a fight like 
they've never seen before.'" 

Archbishop Flynn took Fa­
ther Rother to the airport and 
said goodbye. He knew it 
would be the last time he 
would see him alive . Two 
years later, in 1981, Arch­
bishop Flynn opened a news­
paper to read that an 
American priest had been 
killed in Guatemala. He did­
n't have to read further to 
know it was Father Rother. 

Archbishop Flynn was to 
be among others who knew 
the priest gathering in Okla­
homa City's Cox Convention 
Center Sept. 23 for Father 
Rother's beatification. In De-

cember 2016, Pope Francis 
officially recognized Father 
Rother as a martyr, making 
him the first U.S.-born mar­
tyr recognized by the 
Catholic Church. Also attend­
ing will be members of the 
Rother family, including dis­
tant cousins from Minnesota. 

Father Rother grew up on a 
farm near Okarche, Okla­
homa. He was a farm boy 
with a knack for fixing 
things. After high school, he 
left home for seminary in 
Texas, but he was asked to 
leave after struggling with 
Latin. Undeterred, he trans­
ferred to the Emmitsburg 
seminary, where he met 
Archbishop Flynn, who was 
three classes ahead of him. 
Archbishop Flynn noted his 
friend's deep prayer life. 

"We could be downstairs in 
recreation, laughing and car­
rying on, and then the bell 
would ring to go up to chapel 
for night prayer and Stanley 
seemed to me to go right into 
prayer, which I found envi­
able," Archbishop Flynn re­
called in a recent interview 
with The Catholic Spirit, 
newspaper of the Minnesota 
archdiocese. 

The two were in the semi­
nary around the time that 
Pope John XXIII encouraged 
U.S. bishops to form partner­
ships between their dioceses 
and those in Latin America. 
The then-Diocese of Okla­
homa City-Tulsa paired with 
the Diocese of Solola, 
Guatemala. 

In 1968, Father Rother was 
asked to minister there in 
Santiago Atitlan, a mission 
established by Franciscans. 
The Mayan people there had 
been without a priest for 
nearly a century. 

People who knew Father 
Rother weren't surprised that 
he returned again and again 
to Guatemala after the vio­
lence began, even with many 
opportunities to stay in the 
U.S. The Christmas before he 
died, he famously wrote to 
his archbishop, "A shepherd 
cannot run at the first sign of 
danger."

On July 28, 1981, three 
men burst into the parish 
rectory, demanding Father 
Rother. He was hiding, but 
when the men threatened the 
life of one of his protectors, 
he emerged. He was ulti­
mately gunned down in his 
rectory, his knuckles raw 
from the fight, his spattered 
blood staining the wall. 

The Guatemalans left the 
stains, and to this day, visi­
tors -- many of them pilgrims 
-- can see the aftermath of 
what the gunmen did to their 
priest. The fatal bullet re­
mains lodged in the wall. 

In 1999, Archbishop Flynn 
traveled to Father Rother's 
church in Santiago Atitlan, 
visited the room where he 
was shot to death and cele­
brated Mass in the parish 
church. Father Rother's body 
returned to Oklahoma, but 
the missionary's heart was 
left behind with the 

Guatemalans, who have 
since enshrined it as a relic. 

Archbishop Flynn also 
prays for his friend's inter­
cession, keeping his photo­
graph on his altar for Mass. 
He feels that he had a graced 
opportunity to be with Fa­
ther Rother that summer 
while he was discerning his 
impending death. 

'Til always remember sit­
ting in the room where he 
was martyred, and sitting 
there and looking at his 
blood all over the wall, splat­
tered, and experiencing 
anger in my heart with the 
people who did that to him -
- this gentle, gentle shep­
herd," he said, "and then 
realizing what he would have 
said -- something that Christ 
said, 'They don't even know 
what they're doing,' and they 
probably didn't . ... They 
killed a man, but they cre­
ated a saint."

Listening to the stories of migrants

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- No matter 
the position one takes on na­
tional migration policy, Pope 
Francis, Caritas Internation­
alis and national Catholic 
charities across the globe 
want Catholics to meet a mi­
grant or refugee and listen to 
his or her story_ 

Pope Francis will launch 
the "Share the journey" cam­
paign Sept. 27. This is a two­
year program of Caritas 
Internationalis to promote 
encounters between people 
on the move and people liv­
ing in the countries they are 
leaving, passing through or 
arriving in.

