"Without Jesus, there is no 
Christmas. It's some other 
celebration, but it isn't 
Christmas," he said to ap­
plause.

Top television viewing 
choices for people of faith

WASHINGTON(CNS)-- It's proba­
bly no surprise that people 
who go to church watch TV. 

What may be a surprise 
are their prime-time fa­
vorites. 

An online polling firm 
called E-Poll Market Re­
search conducted one of its 
monthly surveys among 
Americans ages 13-54, who 
had identified themselves in 
previous polls as being 
"people of faith," focusing 
precisely on their evening 
viewing habits. 

Respondents were asked 
which shows they "make a 
special effort to watch," 
those they would describe 
as "one of my favorites," 
and those they would "miss 
a lot" were it no longer on 
the schedule. 

Among over-the-air pro­
grams they make a special 
effort to watch, NBC's ''This 
Is Us" topped all comers, 
with 82 percent. Fox's "Star," 
not anywhere the ratings 
powerhouse "This Is Us" is, 
was second with 79 percent 
saying so. 

In fact, Fox led the other 
networks with four shows in 
the top 10: "Lucifer," about a 
crime-solving devil who 
does good in spite of him­
self, was fourth, with "Lethal 
Weapon" sixth and the 
prime-time soap "Empire" 
seventh. 

Among the poll's top 20 
programs, only two were re-

ality shows, both from CBS: 
''The Amazing Race" was 
fifth, and the summertime 
series "Big Brother" was 
18th. Each of the top 20 
shows were mentioned by 
at least 62 percent from re­
spondents . 

In the "one of my fa­
vorites" category, "This Is 
Us" again came out on top, 
but only that and the run­
ner-up, the CW's "Supernat­
ural," came in at over 50 
percent. 

Here, shows that have 
been around for several sea­
sons dominated; filling out 
the top 10 were Fox's 
"Bones" and "Lucifer," CBS' 
"Blue Bloods," NBC's 
"Grimm," ABC's "The Gold­
bergs," "Lethal Weapon" (the 
only other second-season 
series to crack the list), the 
CW's "Reign," and CBS' "Ele­
mentary." 

"This Is Us" picked up the 
network triple crown, as it 
were, as it also led in shows 
respondents said they 
would miss a lot if it were 
canceled. (Using flashbacks 
and present-day scenes, the 
show chronicles the Pearson 
family.) "Lucifer" appeared 
again here, this time in fifth 
place. Finishing 2-3-4 were 
Fox's revival of "Prison 
Break," CBS' "The Amazing 
Race" ABC's "How to Get 
Away With Murder"; landing 
in sixth through 10th posi­
tions were, respectively, 
CBS' "Madam Secretary" and 
"Chicago Fire," "Grimm," the 
CW's ''The Vampire" and 
CBS' "Scorpion."

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In the cable realm, HBO's 
"Game of Thrones" led in all 
three categories, although in 
the "one of my favorites" 
category, its margin over 
second-place finisher, the 
new CMT episodes of 
"Nashville," was only three 
points, and no series col­
lected more than 47 percent 
of respondents' votes. In 
fact, no cable outlet had 
more than one show on the 
"one of my favorites" list. 

In the "make a special ef­
fort to watch" category, be­
hind "Game of Thrones" and 
''The Walking Dead," were, in 
order, Netflix' "Sense8," 
AMC's "Better Call Saul," 
Starz' "Power," Freeform's 
"Pretty Little Liars," Bravo's 
''Top Chef," A&amp;E's 
"Nightwatch," "Nashville" 
and Netflix's "The Crown." 

After "Game of Thrones," 
"Nashville" and "The Walk­
ing Dead" in the "one of my 
favorites" category came 
HGTV's "Fixer Upper," BBC 
America's "Doctor Who," the 
Discovery Channel's ''How 
It's Made," "Sense8," Com­
edy Central 's "South Park," 
''Top Chef' and History's 
''Vikings.'' 

This survey did not break 
out favorite shows within 
particular faith groups, so 
there's no way of knowing -­
at least not yet - what 
Catholics may prefer. 

