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Pope: Being holy is what brings joy 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - This 

Christmas will people go 
to adore and be amazed 
by jesus, or will they let 
themselves be detoured 
by distractions? Pope 
Francis asked. 

In fact, one sign of holi­
ness is being able to "be 
astonished, to feel wonder 
before God's gifts, his 'sur­
prises.' And the greatest 
gift, the ever-new surprise 
is jesus," he told Vatican 
employees and their fam­
ily members during a 

meeting Dec. 21 in the 
Paul VI audience halL 

The pope continued a 
tradition he began in 2014 
of offering Christmas 
greetings to people who 
work at the Vatican. The 
special audience comes 
right after a longer-held 
tradition of the pope 
meeting with officials of 
the Roman Curia. 

Christmas cheer was in 
the air as Vatican employ­
ees and their families, 
many dressed in festive 

clothes, greeted the pope 
and gave him Christmas 
cards, gifts and hugs. 

Christmas is the season 
of joy because the source 
of true joy - Christ the 
savior - has come, the 
pope said. 

"But often we realize 
that people and perhaps 
we ourselves are caught 
up in so many things and, 
in the end, there is no joy 
or, if there is, it is very su­
perficiaL Why?" he asked. 

joy, he said, comes from 

being holy or at least try­
ing to be good, being close 
to jesus and letting one­
self be touched by wonder 
and "contaminated" by the 
joy that surrounds him. 

Mary, joseph, the shep­
herds and all the others 
gathered at the manger, 
gazing at the Christ child, 
are "overflowing with ho­
liness and, therefore, with 
joy," he said. 

Mary and Joseph had so 
many things to worry 
about, but they were 

happy because "they wel­
comed this gift from God 
with so much faith and so 
much love." 

He told the employees 
that his wish for them this 
Christmas was "to be 
saints, to be happy." 

People must not be su­
perficial saints, just "nor­
mal saints," that is, people 
who are holy even with all 
their defects and sins be­
cause "we ask for forgive­
ness and go forward," he 
said.

To me, the scene was hys­
terical. It was beautiful. It's 
everything I hope for in a 
children's Christmas pag­
eant. I'm almost 100 percent 
certain there are going to be 
rogue lambs on Christmas 
Eve (I heard one lamb's father 
has been coaching him to 
bleat like a sheep). I can't 
wait! 

A theater professional 
would probably consider 
rogue lambs during a per­
formance a failure. They're 
ad libbing lines, they're not 
standing where they're sup­
posed to .. . But because 
they're tiny children, we find 

it funny and endearing. 
I'm the kind of person who 

dwells on my failures and 
struggles. I tend to define my 
story based on what's written 
on the worst pages - the mo­
ments I go rogue and strug­
gle with my sinfulness and 
the less-than-awesome parts 
of my personality. 

While we may wish the tod­
dlers would behave more 
predictably and strive to 
help them progress, we love 
them for what they are in the 
moment - beautiful kids 
doing what beautiful kids do. 
Similarly, we struggle. We 
fail. And while we're called to 
continue to strive for holi­
ness and work to do better, 
God loves us where we are. 
Even if we go rogue. 

Sacrament of Penance is a new beginning 
On the first Sunday of Ad­

vent, our Catholic Church 
begins a new liturgical year. 
We start all over to follow the 
story of our salvation. We 
again celebrate the life, death 
and resurrection of our Lord 
and Savior, jesus Christ. 

Now, we are approaching 
the beginning of a new calen­
dar year on New Year's Day. 
Again, we begin to start an­
other year of our own life - a 
time of new adventures. 

I am not a person who 
makes New Year's resolu­
tions, as many traditionally 
do. Now don't get me wrong, 
I know that often I have to 
make changes in my life. 
There have been many times 
when I have realized person­
ally that I need a conversion. 
Actually, this happens often. 
In fact, I recognize that as a 
disciple of jesus, almost 
every day I must consider 
who I am and ask if there are 
any changes I should make 
in my life. This is time for us 
all. 

