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Pope: Idolatry empties lives and ruins hearts 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Every heart en­

slaved by false idols and evil de­
sires needs a "transplant" with a 
heart filled with love, joy, good­
ness, hope and generosity, Pope 
Francis said. 

"How does this 'heart transplant' 
happen? From an old heart to a 
new heart? Through the gift of 
new desires," the pope said Nov. 
28 during his weekly general au­
dience in the Vatican's Paul VI hall. 

The new desires are seeds 
planted by the Holy Spirit, grow­
ing into a thirst for a new life, like 
Christ's, that is hopeful, grateful, 
free, blessed, generous and sin­
cere, he said. 

The pope's catechesis before 
the start of Advent Dec. 2, was the 
last of his series of talks on the 
Ten Commandments. 

The commandments, he said, 
should not be seen as a series of

rules, but rather as a process of 
"benediction and liberation" that 
leads to a true , authentic life, 
finding "rest" and salvation in 
God. 

God, he said, "asks for nothing 
before he has given so much 
more" first . 

"He invites us to be obedient in 
order to free us from the decep­
tion of idolatries that have so 
much power over us. In fact, seek-
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ing self-fulfillment in the idols of 
this world empties us and en­
slaves us while what gives us 
stature and substance" is a rela­
tionship with God, the pope said. 

God calls people to "the beauty 
of fidelity, generosity and authen­
ticity," he said, but how does one 
get there? 

"We need a new heart, in which 
the Holy Spirit dwells," the pope 
said.

There 
are Christmas pageants and 
Christmas parties to attend. 
Personally, I love them all, 
especially the Christmas 
cards. I love to receive 
Christmas cards. It is so 
good to hear from friends all 
over the country, especially 
the ones I don't see often. 

Our days are filled with 
Christmas stuff, but when 
we go to Church, it is Ad­
vent. No Christmas carols, 
no Christmas decorations. 
Purple is the color of the 
season. There is special 
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music for Advent. We all 
know, "0 Come, 0 Come, 
Emmanuel." So, when we at­
tend Mass or spend time in 
church for private prayer, we 
leave Christmas outside. Our 
time of prayer becomes that 
spiritual time of Advent, as 
we again open our hearts as 
a preparation for another 
celebration of the birth of 
jesus, our Lord and Savior. 

St. john the Baptist is our 
spiritual guide and patron 
saint for Advent. john the 
Baptist realized quickly what 
his vocation in life was to 
be. God make it very clear to 
john that he was the one 
who would transform this 
world by announcing the 
coming of jesus as our Mes­
siah. john became an enthu­
siastic preacher; his gift was 
to announce jesus to people. 
The Gospel tells us that 
large crowds came to listen 

to him, even the religious 
leaders came from 
jerusalem to hear him. 

john preached a forgive­
ness of sin, and he urged the 
people to be ready to admit 
their sinfulness. To remem­
ber their dedication to live a 
better life, john asked them 
to enter the River jordan 
with him and be baptized - a 
baptism of repentance. They 
would not forget that mo­
ment, and they would real­
ize that they were being led 
to jesus. 

john baptized jesus, desig­
nating him as the one who 
was to come. St. John the 
Baptist is the one who pre­
pares us to be good disci­
ples now by challenging us. 
St. john urges us to again 
make jesus a true part of 
our lives. st. john challenges 
us to transform each day of 
our lives, and to reach out to 
those in need. 

There is a danger as we 
come again to another Ad­
vent. There are many who 
may say, "I've been here be­
fore; I've done many Advent 
programs. I must be well­
prepared for jesus." How-

ever, this may not be true. 
There are many distractions 
and temptations that could 
take us away from jesus. 
Our question must be: how 
good is my relationship with 
jesus? Could it be possible 
that I need some time with 
St. john the Baptist to find 
the love and peace and pres­
ence of jesus in my life, to 
make jesus more alive in my 
heart. 

SI urge you amidst the 
Christmas cards and decora­
tions to find some precious 
time for Advent. Today, our 
guide, St. john the Baptist 
points us to the celebration 
of the Mass. The best oppor­
tunity for us to enliven our 
relationship with jesus is the 
celebration of the Holy Eu­
charist, the Mass, both on 
Sunday and during the 
week. 

