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Pope: Coming to terms with past brings peace 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - People need to 

make peace with their lives and 
anything they are running from, 
rather than lose themselves to es­
capism and playful distraction, 
Pope Francis said. 

There is an "industry of distrac­
tion" in full force today, which 
paints the ideal world as being "a 
big playground where everybody 
has fun" and the ideal individual 
as one who "makes money in 
order to have fun, find satisfac­
tion" in the many "vast and di-

verse avenues of pleasure," he 
said Sept. 5 during his weekly gen­
eral audience. 

Such an attitude leads to "dissat­
isfaction with an existence anes­
thetized by fun, which isn't rest, 
but alienation and escaping from 
reality," he added. "People have 
never been able to rest like they 
can today and yet people have 
never felt as much emptiness as 
they do today." 

The pope continued his series of 
talks about the Ten Command-

ments, focusing on keeping the 
Lord's day holy. 

It seems like an easy command­
ment to fulfill, he said, but it isn't 
because people need to recognize 
there is a false kind of rest marked 
by avoidance and distraction, and 
authentic rest, which is being at 
peace with and giving thanks for 
the gift of life. 

After God made the heavens and 
the earth, he rested, making the 
seventh day holy. This day reflects 
"God's joy for all he created. It is a

day of contemplation and bless­
ing" and giving praise - not run­
ning away, the pope said.

Celebrate Catechetical Sunday Sept. J 6 
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Saranac Lake family attends meeting of families 
DUBLlN- When the location 

of the 2018 World Meeting 
of Families (WMOF) was 
announced three years 
ago, the Miner family 
from Saranac Lake felt it 
would be a perfect fit. 

"The diocese sent ten of 
us to the World Meeting of 
Families in Philadelphia in 
2015," said Colleen Miner, 
who attended this year's 
WMOF with her husband, 
john, and daughter, Ellen. 
"At the end of it, they an­
nounced the next one 
would be in Dublin, Ire­
land. I thought, "We're 
Catholic. We're Irish. We're 
in." 

This year's WMOF 
opened Aug. 21 and ran 
through Aug. 26. It in­
cluded an opening cere­
mony, a three-day 
congress that included 
speakers and discussions 
on a variety of family-re­
lated topics, a Festival of 
Families and a solemn Eu­
charistic Celebration. 

Pope Francis attended 
the Festival of Families 
and said Mass on Sunday 
of the conference. 

"We were right near 
where Pope Francis en­
tered and exited, and we 
had no idea," Colleen 
Miner said. "We were 
standing waltmg, and 
Ellen said, 'Look! He's right 
there!' She got a great 
photo of Pope Francis 
going by." 

The Miners said they at­
tended a variety of work­
shops and talks at the 
conference portion of the 
event. 

"Ellen and I sort of fell 
into a really good work­
shop on marriage prepa­
ration, which is awesome, 
since Ellen is currently en­
gaged," Colleen said . 
''They talked about the im­
portance of family and 
community. They talked 
about going back to our 
roots - talking to our 
grandparents and finding 
out what they did for their 

ng. ey re-
minded us that weddings 
are community events." 

But it was a talk that 
only one member of the 
family was able to attend 
that proved the most 
memorable. 

"Father james Martin 
was speaking about 
'showing welcome and re­
spect in our parishes for 
LGBT people and their 
families,'" Colleen Miner 
said. "We knew it would be 
controversial. john went 
ahead of Ellen and me, 
and when he got there, 
they were out of tickets. 
He was able to get in, but 
Ellen and I weren't." 

Colleen and john Miner, 
Respect Life coordinators 
for the diocese, said they 
brought brochures with 
them for Courage, a 
Catholic apostolate that 

supports men women 
with same sex attractions 
who are trying to live a 
chaste lifestyle. 

"I had a stack of 100," 
Colleen Miner said. "I was 
almost out of my 
brochures when three 
men came out of the 
venue. They were wearing 
black, but I wasn't sure if 
they were seminarians or 
priests. They couldn't be­
lieve what they had heard 
at the talk. They were glad 
we were handing out the 
Courage materials, and 
they said we should've 
been in there talking in­
stead." 

