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Pope: Be grateful to parents, never insult them

VATICANCITY ((NS)-Honoring mothers
and fathers means being grateful
for the gift of life and Christians
should never insult anyone's par-
ents, Pope Francis said.

"Among us there is also the
habit of saying awful things,
even profanity. Please, never,
never, never insult other people's
parents. Never! Never insult a

mother, never insult a father," the
pope said Sept. 19 during his
weekly general audience.

"Make this decision: from today
forward, 'l will never insult some-
one's mom or dad." They gave
life! They should not be in-
sulted," he told those gathered in
St. Peter's Square.

During the general audience,

the pope continued his series of
talks on the Ten Commandments
and reflected on the obligation to
"honor your father and your
mother, that your days may be
long in the land that the Lord
your God is giving you."

To love and respect one's fa-
ther and mother, he said, means
"recognizing their importance

with concrete actions that ex-
press dedication, affection and
care."

"Honor your parents: they gave
us life. If you have distanced
yourself from your parents,
make an effort and return, go
back to them, perhaps they are
olddThey gave you life," the pope
said.

priests who are a bit more
administrative.

While I stand by my answer
of, “there’s never a bad time
for the world to hear from a
good priest,” I feel like I
should add, “there’s never a
bad time to thank a good
priest.”

In fact, as our priests and
our church face these tough
times, it seems like they can
use our love and support
more than ever.

Considering Jesus’ cross and our crosses

Jesus teaches us, as the
Gospels report, that holiness
may mean a cross. During
this past month our Catholic
Church celebrated a Feast
Day in honor of the Holy
Cross. The Sunday Gospels
during this month often re-
mind us of the importance of
the “cross” for each of us
Christians. Jesus challenges
his followers to take up our
own cross. Actually, we are
asked to take up his cross.

Today, I would like to re-
flect with you a little about
the importance of the cross
for us who follow Jesus. The
cross is essential to Catholic
spirituality. We, Catholics,
place crosses over our
Churches. We place the cross
over the altar of the Eucharist
in our Churches. We,
Catholics, like to place a
cross on a chain around our
neck as a remembrance of
Jesus. Before we pray, we
begin with the sign of the
Cross.

For us, the cross has be-
come a powerful sign of
God’s great love for us. Actu-
ally, the cross seems a curi-
ous symbol for us to use. In
those early days, the cross
was an implement of torture

and of death for criminals.
However, Jesus accepted the
cross and died for us on a
cross. So, the cross is sacred
for us. We were saved, and
our sins were forgiven be-
cause of the cross of Jesus.
Jesus made the cross a sym-
bol of love, God’s love for us
all.

In one of the Sunday
Gospel readings this month,
we are told a story concern-
ing St. Peter. He makes it very
clear that he understands
who Jesus is — “You are the
Christ.” Each time we enter a
church, we must take the
time to remember just who
Jesus is; we must understand
who Jesus is for us. How
does Jesus make my life dif-
ferent? Do I realize just what
it means to believe In Jesus
as my Lord and Savior?

In that same Gospel read-
ing, St. Peter becomes very
upset with Jesus. Jesus has
gone on to explain to him

and the apostles that he will
have to suffer, that his life is
being threatened, that he will
die and will truly rise again.
The very thought that Jesus
would suffer and be put to
death was too much for St.
Peter to accept. He does not
want anything like this to
happen to Jesus. He does not
want Jesus to suffer. He can’t
accept this, even from Jesus.

Jesus has so much to teach
St. Peter. At this moment, he
boldly rebukes him, saying,
“Get behind me Satan.” I
know if that response were
aimed at me, I would have
been broken hearted. Jesus,
the Son of God, wanted St.
Peter and all of us to realize
that suffering would be a
necessary part of Jesus’ life
on this earth. The cross was
to become a universal sign of
God’s great love for us all.
God sends Jesus to our world
not only to live among us but
also to suffer and die for us.
Jesus was to show people of
all time that the cross was to
be a powerful symbol of
God’s love and concern for us
all.

