Gossip is tool of the devil, pope says 
VATICANCITY(CNS)-Gossip is "a 

plague worse than COVID," 
Pope Francis said, asserting 
that while speaking ill of 
others comes almost natu­
rally, it is a tool of the devil 
to divide the church. 

Commenting Sept. 6 on 
the Sunday Gospel reading 
about jesus telling his dis­
ciples what to do when a 
member of the community 
errs and requires correc­
tion, Pope Francis said that 
rather than helping the 
other mend his or her ways, 
"when we see a mistake, a 

fault, a slip, in that brother 
or sister, usually the first 
thing we do is to go and re­
count it to others - to gos­
sip." 

Gossiping sows division, 
he told people gathered in 
St. Peter's Square for the 
midday recitation of the 
Angelus prayer. 

''The great gossiper is the 
devil, who always goes 
around recounting bad 
things about others, be­
cause he is the liar who 
seeks to divide the church, 
to distance brothers and 

sisters and not create com­
munity," the pope said. 

"Please, brothers and sis­
ters, let us make an effort 
not to gossip," he said. 
"Let's try: no gossip." 

The day's Gospel reading 
(Mt 18: 15-20) is often cited 
as a lesson in "fraternal cor­
rection," urging people to 
speak directly and privately 
to a person they believe is 
in the wrong. If that doesn't 
work, jesus tells the disci­
ples to take "one or two oth­
ers along with you" and try 
again. If that, too, is unsuc-

cessful, then the commu­
nity of the church should 
be informed. 

The goal, the pope said, is 
not to embarrass or punish, 
but to rehabilitate. 

In the Gospel, jesus said 
that if even the love and 
support of the community 
are not enough to correct 
the person, then the com­
munity should treat him "as 
a Gentile and a tax collec­
tor." 

''This expression, seem­
ingly so scornful," the pope 
said, "in reality invites us to 

put the brother or sister in 
God's hands: only the Fa­
ther will be able to show a 
greater love than that of all 
brothers and sisters put to­
gether." 

After reciting the prayer, 
the pope greeted several 
groups in the square, in­
cluding staff and new stu­
dents at the Pontifical 
North American College. 
The U.S. seminarians ar­
rived in Rome Aug. 20 and 
were required to observe a 
14-day quarantine before 
venturing to the Vatican.

It's easy to find our­
selves veering slightly off the 
paths to which God has 
called us, focusing instead 
on what we have deemed as 
our own priorities and goals. 

It's important to stay fo­
cused on where we want to 
go. To grow our relationships 
with the Lord and have eter­
nallife with Him, we need to 
try to set aside those distrac­
tions. It's much easier if we 
have people in our lives who 
help us do just that. 

As we celebrate Catecheti­
cal Sunday, I'm reminded of 
the many people in my life -
priests, deacons, religious, 
catechists, lay ministers, 
friends and family members 
- who help me keep my eyes 

on where I need to grow and 
where I want to go. I could 
tell countless stories of how 
others have shared their re­
lationships with and knowl­
edge of our Lord and his 
Church with me, and how 
they've helped me be a better 
Christian and a better, holier 
person. 

While our faith leaders - in­
cluding those catechists, 
priests, religious, deacons 
and lay ministers - have spe­
cial roles in helping guide 
others on their paths to holi­
ness, we're all called to share 
our love of the Lord with oth­
ers. We're all called to help 
others keep their eyes on 
where they want to go. 

This week of Catechetical 
Sunday, the NCC would like 
to say "thank you" to all who 
hear and respond to that call. 

Looking for my place in the Scriptures 
I am often asked how I de­

velop a homily for Mass. So, 
I decided to tell you today. 
Now this is just me. I am ab­
solutely certain that all 
those who preach at church 
their own systems. I would 
never be brave enough to 
tell others how to speak at 
Mass, but I do want to give 
you an idea of how I do it. 

I always start with the Sa­
cred Scriptures. Each day of 
the Church year, there are 
certain Scriptures that have 
been chosen for that day's 
Mass. I like to believe that 
God has something to do 
with that day's Scriptures. In 
faith, we believe that at each 
Mass, we are fed by the Lord 
with the Holy Eucharist, but 
we believe we are also fed by 
the Lord with the Word of 
God. 

