Pope: Mercy, love dispel hypocritical religiosity

FLORIANA, Malta ((NS) — Chris-
tians who truly imitate
Jesus are more inclined to
forgive and be merciful
than those who, under the
pretense of holiness,
point fingers and con-
demn others, Pope Francis
said.

"Those who believe they
are upholding the faith by
pointing their finger at
others may have a certain
'religiosity,’ but they have
not embraced the spirit of

the Gospel, for they disre-
gard mercy, which is the
heart of God," the pope
said April 3 during an out-
door Mass on his second
and final day in Malta.
The pope began the day
visiting the Basilica of St.
Paul in Rabat, where the
famed apostle lived for
three months after he was
shipwrecked on the island
nearly 2,000 years ago.
Hundreds of people
waited outside the basil-

ica, many on balconies
and rooftops, waving flags
and applauding the pope's
arrival. A group of altar
servers stood outside the
basilica holding a local
team's soccer jersey with
the pope's name embla-
zoned on the back.

Inside the grotto, Pope
Francis sat for several
minutes before lighting a
candle and praying that
Christians may have "the
grace of a kindly heart

that beats with love for
our brothers and sisters."

"Help us to recognize
from afar those in need,
struggling amidst the
waves of the sea, dashed
against the reefs of un-
known shores. Grant that
our compassion be more
than empty words, but in-
stead light a bonfire of
welcome," he said.

Pope Francis, who suf-
fers from sciatica, made
his way into the basilica at

a slow pace due to appar-
ent pain and greeted those
present. Donning a red
stole, he recited a brief
prayer before departing.

The Vatican said the
pope then made an im-
promptu visit to the tomb
of St. George Preca, a Mal-
tese priest who founded
the Society of Christian
Doctrine, a society of
laypeople dedicated to
teaching the catechism
and faith formation.

Considering the Chrism Mass

Today, I would like to tell
you about the Chrism Mass,
as I do each year as we come
to the end of Lent. All the
priests of our Diocese of Og-
densburg gather with Bishop
LaValley at St. Mary’s Cathe-
dral for this Chrism Mass. I
notice each year at the
Chrism Mass that Bishop
LaValley uses this opportu-
nity to give a personal mes-
sage to all of us priests.

This Mass is called the
Chrism Mass. It is the Mass
once a year when Bishop
LaValley blesses and conse-
crates the sacred oils that
will be used in the celebra-
tion of the sacraments dur-
ing the next year. There was
a time when the Chrism Mass
was celebrated as the morn-
ing Mass on Holy Thursday.
In recent years, to make it
possible for all the priests to
gather, the Chrism Mass is
celebrated at the cathedral
the week before Holy Week.

During the Chrism Mass,
Bishop LaValley consecrates
the three sacred oils. A por-
tion of these newly blessed
oils is sent out to each parish

in the diocese to be used in
the celebration of the sacra-
ments in that parish during
the coming year.

First there is the Oil of the
Sick. This oil is used for the
anointing of the sick and the
anointing of the dying. This
anointing is a sign of support
and a prayer to the Lord at
these crucial times in the life
of a person. Most of us
priests carry the Oil of the
Sick with us constantly, espe-
cially when visiting the hos-
pital. This oil is also used to
bless and pray for those who
are dangerously suffering
from addictions as well as
those affected with mental
problems.

The Oil of the Catechu-
mens. This oil is used during
the celebration of baptism,
both for infants and adults.
When an unbaptized adult

seeks entrance into our
Catholic Church and to be
baptized, they are called cat-
echumens. The Church calls
the special program prepar-
ing adults for baptism RCIA -
the Rite of Christian Initia-
tion for Adults.

Then, there is the Sacred
Chrism. This is the special oil
that is used during the cele-
bration of the sacrament of
baptism and the sacrament
of confirmation. In addition,
the Qil of Sacred Chrism is
used during the ordination
of a priest. During that cere-
mony, the hands of a newly
ordained priest are anointed
with the Sacred Chrism in a
consecration of this new
priest whose hands will hold
the bread and wine at Eu-
charist that will be conse-
crated to the Body and Blood
of Our Lord and Savior Jesus
Christ at each Mass that this
new priest will celebrate.

The Chrism Mass also in-
cludes the renewal the
priestly promises of all the
priests. These are the prom-
ises that each priest makes at
the time of his ordination. I

have always considered this
renewal a very sacred mo-
ment and a special opportu-
nity for me to remember well
just whom I am. God called
me to be a Catholic priest.
This is my vocation, and I
confidently renew myself to
this dedication.