"You may be afraid of mi-

grants as a large group of 
people coming in, but when 
you meet a migrant, then 
you have a different vision," 
he said july 27. 

Listening to their stories 
makes it clear that "they are 
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human beings, they are 
human beings who have suf­
fered much; they've left a sit­
uation where they could not 
live anymore because of vio­
lence, conflict or just be­
cause of misery," Roy said. 

"Once you understand the 
story of the person, then you 
will have a different atti­
tude," he said . 

Most people who vote for 
political parties espousing 
anti-immigrant sentiments, 
Roy believes, "have never 
met a migrant," which makes 
it easy for politicians to con­
vince them that they have 
something to fear. 

Even if the person does not 
change their mind about the 
most appropriate political 
policies for regulating migra­
tion, he said, it is necessary 

to make the fear subside by 
helping folks get to know the 
real people who have left all 
behind because of persecu­
tion, violence or extreme 
poverty. 

Cardinal Luis Antonio 
Tagle of Manila, Philippines, 
president of Caritas Interna­
tionalis, wrote a letter in late 
june asking members of the 
Caritas federation to partici­
pate in the campaign. He 
said, "One of the most impor­
tant questions we can ask 
ourselves as individuals, 
communities and countries 
at this time of mass move­
ments of people and global 
doubt is 'Do I allow fear to 
prevail in my heart, or do I 
allow hope to reign?' 

"Through 'Share the jour­
ney' we hope to dispel fear

and understand why so 
many people are leaving 
their homes at this time in 
history," the cardinal wrote. 
"We also want to inspire com­
munities to build relation­
ships with refugees and 
migrants. We want to shine a 
light and lead the way. Migra­
tion is a very old story but 
our campaign aims to help 
communities see it with new 
eyes and an open heart." 

The "Share the journey" 
campaign will run at least 
until 2019. The U.S. bishops' 
Catholic Relief Services and 
Catholic Charities USA, as 
well as more than 160 other 
Caritas members around the 
world, will be sponsoring na­
tional and local events to 
provide opportunities for 
migrants and members of 
host communities to meet 
and share their stories. 

Through his words and, es­
pecially, his gestures, Pope 
Francis "is inviting everyone 
on earth to be welcoming" 
and to protect migrants and 
help them integrate into the 
SOCiety of their new coun­
tries, Roy said . As a central 
institution of the church, he 
added, Caritas Internation­
alis promotes what Pope 
Francis is asking all Catholics 
to do. 

"Catholics are not all con­
vinced that we have to wel­
come migrants," the 
secretary general acknowl­
edged , "so I think we have 
work to do within the church 
itself." 

But, he said, the pope is 
asking "everyone to make a 
step," and Caritas hopes that 
will begin with every 
Catholic being willing to 
meet a migrant or refugee.

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis has endorsed an approach of "zero tolerance" 
toward all members of the church gUilty of sexually abusing minors or vulnerable 
adults. Having listened to abuse survivors and having made what he described as 
a mistake in approving a more lenient set of sanctions against an Italian priest 
abuser, the pope said he has decided whoever has been proven guilty of abuse 
has no right to an appeal, and he will never grant a papal pardon. "Why? Simply 
because the person who does this (sexually abuses minors) is sick. It is a sick­
ness," he told his advisory commission on child protection during an audience at 
the Vatican Sept. 21. Members of the Pontifical Commission for the Protection of 
Minors, including its president -- Cardinal Sean P. O'Malley of Boston -- were 
meeting in Rome Sept.21-23 fortheir plenary assembly. 

Says Catholics need 'profound renewal' of catechesis 
CHICAGO (CNS) -- The head of the Pontifical Council for Promoting the New Evan­
gelization said Catholics "need a profound renewal of our catechesis." Archbishop 
Rino Fisichella told dozens of religious sisters, mostly teachers of the faith, gath­
ered in Northwest Chicago Sept. 17 that there is wrong thinking among the faith­
ful that once they receive the sacraments, they no longer have to learn their 
catechism. He said, "By its nature, catechesis is to support believers to understand 
every day more the mystery offaith." Archbishop Fisichella said Catholics could 
learn this with the help of catechists who are "witnesses" and said that "witness 
is the sign of a genuine work of evangelization." Referring to Pope Paul VI's 1975 
apostolic exhortation on evangelization, "Evangelii Nuntiandi," the prelate em­
phasized what he called a "very important" section of the document that said 
people nowadays are more apt to listen to someone who lives out the faith and 
speaks of it than to teachers of it and that if they do listen to teachers, it's be­
cause the teachers are themselves witnesses of the faith. "The world of today 
needs witnesses," he said. "And we have got to be there. But don't misunder­
stand the word 'witness.' It is true that witness, it makes, first of all, our life. But 
to be a witness, it means also to be a preacher of the word of the Lord." 