And there's no way to 
compare the choices of peo­
ple of faith with people who 
don't profess a religious 
faith , since the latter group 
was not polled .

Pope Francis' Christmas Eve Mass 
homily focused on refugees and mi­
grants,drawing a parallel between 
theirtravails and that ofthe Holy 
Family at the time of the birth of 
Jesus. 

*"Building on his September 
launch ofthe"Share the Journey" 
campaign in support of migrants 
and refugees, Pope Francis'Message 
forthe 51st World Day of Peace (Jan. 
1) invites Catholics to embrace those 
who endure perilous journeys and 
hardships in order to find peace. He 
urges people offaith to turn with a 
"contemplative gaze"towards mi­
grants and refugees, opening our 
hearts to the "gaze of faith which 
sees God dwelling in their houses, in 
their streets and squares." 

In his message, Pope Francis 
echoes St.john Paul II and Pope 
Benedict XVI, pointing to war, con­
flict, genocide, ethnic cleansing, 
poverty, lack of opportunity, and en­
vironmental degradation as reasons 
that families and individuals be­
come refugees and migrants. 

Some "mileposts for action" are 
necessary in orderto allow mi­
grants, refugees, asylum seekers, 
and trafficking victims the opportu­
nity to find peace.These include: 

1) Welcoming,which ca llsfor"ex­
panding legal pathways for entry" 
and better balancing national secu­
rity and fundamental human rights 
concerns; 

2) Protecting, or recognizing and 
defending "the inviolable dignity of 
those who fiee"; 

3) Promoting, which entails"sup­
porting the integral human devel­
opment of migrants and refugees"; 
and 

4) Integrating by allowing mi­
grants and refugees to "participate 
fully in the life of society that wel­
comes them."Doing so enriches 
both those arriving and those wel­
coming.

BRAINTREE, Mass. (CNS) -- Journalists crowded into a room in the Archdiocese of 
Boston's Braintree headquarters Dec. 20 as Cardinal Sean P. O'Malley answered 
questions following the death of Cardinal Bernard F. Law, whose death was offi­
cially announced by the Vatican earlier that day. The former archbishop of 
Boston, Cardinal Law resigned in 2002 amid allegations of mishandling cases of 
sexual abuse of minors by priests in the archdiocese. In 2004, the cardinal was 
named archpriest of a basilica in Rome, where he died at age 86. "This is a very 
difficult day for survivors and all of us in the Archdiocese of Boston and for me," 
said Cardinal O'Malley at the news conference. "We have anticipated this day, 
recognizing that it would open a lot of old wounds and cause much pain and 
anger in those who have suffered so much already, and we share in their suffer­
ing," he continued. "As the church must always do, we seek forgiveness for the 
sins of the past and for all the things that were done or not done that have con­
tributed to the suffering of so many," he said. The archdiocese has a continued 
commitment to "provide for the assistance and support for victim survivors and 
their families, and to strive to maintain safe environments in all of our churches, 
schools, institutions, and agencies," Cardinal O'Malley said. 

Tax bill passes amid concerns about future effects on poor 
WASHINGTON (CNS) -- Republican lawmakers joined President Donald Trump in 
cheering passage of the most significant overhaul of the federal tax system in 
three decades even as the chairman of the U.S. bishops' domestic policy commit­
tee called on the president to work with Congress to fix "unacceptable problems" 
in the law. Republicans hailed the Tax Cuts and Jobs Act as the stimulus needed 
to get the economy rolling into high gear as they expected corporations to rein­
vest in America with the middle class benefiting from lower taxes, higher wages 
and greater job opportunities. Critics contend the law will provide a windfall for 
people with the highest incomes and corporations that already are seeing record 
profits and that there will be limited benefit to low- and middle-income families, 
who will see their taxes rise beginning in 2025. Meanwhile, Bishop Frank J. De­
wane of Venice, Florida, chairman of the bishop's Committee on Domestic Justice 
and Human Development, said that while the law "achieves some laudable 
things," it also "contains a number of problematic provisions that will have dra­
matic negative consequences, particularly for those most in need." After final 
passage by the House and Senate Dec. 20, the bill went to President Donald 
Trump for his signature. 