It is for this that our church 
has developed the Sacrament 
of Penance. The Sacrament 

of Penance is meant to be a 
lifetime process. This sacra­
ment is not meant to be a se­
ries of isolated confessions. 
Rather this is a lifetime of 
opportunities to consider 
our own lives and recognize 
the need for improvement. 
This sacrament begins best 
by considering the good 
things that we have been 
part of in our own life - our 
accomplishments. The Sacra­
ment of Penance must al­
ways begin in a positive way. 

We must then notice our 
failings and our sins - after 
all, we are human. We must 
recognize what is keeping us 
from our relationship with 
God; we must recognize our 
sins. What is it that keeps us 
from making our world a 
better place? What chal­
lenges have we refused to ac­
cept? What opportunities 

have we missed? How can we 
become a better people? 

In the Sacrament of 
Penance, we do something 
so that we may remember 
our decision for conversion. 
We confess to a priest. It is 
important that we put our 
failings into words. In this 
way we acknowledge our 
sins and failings. We confess 
so that we are ready for con­
version. We want to remem­
ber this moment as we 
change what must be 
changed. 

The important question for 
us to ask ourselves is: "So, 
now, what am I going to do?" 
Nothing happens in this 
sacramental experience un­
less we make a plan. How 
must my path to sanctity 
change? 

The United States Catholic 
Catechism for Adults has an 
interesting review on the 
various names that our 
church assigns to this impor­
tant and helpful sacrament. I 
would like to share this with 
you: 

"It is called the Sacrament 
of Conversion because it 

makes (us) sacramentally 
present jesus' call to conver­
sion, the first step in return­
ing to the Father from whom 
one has strayed by sin. It is 
called the Sacrament of 
Penance, since it consecrates 
the Christian sinner's per­
sonal and ecclesial steps of 
conversion, penance, and 
satisfaction. It is called the 
Sacrament of Confession 
since the disclosure or con­
fession of sins is an essential 
element of this Sacrament. In 
a profound sense, it is also a 
"confession" - acknowledg­
ment and praise - of the ho­
liness of God and of his 
mercy toward sinful man It is 
called the Sacrament of For­
giveness, since by the 
priest's sacramental absolu­
tion, God grants the penitent 
'pardon and peace.' It is 
called the Sacrament of Rec­
onciliation because it im­
parts to the sinner the love 
of God who reconciles: 'Be 
reconciled to God.' He who 
lives by God's merciful love 
is ready to respond to the 
Lord's call : 'Go, first be rec­
onciled to your brother.'"

Reconciliation & Heal­
ing: In March, the Diocese 
of Ogdensburg voluntar­
ily established an Inde­
pendent Reconciliation 
and Compensation Pro­
gram (IRCP) to assist vic­
tims of clergy abuse in 
their healing process. In 
October, an IRCP report 
noted 37 victims resolved 
claims, receiving nearly 
$5.5 million in compensa­
tion. In November, the 
diocese released a list of 
priests the Diocesan Re­
view Board and/or Bishop 
Terry R. LaValley found 
reasonable grounds to re­
move from ministry 
under the Charter for the 
Protection of Children 
and Young People. Also in 
October, an independent 
audit found the Diocese 
of Ogdensburg to be in 
compliance with the 
Charter for the Protection 
of Children and Young 
People. 

Respect Ufe: More than 
100 youth and young 
adults from around the 
diocese traveled to the 
nation's capital for the an­
nual March for Life, 
themed "Love Saves 
Lives." Twenty-one Re­
spect Life grants were 
awarded to organizations 
and events around the 

diocese as a result of the 
Respect Life Second Col­
lection. 

Youth: The diocesan 
youth rally was held April 
28. Bob Perron, director 
of the Office of Youth & 
Young Adult Ministry for 
the Diocese of Wheeling­
Charleston, served as 
keynote speaker. Lenten 
retreats were held in 
Saranac Lake and 
Lowville. Youth from 
around the diocese and 
nation gathered in Platts­
burg june 24 to 30 for 
Catholic Heart Work 
Camp, a program focused 
on the corporal works of 
mercy and building faith 
and connections. Altar 
servers from around the 
diocese gathered at the 
Cathedral in August for 
the Altar Servers' Mass 
and picnic. 