I often write about the 
Mass, I know. I find each 
time I join with a congrega­
tion or with even one other 
person to celebrate the Holy 
Eucharist, I discover a new 
and better relationship with 
my God. Every Mass brings 
me closer to jesus.

Ogdensburg - After meeting 
last week with the Priest 
Personnel Board, Bishop 
Terry R. LaValley has an­
nounced the following 
changes to priest assign­
ments, to be effective jan. 
23 : 

Father Kevin D. McE­
wan, currently pastor at 
St. Mary's in Ticonderoga 
and Our Lady of Lourdes 
in Schroon Lake, will be­
come of St. john the Bap­
tist and the St. john XXIII 
Newman Center in Platts­
burgh. In his new assign­
ment, Father McEwan will 
continue to work with 
Msgr. Dennis ]. Duprey 
and Father Eduardo Pesi­
gan III, the pastoral lead­
ership of St. Peter's in 
Plattsburgh, to implement 
the Living Stones pastoral 
plan for the city parishes 
and related entities. 

Father McEwan will re­
place Father Timothy G. 
Canaan, who is retiring 
due to health issues. 

"I will be stepping down 
as pastor of St. john's and 
going on disability in jan­
uary 2019," said Father 
Canaan, who has been di­
agnosed with acute tri 
coronary artery disease . 
'This move is happening

Thomas Aquinas, (the 
greatest of Doctors) on 
the matter of immigra­
tion based on Biblical 
principles. It is clear that 
immigration must have 
two things in mind: the 
first is the nation's unity; 
and the second is the 
common good. 

Immigration should 
have as its goal integra­
tion, not disintegration or 
segregation.

Secondly, Saint Thomas 

teaches that immigration 
must have in mind the 
common good; it cannot 
destroy or overwhelm a 
nation.

Such policy artificially in­
troduces a situation that 
destroys common points 
of unity and overwhelms 
the ability of a society to 
absorb new elements or­
ganically into a unified 
culture.

Wayne Muller, in his 
book,"Sabbath: Finding Rest, Re­
newal,and Delight in our Busy 
Lives," notes:"Americans now 
consume twice as many goods 
and services per person than we 
did in 1945.we buy houses al­
most three times larger than the 
families who moved into the sub­
urb in the mid-1940s,and we fill 
them with twice as many home 
furnishings.We work more hours, 
we buy more things, and the 
economy prospers." (p. 131) 

Pope Francis states in Laudato 
Si: On Care for our Common 
Home:"Christian spirituality, by 
contrast, offers a growth marked 
by 'moderation and the capacity 
to be happy with little ... (It) pro­
poses an alternative understand­
ing ofthe quality of life,and 
encourages a prophetic and con­
templative lifestyle,one capable 
of deep enjoyment free of the ob­
session with consumption:

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Forum explores alternatives 
to fetal tissue in research 

WASHINGTON (CNS) - Alterna­
tives to the use of fetal 
tissue from abortions are 
already plentiful, as­
serted one speaker at a 
Nov. 27 forum on the 
issue hosted by the Her­
itage Foundation think 
tank in Washington. 

"There are alternatives 
that exist that we can 
use," said Tara Sander 
Lee, an associate scholar 
at the Charlotte Lozier [n­
stitute -- the research arm 
of the Susan B. Anthony 
List -- at the forum. 
What's more, Lee added, 
"there are so many ethical 
alternatives." 

The acquisition of fetal 
tissue has become a $100 
million industry, accord­
ing to one 2017 estimate. 
Lee, who has a doctorate 
in biochemistry, cited the 
case of Advanced Bio­
science Resources, which 
she said has been re­
ferred to the federal De­
partment of justice for 
profiteering. 

Advanced Bioscience 
Resources, according to 
Lee, obtained 20-week­
old fetus from an abor­
tion clinic in june 2014 
and paid $60. It then sold 
the fetus' brain, eyes, 
liver, thymus and lungs 
to five different cus­
tomers, charging $2,275 
in all for the specimens, 
plus added charges for 
shipping, disease screen­
ing, cleaning and freez­
ing. 

"Service fee, or profit?" 
Lee asked. 

"The human body is 
amazing and has a lot of 
tissues and organs that 
are available right now 
from the adult and pedi­
atric population," Lee 
said. 'They can come 
from living individuals as 
well as post-mortem" 
rather than from aborted 
fetuses, she added. 