The Miners said they 
were approached by sev­
eral media outlets for in­
terviews, and john Miner 
was quoted supporting 
church doctrine as it re­
lates to same-sex relation-

ships. 
In contrast, the Miners 

said they thoroughly en­
joyed a presentation by 
Father Leo Patalinghug, a 
priest, chef and author. 

"His presentation in­
cluded a cooking demon­
stration," Colleen Miner 
said. "He was very down 
to earth and relatable." 

"And he didn't shy away 
from any of the contro­
versy over here ," added 
john Miner. "He didn't 
dwell on it, but he talked 
about what we need to do 
with our personal holi­
ness to deal with this and 
get through it." 

The Miners also enjoyed 
a presentation on geneal­
ogy. 

"For people in Ireland, 
ancestry is a big deal," 
said john Miner. "During 
what we call 'the potato 
famine' and they call 'the 
hunger,' there was a great 
diaspora. It makes them 
want to find their family 
and connect to their her­
itage and roots." 

"One of the speakers 
said, 'people ask why it 
matters; these people are 
dead,''' Colleen Miner 

added. ''The speaker said 
'the living and the dead 
are bound together.' It re­
minded me of the com­
munion of saints and how 
we believe the dead still 
are meaningful in our 
lives." 

While in Ireland, the 
Miners also had the op­
portunity to visit Colleen's 
cousins, who lived only 
40 minutes away from 
where the family was 
staying. 

"It was a great trip," 
Colleen said. "We got a lot 
of great feedback from the 
people there, and we had 
a lot of people at home 
following our travels on 
Facebook. There was a lot 
of positive. I'd really love 
to see a diocesan contin­
gent go to the next one, 
which will be in Rome, 
Italy." 

"It was a reminder of 
some fundamentals," john 
Miner added. ''There was 
some really good stuff, 
and some stuff I'd con­
sider irrelevant. There 
was a lot of cause for 
hope, but also at least 
some cause for concern. 
I'm really glad I went." 
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New York launches probe of sex abuse records 
ALBANY(CNS)- The New York 

State Office of the Attor­
ney General is the latest to 
announce that it is launch­
ing an investigation of 
sexual abuse of minors by 
Catholic Church clergy, 
sending out subpoenas on 
Sept. 6 seeking docu­
ments from the state's 
eight dioceses. 

In a press release, the 
agency said it was seeking 
"a civil investigation into 
how the dioceses and 
other church entities -
which are nonprofit insti­
tutions - reviewed and po­
tentially covered up 
allegations of extensive 
sexual abuse of minors." 

In conjunction, the 
state's Attorney General, 
Barbara D. Underwood, 
announced a hotline, 
specifically for those who 
may have been abused by 
clergy in New York. 

Joseph Zwilling, director 
of communications for 
the Archdiocese of New 
York, said in a Sept. 6 
email to Catholic News 
Service that "while we 
have just received a sub­
poena, it is not a surprise 
to us that the Attorney 
General would look to 
begin a civil investigation, 
and she will find the Arch­
diocese of New York, and 
the other seven dioceses 
in the state, ready and 
eager to work together 
with her in the investiga­
tion." 

Similarly, the dioceses 
of Ogdensburg, Syracuse 
and Brooklyn, said they, 
too, will cooperate and 
said they have collabo­
rated with law enforce­
ment and respective 
agencies over the years in­
vestigating sex abuse 
cases. 

"We received a sub­
poena, and we look for­
ward to cooperating with 
the Attorney General's of­
fice," the Diocese of Og­
densburg statement said. 
"In 2002, the Diocese of 

It has consistently been our policy to 
cooperate with law enforcement, 

and we will continue with that policy.