Jesus goes on to call upon
each of us to follow Jesus by
taking our own crosses each

day. Jesus shows us the way
by walking before us to the
Cross.

When we hear the word
“cross,” or the phrase “taking
up our cross,” we often think
the crosses of pain and suf-
fering that are such a part of
life. We will find a time of
uniting ourselves with the
Lord during that moment
and learn how Jesus will be
ready to walk with us and
strengthen us in those times
of difficulty. With the Lord’s
help, we strive to live in
Christian love and peace de-
spite the sufferings that may
be part of our lives.

One thing more to add
here: a cross - the cross of
Jesus — may be for us a chal-
lenge from Jesus, a call from
the Lord to bring Christ’s love
into our lives and our world.
Jesus makes it clear that
often we are needed and
challenged by our Savior to
do something - possibly
something difficult and un-
selfish to help another - to
truly make our world a better
place.

This can be a cross. But
with the help of our Lord, we
will successfully transform
our lives and our world.

Department, Plattsburgh
City Police, University Po-
lice from SUNY Platts-
burgh, U.S. Border Patrol,
U.S. Immigration and Cus-
toms Enforcement, Drug
Enforcement Administra-
tion, and other state, fed-
eral and local agencies, as
well as law enforcement
representatives from
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Canada.

“After the escape from
the prison at Clinton, I
think we all became much
more aware of the pres-
sures and stress our law
enforcement and correc-
tions officers are under,
how hard they work and
the dangers they face,”
said Father Christopher C.
Carrara, chair of the Blue
Mass Committee and
chaplain for Jefferson
County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment. “These law enforce-
ment and corrections
officers are our brothers
and sisters, who live in
our communities. This
Mass started as a way to
show them our support
and join with them in
prayer.”

Previously held in Mal-
one and Watertown, this is
the first year the Blue
Mass will be held in Platts-
burgh.

Uniformed personnel
from the involved agen-
cies attend the Mass, with
some serving as ushers,
lectors, extraordinary
ministers and color guard.

Where does it go?

Did you ever wonder what hap-
pens to the trash or garbage when
it leaves your home?

Well,if you did, you are not
alone.

The Jefferson County Waste
Management Authority held an
open house at their landfill in Rod-
man this summer to answer this
question for its citizens.

Since members of the Sisters of
St.Joseph Social Justice Committee
have been asking this same ques-
tion, four members the committee
met and traveled to the open house
determined to find answers to their
questions.

One member shared her experi-
ence.

In their huge warehouse, there
were over a dozen displays on vari-
ous operations conducted at the
landfill: What the “sludge” looks like
at various stages of decomposition,
disposition of the methane gas,
procedures for the garbage trucks
when they arrive at the landfill, etc.

One surprising display was that
which concemed the fiber optic
cable that s being installed
throughout the tri-county area.The
Authority was the lead agency in
accomplishing this so that citizens
and businesses here could receive
faster internet and improved tele-
phone connections.

The main feature of the open
house was a trip in a school bus to
the top of the landfill to see for our-
selves the trash being mashed up
by a“steamroller”kind of vehicle
until it was flattened like a pancake
and then covered over with dirt.

QOur tour quide also explained
the plans for the future which in-
cluded another area on the prop-
erty where they will begin to
deposit future loads of trash and
collect methane gas.

One question that entered my
mind was: Where will future gener-
ations put their trash when there’s
no space left to do s0?

The challenge for today is: how
can | reduce the amount of trash |
send to the landfill?”

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Pope: Those who exploit foreigners to pay on Judgment Day

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - No one can remain indifferent to the way minority
groups are increasingly the object of so much fear, scorn and hatred, Pope Francis
said.And he warned those who profit from exploiting foreigners or people in pre-
carious situations and those who contribute to today's new forms of slavery that
one day they will have to answer to God for the choices they have made, he said
Sept. 20.The pope's remarks came in a written speech he handed participants
attending a Sept. 18-20 conference on "Xenophobia, Racism and Populist Nation-
alism in the Context of Global Migration." The gathering was jointly hosted by
the Dicastery for Promoting Integral Human Development and the Geneva-based
World Council of Churches in collaboration with the Pontifical Council for Promot-
ing Christian Unity. In his speech, the pope noted how “feelings of suspicion, fear,
contempt and even hatred" were on the rise against individuals or groups who
have been judged to be "different" based on their ethnicity, national origin or re-
ligious affiliation, and, as such were being considered "not sufficiently worthy of
being fully part" of a community's life. These feelings, he added, "all too often in-
spire real acts of intolerance, discrimination or exclusion” and can gravely harm
people's dignity and rights.