There are many occasions 
for which there are no spe­
cific Scripture readings as­
signed, so I can carefully 
decide which Scriptures I be­
lieve are perfect for what I 
would like to highlight on 
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that occasion. In addition, 
for various reasons, people 
- lay men and women in­
volved in the occasion - help 
me to choose the Scripture 
readings. 

First, I like to look at the 
Scriptures and see how I am 
involved in this story, this 
reading. You see, I truly be­
lieve the Holy Spirit inspires 
the author of the Scriptures 
to make the stories open for 
my place. I am invited to dis­
cover my place where I can 
learn something about my­
self; I have something to 
learn today, right now, that 
will help me make my life 
better, my world better. 

So, on the great feast days 
of the Church and the ordi­
nary feast days, I also have a 
place. I am present on that 

first Christmas, just as I was 
present with my niece and 
nephew, with Susan and 
Paul, at the birth of their sec­
ond child. I am walking with 
jesus on the road to Calvary, 
and I'm noticing how much 
jesus suffered for us all. I 
am with the apostles on that 
first Easter, excited and joy­
ful. Even in the stories of the 
Lord's parables, I can dis­
cover myself. jesus crafts 
these clever, powerful sto­
ries to help me find myself. 
He makes the stories so 
wonderfully in order for me 
to discover myself. 

On a recent Sunday, jesus 
tells a parable about each of 
us being a forgiving people. 
This also is my story. The 
story you will remember is 
about a compassionate mas­
ter who forgives the entire 
debt of a servant who owes 
him a "huge" debt but can­
not satisfy it. However, that 
same servant refuses to for­
give another fellow servant 
who owes him a smaller 
amount. The lesson is obvi-

ous : the lesson of the com­
passionate Master does not 
show the servant what it is 
that can make our world a 
happier place. 

Too many times, I have 
forgotten how much my 
God has forgiven me even as 
I have failed the Lord in my 
life. God realizes and loves 
me so much that He wants 
to give me a new opportu­
nity. God somehow knows 
that I can do so much to 
make this world a better 
place when I realize the gift 
given to me in his forgive­
ness. However, I too often 
fail to realize that I could 
make the world better by 
being a forgiving person 
when I am ready to forgive -
even a small amount. 

The master in the parable 
asks for nothing in return -
a magnificent moment. I 
must recognize and demon­
strate the compassion of the 
Lord. Then, I am in jesus' 
story, and jesus tells me not 
to forget God's great love for 
me. 
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Giving witness to the Gospel 
Sunday, September 20 is 

Catechetical Sunday. Tradi­
tionally, this is the day we 
formally commission our 
catechists for ministry to 
our parish community. We 
are so grateful for their 
commitment to this ex­
tremely important service 
to the Church. This is, also, 
an opportunity for all of us 
to reflect on the role that 
each baptized person plays 
in handing on the faith and 
giving witness to the 
Gospel. This Sunday we 
rededicate ourselves to this 
mission as individual bap­
tized persons and as a 
parish family of faith. 

This year's theme, "[ re­
ceived from the Lord what 
[ also handed on to you," 
captures beautifully the 
mission you and I received 
on the day we were bap­
tized. Each of us has the 
vocation to share in the 
Church's mission of disci­
pleship. The intention of 
our catechesis must be to 
help form life-long disci­
ples in mission.

that facilitates growth in 
knowledge of our Catholic 
faith as well as enhancing 
the life-long conversion ex­
perience of all members of 
our families. 

The Directory For Catech­

Indeed, we have re­
ceived from the Lord what 
has been handed down to 
us. Let us together con­
tinue to address our Prior­
ity of Strengthening Faith 
Formation in Family Life. 
Catechesis is an action for 
which the whole Church is 
responsible. These days of 
safe-distancing, sanitizing 
and wearing face protec­
tion make our catechetical 
efforts extraordinarily chal­
lenging. However, at this 
time and in this place, it 
has never been more nec­
essary or more fulfilling! 
Thank you for your atten­
tiveness and joyful witness 
to discipleship.