Our bishop asks several
questions of us in this re-
newal. Let me share one of
these question with you: “Are
you resolved to be faithful
steward of the mysteries of
God in the Holy Eucharist
and the other liturgical rites
and to discharge faithfully
the sacred office of teaching,
following Christ, the Head
and Shepherd, not seeking
any gain, but moved only by
zeal for souls?” Each priest
responds, “ AM.”

Then the bishop turns to
the people of the congrega-
tion as I now turn to you: “As
for you, dearest sons and
daughters, pray for your
priests, that the Lord may
pour out his gifts abundantly
upon them, and keep them
faithful as ministers of
Christ, the High Priest.”
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Catholic education: Moving forward

Sometimes it is a chal-
lenge to live in the present
moment! Although gradua-
tion and the end of the
school vyear are weeks
away, the attention of our
principals is drawn not
only to the end of this
school year but also to the
more distant future, the be-
ginning of the next school
year! This focus on school
year 2022-23 is particularly
apparent in March and
April when principals have
their own form of March
Madness as they host
kindergarten registration,
school visits for potential
new students and parent
information opportunities.
Living and dealing with the
realities of the present mo-
ment, principals are also
looking ahead to the next
academic year!

It may seem early to start
the process, but projected
school budgets for the fol-
lowing school year must
consider student enroll-
ment. Thus, principals
across the diocese are en-
couraging parents to regis-
ter their children for next
year.

Did you know that as of
September 2019, approxi-
mately 1,500 Catholic
schools in the United States
had an overall school en-
rollment of 150 students or
less? This is nearly 25 per-
cent of all Catholic schools
in the country. Given the
enrollment in our Catholic
schools, I was eager to read
a recent National Catholic
Education Association pub-
lication, Greatness in Small-
ness: A Vision for Catholic
Microschools. The princi-
pals and the diocesan
Catholic School Office staff
will be taking a close look
at the book and its sug-
gested direction for small
schools.

As our principals embark

on registration procedures
for the 2022-23 school
year, they know that their
schools educate students
with the excellence histori-
cally attributed to Catholic
schools while operating
with smaller student popu-
lations as compared with
area public schools. They
are, however, also aware of
the benefits and distin-
guishing characteristics of
Catholic schools.

Catholic schools are de-
fined by what makes them
unique. They are “places to
encounter the living God
who in Jesus Christ reveals
His transforming love and
truth” (Benedict XVI). What
makes our schools unique
is not its programs, or their
environments or compe-
tent administrators and
faculty although all of these
are present in our schools.
What makes them unique is
a person, Jesus Christ.

The encounter with
Christ transforms every as-

pect of the school. Aca-
demic programs are in-
fused with the teachings of
the Gospel and our Catholic
faith. The schools’ environ-
ments are aptly described
as communities of faith,
and administrators and fac-
ulty are expected to be liv-
ing witnesses to the
Christian message.

Catholic schools do far
more than teach students
how to read and write, be-
come proficient in math,
and use the newest tools of
technology. They go be-
yond training them in the
skills necessary for a par-
ticular profession. They
pass on the basic values of
life and correct behavior
needed to be good citizens
in this life and eventually to
reach the joy and beauty of
eternal life.

Young people today are
constantly exposed to and
often confused by the mul-
tiplicity of information and
by the contrasting ideas
and interpretations pre-
sented to them. They have
a great inner need for truth
and openness to the mys-
tery of God. Our Catholic
schools help them to dis-
cover that truth has a
name, Jesus Christ, and to
enter a personal relation-
ship with him. This is the
most compelling reason for
choosing a Catholic school!

Nothing can replace
the personal experience
provided by a school visit
in which you can speak
with the principal, tour the
school, and experience the
atmosphere of the school
community. A school visit,
as well as talking to parents
who send their children to
a Catholic school, can be
particularly helpful to par-
ents who are preparing to
send their child to school.
If your children are en-
rolled in one of our
schools, invite a neighbor
or friend whose school-
aged children are not in a
Catholic school to make a
visit to the school with you.
Imagine how the enroll-
ment in a school would
grow if every family cur-

for a second year allows
us to continue to offer ex-
panded services, both to
current and next year’s
students,” said Catherine
Bemis, the school’s princi-
pal. “GAP is designed to
offer targeted remediation
and intervention strate-
gies at a crucial time in
children’s development,
the primary grades. When
young children receive
specialized instruction
and specific support, like
counseling or speech ther-
apy, well before they lag
behind their peers later in
elementary or middle
school, the results can be
transformational.”