Calls action to end racism imperative for every American 
WASHINGTON (CNS) -- Every person "must do something," whether big or small, 
to address racism in the United States, Bishop Edward K. Braxton of Belleville, Illi­
nois, told an audience at The Catholic University of America. From taking a public 
stance at a rally to reaching out to a neighbor, racism can be addressed and over­
turned, the bishop said during a presentation at a Sept. 21 "teach-in" on fighting 
racism sponsored by the university's National Catholic School of Social Service. 
"We must expand the horizon of possibilities to ourselves by listening, learning, 
thinking, praying, acting," he said. Recalling that Catholics in public life and lead­
ers in the U.S. Catholic Church once supported slave ownership and widely denied 
the civil rights of enslaved African-Americans early in the country's history, 
Bishop Braxton said much remains to be accomplished to heal the sin of racism 
and the "flaw at the foundation" of past teaching. He pointed to a series of 
events, including the killing of black men by white police officers in places such as 
St. Louis, the rise in white supremacy and even the language of President Donald 
Trump, who did not specifically call out white supremacists after clashes during 
rallies and counterprotests Aug.l1 and 12 in Charlottesville, Virginia. 

Bishops: Amend repeal bill 
to protect poor, keep ban 
on coverage of abortion

WASHINGTON (eNS) - The latest 
version of a Republican 
measure in the Senate to re­
peal the Affordable Care Act 
must be amended to protect 
poor and vulnerable Ameri­
cans, said the chairmen of 
four U.S. bishops' commit­
tees. 

"As you consider the Gra­
ham-Cassidy legislation as a 
possible replacement for the 
Affordable Care Act, we urge 
you to think of the harm that 
will be caused to poor and 
vulnerable people and 
amend the legislation while 
retaining its positive fea­
tures," the bishops said in a 
letter to all senators released 
Sept. 22. 

Republican Sens. Lindsey 
Graham of South Carolina 
and Bill Cassidy of Louisiana 
have co-sponsored the legis­
lation. 

"Without significant im­
provement, this bill does not 
meet the moral criteria for 
health care reform outlined 
in our previous letters and 
must be changed," they said. 
That criteria includes respect 
for life and dignity; honoring 
conscience rights; access for 
all; and a high-quality plan 
that is affordable and com­
prehensive. 

The bishops criticized the 
measure's Medicaid "per 
capita cap" because it puts an 
"insufferable burden" on 
poor and vulnerable Ameri­
cans. They did praise the bill 
for correcting "a serious flaw" 
in the ACA by ensuring "no 
federal funds are used for 
abortion or go to plans that 
cover it." They called on sen­
ators to amend the bill to ad­
dress it flaws but retain the 
pro-life provisions. 

The Graham-Cassidy bill 
would repeal the ACA and re­
place it with block grants for 
the states to spend as they 
see fit. The block grants' size, 

though, would shrink over 
time and disappear alto­
gether in 2027. The Senate is 
working under a Sept. 30 
deadline to pass the bill. 

The letter was signed by 
Cardinal Timothy M. Dolan of 
New York, chairman of the 
U.S. Conference of Catholic 
Bishops' Committee on Pro­
Life Activities; Archbishop 
William E. Lori of Baltimore, 
chairman of the Committee 
for Religious Liberty; Bishop 
Frank]. Dewane of Venice, 
Florida, chairman of the 
Committee on Domestic Jus­
tice and Human Develop­
ment; and Bishop Joe S. 
Vasquez of Austin, Texas, 
chairman of the Committee 
on Migration. 

The USCCB also launched 
an action alert 
http://bit.ly /2xvbHag -- urg­
ing Catholics to contact their 
senators to urge them "to 
protect health care for poor 
and vulnerable people." 

'The Graham-Cassidy bill 
includes a Medicaid 'per 
capita cap' that was part of 
previous bills, which have 
been rejected," the bishops 
wrote. 'The Medicaid caps 
will fundamentally restruc­
ture this vital program, 
which supports the medical 
needs of those most in need. 
Over time, these modifica­
tions will result in deep fund­
ing cuts and lost coverage for 
millions of people. 