Pope puts founder of Rosary Crusade step closer to sainthood 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Pope Francis advanced the sainthood causes of Holy Cross 
Father Patrick Peyton and St.John Paul II's mentor, Cardinal Stefan Wyszynski. 
The pope approved the decrees recognizing their heroic virtues Dec.18 Father 
Peyton, known worldwide as "The Rosary Priest," was a Catholic media pioneer 
in the 1940s, using radio and later television to produce popular programs fea­
turing Hollywood stars and other celebrities to promote family prayer. His min­
istry produced more than 600 radio and television programs and 10,000 
broadcasts. The priest also conducted rosary crusades for millions of people in 
dozens of countries. He had two especially famous mottos: "The family that prays 
together stays together" and "A world at prayer is a world at peace."

Pope's 2018 priorities: 
Refugees, youths, trips, 
more Curia reform

VATICANClTY(CNS)-- Foreign 
trips, a focus on the rights 
and needs of migrants and 
refugees and a Synod of 
Bishops dedicated to young 
people all are on the 2018 
calendar for Pope Francis. 

His activities and the pas­
sions that drive them are fa­
miliar by now. In fact, March 
13 will mark the fifth an­
niversary of his election as 
pope, succeeding retired 
Pope Benedict XVI. 

Pope Francis, newly 81, 
will begin 2018 with a focus 
on Mary and on migrants 
and refugees. 

As with all modern popes, 
Pope Francis' Marian devo­
tion and his concern for 
people forced to flee their 
homes have been a constant 
in his ministry. 

But Pope Francis is the 
first to dedicate a celebra­
tion of World Peace Day 
specifically to the theme of 
migrants and refugees. 

On jan. I, for the 51st 
time, the Catholic Church 
began the new year praying 
for peace. 

The day also is the feast 
of Mary, Mother of God, and 
while Pope Francis sent a 
message to heads of state in 
November reflecting on the 
peace day theme, his hom­
ily at the Mass is likely to 
focus on Mary. 

The pope's focus on mi­
grants and refugees will 
come to the fore again jan. 
14 when he adds to the nor­
mal papal liturgical calendar 
a special Mass for the World 
Day of Migrants and 
Refugees. 

In both his message for 
the jan. 14 celebration and 
his message for World Peace 
Day, Pope Francis urged 

Catholic involvement in the 
drafting of the U.N. global 
compacts for migrants and 
for refugees. 

Approving the develop­
ment of the compacts in 
September 2016, "world 
leaders clearly expressed 
their desire to take decisive 
action in support of mi­
grants and refugees to save 
their lives and protect their 
rights," the pope said in his 
message. 

He urged Catholics to get 
involved by lobbying their 
governments to include in 
the compacts proposals that 
would ensure the welcome, 
protection, promotion and 
integration of migrants and 
refugees. 

Although work on the 
compacts suffered a setback 
when the Trump administra­
tion announced in early De­
cember it was pulling out of 
the process and would not 
be a party to the accords, 
the United Nations hopes to 
have a draft of the docu­
ments ready by February. 
Late in 2018, the U.N . Gen­
eral Assembly will hold a 
conference to adopt the 
compacts. 

On jan. 15, Pope Francis 
will set off for a six-day visit 
to Chile and Peru. As is his 
style, the trip will include 
meetings with government 
authorities and large public 
Masses, but also a visit to a 
women's prison and to a 
home for children at risk. 

As of Dec. 20, no other 
papal trips for 2018 had 
been confirmed, although 
Vatican officials have said it 
is almost certain Pope Fran­
cis will travel to Dublin in 
late August for the World 
Meeting of Families; on the 
same trip, he is likely to be 
the first pope to visit North­
ern Ireland. 

Vatican officials also have 

confirmed that a September 
trip to Lithuania, Latvia and 
Estonia is under considera­
tion. And they do not rule 
out a spring trip, perhaps to 
Africa. 