Finances: The diocese 
kicked off the "It's Our 
Church, It's Our Future," 
an effort to raise $16 mil­
lion, of which 75 percent 
will remain at the parish 
for its local needs such as 
programs and capital im­
provements. The remain­
ing 25 percent benefits 
the entire diocese sup­
porting retired priests, 
seminarians, Camp 
Guggenheim and St. 
Mary's Cathedral. 

Rest in peace: The dio­
cese mourned the loss of 
Msgr. Robert j. McCarthy, 
who died jan. 11; and Fa­
ther Mark McDonald, a 
Missionary of the Sacred 
Heart, died April 2.

'The stu­
dents read the classic 
story The Family Under 
the Bridge' by Natalie Sav­
age Carlson about a home­
less family in Paris, 
France.

ticipate in an activity 
where they review census 
data, which gives facts 
about poverty rates and 
homelessness of children 
in St. Lawrence County. 
The students learn about 
reasons why families 
might need assistance. We 
discuss how the Church 
and Community Program 
is available for families 
who are experiencing a 
need." 

For fifth grade student, 
Emma Dodge, this project 
had a special meaning. 

"It was great giving back 
to people who don't have 
much," she said. "It em­
powered me. I went 
through a time in my life 
where we didn't have 
much, but God was there 
through friends. We felt 
God during that time." 

Gavin Schryver, also a 
fifth grade student at SMS, 
especially appreciated the 
timing of the class proj­
ect. 

"A lot of people don't 
have a lot at Christmas, 
and this will hopefully 
help them make a nice 
meal," he said. "If I were in 

that situation and didn't 
have enough food, I'd 
want others to treat me 
the same." 

Both students also 
shared that they were ap­
preciative of their Catholic 
School education and the 
ability to not only give 
back, but also connect 
that service with the love 
of God and neighbor 
through their schooling 
and faith. 

Not only do they collect 
the food, they also deliver 
it. 

"At the end of the food 
drive the students deliver 
the boxes and get a tour of 
the Church and Commu­
nity Program," said 
Trainor. "It is important 
that students see for 
themselves how their ac­
tions can impact other 
families in our commu­
nity.

Pope to Curia: Church will 
spare no effort to end abuse 

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Acknowledging the grav­
ity of the clerical sexual abuse crisis, 
Pope Francis told members of the Roman 
Curia that the church's strength does not 
depend on its members' perfection, but 
on the willingness to recognize its fail­
ings and correct them. 

"Let it be clear that before these abom­
inations, the church will spare no effort 
to do all that is necessary to bring to jus­
tice whosoever has committed such 
crimes," the pope said Dec. 21 during his 
annual pre-Christmas meeting with offi­
cials of the Curia. 

And speaking directly to clerics who 
have abused children, Pope Francis said: 
"Convert and hand yourself over to 
human justice and prepare for divine jus­
tice." 

While it is "undeniable" that in the past 
many allegations of abuse were not han­
dled with the necessary "seriousness and 
promptness," the pope said, "that must 
never happen again." 

'The church," he said, "will never seek 
to hush up or not take seriously any 
case." 

Pope Francis' 35-minute speech to the 
Curia included a review of the "joys and 
afflictions" of the church in the past year 
and a meditation on the message Christ­
mas proclaims to the church and its 
members. 

"Christmas gives us the certainty that 
God's light will continue to shine, despite 
our human misery," he said. "It gives us 
the certainty that the church will emerge 
from these tribulations all the more 
beautiful, purified and radiant." 

The pope's list of "joys" in 2018 in­
cluded the Synod of Bishops on young 
people, the ongoing reform of the Roman 
Curia and the many canonizations and 
beatifications that were celebrated; he 
specifically mentioned the beatification 
in December of 19 martyrs in Algeria, in­
cluding the monks of Tibhirine. 