"When a woman goes in 
and delivers a baby, the 
placenta, the umbilical 
cord, the umbilical-cord 
blood and the amniotic 
fluid are precious re­
sources," Lee said at the 
forum. "They contain pre­
cious resources ... that 
can be used to treat pa­
tients and save their 
lives." 

"just from skin, an indi­
vidual can donate a small, 
little biopsy of skin and 
you can use that skin to 
go back and go back to an 
embryonic phenotype," 
she said. "They will actu­
ally resemble stem cells." 

Pluripotent stem cells, 
Lee added, can be puri­
fied even further to make 
"organoids" that resemble 
the brain, lungs, kidney 
and liver. 

Adult stem cells, ac­
cording to Lee, are "the 
only stem cell proven 
successful in treating well 
over 1.5 million patients 
worldwide. They are used 
to treat numerous dis­
eases and conditions 
such as cancer, stroke 
and spinal cord injury." 

Umbilical-cord blood is 
a "very rich source" of 
adult stem cells, Lee said. 
"You can either donate 
the blood or you can also 
store because it with­
stands long-term cryop­
reservation," noting there 
have been more than 
35,000 such blood trans­
plants worldwide. 

"They're not only treat­
ing people after they're 
born, but they're also 
treating patients in the 
womb before they're 
born," Lee said at the 
forum. She cited one case 
in which the mother do­
nated bone marrow, 
which was collected and 
processed, then injected 
through the umbilical 
vein to be circulated 

through the child to treat 
the disease that was dis­
covered in utero. 

Lee also described 
trans-amniotic stem-cell 
therapy as "a reverse am­
niocentesis" in which, 
rather than going back 
through the umbilical 
vein, "you can go through 
the amniotic fluid to treat 
this baby." 

She said medical pro­
fessionals are developing 
strategies to treat con­
genital heart defects in 
the womb. "You can tis­
sue-engineer a graft," she 
said. "You can go in and 
perform surgery early on 
and ... correct the congen­
ital defect." 

While there are advan­
tages to using fetal tissue 
and cell culture, there are 
also shortcomings, ac­
cording to David Prentice, 
Charlotte Lozier Institute 
vice president and an ad­
junct professor of molec­
ular genetics at The 
Catholic University of 
America's Pontifical john 
Paul II Institute for Stud­
ies on Marriage and Fam­
ily. 

Those drawbacks in­
clude expertise, quantity, 
instability and economy. 

"You can't get a lot of 
cells. They tend to be­
come unstable after a 
while," said Prentice, who 
also has a doctorate in 
biochemistry. 'To get to a 
cell culture, you need that 
chunk of tissue." There 
also is the ethical issue of 
using "fresh fetal tissue" 
rather than historical 
fetal cell lines, which he 
noted grow "for years, for 
decades." 

Prentice did admit to 
the "ethical taint" of using 
a fetal cell line. "[t did 
come from an abortion," 
he said, "but it's not an 
ongoing type of act."

Catholics have 'unshakable faith' in Boko Haram territory 
WASHINGTON (CNS) - Bishop Oliver D. Doeme of Maiduguri, Nigeria, has 
seen his share of death, violence and destruction in the past nine years, but 
he keeps his focus on his firm belief that the local church will be restored. 
The 58-year-old bishop was appointed to the diocese in 2009, the same 
year the insurgency group Boko Haram, headquartered in Maiduguri, began 
its onslaught of bombings, assassinations and abductions in an attempt to 
overthrow the Nigerian government and create an Islamic state. The 
group's name, loosely translated, means "Western education is forbidden." 
There has been one form of attack or another," on Catholics in the diocese 
since 2009, said the bishop, who was in Washington to attend a Nov.28 
prayer service - sponsored by Aid to the Church in Need-USA - honoring 
today's Christian martyrs at the Basilica of the National Shrine of the Im­
maculate Conception. 