Ogdensburg met the Dis­
trict Attorneys in the eight 
counties within our bor­
ders and agreed to inform 
them of all allegations of 
sexual abuse and to pro­
vide any information re­
quested by them. Since 
that time, we have noti­
fied those District Attor­
neys of all abuse claims 
and have provided those 
District Attorneys infor­
mation as requested re­
lated to any sexual abuse 
allegations. It has consis­
tently been our policy to 
cooperate with law en­
forcement, and we will 
continue with that policy. 

"As a diocese, we remain 
focused on the safety of 
our youth and working 
with victims toward heal­
ing and reconciliation." 

New York's attorney 
general's office said it had 
taken a cue from the state 
of Pennsylvania and its 
probe for records that re­
sulted in an Aug. 14 grand 
jury report detailing 
claims of sexual abuse of 
minors by clergy going 
back 70 years. Though the 
report identified more 
than 1,000 sex abuse 
claims, in Pennsylvania, 
only two cases resulted in 
prosecutions because the 
statute of limitations had 
expired in the majority of 
cases. 

'The Pennsylvania grand 
jury report shined a light 
on incredibly disturbing 
and depraved acts by 
Catholic clergy, assisted 
by a culture of secrecy 
and cover-ups in the dio­
ceses. Victims in New York 
deserve to be heard as 
well - and we are going to 
do everything in our 
power to bring them the 
justice they deserve," said 

New York's Underwood. 
She added that New 

York may face a similar 
scenario to Pennsylvania 
when it comes to prose­
cuting any cases since 
"many cases of abuse may 
not be prosecutable given 
New York's statutes of lim­
itations." 

The Diocese of Albany 
in a statement released 
Sept. 6 said it had con­
tacted the Albany District 
Attorney's office, inviting 
its officials "to review our 
records and look at how 
sexual abuse cases have 
been handled historically 
in the Roman Catholic 
Diocese of Albany, to what 
extent survivors were 
heard and believed, what 
processes were followed, 
and what consequences 
resulted." The letter was 
addressed to parish­
ioners. 

In an email to CNS, Al­
bany's Director of Com­
munications, Mary 
DeTurris Poust, confirmed 
the diocese had received a 
subpoena, adding that 
Bishop Edward B. Schar­
fenberger said "we have to 
do what is right, even if it 
is not easy." 

"As Bishop Scharfen­
berger stated in his letter 
to the people of our dio­
cese, when he made the 
decision to ask Albany 
District Attorney David 
Soares to review our 
records, we believe that 
only by shining a light on 
whatever might be hidden 
can we bring about true 
healing for survivors and 
for our church," she said 
in the email. 

In Buffalo, where the 
diocese has been dealing 
with fallout following a se­
ries of television news re-

ports that said Bishop 
Richard J. Malone did not 
remove two priests from 
ministry after receiving 
abuse allegations, George 
Richert, director of com­
munications, said the of­
fice would work with state 
officials. 

"Our diocese will coop­
erate with any investiga­
tion initiated by the New 
York State Attorney Gen­
eral or District Attorney," 
he said in an email to CNS. 

New York's law enforce­
ment agency joined a 
growing movement of 

state entities in early Sep­
tember seeking Catholic 
Church records docu­
menting past sex abuse. A 
day before New York an­
nounced its probe, the At­
torney General of 
Nebraska asked the state's 
three dioceses for sex 
abuse records going back 
40 years. New Jersey offi­
cials also announced on 
Sept. 6 the creation of a 
task force with subpoena 
power through a grand 
jury to investigate allega­
tions at the state's 
Catholic dioceses.