Sunday night Mass becoming tradition for many Catholics

ALBANY, N.Y. (CNS) — Going to church on Sunday morning is a tradition for
most Catholics, but a new trend may be emerging: Sunday-evening Masses. St.
Michael the Archangel in South Glens Falls is one of nearly a dozen parishes in
the Diocese of Albany that offer a Sunday-night Mass. It's the only parish in that
area with an evening Mass on Sundays. Five years ago, Father Guy A. Childs, pastor,
started offering a 5:30 p.m. Mass on Sundays at St. Michael twice a month. It
quickly became popular.In 2015, it became a weekly offering. "It really does fit a
need," the pastor explained in an interview with The Evangelist, Albany's diocesan
newspaper. According to a census of Massgoers across the diocese conducted
every October, 71 parishioners attended St. Michael's 5:30 p.m. Mass in 2016 on
the weekend surveyed. When the October Mass count was repeated in 2017, 134
parishioners attended the Mass -- around a 30-percent increase from the previous
year.

Bono calls pope ‘extraordinary man for extraordinary times’

VATICAN CITY (CNS) — Bono, the lead singer of the Irish band U2, said he told
Pope Francis that in Ireland "it looks as though the abusers are being more pro-
tected than the victims. And you could see the pain in his face." Bono met the
pope Sept. 19 to sign an agreement between his charity, ONE, and the Scholas
Occurentes educational charity supported by Pope Francis.During the half-hour
meeting, Bono said, he brought up Pope Francis' recent trip to Ireland and the
concerns there about the sexual abuse crisis. The pope was "aghast," Bono said.
"| thought he was sincere." "l think he is an extraordinary man for extraordinary
times," the singer said. ONE is a campaign and advocacy effort working to end
extreme poverty, especially in Africa. One of its current focuses, Bono told reporters
Sept.19,is education for girls and young women. Some "130 million girls around
the world do not go to school, because they are girls," he said. "Poverty is sexist"
is the campaign slogan, he said.

CHICAGO (CNS) - Catholic Ex-

AG’s new legal directive
may speed up deportations

WASHINGTON (CNS)- U.S. Attor-
ney General Jeff Sessions
issued a decision Sept. 18
curtailing the powers of
U.S. immigration judges in
deportation proceedings,
a move that may make it
easier for the Trump ad-
ministration to deport mi-
grants.

The news agency
Reuters reported Sept. 19
that Sessions set limits on
the ability of judges to ter-
minate deportation cases
and said the judges "have
no inherent authority to
terminate removal pro-
ceedings even though a
particular case may pose
sympathetic circum-
stances."

If a judge terminates or
dismisses a case, in some
circumstances, the move
may buy some time for
the person under deporta-
tion proceedings to pur-
sue a different way to
remain in the country.

Some worry that the
new directive paves the
way for speedier and
more abundant deporta-
tions, perhaps signaling
upcoming aggressive
moves by the Trump ad-
ministration on the immi-
gration front.

In mid-September, in
discussing with Hill.TV
how a monument in Penn-
sylvania marking where
one of the planes involved
in the 9/11 attacks went
down inspired him, Presi-
dent Donald Trump spoke
of the "gorgeous wall
where the plane went
down in Pennsylvania,
Shanksville," hinting also
at the border wall he
wants to build between
the U.S. and Mexico. The
9/11 memorial has a se-
ries of walls.