Celebrate Catechetical Sunday Sept. 20 
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Prepared to share the faith in different ways

OGDENSBURG-As catechetical 
leaders prepare to over­
come unprecedented chal­
lenges, they continue to 
look for new and engaging 
ways to share their faith 
with others. 

"September 20 is Cate­
chetical Sunday," said Sis­
ter Ellen Rose Coughlin, 
SSJ, Director of Faith For­
mation for the Diocese of 
Ogdensburg. "It is an an­
nual event that highlights 
the importance of catech­
esis and faith formation in 
a variety of forms. It high­
lights the important role 
catechists play in handing 
on the faith. " 

This year, Catechetical 
Sunday is focused on the 
theme, "I received from the 
Lord what I also handed on 
to you." 

"The theme describes 
beautifully what a cate­
chist or catecheticalleader 
does when engaged in 
faith formation," said Sis­
ter Ellen Rose . "It is about 
their encounter with 
Christ. This relationship is 
the heart of what they re­
ceived. They are passing 
on their faith. They are 
passing on their relation­
ship with Jesus." 

This year, due to the 
coronavirus pandemic, 
catechists and catechetical 
leaders may be passing on 
that relationship differ­
ently than they have in the 
past. 

"Very often, Catechetical 
Sunday marks the start of 
parishes' Faith Formation 
programs," Sister Ellen 
Rose said. "Certainly, Faith 
Formation programs are 
going to look differently 
this year. At this point, we 
can say there will be some 
in-person programs. Many 
of the smaller parishes are 
able to accomplish this. 
For some of the larger 
parishes, if they offer in­
person programs, they 

may look differently. For 
example, grade levels 
might be divided into two 
groups that meet on alter­
nating weeks." 

Some parishes are also 
planning to use virtual 
and/or home-based mod­
els or hybrid models that 
combine home-based pro­
gramming and in-person 
events. 

"Some are planning to 
have the primary instruc­
tion be in the home, but 
they are hoping to plan 
events that will bring fam­
ilies together and that con­
form to the safety 
guidelines currently in 
place," Sister Ellen Rose 
said. 

"Some parishes are also 
holding the sacramental 
preparation classes in per­
son and using home-based 
models for the other grade 
levels," added Anita 
Soltero, assistant director 
of Faith Formation for the 
Eastern Region. 

Parishes planning to 
conduct in-person pro­
gramming will be required 
to follow all Department of 
Health guidelines and 
safety protocols. 

For at-home instruction, 
parishes are using a vari­
ety of programs, said 
Catherine Russell, assis­
tant director of Faith For­
mation for the Western 
Region. 

"Many of our parishes 
are using the Pflaum 
Gospel Weeklies," she said. 
"A lot of the parishes were 
already using that pro­
gram in their classroom in­
struction. The program 
follows the Sunday liturgy 
readings. There's an online 
component to it, and 
there's accountability built 
into the program. We've 
been trying to stress to our 
catechetical leaders and 
pastors that at-home pro­
grams should have an ac­
countability component." 

"All the major publishers 
- Pflaum, Our Sunday Visi-

tors and others - have de­
veloped virtual resources, 
and many of those re­
sources have been more 
carefully developed since 
March," added Sister Ellen 
Rose. "If parishes were 
using one of those pub­
lishers prior to the COVID 
pandemic, they may very 
well turn to that particular 
publisher for online re­
sources for families. " 

Soltero and Russell said 
catechists in their areas 
are excited to integrate 
families more fully into 
catechesis. 

"We've been trying to 
stress the importance of 
families in passing on the 
faith," Soltero said. "Now is 
a great opportunity to get 
them more involved." 

'The family should be 
the primary educator," 
added Russell. "We're giv­
ing back some of that re­
sponsibility." 

Soltero noted that both 
families and catechists 
may have some concerns 
about their role in faith 
formation. 