Since 2017 the school
has extended enrichment
opportunities to students
in need of accelerated
learning, as well as to
those who previously
struggled but did not qual-
ify for special education.
The GAP program was for-

malized in early 2020 and
benefits all students en-
rolled in the school.

The Mother Cabrini
Health Foundation is a pri-

St. Agnes School enrolls
115 students aged 3 to
grade three.

Environmental Stewardship
What is needed?

As the ice and snow begin to melt
and the waters of the lakes and rivers
begin to flow again, our Lenten jour-
ney is meant to melt our hearts so the
love of God can flow in and through us
to the world.There is no coincidence
that the symbol for our immersion
into Gods life through Baptism is
water. Every time we bless ourselves
with holy water, we renew that con-
nection with God’s presence in our
lives. At Easter Vigil water will be
blessed and we will renew our bap-
tismal commitment.

How many ways does water touch
your life today? From the time you rise
to wash up until you go to bed, con-
sider the presence of water that we
often take for granted. Next time you
take a drink of water, pause and allow
yourself to be aware of what it is. This
clear substance that seems so ordinary
is absolutely essential for life — both in
me and in all living things. Without it,
no living being can survive.What a
blessing God gifts us with each day!

As a grateful steward, how can|
protect this precious gift from harmful
contamination? One place we might
begin is with our preparations for our
lawns and gardens. When we go to
the store for supplies, take a careful
look at the products offered for lawn
and weed control. Often the natural
products that do not pollute the
ground water are located farther
down the shelves or on higher shelves
above.Take amoment to read the la-
bels before purchasing.

What about fertilizers? Observe
how the earth fertilizes itself without
man-made substances.Those dis-
carded fall leaves and food garbage
become nutrients for spring plantings.
Two ways to compost is through con-
struction of compose bins outside. An-
other way to compose inside is with
red worms.They can be kept under
your sink in a container, and fed your
non-meat garage.

Another natural fertilizer is comfrey
plant.To learn more about how to use
it, search for: Comfrey Plants Make
Great Free Fertilizer.

You may want to contact your local
Cooperative Extension site for their
spring workshop schedule (usually
free) and take a hand-on approach as
you engage in an environmental
steward this year.

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Monitoring environments contributes to safety
PROMISE TO

PROTECT

Editors Note: April is

“Absue Prevention Month.”

This month, we will present
a series explaining how you
can help prevent abuse
from happening. This con-
tent is provided by Virtus.
It is reprinted with permis-
sion.

In addition to under-
standing the warning signs
of inappropriate adult be-
havior and screening and
selecting employees and
volunteers, it is up to each
of us as caring adults to
monitor all environments,
including activities involv-
ing technology. All environ-
ments and activities with
children and youth should
be supervised to ensure
that proper policies and
procedures are being fol-
lowed to keep children and
youth safe.

It is important to monitor
all environments because
child abusers look for ways
to spend time alone with
children. While grooming
often happens in the open,
abuse is more likely to
occur in private. Effectively
monitoring all ministries
eliminates any opportunity
for an adult to be alone
with a child in an isolated
area while in-person or on-
line. Monitoring all min-
istries also provides the
opportunity to be vigilant
in identifying any behav-
iors or situations that must
be addressed before they
can escalate to abuse, or
problematic situations that
could condition children to
more easily be abused.

How can we, as caring
adults, monitor all in-per-
son environments?

¢ Maintain a healthy cau-
tion about any environ-
ment in which children are
entrusted.

¢ Identify secluded areas;
lock empty rooms.

¢ Develop policies (with
the organization's leader-
ship) and follow policies re-
garding the use of any area
(open, secluded, off-site,
etc.).

¢ Don't permit children to
enter staff-only areas.

PLEDGE TO

HEAL

e Only meet with chil-
dren where other adults
can have open access (such
as, in the sight or hearing of
other adults, with the invi-
tation that they check-in at
any time for safety).

¢ Perform consistent and
random status checks (if
status checks are per-
formed at the same time
every day, then people who
do not have the best inten-
tions could learn to antici-
pate that timeframe).

e Make sure enough
adults are involved in pro-
grams so that you have an
appropriate ratio of adults
to children.

e Don't start new pro-
grams without the appro-
priate approval of the
organization or leadership.

e Encourage parental in-
volvement, allowing par-
ents to have proper access
to all programs to evaluate
safety.