"The Senate should only 
proceed with a full report 
concerning just how many 
people will be impacted," 
they said. "Our nation must 
not attempt to address its 
fiscal concerns by placing an 
insufferable health care bur­
den on the backs of the 
poor." 

The bishops said the pro­
posal does "correct a serious 
flaw" flaw in the ACA by mak­
ing sure "no federal funds are 
used for abortion or go to 
plans that cover it." 

'This improvement is 
praiseworthy, and it is essen-

tial that any improved final 
bill retain these key provi­
sions which would finally ad­
dress grave moral problems 
in our current health care 
system," they said. "We also 
applaud that Graham-Cas­
sidy redirects funds from or­
ganizations that provide 
abortion." 

Bu t they took the bill to 
task for giving block grants 
to states "in place of pre­
mium tax credits, cost-shar­
ing subsidies and the 
Medicaid expansion," saying 
that arrangement will only 
harm the poor. 

"While flexibility can be 
good, these block grants will 
result in billions of dollars in 
reductions for those in 
health care poverty," they 
said_ "States already face sig­
nificant deficits each budget 
cycle, and these block grants 
mean dollars intended for 
low income individuals and 
families will suddenly face 
competition from many 
other state priorities." 

The country "can ill afford 
to put access to health care 
for those most in need in 
jeopardy this way" because, 
the bishops continued, "the 
costs to our communities, in­
cluding public and private 
organizations at all levels, 
will be too high." 

"Decisions about the health 
of our citizens - a concern 
fundamental to each of us -
should not be made in haste 
simply because an artificial 
deadline looms," they said. 

'The far-reaching implica­
tions of Congress' actions are 
too significant for that kind 
of governance," the commit­
tee chairmen said. 

They told senators that 
"the common good should 
call you to come together in 
a bi-partisan way to pass 
thoughtful legislation that 
addresses the life, con­
science, immigrant access, 
market stability and afford­
ability problems that now 
exist."

Liturgy document unlikely to bring quick changes

VATICANClTY(CNS)- The shouts 
of joy and cries of despair 
that greeted Pope Francis' 
recent changes to canon law 
regarding liturgical texts ap­
pear to be exaggerated. 

The changes can be read 
as part of Pope Francis' ef­
forts to promote a "healthy 
decentralization" of church 
structures, said Indian Car­
dinal Oswald Gracias of 
Mumbai. "It makes clear the 
responsibility of the (bish­
ops') conferences" in prepar­
ing faithful translations. 
"But this is, more or less, the 
procedure we have been fol­
lowing." 

"just a few words have 
been changed" in canon law, 
so "we will have to see how 
it goes in the concrete," said 
the cardinal, who is a mem­
ber of the international 
Council of Cardinals advis-

ing the pope on church gov­
ernance and is a former 
member of Vox Clara, the 
committee that advises the 
Congregation for Divine 
Worship and the Sacraments 
on liturgical translations in 
English. 

The document, "Magnum 
Principium" ("The Great 
Principle"), was released by 
the Vatican Sept. 9. It 
changes two clauses in 
canon 838 of the Code of 
Canon Law: from "review­
ing" translations, the Holy 
See now is asked to "recog­
nize adaptations approved 
by the episcopal confer­
ence"; and bishops' confer­
ences, rather than being 
called "to prepare and pub­
lish" translations, are now 
called to prepare them 
"faithfully" and then to ap­
prove and publish them 
"after the confirmation of 
the Apostolic See." 

In a note published with 
the text, Archbishop Arthur 

Roche, secretary of the wor­
ship congregation, said 
under the new rules, the 
Vatican's "confirmatio" of a 
translation is "ordinarily 
granted based on trust and 
confidence" and "supposes a 
positive evaluation of the 
faithfulness and congruence 
of the texts produced with 
respect to the typical Latin 
text." 

Reactions varied widely. 
Steve Skojec, publisher and 
director of the blog 
OnePeterFive.com, called it 
"a ticking time bomb" and 
said, "When it comes to the 
liturgy of the universal 
church, episcopal confer­
ences are quite simply out 
of their depth." 

Father Michael G. Ryan, 
the pastor of the cathedral 
in Seattle, who had led a 
campaign to delay imple­
mentation of the current 
English translation, asked in 
America magazine, "Will our 
bishops respond to this in-

vitation and take a hard 
look at the woefully inade­
quate translation we are cur­
rently using? We can only 
hope and pray that their 
pastoral concern and com­
mitment to liturgical cele­
brations that are both 
beautiful and intelligible 
will prompt them to walk 
through the door that Pope 
Francis has opened." 