One month of the pope's 
calendar already is booked 
solid. The Synod of Bishops 
focusing on young people 
and their vocations will be 
held at the Vatican Oct. 3-
28. In preparation for the 
bishops' gathering, the Vati­
can has asked bishops' con­
ferences around the world 
to nominate young people 
to attend a pre-synod gath­
ering March 19-24 in Rome. 

Cardinal Lorenzo Baldis­
seri, secretary-general of the 
synod, said Pope Francis 
hopes about 300 young peo­
ple - mostly, but not all , 
Catholics --would attend the 
gathering. Many of them 
will speak to the whole 
group about the hopes and 
concerns of young people, 
what they can offer the 
church and what they need 
from it. They will discuss 
the presentations in small 
groups and will be asked to 
prepare a summary docu­
ment for the bishops at­
tending the synod. 

The fifth anniversary of 
Pope Francis' papacy also 
means 2018 is the fifth an­
niversary of his interna­
tional Council of Cardinals 
and the effort to reform the 
Roman Curia. 

Changes have been made, 
new laws have been passed, 
offices have been combined 
to cut down on duplication. 
But 2017 ended without a 
clear indication of when a 
document presenting a 
global vision of the Curia 
and each of its offices 
would be ready. 

Perhaps that is what Pope 
Francis wants for Christmas 
2018.

Swallowing the bitter pill of false liberation 
A major study published 

Dec. 7 in the New England 
journal of Medicine con­
cludes that hormonal con­
traception increases the risk 
of breast cancer for women. 

The research used all of 
Denmark as its sample, fol­
lowing nearly 1.8 million 
Danish women of childbear­
ing age for over a decade. 

The study, as described 
by the New York Times, "up­
ends widely held assump­
tions about modern 
contraceptives for younger 
generations of women," es­
pecially the view that 
"newer hormonal contracep­
tives are much safer than 
those taken by their moth­
ers or grandmothers." It also 
establishes that the risk to 
women increases with 
longer periods of use. 

Major media outlets have 
done their best to minimize 
the implications of the 
study and "soften the blow" 
for the millions who, for 
decades, have faithfully em-

braced a "contraceptive 
mentality." 

This mentality has pro­
moted contraception, espe­
cially the Pill, as a path for 
women to move toward 
equality with men by en­
abling them to reap the 
"benefits" of the sexual revo­
lution. 

But Mary Rice Hasson, 
].D., director of the Catholic 
Women's Forum at the 
Ethics and Public Policy Cen­
ter in Washington, D.C. 
notes that the reality for 
women is very different, 
and "our lived experience 
has shown that this is a 
false promise." 

Countless women, she 
emphasizes, have ended up 
being vulnerable to, and 
harmed by, the sexual revo­
lution and its promotion of 
contraception as "the solu­
tion." They have been given 
a "bitter pill" in the form of 
the Pill. 

In a remarkably prescient 
passage dating back to july, 

1968, Pope Paul VI already 
foresaw this in his encycli­
cal Humanae Vitae, 
the momentous 
and beautiful docu­
ment explaining 
not only the moral 
problems with con­
traception, but also 
its devastating ef­
fects on men, fami­
lies and women in 
particular. 

It is also to be feared that 
the man, growing used to

the employment of 
anti-conceptive 
practices, may fi­
nally lose respect 
for the woman and, 
no longer caring for

respected and 

infidelity and the 
general lowering of 
morality. Not much experi­
ence is needed in order to 
know human weakness, and 
to understand that men-es­
pecially the young, who are 
so vulnerable on this point -
have need of encourage­
ment to be faithful to the 
moral law, so that they must 
not be offered some easy 
means of eluding its obser­
vance. 

beloved companion." 
Paul VI offers a 

profound, but unpopular, 
observation - that contra­
ception is harmful to 
women, and is, in fact, anti­
woman. 