The joys, he said, also include "the 
great number of faithful who each year 
receive baptism" or return to active 
church life, parents who pass on the faith 
to their children, young people who enter 
the priesthood or religious life and the 
"great number of consecrated men and 
women, bishops and priests, who daily 
live their calling in fidelity, silence, holi­
ness and self-denial." 

The "afflictions" of the church include 
the afflictions of the world, Pope Francis 
said, mentioning specifically growing 

anti-immigrant sentiment, war, religious 
persecution and famine. 

But the bulk of his talk was devoted to 
the abuse crisis and the obligation to ad­
dress it clearly and decisively. 

Pope Francis has called the presidents 
of the world's bishops' conferences, the 
heads of the Eastern Catholic churches 
and leaders of religious orders to a meet­
ing at the Vatican Feb. 21-24 to discuss 
the scandal. 

The meeting, he told the Curia offiCials, 
will reaffirm the church's "firm resolve to 
pursue unstintingly a path of purifica­
tion" and, with the help of experts, will 
examine "how best to protect children, to 
avoid these tragedies, to bring healing 
and restoration to the victims, and to im­
prove the training imparted in seminar­
ies." 

"An effort will be made to make past 
mistakes opportunities for eliminating 
this scourge, not only from the body of 
the church but also from that of SOCiety," 
he said, noting that sexual abuse is a 
problem not only within the church. 

Many Catholics have accused the media 
of covering the abuse scandal in a way 
that gives "the false impression that this 
evil affects the Catholic Church alone," 
the pope said. But he added, "I myself 
would like to give heartfelt thanks to 
those media professionals who were 
honest and objective and sought to un­
mask these predators and to make their 
victims' voices heard." 

"Even if it were to involve a single case 
of abuse - something itself monstrous -
the church asks that people not be silent 
but bring it objectively to light, since the 
greater scandal in this matter is that of 
cloaking the truth," he said. 

Without naming names, Pope Francis 
also referred in his speech to those who 
betray the church by hiding "behind good 
intentions in order to stab their brothers 
and sisters in the back and to sow weeds, 
division and bewilderment. They always 
find excuses, including intellectual and 
spiritual excuses, to progress unper­
turbed on the path to perdition." 

In this speech, Pope Francis said clerics 
sullying each other's reputations "is noth­
ing new in the church's history. St. Au­
gustine, in speaking of the good seed and 
the weeds, says: 'Do you perhaps believe, 
brethren, that weeds cannot spring up 
even on the thrones of bishops? Do you 
perhaps think that this is found only 
lower down and not higher up?'"

Irish president signs abortion law 

DUBLIN (CNS) - Although Ireland's new abortion law takes effect Jan.1, by 
mid-December only 8 percent offamily doctors had signed up to provide the ter­
minations.lrish President Michael D. Higgins signed the legislation into law Dec. 
20, paving the way for wide-ranging access to abortion in the country. In a May 
referendum, voters opted by a margin of 2-1 to lift the country's constitutional 
protection ofthe rightto life of unborn children.The new law will permit abortion 
on demand up to 12 weeks' gestation. It also will permit abortion up to 24 weeks 
on unspecified grounds for the health of the mother, and up to birth where the 
child is diagnosed with a life-limiting condition that means he or she may not 
live long after birth. According to figures released by the Department of Health, 
just 200 of some 2,500 family doctors have signed up to provide abortions. Many 
doctors have expressed concern that while the law recognizes a limited right to 
conscientious objection, doctors could be forced by the law to refer a patient to 
another doctor who will provide the abortion. The Irish bishops' conference said 
it was "dismayed that, for the most part, the voices of those who voted against 
abortion in May's referendum have been ignored." 