Archdiocese of Santa Fe to file for bankruptcy protection 
ALBUQUERQUE, N.M. (CNS) - Archbishop John C. Wester of Santa Fe, New 
Mexico, said the archdiocese planned to file for Chapter 11 bankruptcy pro­
tection following the recommendation of several consultative groups. He 
announced the plan Nov. 29 at a news conference at the Catholic Center in 
Albuquerque after a mandatory meeting with archdiocesan priests. The 
archbishop explained that he had considered filing for bankruptcy protec­
tion in recent years and decided to take the action because the archdiocese 
faces up to 40 active claims from alleged victims of clergy sex abuse. "We 
could see where this was all heading and the trajectory wasn't changing," 
he told reporters. "We just don't have any money. If we're not here, we can't 
help anybody." The archdiocese planned to file the case during early De­
cember, Archbishop Wester said. The announcement was the second major 
occurrence related to clergy sex abuse within the archdiocese in two days. 
Agents from the office of New Mexico's attorney general executed a search 
warrant Nov. 28 to obtain records from the archdiocese regarding at least 
two former priests credibly accused of child sexual abuse. 

U.N. migration pact seeks to promote dialogue 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - A Vatican official said an intergovernmental pact can 
help countries address the current migration crisis through dialogue and 
concrete solutions rather than confrontation and fear.Jesuit Father Michael 
Czerny, undersecretary of the Migrants and Refugee Section of the Vatican 
Dicastery for Promoting Integral Human Development,said the Catholic 
Church is doing all that it can to help welcome, protect, promote and inte­
grate migrants in countries where the U.N. Global Compact on Migration is 
formally adopted. "The compact has a new style, a new spirit based on 
what we have brought," Father Czerny told journalists Nov.28. "It is our de­
sire to promote dialogue and not confrontation and isolation; to promote a 
culture of encounter and not let fear decide. This is the problem. If fear is in 
charge, that is a problem." Father Czerny was among several experts who 
spoke about the global compact, which will be formally adopted at an in­
ternational conference in Marrakesh, Morocco, Dec. 10-11. Also present were 
Anne T. Gallagher, president of the International Catholic Migration Com­
mission, and Stephane Jaquemet, policy director for the commission.

Abortion funding: Cutting off the blood supply 
Americans have long 

been disturbed by the 
fraud and waste that often 
surrounds the federal 
government's use of their 
tax dollars. They now 
have further reason to be 
up in arms because of the 
way those tax dollars sup­
port the practice of abor­
tion, even though such 
support, technically 
speaking, remains illegal. 

The 1976 Hyde Amend­
ment, a rider attached by 
Congress to federal 
spending bills each year, 
states that federal tax dol­
lars - particularly for Med­
icaid - cannot be used to 
pay for abortions. Yet, ap­
proximately half a billion 
dollars of taxpayer money 
is received annually by 
Planned Parenthood, the 
largest provider of "preg­
nancy terminations" in the 
United States. 

Although Planned Par­
enthood does not directly 
receive Medicaid reim­
bursements for the abor­
tion procedures it 
performs, the inherent 
fungibility of funds means 
that any money provided 

to Planned Parenthood 
ends up supporting and 
indirectly financing the 
their primary business, 
which is elective abortion. 
Taxpayer funding props 
up the nation's largest 
abortion chain, with more 
than 300,000 abortions 
carried out under the aus­
pices of Planned Parent­
hood each year. 

Many Americans object 
to taxpayer subsidies for 
this organization, seeking 
to avoid any cooperation 
or involvement in the se­
rious evils it promotes.

demolition specialist who 
lent his name to 2012's 
"Wreck-It Ralph" returns 
to the big screen in the 
sweet animated follow-up 
"Ralph Breaks the Inter­
net" (Disney). So too does 
the best friend he ac­
quired in the first outing, 
diminutive race car driver 
Vanellope von Schweetz.

Canadians use new translation of Our Father 
QUEBEC CITY (CNS) - French­

speaking Canadians 
started using a new trans­
lation of the Our Father 
Dec. 2. 

The passage "lead us 
not into temptation" -
that formerly read "do not 
subject us to temptation" 
in French - is changed for 
"do not let us enter into 
temptation." The change 
brings the phrasing closer 
to its Greek origins and 
also bears witness to a 
theological evolution. 

"With 'do not subject us 
to temptation,' we had 
complaints that it's as if 
God is the one submitting 
us to temptation. By say­
ing 'do not let us enter,' 
we are closer to what 
jesus says," explained 
Bishop Serge Poitras of 
Timmons, Ontario, a 
member of the Episcopal 
Commission of Liturgy 
and Sacraments, French 
Sector, of the Canadian 
Conference of Catholic 
Bishops. 