Legal fight likely looms over child immigration detention 

WASHINGTON (CNS) -In what is likely to result in another legal showdown 
over immigration, the Trump administration is seeking to set down new rules 
that would allow government officials to detain children in immigration detention 
facilities -- this time accompanied by their undocumented parents -- for longer 
periods oftime than currently allowed. After the outcry that resulted over images 
this summer of children in detention deliberately separated from their parents, 
the administration has been moving toward detaining undocumented families, 
children and adults, in the same detention space. On Sept. 7, the Trump adminis­
tration proposed "to amend regulations relating to the apprehension, processing, 
care, custody, and release" of children in immigration detention. The proposed 
changes would mean that government officials could detain a parent and child 
together for long spans of time, even though a previous legal agreement said a 
child in an immigration detention center could not be held for longer than 20 
days. The proposal would essentially nix a long-standing legal agreement put in 
place in 1997 to ensure the safety and care of children in immigration detention 
settings. Known as the Flores Settlement Agreement, or Flores agreement, it not 
only spells out the time period children can be kept in detention, but also man­
dates the type of conditions facilities must provide, including sanitary, tempera­
ture-controlled conditions, as well as access to water, food, medical assistance, 
ventilation, adequate supervision and contact with family members. The Trump 
administration said it could provide "similar" protections and standards and make 
sure "all juveniles in the government's custody are treated with dignity, respect 
and special concern for their particular vulnerability as minors," and therefore 
terminate the agreement. 

Companion letters ask pope for answers on abuse crisis 

WASHINGTON (CNS) - A pair of open letters to Pope Francis asking him for 
answers to charges of cover-ups by him and others over abuse allegations against 
retired Archbishop Theodore E. McCarrick of Washington were sponsored by the 
Catholic Women's Forum,a project ofthe Ethics and Public Policy Center,a Wash­
ington-based think tank. The prologue to one of the letters declares, "This letter 
reflects the personal initiative of the individual Catholic women signing this letter, 
and is not sponsored by any group or organization." The letter and invitations to 
sign it, though,are posted on the Catholic Women's Forum's website,The first let­
ter, titled "Letter to Pope Francis from Catholic Women," is dated Aug. 30, four 
days after publication of an ll-page letter by Archbishop Carlo Maria Vigano, the 
former Vatican nuncio to the United States, making charges against Pope Francis 
and other church leaders. The second letter, from a group called Catholic Men 
United for Christ, is dated Sept.5. "Specifically," the second letter said, "we request 
that you answer the questions posed by our sisters in their letter to you." The 
questions posed in the women's letter include, "What did Archbishop Vigano con­
vey to you in June 2013 about then-Cardinal McCarrick? When did you learn of 
any allegations of sexual abuse or sexual misconduct with adults by then-Cardinal 
McCarrick? When did you learn of Pope Benedict's restrictions on then-Cardinal 
McCarrick? And did you release then-Cardinal McCarrick from any of Pope Bene­
dict's restrictions?"

Pope: Teachers need trust 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) -Withou t re­

spectfully collaborating 
with teachers and schools, 
parents will risk being on 
their own when it comes to 
educating their children 
and be at a greater disad­
vantage for facing the chal­
lenges emerging from 
today's culture, mass 
media and technology, 
Pope Francis said. 

Speaking to hundreds of 
parents, the pope told 
them "teachers are like you 
- dedicated each day in the 
educational service of your 
children." 

His comments came to 
some 1,400 members and 
guests of the Italian Par­
ents' Association during an 
audience at the Vatican's 
Paul VI hall Sept. 7. 

Praising the group's ef-

forts promoting the family 
and education as guided 
by Christian principles, the 
pope invited them to al­
ways build trust with 
teachers and schools. 

If it is all right to "com­
plain about limitations" or 
defects when it comes to 
schools and teachers, it is 
also "imperative to treas­
ure them as the most in­
valuable allies in the task 
of education, which you 
together carry forward," 
said the pope, who taught 
high school students as a 
young jesuit in Argentina. 

Today, "families no 
longer appreciate like be­
fore the job teachers have 
and (teachers) - who are 
often badly paid - feel the 
parents' presence in the 
school as being an uncom-

fortable intrUSion," which 
all ends in a situation, he 
said, where the parents are 
kept at bay or considered 
"adversaries." 

'To change this situation, 
someone has to take the 
first step, overcoming any 
fear of the other and gen­
erously holding out one's 
hand," he said. 

'That is why I invite you 
to always cultivate and

Finding friendship in the Eucharist

In a few short days, I 
will be reuniting with one 
of my good friends and 
this makes me very ex­
cited. He lives in Europe 
and we haven't seen each 
other in a few years. We 
have one of those rela­
tionships that seems to 
pick up wherever we left 
off, regardless of time or 
place. And whenever we 
are together, we laugh. A 
lot. 