"I'll be doing things over
the next two weeks having
to do with immigration,
which I think you'll be

very impressed at," he
told Hill.TV Sept. 18, the
same day Sessions an-
nounced the directive.
The American Immigra-
tion Lawyers Association,
on its website Sept. 20,
said the administration
"has implemented policies
that will undermine the
independence of immigra-
tion judges and weaken
due process in the immi-
gration court system."
"Immigration courts
play a key role in afford-
ing noncitizens an oppor-
tunity to present claims
for relief and stay in the
United States," the state-
ment continued. "The
changes adopted by (De-
partment of Justice) since
last year - including steps
to impose numerical quo-
tas on immigration judges
and attempts to curtail
procedural safeguards —
threaten the integrity of
the immigration courts."
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N.Y. Archdiocese taps judge to review protocols

NEW YORK (CNS) - New York
Cardinal Timothy M.
Dolan has named a for-
mer federal judge to
study archdiocesan poli-
cies and procedures with
respect to sexual abuse
by clergy and recommend
enhancements directly to
the cardinal.

Cardinal Dolan intro-
duced Judge Barbara S.
Jones, his first special
counsel and independent
reviewer, at a Sept. 20
news conference at the
New York Catholic Center.

He said Jones will have
complete  access to
records, personnel and
himself to "conduct an in-
dependent, scrupulous
review" of how the arch-
diocese deals with accu-
sations of alleged abuse
of a young person by a
priest, deacon or bishop.

Jones said her prelimi-
nary review indicates the
archdiocese has a robust
infrastructure in place,
developed after the adop-
tion of the bishops' 2002
"Charter for the Protec-
tion of Children and
Young People."

She and her team at
Bracewell, an interna-
tional law firm, will have
"unfettered access" to ex-
amine existing protocols
and identify potential de-
ficiencies or noncompli-
ance to the cardinal, she
said.

"The cardinal told me to
leave no stone unturned,"
she added.

Cardinal Dolan said the
archdiocese has made
progress in dealing with
abuse of minors, but
needs to develop a policy
to respond to allegations
of abuses of power and
position.

Jones said she would
not have accepted the
paid contract if Cardinal
Dolan had not promised
to take expeditious action
on her recommendations.

Jones is a former prose-

cutor and assistant U.S.
attorney who served 16
years as a judge in the
U.S. District Court for the
Southern District of New
York.

She served as chair of a
congressional panel on
sexual misconduct in the
military, conducted a full-
scale review of the New
York City Police Depart-
ment's discipline policies,
and was appointed spe-
cial master in the recent
case of Michael Cohen v.
United States.

In that capacity, she ren-
dered decisions related to
3.7 million documents
seized in the execution of
search warrants and es-
tablished procedures and
protocols the review ma-
terials and make findings
and recommendations to
the court.

Jones described arch-
diocesan protocols al-
ready in effect for
receiving, reporting, in-
vestigating and acting on
claims, as well as preven-
tion and safety programs
in schools. She said en-
couraging people to re-

port abuse is "one of the
most important things in
any program and a part I
want to make sure is ro-
bust."

Cardinal Dolan said the
archdiocese's Independ-
ent Reconciliation and
Compensation Program,
now beginning its third
year, had provided "a
sense of fair resolution
and compensation with
almost 300 victim-sur-
vivors."

It also "helped us un-
cover previously un-
known cases of
misbehaving priests, like
(Archbishop) Theodore
McCarrick, who are now
permanently removed
from ministry."

Cardinal Dolan recom-
mended the "proven pro-
gram" for all institutions:
church, state, private, ed-
ucational. "Our attention
and sensitivity must be to
the victim-survivors, not
to institutions," he said.

He said the Independ-
ent Reconciliation and
Compensation Program
would continue. "We want
to give all the time and

space for victims to come
forward," he said. The
program has paid nearly
$60 million in its first two
phases.

Cardinal Dolan said the
program had surfaced
new reports of past
abuse, "the vast majority
of which" were known to
the archdiocese. He said
there have been no re-
ports of new abuse.

Cardinal Dolan said the
appointment of Jones is a
response to parishioners'
pleas for accountability,
transparency and action
by the archdiocese and an
effort to prevent their
loss of trust in him. "If I
lose the trust of my peo-
ple and this community, I
don't have much left," he
said.