"At the moment when we 
are faced with a challenge, 
we think, 'How am I going 
to do this? This is not 
going to work,'" she said. 
"Once we get over the ini­
tial shock, we put our 
minds to work, and we 
find new ways to move on. 
And so it is now with our 
spiritual lives. It wasn't 
quite the same participat­
ing at Mass virtually, these 
past months, but it was the 
only way for a while, and it 
was certainly better than 
nothing. It will be the same 
with our Faith Formation 
programs - something is 

better than nothing. Our 
need for God does not end 
because we can't worship 
in person, and our need to 
share our faith with the 
youth of our diocese is still 
there as well, as is their 
need to grow in their faith 
life. So, by whatever 
means necessary, be it 
smaller in-person groups, 
or less frequent in-person 
meetings with additional 
learning obtained virtually, 
that process will continue. 
It may look and feel a little 
different, but the end goal 
is the same - sharing our 
faith with all those that 
God puts before us, in 
whatever way we need to 
make that happen." 

Sister Ellen Rose also 
noted that parishes have 
been advised to be aware 
that families, many of 
whom may be participat­
ing in online education al­
ready, have a lot to 
manage already. 

"If they are educating vir­
tually, we have encouraged 
them to keep it simple," 
she said. "We know experts 
are saying youth cannot 
endure endless virtual 
learning. The amount of 
time they are virtually 
learning has to be consid­
ered, and if there is more 
than one child in the fam­
ily, that has to be consid­
ered, too. We need to give 
families simple tools to 
use. We need to keep it 
simple and manageable." 

In programs that are 
being run virtually, Sister 
Ellen Rose said catecheti­
cal leaders have been en-
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couraged to involve cate­
chists in supporting fami­
lies. 

"Nothing replaces the liv­
ing witness of the cate­
chist," she said. "Our 
catechists pass on their ex­
periences and encounters 
with Jesus and what that 
means in their lives. We 
don't want to lose that. 
With parents more in­
volved, this provides us an 
opportunity to support 
and form the parents. So 
often, parents are shy 
about their faith or feel in­
adequate sharing their 
faith. Our catechists and 
catechetical leaders can 
provide parents the sup­
port they need to do that." 

With all the challenges 
and opportunities, the 
diocesan Faith Formation 
leaders say they've been 
impressed and inspired by 
the hard work and creativ­
ity that is going into plan­
ning parish programs. 

'The good news is that 
so many of our parish cat­
echetical leaders and pas­
tors are committed to 
finding the ways and the 
means to have Faith For­
mation programs," said 
Sister Ellen Rose. "It's really 
encouraging. In a recent 
presentation, Bishop 
(Terry R.) LaValley used the 
expression 'we can't put 
faith formation on pause.' 
We are not putting it on 
pause. Instead, we are 
coming up with new ele­
ments and new ways of 
doing things that may last 
even after the COVID crisis 
ends."

In last Sunday's Gospel (Matthew 
18:21-25),a servant who owes his 
master money begs forgiveness,and 
the king forgives him.The same ser­
vant goes to a fellow worker and de­
mands what he is owed. When the 
servant begs fortime to repay, the 
unjust servant casts him into prison. 

If we consider this reading in the 
context of protecting the earth, our 
common home, we might consider 
this. The "unjust servant" represents 
all who take and use the resources of 
the earth for themselves and at­
tempts to charge others,including 
the poor, for what belongs to all who 
inhabitthe planet. 

What we hold in common is what 
belongs to all of us:air, water,and 
common land.We have the need for 
clean drinking water,clean airto 
breathe, heat in the winter, shade in 
the summer,adequate/nourishing 
food and good health. We are living 
at a time when those who are in 
power have tried to take what be­
longs to all and turn it for their own 
use.

Each one of us must accept the re­
sponsibility of caring for Mother 
Earth and for each other.We can 
each do something!!

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Staying connected to faith while missing camp

Now back in school and 
adjusting to their new ed­
ucational environments, 
youth from around the 
diocese and around the 
state had to adjust to an­
other change this summer: 
not having Camp Guggen­
heim open to help them 
grow in faith and develop 
friendships. 

"I was kind of sad about 
(Camp Guggenheim) clos­
ing," said Edward "Eddie" 
Miller, 13, of Waddington. 
"I guess it gave me time to 
do other things, but I 
missed seeing the friends 
that I had met there." 