How can we, as caring
adults, monitor technol-
ogy?

e Always use sanctioned
devices and accounts to
communicate with youth
these should be sponsored
by the organization.

e Never "friend," "follow"
or communicate with youth
using your own personal
accounts.

e Always communicate

with youth during appro-
priate timeframes; i.e., if
you wouldn't call the home
at specific times, then you
shouldn't text, call, mes-
sage or email the youth, ei-
ther.

¢ Never take or post pho-
tos of youth without the
proper approvals of both
the organization and the
youth's  family-typically
this is resolved through
photo releases that are kept
on file at the organization
(even with permission,

photos should only be
posted on an organization-
approved forum).

¢ Install and use appro-
priate  blocking/filtering
software.

¢ Include additional adult
oversight for any commu-
nication or online meetings
with children or youth-this
helps to ensure that the in-
teraction online doesn't be-
come isolated.

We must maintain a
healthy caution about any
environment that involves
children and youth -
whether it is on the organi-
zation's property, at an-
other location, or online.
Meetings with children and
youth should occur only in
designated areas, open to
the sight or hearing of oth-
ers, where the observation
of others is welcomed and
encouraged. Proper over-
sight for all meetings and
events must have adequate
supervision and trans-
parency. Even for an online
meeting in which minors
will be participating, other
adults should have the per-
mission and ability to drop
in safely and check in, just
as they would in person.

Furthermore, one of the
best security measures we
can take is to frequently
and openly maintain com-

munication with children
and youth about the latest
evolving technology. It's
important to discuss the
risks, benefits, and how
they can help keep them-
selves safe when using
technology. Prior to learn-
ing how to drive, youth are
taught the rules of the road
and how to safety operate a
vehicle. The same should
be true when it comes to
the use of technology.
Youth should be taught
how to use it in a safe man-
ner, to protect themselves
and others, and what to do
if they need help, or feel
scared or uncomfortable.

Recall the five steps from
the Protecting God's Chil-
dren Program:

1.Know the warning signs

2. Screen and select em-
ployees and volunteers

3. Monitor all environ-
ments, including activities
involving technology

4. Be attentive to children
and youth

s. Communicate your
concerns

Each of us can help pre-
vent inappropriate situa-
tions and technology
threats if the entire envi-
ronment is being moni-
tored at all times, and the
remainder of the five steps
are also being followed.

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Indigenous leaders see 'fresh
track' in hunt for healing

ROME ((NS) - Leaders of
Canada's main Indige-
nous organizations wel-
comed Pope Francis'
apology for the Catholic
Church's role in running
residential schools, but,
as one said, it was just "a
fresh track" on a longer
hunt for healing and rec-
onciliation.

Chief Gerald Antoine,
leading the delegation of
the Assembly of First Na-
tions at the Indigenous
communities' meetings
with Pope Francis March
28-April 1, used the anal-
ogy of hunting to explain
to reporters that much re-
mains to be done.

For Antoine, a key con-
cern is a formal recogni-
tion by the Canadian
government that the resi-
dential schools were part
of a systemic attempt at
"cultural genocide," or, as
he explained it, an at-
tempt "to kill the Indian in
the child" and force them
to assimilate.

Natan Obed, president
of the Inuit Tapiriit
Kanatami, told reporters,
"Today we have a piece of
the puzzle," which is the
papal apology.

"I was touched by the
way in which he ex-
pressed his sorrow and
also the way in which he
condemned the actions of
the church in particular,”
Obed said. The next piece
will be Pope Francis'
promised trip to Canada,
apparently this summer,
to visit Indigenous com-
munities and apologize to
them.

But even more, he said,
the Indigenous need a
commitment to discover-
ing the full truth of what
went on at the schools
and bringing to justice
any priests, religious and
lay staff who abused stu-
dents and are still alive.

Obed said that during
their week in Rome, rep-
resentatives were able to
meet with officials of the
Vatican Secretariat of
State and the Oblates of
Mary Immaculate, the re-
ligious order that ran
many of the residential
schools, seeking a com-
mitment from them to
give the Indigenous full
access to records and
archives regarding the
schools.

The leaders stressed the
importance of obtaining
the records to help write
the history of the schools,
but especially to help
identify the "missing chil-
dren" - anywhere from
6,000 to 10,000 children
who were taken to the
schools and never went
home to their families.
Elders believe some of
them are in the unmarked
graves found at the site of
the former schools.