Neither Cardinal Gracias 
nor Msgr. Markus Graulich, 
undersecretary of the Pon­
tifical Council for Legislative 
Texts, expect a change any­
time soon in the English 
translation of the Mass. 

The new document "gives 
a little endorsement now to 
(bishops') conferences and, 
in that sense, it's certainly 
in the direction of what the 
Holy Father wants: that con­
ferences take more respon­
sibility and healthy 
decentralization," Cardinal 
Gracias told Catholic News 
Service Sept. 19. 

"The word 'fidelity' added 
(to canon law) is from 'Litur­
giam Authenticam,'" he said, 
referring to the 2001 in­
struction on translations, 
which was issued by the 
worship congregation.The 
pope's changes to canon law 
confirm its teaching, al­
though "minor modifica­
tions" are possible now. 

"I have a feeling this will 
open the door" to small na­
tional or regional changes, 
for example in the English 
text in Africa versus India or 
North America, the cardinal 
said. "My personal opinion 
is that it is very convenient 
to have one translation for 
the whole world, but if there 
are such serious difficulties, 
I don't think we should 
force them" to accept a uni­
fied translation. He, like 
Msgr. Graulich, cited the ex­
ample of bishops in Africa 
who said that having the

AMERICAN ASSASSIN

The award for the most 
obvious film title of the year 
goes to "American Assassin" 
(CBS Films), an action 
thriller about - you guessed 
it - a professional killer from 
the United States, specifi­
cally Rhode Island. 

This adaptation of the 
2010 novel by Vince Flynn 
opens with a bang (multiple 
bangs, actually) and pro­
ceeds at a breakneck pace, 
leaving in its wake a verita­
ble tsunami of bullets, 
blood and bodies. 

It's a gory revenge fantasy 
reminiscent of the "Death 
Wish" films, requiring a 
strong stomach and ex­
treme patience. But the 
movie does finally come to 
its senses, and good tri­
umphs over evil.

As I was driving from Copenhagen to Ogdensburg prepar­
ing to write this column reflecting upon memories of Fr. 
Mundy, the Beatitude, "Blessed are the meek for they will in­
herit the land" came to my mind. 

I've heard many stories from Sr. Gabriel Marie, SSj's great 
gratitude to Fr. Mundy for his care of the children at St. 
Patrick's Children's Home in Watertown, while he was as­
signed to Catholic Charities and parishes in the area. 

Every Sunday afternoon and other times, he would ring 
the front door bell offering to play games, hike or join in 
the fun of whatever event was taking place, a truly humble 
man open to being of service where needed. 

Sr. Gabriel said "Oh, how happy those kids were to see 
him, of course with a pocket full of candy. 

When I arrived in the mission office sitting on my desk 
was the Fall issue of Extension Magazine. I quickly turned 
the pages of the magazine only to find a picture of St. Mar­
tin de Porres. He was there to remind readers of this man, a 
religious brother who worked in Lima, Peru as well as of his 
upcoming feast day on Nov. 3 St. Martin de Porres was well 
known for his extreme humility, piety, charity and miracu­
lous healings as he cared for Lima's poorest of the poor. 

Fr. Mundy had the desire to be a missionary. His dream 
and prayers were answered when he became a missionary 
in the Ogdensburg Peruvian Apostolate serving in St. Martin 
de Porras Parish in Mollendo, Peru from 1995 until the mis­
sion was turned over to Peruvian priests in 2003. Fr. Mundy 
enjoyed his parishioners with great interest and care for all 
ages. He especially delighted in church processions and 
native dancing to bring people together to celebrate. He 
was an honored Volunteer fireman revered as always ready 
to respond to a call. The children loved to gather around 
him and share stories. As always, he had candy treats. 

Upon hearing about his death from Fr. Jay Seymour, the 
current pastor in Mollendo, Padre Andres Marquez Quin­
tanilla wrote: "We are saddened by the death of Fr. Patrick. 
We celebrated Mass today for him. We remember him as a 
man of faith with great love of the Eucharist, simple, hum­
ble, joyful and above all very charitable. Please send this 
message to Bishop Terry laValley and all in the diocese." 

From the fall Extension Magazine, let this Prayer to St. 
Martin de Porres be our prayer for Fr. Mundy a man whose 
life modeled that of St. Martin.