The widespread adoption 
of the "contraceptive men­
tality" has led inexorably to 
a new perspective on 
women, namely, that they 
should be more like men, 
and therefore they should, 

like men, become impreg­
nable, through the ongoing 
practice of contraception. 

Very young women, some­
times just entering puberty, 
are now placed onto regi­
mens of hormonal contra­
ception that can continue 
for years or even decades. 
From this perspective, their 
ability to conceive life be­
comes tantamount to a mal­
ady needing to be remedied, 
a "defect" that renders them 
"unequal" to men. 

Strikingly, though, ever 
greater numbers of women 
are discovering an authentic 
and liberating form of femi­
nism as they come to the 
awareness that, in the 
words of Hasson, "we don't 
have a design flaw. Being a 
woman is good ... and it's a 
wonderful thing." 

Wonderful, too, is that 
confident feminism and lib­
erating sense of self-control 
that enables a woman to

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ATTHE MOVIES 

THE GREATEST SHOWMAN

The life of pop entertain­
ment pioneer P.T. Barnum 
provides the subject matter 
for the big, brash musical 
"The Greatest Showman" 
(Fox). Ironically, the film ar­
rives in theaters almost 
seven months to the day 
after the demise of the 19th­
century impresario's most 
lasting legacy, the Ringling 
Bros. and Barnum &amp; 
Bailey Circus. 

Though unlikely to en­
gage the youngest viewers, 
an emphasis on marital fi­
delity and family values in 
general, together with the 
virtual absence of objection­
able material, makes this 
screen biography appropri­
ate for most others. Movie­
goers' appreciation of it, 
however, will likely depend 
on their taste for the L1oyd­
Webber style of Broadway 
and West End theater, whose 
approach it imitates. 

Hugh jackman leads with 
his chin in playing Barnum 
with bring-on-the-lions en­
thusiasm. jenny Bicks and 
Bill Condon's script, mean­
while, traces its protago­
nist's rise from 
impoverished beginnings to 
worldwide fame with the 

kind of occasionally chal­
lenged, but ultimately un­
quenchable, optimism that 
might have appealed to nov­
elist Horatio Alger. 

Barnum gains support in 
his ascent from his child­
hood sweetheart, Charity 
(Michelle Williams), who 
eventually turns her back 
on her wealthy and well­
bred parents to marry him. 
Also shunning a genteel 
background to bolster Bar­
num's career is his unlikely 
business partner, New York 
socialite Phillip Carlyle (Zac 
Efron). 

Assembling an ensemble 
of such unusual figures as 
Lettie Lutz, aka the Bearded 
Lady (Keala Settle) and 
dwarf "General," Tom 
Thumb (Sam Humphrey), 
Barnum turns a large profit 
by exciting the curiosity of 
the masses. Tensions arise, 
though, when he shifts his 
focus away from these loyal 
performers and friends to 
concentrate on backing the 
American premiere of 
Swedish diva jenny Lind 
(Rebecca Ferguson). 

Barnum risks his fortune 
in the effort to promote 
Lind, hoping thereby to gain 
the elite standing that has 
previously eluded him. The 
fact that this breakthrough

marriage, rather than 
contraception, and, once 
married, to choose periodic 
abstinence in agreement 
with her husband if their 
circumstances indicate they 
ought to avoid a pregnancy.

Whenever a woman takes 
these kinds of steps to dis­
rupt her natural fertility, it 
should come as little sur­
prise that her body rebels in 
one fashion or another, in­
cluding possible weight 
gain, headaches, depres-

may require him to shun 
those on whom he has built 
his success fails, initially at 
least, to deter him. 

He is equally blind to the

Both these aspects of the 
plot, however, betray histor­
ical naivete in projecting a 
contemporary outlook back­
ward onto Victorian-era 
America. The audience is 
left with the impression that 
all the gaping inequalities of 
Barnum's day might easily 
have been effaced by a few 
brassy songs delivered with 

sion, and the heightened 
and well-documented risk 
of thrombotic stroke, my­
ocardial infarction (heart at­
tack), and - as confirmed 
by the recent study -
breast cancer.