Christians working with Syrians: U.S. withdrawal puts mi­
norities at risk 

AMMAN,JORDAN (CNS) - Several Mideast-based Christians working on the 
Syria crisis have joined a growing chorus about U.S. President Donald Trump's de­
cision to pull some 2,000 American troops from Syria. They say it puts Christians 
at risk and could force them to flee again, and they want the decision reversed. 
They added their voices to other Christian voices in Washington and Europe calling 
on Trump to reverse his decision, citing concerns for the fate of minorities and 
the risk they face from Islamic State. "This U.S. decision to withdraw with no guar­
antees opens up the gates of hell" for the people of northern Syria, said Father 
Emanuel Youkhana, a priest, or archimandrite, ofthe Assyrian Church of the East. 
He spoke to Catholic News Service by phone, pointing to the controversial military 
threats already made by Turkey to attack the area. "I expect this decision will force 
the Christian community to flee, to migrate once again. They still have fresh in 
their collective memory the genocide that took place against them by the Ot­
toman Turks in 1915," the priest said. "It will lead to more fears, concerns and a 
bleeding of the Christian population to leave Syria." 

Vietnam, Vatican agree to upgrade diplomatic relations in 
the future 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Delegations from the Vatican and from Vietnam re­
ported continued progress in their discussions, including agreeing on "upgrad­
ing" relations with a permanent papal representative "in the near future," a 
Vatican press statement said. "They shared the belief that this step will help re­
lations between the two sides grow and develop further," said the statement, 
released Dec. 20.The two official delegations met in Hanoi Dec. 19 forthe sev­
enth meeting of the Vietnam-Holy See joint working group, which is trying to 
pave the way for full diplomatic relations between the Vatican and the commu­
nist governmentThe last working group meeting was atthe Vatican in 2016. 
"The two sides agreed that relations between Vietnam and the Holy See should 
continue to be maintained based on the mutually agreed principles and fruitful 
dialogue in order to build confidence and bolster relations in the interest of 
both sides and of the Catholic community in Vietnam," the Vatican statement 
said.

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NEW YORK (CNS) - The 
story behind the fact­
based tale "Welcome to 
Marwen" (Universal) is a 
compelling one. And it 
provided the subject mat­
ter for "Marwencol," a 
highly-regarded 2010 doc­
umentary by filmmaker 
Jeff Malmberg. 

Why, then, does director 
and co-writer Robert Ze­
meckis' dramatization 
turn out to be so painfully 
unengaging? 

In the spring of 2000, 
upstate New Yorker Mark 
Hogancamp, an artist who 
had had some success as 
an illustrator, was sav­
agely attacked by a group 
of thugs. The near-fatal as­
sault deprived him of 
much of his memory as 
well as the ability to draw. 

Channeling his imagina­
tion in a new direction, 
Hogancamp eventually 
created a miniature World 
War II-era Belgian village 
in his yard called Marwen 
which he populated with 
dolls. 

His photographs of 
these figurines have be­
come celebrated both in 
gallery exhibits and in 
print. 

Steve Carell makes a 
dedicated effort in his 
portrayal of Hogancamp. 
But his performance fails 
to redeem this project, 
weird as it is in all the 
wrong ways. 

While Hogancamp's 
plight is one that ought to 
elicit sympathy, and there 
are vague undertones of 
Catholicism in his life, his 
eccentricities, including a 
fondness for wearing 
women's shoes, are off­
putting. And his panic at­
tacks, as depicted here, 
are sometimes so over­
the-top as to be uninten­
tionally funny.

whole sequences to life 
among Hogancamp's Bar­
bies and Kens. Their inter­
actions may work in his 
skillfully shot stills, but 
they fall flat on the big 
screen. 

Playing out his own 
elaborate psychodrama in 
Marwen, moreover, may 
have been therapeutic for 
Hogancamp; it proves te­
dious for viewers. 

There's also something 
vaguely unhealthy - or at 
least immature - about the 
town's pulpy proceedings. 

The central personage in 
Marwen is Hogancamp's 
alter ego, American fighter 
pilot Capt. Hogie. 

He's surrounded, sup­
ported and protected by 
an ensemble of gun-toting 
tough girls, each based on 
a real lady in Hogan­
camp's life. 