Several experts believe 
that the French wording, 
in use since 1966, was 
confusing to the faithful. 

"Many people didn't un­
derstand. It is God who 
tempts us?" Bishop 
Poitras said. 

The bishop represents 
Canada on the interna­
tional Francophone Epis­
copal Commission for 
Liturgical Translations, 
the same body that was 
mandated to respond to 
the Vatican's request in 
the early 2000s to rework 
the French liturgical 
translation. The work, 
which saw the adoption 
of a new official transla­
tion of the Bible in 2013, 
could lead in 2019 to the 
adoption of a new trans­
lation of the Roman 
Missal. 

In Canada, the bishops' 
conference decided to fol­
low other French-speak­
ing countries, including 
Benin, France and 
Switzerland, which al­
ready use the new trans­
lation without waiting for 
the new missal. 

Father Gaetan Bail­
largeon, former director 
of the Canadian bishops' 
National Liturgy Office, 
agreed that the transla­
tion used for more than 
50 years had caused dis­
satisfaction. 

'This was the so-called 
ecumenical translation. 
But some Francophone 
Orthodox communities 
did not even use it, for ex-

ample," he said, stressing 
that ecumenical relations 
had to be considered be­
fore endorsing the new 
translation. 

Canadian dioceses 
where French is in use 
have been explaining the 
change in recent weeks. 
In a message addressed 
to parishioners in early 
November, Bishop Andre 
Gazaille of Nicolet, Que­
bec, wrote that the new 
version "better reflects 
the spirit of the prayer 
taught by jesus to his dis­
ciples." 

Greek Gospels in hand, 
Alain Gignac, director of 
the University of Mon­
treal's Institute of Reli­
gious Studies, explained 
that the phrase, found in 
the Gospels of Matthew 
and Luke, can be trans­
lated literally by "let us 
not go in the direction of 
temptation." 

He said the Our Father 
was constructed borrow­
ing from both Gospels. 

"Originally, it's an oral 
tradition that is neither 
from Luke nor Matthew ... 
First in Aramaic, then 
translated into Greek, 
then into Latin, the Our 
Father that we pray today 
draws from these two 

evangelists," he said. The 
prayer attributed to jesus 
has several differences of 
one Gospel to another, he 
added. 

Gignac welcomed the 
new translation while re­
calling its limits. 

"We must give up on re­
tracing the exact Our Fa­
ther that came out of the 
mouth of jesus," he said. 

Liturgy, Bishop Poitras 
explained, borrows from 
Hebrew, Greek and Latin, 
which remains the official 
language of the church. In 
translating the Bible, litur­
gists consider the original 
language as well as how it 
sounds when spoken 
aloud. 

"We are at some dis­
tance from the Gospel 
phrasing. We are indeed 
in a theological construc­
tion," he said. 

The modification of the 
Lord's Prayer is therefore 
more than a purely lin­
guistic matter; it directly 
concerns the participa­
tion of the faithful during 
celebrations. In this re­
gard, liturgist Marie-josee 
Poire said two of the great 
objectives of any liturgy 
remain the active partici­
pation of the faithful and 
its spiritual good. 

'Today's liturgy, let's 
admit it, no longer speaks 
the language of the ma­
jority," Poire said. "So you 
have to be concerned 
about liturgical participa­
tion in a way that people 
are not just attendees, but 
participants." 

Poire, who is responsi­
ble for a liturgical and 
sacramental formation 
program for Canadian 
dioceses, believes the 
adoption of the new 
wording of the Lord's 
Prayer can be an opportu­
nity to reflect on the sta­
tus of the prayer for 
Christians. 

"The Our Father builds 
an image of God. A pas­
sage like this ('do not let 
us enter into temptation') 
can be an opportunity for 
reflection for communi­
ties or families on its un­
derlying image of God," 
she said. 

"Does the image of a 
God who wants to tempt 
his children match what 
the Gospel proclaims? 
The (translation) issue 
may seem trivial, but ... it 
shapes our image of God. 
The ritual builds the per­
son. The Our Father 
builds our faith, and our 
way of living our faith."