Although technology 
enables us to stay in­
formed of each other's 
lives, technology cannot 
replace the actual pres­
ence of another person. I 
miss him, not just infor­
mation about him. In 
thinking about our first 
hello at the airport, a 
greeting I have antici­
pated for a long time now, 
I thought of my relation­
ship with God. I think it 
works the same way with 
Him. While there are 
many resources, prayers 

and such, that allow me to 
come to know facts about 
God, they don't substitute 
the actual presence of 
Him. 

Certain prayers inform 
and remind me of basic 
understandings about 
God and how He func­
tions. I think about the 
importance of the Our Fa­
ther and how our entire 
faith is summed up in 
those words. It is the 
same with our Creed. In 
our faith tradition, there 
is no shortage of prayers 
and books and teachings 
about God. But the Eu­
charist is different be­
cause the Eucharist is 
God. 

Receiving the Eucharist 
is like that visit with 
someone you love but can 
only see on a limited 
basis. There is so much 
anticipation around your 
uniting, there are expecta­
tions, and this meeting 
seems to consume your 
mind both before and 
after the event. Life, for a 
moment, seems to be col-

ored by the experience of 
this encounter. This can 
be a deeply fulfilling and 
beautiful experience. 
When we receive the Eu­
charist, we are filled in a 
way that mysteriously 
fills us with a satisfaction 
that both encompasses 
this human experience of 
fulfillment while also 
leading us to a deeper 
level of comprehension 
than we experience in our 
everyday life. 

If we can go one step 
further, and although I 
struggle to understand 
this mystery any more 
than I can write in a few 
words here, death can be 
seen as the final uniting 
with the person you love 
the most. There is no 
longer a need for Face­
book or WhatsApp, and 
thank goodness for that! 
The Eucharist is the fore­
taste of that perfect unit­
ing, the fulfillment of that 
deeply intimate longing 
that exists in the center of 
every human experience. 

Now, how I experience 

the reality of God entering 
into me in the Eucharist is 
usually a much less intel­
lectual endeavor than is 
necessary in order to ex­
plain here. Usually I am at 
Mass, exhausted from 
work, preoccupied by the 
stresses of daily life in a 
very chaotic modern 
world. And so the experi­
ence of the Eucharist for 
me is striking not because 
it is the louder of the mul­
tiple voices in my mind, 
but rather because it is 
the stillness among them. 
God becomes not the to­
tality of everything, but 
rather the complete sub­
traction of what is not 
necessary. We feel at 
peace when we are with 
someone we love. Noth­
ing else needs to be done. 
We are resting the pres­
ence of the other. The Eu­
charist is the presence of 
the ultimate Other. 

So when I finally arrive 
at the airport and see my 
dear friend emerge from 
the cattle drive that is the 
security line at the air-

port, I probably won't be 
waxing poetic about the 
glories of deep friendship 
and its capacity to shed 
light on the divine com­
munion. I'll probably give 
him a huge hug and feel 
deeply at peace and think 
"it is good that you are 
here."

Hopefully parishioners will be animated 
about the needs of the mission Church as they re­
spond with prayers and material help. It is an invita­
tion from the Holy Spirit to participate in the ongoing 
Pentecost. An actual separate second collection works 
better than just using a special envelope at a given 
weekend Mass. " 

The Mission Office would like to extend its utmost 
gratitude to all the parishes and Mission Aid societies 
involved this summer. Your hospitality to our mission 
guests is so appreciated by the Mission office, There 
is a great deal of coordination, cooperation and organ­
ization required to pull off a successful event. For 
that, we again say thank you. Your support for these 
15 societies and their impact is not only felt here but 
around the world. Thank you to our diocese for your 
prayers, sacrifices and donations to the Mission Coop­
eration Plan 2018, Next stop, World Mission Month 
2018: October and World Mission Sunday.