Referencing the Sept. 19
statement of the U.S. Con-
ference of Catholic Bish-
ops' Administrative
Committee on actions to
address abuse, Cardinal
Dolan said bishops must
be held to the same ac-
countability and over-
sight as their priests
when they commit abuse

or are negligent in dealing
with it.

"We have to get to the
bottom of the McCarrick
affair," he said, crediting
the Independent Recon-
ciliation and Compensa-
tion Program for bringing
to light allegations of
abuse by Archbishop Mc-
Carrick and leading to
subsequent "allegations
of irresponsible behavior
with seminarians and
young priests."

The former -cardinal-
archbishop of Washing-
ton, now 88, was
ordained as a priest for
the New York Archdio-
cese. In late June, the
prelate said he would no
longer exercise any public
ministry "in obedience" to
the Vatican after an alle-
gation that he abused a
teenager 47 years ago in
the Archdiocese of New
York was found credible.
He proclaims his inno-
cence.

Since then, several for-
mer seminarians have
claimed that the then-car-
dinal would invite groups
of them to a beach house
and insist individual
members of the group
share a bed with him.

On July 28, Pope Francis
accepted his resignation
from the College of Cardi-
nals and ordered him to
maintain "a life of prayer
and penance" until a
canonical trial examines
accusations that he sexu-
ally abused minors.

Cardinal Dolan said the
apostolic visitation re-
quested by Cardinal
Daniel N. DiNardo of
Galveston-Houston, pres-
ident of the USCCB, would
be particularly effective,
but he did not know if or
when it would take place.
Cardinal DiNardo and
other U.S. prelates met
with Pope Francis at the
Vatican Sept. 13 to dis-
cuss the ongoing clerical
sexual abuse crisis.

[ was reflecting on a visit
I had recently with an old
friend of mine and the re-
ality that I find his com-
pany to be so satisfying.

[ have been blessed with
many deep and lasting
friendships in my life, and
I see those relationships
as the greatest treasure of
my life. “Satisfying” is the
word that keeps coming to
mind.

[ took this feeling of sat-
isfaction to prayer in
thanksgiving for my
friend and it hit me; I
think the apostles found
their relationship with
Jesus and each other to be
very satisfying.

I have always found it to
be interesting that Jesus
traveled with twelve apos-
tles.

Jesus could have had a
vice president, a treasurer
and a secretary. He could
have had a Robin to his
Batman. He could have
had a board of directors or

a planning committee. Or
he could have just done
the job solo; he is God,
after all. But he didn’t. He
had twelve dudes from
various walks of life who
were generally unpre-
pared for the task at hand
yet completely and totally
willing and committed,
even to the point of death.

Friendship. That is what
defined their work and re-
lationship with Jesus.
They loved Jesus and they
loved each other. We know
that because they stayed
together until the end,
until it was their turn as
individuals to bring the
love they experienced
with each other out into
the world.

They were all called to
preach the Gospel, which
can be understood simply
as spreading the love that
was revealed to them but
also directly experienced
together  with their

beloved, Jesus.

[ was thinking about
their friendship in rela-
tionship to St. Peter saying
“To whom shall we go?”
Jesus has the words of
everlasting life, but those
words were more than
just words, they were ac-
tion, too. The words of
everlasting life were
demonstrated through
Jesus’ relationship with
his apostles, giving him-
self to them, even to the
point of death.

Even when things are
hard, I can say the same of
my close friends. If not
them, then who? To whom
shall I go? I don’t want to
leave their love, going
through life pursuing am-
bitions without their sup-
port. The apostles did not
want to leave the com-
pany of Jesus because
they found what they
were looking for. They
were in relationship with

him and with each other
and they were satisfied.

I find it increasingly dif-
ficult to engage with my
peer group regarding reli-
gion or faith in general. I
think our faith seems for-
eign for no other reason
than that people cannot
relate to the intimacy
found between Jesus and
his apostles because they
live in a world that lacks
intimacy of real relation-
ship in general.