Miller, who was sched­
uled to attend Camp 
Guggenheim for the third 
time this year, said he tried 
to stay connected to his 
faith this summer by at­
tending Mass, first via the 
internet and later in per­
son. 

"Not being able to attend 
in person, it was a big dif­
ference," he said. "We 
couldn't take Communion, 
and we didn't really see 
anyone but Msgr. (Robert 
Aucoin)." 

He also said he stayed in 
contact with his camp 
friends via social media. 

"We had a Snapchat 
group chat," Miller said. 

Miller said he looks for­
ward to when camp opens 
again. 

"I'm hoping to go back," 
he said. 

Victoria ''Tori'' Hogan, 18, 
of Silver Spring, Maryland, 
had been attending camp 
since 2013. Now a college 
student, this was going to 
be her last year as a 
camper at Camp Guggen­
heim. 

Hogan, who has family 
connections in the North 
Country, said she was dev­
astated when she learned 
camp would not open for 
the summer. 

"It was the hardest I had 
cried in a long time," she 
said. ''This was going to be

my last year as a camper." 
Hogan said she has re­

mained strongly con­
nected to her faith with the 
support of her Guggen­
heim friends, who have 
also helped her through a 
tough time in her life. 

''This past summer, my 
dad was diagnosed with 
mesothelioma," she said. 
"That's kept me praying a 
lot and kept me connected 
to my faith. It's been hard 
with everything that's been 
going on. My family hard a 
prayer circle while my dad 
was in surgery yesterday. 
A bunch of my friends 
from Guggenheim had 
pra~er circles up there, 
too. 

Hogan noted her father, 
john Hogan, was a coun­
selor at Guggenheim in his 
youth, as well. 

Now a student at Mont­
gomery College in Mary­
land, said she's taken 
lessons from Guggenheim 
with her as she moves 
through these hard times 
and into a new chapter in 
her life. 

"One of the things that I 
was told when I was a 
camper kind of changed 
my perspective on every­
thing and has helped me a 
lot lately," she said. "I was 

told 'it's the same jesus 
whether you're at Guggen­
heim and literally scream­
ing for jesus or when 
you're at your home 
church.' After having these 
amazing experiences at 
camp, it always felt differ­
ent when I went home. 
Having that perspective 
has been really helpful this 
year. Even without camp, 
jesus is the same." 

Keiler MacNeal, 16, of 
Amsterdam, New York, 
said if camp had opened 
this year, it would've been 
his fifth year at Guggen­
heim. 

"I was pretty devastated 
when I found there would­
n't be camp this year," he 
said. "It sounds cheesy, but 
I love everything about 
camp, but I really love how 
centered on faith it is. 
That's the main part of it 
for me." 

Missing camp and being 
unable to attend Mass 
made staying connected to 
his faith quite difficult, 
MacNeal said. 

"It was a challenge," he 
said. "I had gone to Mass 
basically every Sunday for 
the past three years, and 
then I wasn't able to go for 
two to three months. 
That's a big part of my life." 

MacNeal said he tried to 
focus on his prayer life to 
get through the challeng­
ing period. 

"I made sure I prayed," he 
said. "I like to read three 
chapters of the Bible every 
night. That really helped. 
And I prayed the Rosary a 
lot." 

Elizabeth "Liz" Peo, 19, of 
Ogdensburg was a camper 
at Camp Guggenheim for 
seven years. This year, she 
was hired to be a camp 
counselor for the first 
time. 

"I was pretty disap­
pointed," she said. "I was 
really looking forward to 
going to camp, helping the 
campers and bonding with 
the counselors I had as a 
camper. Then I got a call 
from Conner (Cummings), 
the camp director, and he 
told me we were going to 
try to do as much as we 
could to transfer the camp 
experience to an online 
format. Unfortunately, I 
wasn't able to participate 
in the online activities as 
much as I would've liked, 
since I had two jobs this 
summer, but it was nice 
being involved in develop­
ing the ideas." 

Peo said the staff stayed 
in contact through social 

media and online plat­
forms, which helped her 
stay connected to the 
camp experience. She also 
used her camp experience 
to help her stay connected 
to her faith. 