Cassidy Caron, presi-
dent of the Métis National
Council, told reporters
that Pope Francis' state-
ment of sorrow for the
church's involvement in
the schools, his horror at
the abuse some Catholics
inflicted on students and
his recognition of the
"chilling" attempt to rob
the Indigenous people of
their cultures "showed
that we were heard."

"The apology that we re-
ceived today is absolutely
historic and so meaning-
ful to so many people,"
Caron said. "This opens
the door for us to con-
tinue to move forward on
our healing journeys."

At the Vatican meetings,
she said, Pope Francis ob-
viously was moved by the
stories of the 30 or so of-
ficial delegations. "Just
imagine what he's going
to feel when he comes to
our homelands and meets

with our people and sees
our communities and per-
haps visits some of the
residential schools that
still stand."

Bishop William McGrat-
tan of Calgary, Alberta,
vice president of the
Canadian bishops' confer-
ence, thanked the Indige-
nous communities for
engaging in a process of
dialogue with the Catholic
Church in the years lead-
ing up to the papal meet-
ing.

"As we've heard, receiv-
ing a pardon, offering an
apology needs to be fol-
lowed up with action," the
bishop said, and the
Canadian church is fully
committed to helping the
Indigenous  get  the
records they seek and to
continue walking with
them.

As for details of the
papal visit, Bishop Mc-
Grattan said the dates of
the trip and the places the
pope will visit will be de-
termined through a Vati-
can discussion with the
Indigenous communities,
the Canadian government
and the bishops' confer-
ence.

Speaking at the end of
the leaders' news confer-
ence, Angie Crerar, an 85-
year-old Métis, said, "My
heart is so full that I can
hardly speak.”

She was one of the resi-
dential school survivors
who shared her story
with the pope March 28
and, she said, he remem-
bered her when she saw
him again April 1 at the
group meeting.

"I told him, 'Don't forget
our children,' and he said,
Twon't."

"When he comes home,
to our home," Crerar said,
"I know our family will
welcome him like he wel-
comed us."

Government to lift health measure that blocks asylum-seekers
WASHINGTON (CNS) — The Biden administration has confirmed it will lift a
public health measure in May that was put in place at the start of the coron-
avirus pandemic that has kept asylum-seekers out. Catholic groups that sup-
portimmigrants have long been calling for an end to Title 42 of the Public
Health Safety Act, which the Trump administration began using in March 2020
as infections of the coronavirus began to surge in the U.S.0n April 1, the Cen-
ters for Disease Control and Prevention said on its website that "after consider-
ing current public health conditions and an increased availability of tools to
fight COVID-19 — such as highly effective vaccines and therapeutics — the (DC
director has determined that an order suspending the right to introduce mi-
grants into the United States is no longer necessary." Under the provision, Bor-
der Patrol agents were instructed to expel anyone caught trying to illegally
enter the U.S.instead of processing them under existing immigration law for
those seeking asylum.

Kharkiv bishop accuses Russia of terror tactics in Ukraine
WARSAW, Poland (CNS) — A bishop in Ukraine accused Russian forces of delib-
erately targeting aid centers and of destroying the port of Mariupol to scare
other cities into surrendering. "The Russians look for aid and medical distribu-
tion points where people gather — this is why charitable work here is now so
dangerous," said Bishop Pavlo Goncharuk of Kharkiv. "As for Mariupol, this is
now completely in ruins — although we don't know how many civilians have
died there, it certainly runs into thousands. I'm certain it was selected as an ex-
ample, ostentatiously used as a firing range and shelled to rubble to show
what will happen if other cities continue resisting." In a March 31 interview
with Catholic News Service, he said his own city of Kharkiv, with almost 2 mil-
lion mostly Russian-speaking inhabitants before the war, also remained under
constant bombardment despite being largely reduced to "ruins and ashes."
Four-fifths of local Catholics have fled the city's five parishes, Bishop Goncharuk
said, and Masses were no longer being celebrated for fear Russian artillery
would deliberately strike them.