The most prominent of 
these are Roberta (Merritt 
Wever), a clerk at the 
hobby store he patron­
izes, and his new neigh­
bor Nicol (Leslie Mann), 
for whom he swiftly falls. 
His attackers, meanwhile, 
are represented by sadis­
tic Nazis who are brought 

back to life as often as 
Hogie and the gals mow 
them down due to the 
black magic of Belgian 
witch Deja Thoris (Diane 
Kruger). 

The screenplay, which 
Zemeckis penned with 
Caroline Thompson, is at 
pains to point out that, far 
from the symptom of ho­
mosexuality his gay-bash­
ing assailants took it for, 
Hogancamp's high-heels 
habit is of a piece with his 
very active interest in 
women. 

This finds another out­
let in his taste for ludi­
crously-scripted 
pornography, one rela­
tively tame scene of which 
the audience is made to 
witness. 

Decked out in his avia­
tor jacket and Air Force 
cap, Capt. Hogie may re-

of those who are no longer with us. One 
of those inspirational people is the late 
Reverend George F. Maroun, Mission Of­
fice director and diocesan priest. Gone 
since 2016, we still have his words. Let's 
start 2019 with a column he wrote for 
the Millennium in january 2000. 

The New Year began in the church this 
week with the celebration of the Octave 
of Christmas and the Solemnity of Mary, 
Mother of God. Words of blessing and 
peace greeted us from the Book of Num­
bers: 

The Lord bless and keep you! 
The Lord let his face shine upon you, 

and be gracious to you! 
The Lord look upon you kindly 

and give you peace! 
How important it is to hear and experi­

ence this blessing, believing that God is 
indeed with us as we mark the beginning 
of another year! What a difference it 
makes to view the New Year within the 
context of God's loving and saving pres­
ence! Even the most faith-filled believer 
finds that human hopes and desires for 
union with God are continually exceeded 
by the reality of God's presence with us. 

The fullness of God's blessing in our 
lives is experienced in the proportion to 
the openness of our hearts and the 
depth of our faith. The message of God's 
total love for us revealed in the coming 
of jesus as the Word made flesh comes 
to be understood more fully as we live 
the Christian life. It is our choice year 
after year, day after day, to accept the 
grace and peace assured us as we face 
the responsibilities with which modern 
life confronts us. In this Christmas sea­
son, we continue to celebrate this won­
drous mystery of the incarnation with a 
special focus today on Mary, Mother of 
God. 

Paul says in his letter to the Galatians, 
"God sent forth his Son born of a 
woman .. . so that we might receive our 
status as adopted sons [and daughters). " 
Mary, in simple humility and profound 
trust in God, accepted the invitation to 
be mother of the Incarnate Word, jesus 
the Christ. Mary was not able, any more 
than we are, to comprehend fully this 

mystery of God's love for the human 
community. With a faith uniquely strong 
and deep, Mary could and did believe 
that a human person - a woman - was 
called by God to participate thus in his 
redemptive plan. Mary accepted God's 
choice of her as the one through whom 
the ultimate expression of God's love of 
humanity would become human flesh in 
her child, jesus. 

At the beginning of each calendar year, 
the secular press and television media 
would have us focus our view of the New 
Year on the many potentially frightening 
and depressing predictions for the com­
ing year. Often with a strong tone of cyn­
icism the New Year's editorial and 
feature articles discuss the tradition of 
making resolutions. They place the em­
phasis on the poor record of accomplish­
ment many people report for fulfilling 
resolutions beyond a few days or weeks. 
These encounters with the "bad news" of 
human failure strongly contrast with the 
"good news" of jesus. As Christians, we 
believe in and celebrate the desire and 
potential to grow and change - that is 
inherent in the human person. Good has, 
and will, prevail over evil because God is 
with us. 

Perhaps the first resolution Christians 
ought to make each New Year, is to con­
firm and deepen their faith in God's 
presence with us in jesus. The good 
news of the Scriptures is that we begin 
this New Year with God believing in us, 
and speaking words of blessing and 
peace. If we were to make the resolution 
of this year while "pondering in our 
hearts" the blessings we have known 
thus far as Christians, we would begin 
with a new and freeing energy and hope­
fulness. In faith we can be as open to the 
working of God's grace in us as were 
Mary and the shepherds of the first 
Christmas season. As this year begins we 
are invited to image God blessing us 
with all the gifts of this earth and human 
life, and especially with jesus, born of 
Mary, in whom we know God's presence 
fully. May you have a Blessed New Year!