Faith is cultivated and
developed through rela-
tionship with other peo-
ple. Our faith comes out
of the relationship of the
Trinity.

Our lives, our friend-
ships should be lived as
an extension of this divine
commune.

Our faith came out of a
profoundly deep and real
relationship between per-
sons who loved deeply. It
wasn’t an easy thing and it
still isn’t today. (Let’s re-
member that the apostles
denied Jesus, fell asleep
when asked to keep

watch, hid from the
crowds, etc.) But it is real.
It is real in a way that cuts
through the complexity
and vagueness of modern
life.

I can feel it when I say
goodbye to my best friend
and send him off at the
airport.

It hurts because it is
real. And in that truth, in
that love there is Jesus.

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Almost two million
Americans are now ad-
dicted to opioids. The Na-
tional Institute on Drug
Abuse notes that more
than 100 people die each
day in the U.S. from opi-
oid overdoses.

This unprecedented
level of abuse — which in-
volves not only heroin,
but also prescription pain
relievers such as OxyCon-
tin, Percocet, morphine,
codeine, and fentanyl -
has become a national
crisis.

Reportedly, about 80
percent of heroin addicts
first misused prescrip-
tion opioids. Yet for
many patients, no pain-
relieving options more ef-
fective than opioids exist.

Figuring out how to use
these powerful pharma-
cological agents in an ap-
propriate and ethical
manner is urgent and im-
perative.

At a minimum, a three-
pronged approach is re-
quired.

One prong involves
working with medical
professionals to limit the
use and availability of
these drugs by modifying
prescribing practices.

A second involves mak-
ing patients more aware
of the risks of addiction
and increasing their in-
volvement in monitoring
their medications and
managing decisions
about their care.

A third involves making
effective addiction treat-
ment and outreach pro-
grams accessible to those
caught in the throes of
chemical dependency.

With regard to reducing
opioid availability, in re-
cent years medical pro-
fessionals have been
seeking to establish
guidelines for prescribing
opiates that take into ac-
count the number of pills

typically needed to get
through a surgery or
treatment.

For example, recovery
from more complex
stomach surgeries might
require 60 opioid pills,
while an appendectomy
or hernia might only re-
quire 15-20. Although
prescription guidelines
can be helpful, they
clearly can’t be fixed in
stone, as individual pa-
tients will have varying
pain management needs.

Some nurses recall well
the days when concerns
about addiction could re-
sult in under-medicated
patients watching the
clock and writhing in
pain until the time of the
next dose. Unmanaged
pain is a spiritual assault
on the dignity of a per-
son, and plays right into
the hands of assisted sui-
cide advocates.

Careful titration of pain
medications, whether for
surgery or chronic pain,
also helps to avoid over-
medicating patients and
rendering them lethargic
or semi-comatose; in ter-
minal situations, patients
still have the right to pre-
pare for their death while
fully conscious, and they
should not generally be
deprived of conscious-
ness or alertness except
to mitigate excruciating
or otherwise uncontrol-
lable pain.

In certain cases, of
course, it may not matter
if a person becomes ad-
dicted to pain medica-
tions.

If a patient has only a
few weeks of life remain-
ing, and he or she is ex-
periencing intractable
pain such that high doses
of opioids are the most
effective approach, addic-
tion during his or her
final days and hours
would not generally raise

ethical concerns.

There are alternatives
to the use of opioids that
may be suitable for some
patients.

These include the use
of less-addictive or
non-addictive
drugs such as acet-
aminophen,
ibuprofen,
naproxen, or anes-
thetics and block-
ers at the pain site.
Cognitive behav-
ioral therapy, stress
management and

Specialists sometimes
remind us that bringing
pain down to a tolerable
level should be the goal,
rather than trying to
eliminate it entirely,
which in many cases may
not even be possible.
Some patients may re-
quire assistance to come
to accept even a limited
amount of pain.

A San Diego-based pilot
program to reduce the
over-prescription of opi-
oids included the novel
step of notifying physi-
cians when one of their
patients had died from an
overdose.
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letters were
found to prescribe at sig-
nificantly decreased lev-
els, and they were also
less likely to start new
patients on opioids at all.