"I used my wrist rosaries 
I got from camp," she said. 
"I have one that I've had 
since my first year as a 
camper. I had some 
strings, so I taught other 
people to make them. I 
used my wrist rosaries a 
lot. I also watched a lot of 
online Masses, and I wrote 
a lot. I've always liked com­
municating through writ­
ing. I did a lot of that at 
camp. I've tried to keep 
with it. I've also tried to get 
outside a lot - it was sort of 
an effort to try to feel like I 
was at camp." 

Peo, a sophomore nurs­
ing major at LeMoyne Col­
lege in Syracuse, said she 
hopes she have her first­
year counselor experience 
next year. 

"If it's happening next 
year, hopefully I can be a 
staff member," she said. "If 
not, I'll probably do some­
thing in nursing. Then, the 
year after that, hopefully 
I'll be a (Registered Nurse). 
Maybe I'll be the nurse at 
camp."

Department of Justice defends archdiocese in school case 
WASHINGTON (eNS) - The U.S. Department of Justice is urging the Indiana 
Supreme Court to dismiss a lawsuit filed against the Indianapolis Archdiocese 
by a Catholic high school teacher who was fired last year. The Justice Depart­
ment, in a Sept.8 brief, argued the archdiocese was protected by the First 
Amendment and by a recent Supreme Court decision to determine who can 
teach students at religious schools. The lawsuit was filed last summer against 
the Archdiocese of Indianapolis by a Cathedral High School teacher,Joshua 
Payne-Elliot, who said he was fired from the archdiocesan school because of 
his same-sex marriage. This school said it rescinded Payne-Elliot's contract 
based on the contract's morality clause. In its 44-page brief, the Justice De­
partment emphasized that "religious employers are entitled to employ in key 
roles only persons whose beliefs and conduct are consistent with the employ­
ers' religious precepts, and, more broadly, that the U.S. Constitution bars the 
government from interfering with the autonomy of religious organizations." 

Dominican: Catholic social teaching has values world needs 
ROME (eNS) -Individual rights and freedom obviously are essential for 
human flourishing, but human happiness depends a lot on relationships­
kinship and friendship, but also the broader common good, said Dominican 
Sister Helen Alford. The 2007-2008 global financial crisis, the climate crisis and 
the COVID-19 pandemic - "these are some of the results of a too individualis­
tic mindset," said the British Dominican, vice rector of Rome's Pontifical Uni­
versity of St. Thomas. Pope Francis named Sister Alford a member of the 
Pontifical Academy of Social Sciences in early September. "We could think of 
some societies even today that don't give people enough individual freedom, 
and that's a problem," she said. "But we can also have too much of it in the 
sense that it leads to breakdown, (a) breakdown of communities, breakdown 
of relationships." When the individual becomes the source and summit of life 
in society, "people feel they can't speak to each other," she said. "If you think 
about some of the political situations that we're dealing with today where 
people feel they have absolutely nothing in common with each other and that 
the political divide between them is so profound that they can't talk to each 
other, they can't even work together in government." 

Federal bill hopes to decrease veterans' suicide rate 
WASHINGTON (eNS) -legislation in Congress intends to direct more money 
to local initiatives to stop what the bill's backers call an "epidemic" of suicide 
by veterans. The Veterans Mental Health Care Improvement Act of 2019 is 
meant to blunt what first-term U.S. Rep. Michael Waltz, R-Florida, a former 
Green Beret, said is a "stubborn" suicide rate that results in 20 to 22 veterans 
on average committing suicide each day. "We've moved as a country from a 
mandatory service to all-volunteer service," said Waltz, who fought in 
Afghanistan after the 9/11 terrorist attacks on the U.S. and retired with the 
rank of lieutenant colonel. "Everybody who signs up knows that they're head­
ing into harm's way and doing it voluntarily," but given veteran suicide rates, 
he added, "we can't sustain that going forward form a recruitment stand­
point." Waltz said he is co-sponsoring the House version of the bill based on 
his own military experiences. "I've struggled with my own issues with TBI 
(traumatic brain injury), with survivor's guilt with the Green Berets that I 
lost," he told Catholic News Service in a Sept. 9 phone interview. "As leaders, 
we need to begin talking about it." 