Peacocks' togetherness, respect seen as factors in record season
JERSEY CITY, N.J. (CNS) — Was it a miracle? "Astounding," is how Jesuit Father
Andrew Downing described it. He watched with delight as the men's basket-
ball team at his small Jesuit university leaped into the national spotlight in a
historic tournament run to the Elite Eight. It was the first time a college basket-
ball team ranked so low went so far. Call it a Cinderella story. Or a David versus
Goliath moment. Whatever it was, Father Downing and the entire nation could-
n't get enough of their Saint Peter's University Peacocks. "It was miraculous in
that no one, even most of us at the university, really thought we could go that
far given our limitations and budget for our athletic programs,” said Jesuit Fa-
ther Rocco Danzi, parish administrator of St. Aedan's: The Saint Peter's Univer-
sity Church. "It's pennies compared to the other bigger schools." In 2020, Saint
Peter's spent $7.2 million on all its sports programs compared to the University
of Kentucky's $138.3 million.The No. 15-seeded Peacocks upset Kentucky — a
No.2 seed — 85-79 to ignite their tournament run March 17.Two days after
beating Kentucky, the Peacocks took care of Murray State, which had entered
the game on a 21-game winning streak.By the time Saint Peter's held off No.
3-seeded Purdue and strutted into the quarterfinals, the excitement reached a
feverish pitch. Saint Peter's run ended March 27 with a loss to North Carolina.

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NEW YORK (CNS) - Fans of the
"Twilight" franchise know
that, according to its par-
ticular lore, vampires are
lustrous and shiny. "Mor-
bius" (Columbia), a Marvel
Comics-based adventure
with a bloodsucker at the
heart of its story is, by
contrast, downright drab.

Jared Leto plays the
gifted physician from
whose last name director
Daniel Espinosa's adapta-
tion takes its title.

In attempting to cure the
blood disease from which
he has suffered since
childhood, Morbius mixes

human DNA with that of
vampire bats. The result-
ing concoction gives him
temporary relief  but
comes with a rather alarm-
ing side effect: to wit, he
frequently transforms into
a rampaging vein-drainer.

This double-edged
breakthrough has signifi-
cant implications for Mor-
bius' lifelong best friend
Lucien (Matt Smith), aka
Milo, who is afflicted with
the same illness. It also af-
fects Morbius' relationship
with his closest collabora-
tor and potential love in-
terest, Martine Bancroft

(Adria Arjona).

Matt Sazama and Burk
Sharpless' script features
debates about whether the
superpowers Morbius
gains along with his thirst
for plasma are a gift or a
curse. But these are sec-
ondary to the depiction of
his ability to zoom around
and wreak destruction, es-
pecially after a similar
creature to himself ap-
pears on the scene to serve
as an equally mighty oppo-
nent.

Having invented artifi-
cial blood, Morbius re-
solves to get along by

drinking it instead of the
real thing. But the ersatz
liquid is of diminishing po-
tency. While the doctor's
determination not to cross
this "red line" (the fake
stuff is blue) can be ap-
plauded, his preparation
to commit suicide rather
than do so is far less
straightforward.

The picture's portrayal
of mayhem is predomi-
nantly restrained, and the
dialogue only goes off-
color occasionally. So
some parents may feel
comfortable allowing older
teens to patronize the

movie. If so, however, like
other viewers, they'll be in
for a grinding experience.

The film contains mostly
stylized violence with
some gore, a scene of tor-
ture, brief irreverence, at
least one rough term,
about a half-dozen crude
expressions and fleeting
crass language. The
Catholic News Service clas-
sification is A-IIl — adults.
The Motion Picture Associ-
ation rating is PG-13 - par-
ents strongly cautioned.

vicious in their attempt to
terminate the Mission of
Jesus on this earth.

The Pas-
sion narrative is the most
powerful story ever writ-
ten about the sacrifice of
the innocent to evil, and
the blind consent of
crowds to those in power.

Holy Week offers us the
opportunity to personally
suffer and die with Jesus
for the sinfulness of our
world - the sin of the past
which seems so remote,
and the sin of our present
which is all too real, and,
in our fear, threatens to
overwhelm us. We often
cannot understand our
own behavior. We fail to
carry out the things we
want to do, and we find
ourselves doing the things
we hate.

It is often a cause for
sadness among priests
and religious that so few
people take part in the
Holy Thursday re-enact-
ment of the Last Supper.
The washing of the feet

forces us to feel the humil-
iation of Peter when Jesus
waited on him. When will
we allow Jesus to do what
he wants with us? The spe-
cial attention given on this
day to Jesus’ truly leaving
His body and blood with
us until the end of time
stirs us to come more fre-
quently to adore Him re-
ally present on our altars
every day. Holy Week is a
time for us to examine the
flaws in the practice of our
faith. The only remedy for
our weakness is love for
the Crucified One.

Along the street called
the Via Dolorosa, Jesus,
carrying His cross, must
have walked over the with-
ered palms! Are we ready
to pick up one and take it
with us all the way to Cal-
vary?