Pope issues message for World Day of Peace 
VATICANCITY(CNS)- In today's climate 

of mistrust, rejection and nation­
alism, the world urgently needs 
peacemakers and politicians who 
protect and lovingly serve others, 
Pope Francis said in his annual 
message for the World Day of 
Peace Jan. 1. 

''Terror exerted over those who 
are most vulnerable contributes to 
the exile of entire populations who 
seek a place of peace," he said, and 
"political addresses that tend to 
blame every evil on migrants and 
to deprive the poor of hope are un­
acceptable." 

Instead, political life can and 
should be "an outstanding form of 
charity" when it is exercised with a 
"basic respect for the life, freedom 
and dignity of persons," the pope 
said. 

Holding political office and hav­
ing political responsibility "con­
stantly challenge those called to 
the service of their country to 
make every effort to protect those 
who live there and to create the 
conditions for a worthy and just 
future," he said. 

"One thing is certain: good poli-

tics is at the service of peace," 
Pope Francis wrote. "It respects 
and promotes fundamental 
human rights, which are at the 
same time mutual obligations, en­
abling a bond of trust and grati­
tude to be forged between present 
and future generations." 

The pope's message, which fo­
cused on "good politiCS at the serv­
ice of peace," was released Dec. 18 
at a Vatican news conference led 
by Cardinal Peter Turkson, prefect 
of the Dicastery for Promoting In­
tegral Human Development. 

Peace is a gift freely offered by 
God to all people, who are then 
called upon to be open to peace 
and to cooperate, making peace 
real in one's home, family, com­
munity and country, the cardinal 
said. 

The pope's message, which the 
Vatican sends to heads of state 
around the world, invited politi­
cians in particular to manage and 
administer resources for the well­
being of "all dwellers in the house," 
Cardinal Turkson said. 

Pope Francis' wish and prayer for 
peace in 2019, he said, "is that pol-

itics - this oversight, through poli­
cies and laws, of resources of do­
mestic, national and global 
households - may bring peace to 
all the citizens of the households, 
especially its youth, who may not 
be robbed of their hope in the fu­
ture, because politiCS is so badly 
done that it deprives them of 
peace." 

In his message, Pope Francis said 
politiCS is the essential path for 
building up a "human community 
and institutions, but when political 
life is not seen as a form of service 
to society as a whole, it can be­
come a means of oppression, mar­
ginalization and even destruction_" 

"The thirst for power at any price 
leads to abuses and injustice," he 
said, highlighting the harm caused 
by "political vices." 

"Whether due to personal incom­
petence or to flaws in the system 
and its institutions," the pope 
wrote, political vices "detract from 
the credibility of political life over­
all, as well as the authority, deci­
sions and actions of those engaged 
in it." 

''These vices, which undermine 

the ideal of an authentic democ­
racy, bring disgrace to public life 
and threaten social harmony," he 
said_ 

Such vices include "xenophobia, 
racism, lack of concern for the nat­
ural environment, the plundering 
of natural resources for the sake of 
quick profit and contempt for 
those forced into exile," he said_ 
They also include many forms of 
corruption: "the misappropriation 
of public resources, the exploita­
tion of individuals, the denial of 
rights, the flouting of community 
rules, dishonest gain, the justifica­
tion of power by force or the arbi­
trary appeal" to national interests 
and the "refusal to relinquish 
power." 

War and "the strategy of fear" are 
also contrary to politiCS at the 
service of peace, he said. 

''To threaten others is to lower 
them to the status of objects and 
to deny their dignity," which is 
why any "escalation of intimida­
tion and the uncontrolled prolifer­
ation of arms is contrary to 
morality and the search for true 
peace."