Researchers speculated
that, like everyone else,
physicians tend to assess
health and safety risks
differently when bad out-
comes spring readily to
mind.

At the same time, tak-
ing steps to restrict opi-
oid availability can
backfire, with devastating
consequences for chronic
pain patients who may
now end up being re-
fused opioid prescrip-
tions they need and have
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relied on for years.

The proper use of pain
medications, in the final
analysis, requires a bal-
anced approach, attend-
ing to objective
indications from the pa-
tient, so clinicians can
offer sufficient comfort
and remediation of their
pain.

Patients must also take
responsibility for their
own pain management
decisions, becoming in-
formed about, and aware
of, the challenges and
risks.

When the goal is to pro-
vide the lowest dose of
opioids for the shortest
amount of time, in direct
response to the level and
severity of the pain, pa-
tients are likely to have
better treatment out-
comes with diminished
risks of addiction.

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AT THE MOVIES

THE HOUSE WITH A CLOCK IN ITS WALLS

NEW YORK (CNS) — For all its
spells and incantations,
the witchcraft-themed
fantasy “The House With a
Clock in Its Walls” (Univer-
sal) lacks magic. Though
some of the humor works,
the film makes little im-
pression and registers as
only passable entertain-
ment.

Too scary for tots, direc-
tor Eli Roth’s adaptation of
the first in a series of
books written by John Bel-
lairs and illustrated by Ed-
ward Gorey is acceptable
for most others. Parents,
however, may not appreci-
ate the quasi-profanities
that occasionally and -
given the target audience
— needlessly crop up in
Eric Kripke’s screenplay.

After his parents are
killed in an accident, 10-
year-old Lewis Barnavelt
(Owen Vaccaro) goes to
live with his eccentric
Uncle Jonathan (Jack
Black), who turns out to be

a warlock. Having mas-
tered some of the rudi-
ments of his new
guardian’s craft, Lewis as-
sists him and his best
friend, nice witch Florence
Zimmerman (Cate
Blanchett), in trying to lo-
cate and stop the time-
piece of the title.

This doomsday device,
with its capacity to turn
the calendar back before
the advent of humanity,
was lodged in the Victo-
rian pile Jonathan and his
charge call home by its
previous occupant, good-
warlock-gone-bad Isaac
Izard (Kyle MacLachlan).

As flashbacks show, Isaac
was traumatized by his
service in World War Il and
turned to the dark side.

The completion of his
scheme requires someone
to use black magic to re-
vive the recently deceased
Isaac, a part of the plot
that may not sit well with
Christian believers. And
then there’s the seemingly
inevitable potty humor
characteristic of so many
movies for kids. Since this
mostly involves a not-yet
housebroken topiary grif-
fin that comes to life only
to make a nuisance of
himself, grownups may
slough it off easily
enough, though.

Jonathan and Florence
trade  sometimes-witty
jibes. But when the pro-
ceedings turn serious any
sense of freshness or en-
gaging adventure is ab-
sent.

Instead, for all the long-
standing popularity of its

source material — which
dates back to the 1970s —
the screen version feels
routine. Its apprentice
wizard, its gothic setting,
its dustups between the
characters will all likely
strike viewers as deriva-
tive.

That may be unfair to
Bellairs since his work
long preceded the Harry
Potter juggernaut, for in-
stance. But, unlike their
villain, the folks behind
“The House with a Clock in
Its Walls” can’t reverse the
onward march of chronol-
ogy.

The film contains occult
themes, considerable
peril, some scatological
humor and a few mild
oaths.

Animator credits Catholic school with success

SIOUX dTY, IOWA ((NS) - Ron
Clements is a renowned
animator, screenwriter
and producer-director of
award-winning  Disney
films, including the 2017
blockbuster “Moana.”

But at heart, he will al-
ways be a Midwesterner
and grateful for his
Catholic education, he
told students at his alma
mater.