'Together Strong: Life 
Unites' is theme of March 

WASHINGTON (CNS) - The Sept. 
10 announcement of the 
theme for the March for 
Life - ''Together Strong: Life 
Unites" - made it clear the 
annual national event, in 
some form, will proceed 
next jan. 29. 

But details of how the 
march, rally and pro-life 
conference, which together 
have drawn as many as 
100,000 participants in 
past years, will cope with 
COVID-19 self-quarantine 
restrictions in the District 
of Columbia were not part 
of the announcement. 

Asked on EWTN's "Pro­
Life Weekly" program that 
evening about whether 
people should start mak­
ing plans, jeanne Mancini, 
president of the March for 
Life Education and Defense 
Fund, said : "You know, 
everybody has to make 
that decision on their own. 
You know, considering 
their own situations, et 
cetera." 

She added, "But I cer­
tainly would be (making 
plans), and I obviously will 
be there this year. I think 
that standing for life and 
standing for inherent 
human dignity of every life 
from conception to natural 
death is all the more im­
portant this year when 
there is so much unrest, so 
much division in our coun­
try. We need to show that 
we are stronger together 
and that love and life unite 
us. They make us 
stronger." 

In july, Mancini had said 
"we will continue to dis­
cern throughout this year 
what steps should be 
taken," regarding pan­
demic restrictions. 

Social distancing and 
masks aren't the issue. 
Washington health author­
ities require a 14-day self­
quarantine for visitors 
"participating in nonessen-

tial travel" from high-risk 
areas. The quarantine is 
adjusted every two weeks, 
and as of Sept. 8, was ex­
tended to visitors from 30 
states. 

That's a particular obsta­
cle for the many high 
school and college groups 
who arrive on long-dis­
tance bus rides which 
have, over the decades, be­
come the pulse of the 
event. 

"If D.C. is still requiring a 
two-week quarantine for 
out-of-state travelers, I 
don't see a way for us to at­
tend," said Ed Konieczka, 
assistant director of uni­
versity ministry at the Uni­
versity of Mary in 
Bismarck, North Dakota. 
"We are taking care of the 
details that we can, and 
recognizing which things 
are out of our control." 

The university typically 
sends around 200 stu­
dents and staff members 
to the march, and in 2018, 
some 20 students flanked 
President Donald Trump in 
the Rose Garden at the 
White House when he ad­
dressed the Mall rally on a 
video link. This past janu­
ary, Trump addressed the 
rally in person, becoming 
the first president to do so. 

The alternative to a 
Washington trip, 
Konieczka said, will be a 
rally that day in Bismarck. 
"We have been approached 
by the Diocese of Bismarck 
with a request to coordi­
nate efforts to have the 
biggest March for Life 
event ever at our state cap-

ital. We have a shared vi­
sion for a large event, 
where any of our students 
unable to travel to D.C. will 
join with members of the 
diocese." 

Planners of state 
marches face the same un­
certainty. "Right now with 
COVID and the restric­
tions, we are playing it by 
ear in Chicago," said 
Denise Zabor, office man­
ager for Illinois Right to 
Life. 

March for Life has taken 
place in Washington every 
January since 1974. It's al­
ways held on a date near 
the anniversary of the 
Supreme Court's 1973 rul­
ings, Roe v. Wade and Doe 
v. Bolton, which legalized 
abortion on demand. 

"I believe it's the rallying 
point for all of pro-life 
America," said Dave Bereit, 
the founder of 40 Days for 
Life, who co-hosted the 
theme announcement with 
Mancini. 

Among those making re­
marks during the an­
nouncement were Carrie 
Severino, president of ju­
dicial Crisis Network, and 
U.S. Rep. Chris Smith, R­
New jersey, who chairs the 
bipartisan Pro-Life Caucus 
in the House of Represen­
tatives. 

"One of the most signifi­
cant decisions a president 
has to make is who to put 
on the federal courts," Sev­
erino said. She warned of 
the danger of judges "who 
think it is their job to in­
vent new constitutional 
rights."