Clements, a 1971 alum
of the Bishop Heelan High
School in Sioux City, vis-
ited with students Sept.
13.

He was in Sioux City as a
major presenter at the
Sioux City International
Film Festival, held Sept.
12-16.

As a Crusader, the
school’s mascot, Clements

was recognized for his
artistic talent as the staff
cartoonist at the Heelan
student newspaper, Hee-

lan Highline.
Journalism teacher Mary
Castle, who attended

Clements’ video presenta-
tion, insisted she knew
her student would flour-
ish in his life’s work.

“He was quiet, but
clearly had tremendous
gifts,” the former instruc-
tor, now 91, told The
Catholic Globe, Sioux
City’s diocesan newspa-
per. “You could tell the tal-
ent was there and I knew
that he would be taking
one step after another in a
successful career.”

At 15, Clements worked
at KCAU-TV, Channel 9,
the Sioux City ABC affili-

ate, where another Heelan
graduate George Lind-
blade and Heelan parent
Bill Turner — both associ-
ated with the station —
helped Clements with his
journey to Disney.

“I had done some Super
8 films on my own and
brought them down to
Channel 9 with the idea of
maybe we could do some
commercials,” Clements
said. “And then I asked
them if I could use the
equipment to do my own
film, and they said, ‘Sure!”

Clements crafted a
hand-drawn, 15-minute
film in which he did all the
aspects, including the
voices. “Shades of Sher-
lock Holmes” caught the
attention of folks at
Hanna-Barbera, a cartoon

producer.

That led to where
Clements has spent the
bulk of his career - at Dis-
ney Animation Studios in
Los Angeles.

With  John  Musker,
Clements co-directed
“Moana,” “The Little Mer-
maid,” “Aladdin” and “The
Princess and the Frog” —all
films nominated for Acad-
emy Awards. He also
helped supervise, animate
or write “The Great Mouse
Detective,” “Hercules” and
“Treasure Planet,” to name
a few.

“The films that we make
are meant to be films for
everybody and they're
films that I think are for all
ages and for people every-
where,” he said. “We want
those films to resonate.”

In the Kiddie Crusaders
Preschool across the
street from the high
school, Clements waxed
nostalgic about taking art
classes in the same build-
ing more than four
decades ago, taught by
Sister Mary de Lourdes, a
Sister of Christian Charity.

Vatican signs deal with
China on naming bishops

VILNIUS, Lithuania ((NS)- For the
first time in decades, all of
the Catholic bishops in
China are in full commun-
ion with the pope, the Vat-
ican announced.

Pope Francis lifted the
excommunications or ir-
regular status of seven
bishops who had been or-
dained with government
approval, but not the Vat-
ican's consent, the Vatican
announced Sept. 22. A few
hours earlier, representa-
tives of the Vatican and
the Chinese government
signed what they de-
scribed as a "provisional
agreement” on the ap-
pointment of bishops.

"With a view to sustain-
ing the proclamation of
the Gospel in China, the
Holy Father Pope Francis

has decided to readmit to
full ecclesial communion
the remaining ‘official'
bishops ordained without
pontifical mandate," the
Vatican said, listing their
names.

Regularizing the bish-
ops' status, the Vatican
said, Pope Francis hopes
"a new process may begin
that will allow the wounds
of the past to be over-
come, leading to the full
communion of all Chinese
Catholics," some of whom
steadfastly have refused
to participate in activities
or parishes under the
leadership of bishops not
recognized by Rome.

In recent years, most
bishops chosen by the
Chinese Catholic Patriotic
Association have sought

and received Vatican
recognition before ordina-
tion.

Cardinal Pietro Parolin,
Vatican secretary of state,
said in a statement that
"the objective of the Holy
See is a pastoral one: the
Holy See intends just to
create the condition, or to
help to create the condi-
tion, of a greater freedom,
autonomy and organiza-
tion, in order that the
Catholic Church can dedi-
cate itself to the mission
of announcing the Gospel
and also to contribute to
the well-being and to the
spiritual and material
prosperity and harmony
of the country, of every
person and of the world
as a whole."