Brooklyn bishop reflects on Sept. II attack 
BROOKLYN, N.Y. (CNS) - The na­

tion "can never forget" the 
9/11 tragedy "that shook 
the foundations of our so­
ciety and our trust in our 
government to protect us," 
Brooklyn Bishop Nicholas 
DiMarzio said in his Sept. 9 
column in The Tablet, the 
diocesan newspaper. 

"As a city and as a nation, 
we all put out into the deep 
waters of post-9/ll re­
membrance," he wrote, 
echoing the name of his 
column, "Put Out Into the 
Deep." 

"We remember those 
who were killed, those who 
survived, those who came 

to their rescue, and those 
who sacrificed themselves 
in many ways then and 
now. We can never forget 
this tragedy, which marked 
a turning point in the un­
derstanding of our society 
of national security and 
pride," he added. 

He asked Catholics to 
join him in prayer Sept. 11, 
the 19th anniversary of the 
terrorist attacks that 
claimed the lives of nearly 
3,000 people in New York 
City, in a field near 
Shanksville, Pennsylvania, 
and at the Pentagon in Vir­
ginia, across the Potomac 
River from Washington. 

The anniversary also is 
called Patriot Day. 

"We must continue our 
efforts to defend the secu­
rity of our country from 
forces of external and in­
ternal origin. Without such 
security, we can never as­
sure peace, a peace that al­
lows us to live as God 
intended," Bishop Di­
Marzio said. 

Early in the morning on 
9/11, terrorists flew two 
passenger planes into New 
York's World Trade Center, 
destroying the twin towers 
that were finally com­
pleted in 1975 after years 
of construction. The tow-

ers in lower Manhattan be­
came iconic buildings al­
most instantly after their 
completion and had 
helped define the skyline 
for years to come. 

The New York attack was 
followed quickly by terror­
ists flying a passenger 
plane into the Pentagon. A 
fourth passenger plane, 
United Airlines Flight 93, 
was initially headed to­
ward Washington, but 
crashed into a field near 
Shanksville after passen­
gers thwarted the hijack­
ers.

In addition to 2,977 fatal­
ities resulting from the at­
tacks, over 25,000 other 
people sustained injuries 
and many people have suf­
fered substantial long-term 
health consequences. 

It is one of the single 
deadliest terrorist attacks 
in human history and the 
single deadliest incident 
for firefighters and law en­
forcement officers in the 
history of the United 
States, with 343 and 72 
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killed, respectively. 
Bishop DiMarzio in his 

column noted the bravery 
that first responders dis­
played the day of the at­
tacks. New York City police 
chaplains Msgr. Robert Ro­
mano and Msgr. David Cas­
sato and New York City fire 
chaplain Msgr. John Delen­
dick and many other 
priests of the Brooklyn 
Diocese also "ran to that 
awful scene in lower Man­
hattan," he said. 

"They went to assist in a 
time of recovery efforts, 
not only to minister to the 
survivors, but also to min­
ister to the first respon­
ders," he said. "We must 
never forget the sacrifice 
and heroism of so many on 
that day and in the weeks 
that followed." 

At least one Catholic 
chaplain lost his life that 
day: Franciscan Father My­
chal Judge, a beloved New 
York City fire chaplain who 
died ministering to victims 
in the rubble of the World 
Trade Center's twin towers. 

The saga of 9/11 contin­
ues in the ongoing health 
consequences many suffer 
to this day, Bishop Di­
Marzio said. 

"People still lose their 
lives to cancer and related 
illnesses caused by their 
Simply being at or near 
ground zero in the wake of 
the World Trade Center at­
tacks," he said. 

"Over 110 New York City 
firefighters have report­
edly died of their 9/11 in­
juries since Sept. 11, 2001 . 
And more are expected to 
die of these illnesses in the 
coming years. More than 
7,000 FDNY firefighters 
and EMTs have been 
treated for a 9/11 injury or 
illness, now 19 years later," 
he said. 

Bishop DiMarzio said the 
World Trade Center Health 
Registry of the New York 
City Department of Health 
"suggests that post-trau­
matic stress disorder 
symptoms are the most 
common effect of 9/11."
