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N.Y. bishops
issue pro-life
statement

The Catholic Bishops of
New York State have re-
leased a major new state-
ment on abortion as they
anticipate the looming
Dobbs vs. Jackson Women'’s
Health Organization deci-
sion by the U.S. Supreme
Court, and “the gathering
societal unrest over the
issue of abortion.”

In the statement titled,
“Toward a Pro-Life Future in
the Empire State,” the Bish-
ops acknowledge that, re-
gardless of what the Court
decides in Dobbs, “abortion
in New York would con-
tinue unfettered.” They say
that Catholics must re-
spond "in charity and with
sensitivity, but with clarity”
to those for whom the
prospect of an overturning
of Roe v. Wade has led to
"fear and anxiety,” and in
particular to women facing
sometimes overwhelming
challenges of unplanned
pregnancies.

Pope: Past should be inspiration, not destination

VATICAN AITY ((NS) - Wanting to
go back to the way things
were in the past is not
Christian, Pope Francis
said.

There is a difference be-
tween wanting to go back
in time and drawing inspi-
ration from one's roots in
order to move forward with
Christ, he said.

Looking back to find in-

spiration is good because
"without roots we cannot
progress," he said. "But to
go in reverse is to go back
in order to have a form of
defense, a safety measure
that saves us from the risk
of going forward, the Chris-
tian risk of carrying the
faith, the Christian risk of
journeying with Jesus
Christ."

The pope spoke May 13
to people taking part in an
international conference
on moral theology spon-
sored by Rome's Pontifical
Gregorian University and
the Pontifical John Paul II
Theological Institute for
Marriage and Family Sci-
ences.

The conference, May 11-
14, focused on "Pastoral

practices, life experience
and moral theology:
'Amoris Laetitia' between
new opportunities and new
paths" as part of a deeper
exploration of Pope Francis'
2016 exhortation on the
family and how the docu-
ment can help guide the
church's pastoral practice.

He said there is a risk
right now, which "does so

much harm to the church,"
of wanting to "turn back,'
either out of fear or be-
cause of a lack of ingenuity
or a lack of courage.”
There are "many" people
who are part of the church
"who crop up like mush-
rooms, here, there, over
there, and they present
themselves as a proposal
of Christian life," he said.

“What are the areas of your
life you are trying to manage
instead of letting God manage
them?”

routine or what to eat
for breakfast.

The deeper answers
weren’t as easy. As |
pondered over and
prayed with the ques-
tion over a period of
several days, I found it
helpful to reframe it
slightly to “what are
the things that keep me
awake at night or dominate
my thoughts in the silence?

What do [ worry about?”

While I won’t get into my
answers to those questions
(those are between me and
God), I will note that I thought
about that question several
times this week as I thought
about the changing priest as-
signments (full story on Page
5), visited with deacons at
their annual assembly (pho-
tos on Page 9) and inter-
viewed Deacon Leagon Carlin,
who is scheduled to be or-
dained to the priesthood this
week (story on Page 8).

While I'm ridiculously at-
tached to my will in certain
areas of my life and appar-
ently reluctant to give those
aspects of my life to God

completely, these men will-
ingly give up control over
large parts of their lives — the
type of work they do and
where they do it — in favor of
following God and His call.

It blows my mind even
more when these men discuss
how much peace and joy
they’ve found in surrendering
their wills and lives to God.

Their example is a gift and
blessing in my life. Their serv-
ice is a gift to all of us here in
the diocese, as they work to
help all of us grow closer to
the Lord and closer to salva-
tion.

They help us improve our
answers to the tough ques-
tions.

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NY bishops issue statement on pro-life future

The following statement
was issued by the Catholic
Bishops of New York, in-
cluding Bishop Terry R.
LaValley, on May 12.

Humanity’s salvation his-
tory was forever changed
when a poor, devout Jew-
ish girl from Galilee affir-
matively said yes to life
and set in motion the birth,
ministry, sacrificial death
and resurrection of our
Lord and Savior, Jesus
Christ. Mary’s fiat (“Thy will
be done.”) was a gift of love
to humanity, given freely
in spite of her inability to
know all that would entail,
but with more faith in the
Lord than fear of the un-
known. In this month of
Mary, we have an opportu-
nity to reflect on her exam-
ple, even as Americans
grapple with gathering so-
cietal unrest over the issue
of abortion.

Since the 1973 U.S.
Supreme Court decision in
Roe v. Wade effectively
opened the door to abor-
tion on demand through-
out the land, an estimated
63 million unborn babies
across the country have
been killed in the womb
before they could even
draw their first breath of
air. As we await a decision
on Dobbs v. Jackson
Women’s Health Organiza-
tion, the recently argued
Supreme Court case that
could potentially overturn
Roe, we pray for a positive
outcome even as we ac-
knowledge that abortion in
New York would continue
unfettered, and even be ac-
tively promoted as a social
good by many elected offi-
cials. Sadly, New York,
which legalized abortion
three years before the Roe
decision, has long been the
abortion capital of the
country, a tragic and sober-
ing distinction.

Through the years, advo-
cates for legal abortion
have skillfully framed the

narrative as one of
“choice,” and “reproductive
freedom,” completely ig-
noring the biological real-
ity of what abortion is: the
intentional killing of an in-
nocent child in the womb.
Even as sonogram technol-
ogy and advances in
neonatal medicine clearly
show us the truth that
what is being “terminated”
is a human life, the pro-
abortion movement re-
fuses to address the
science. The abortion in-
dustry has been so suc-
cessful in its messaging
that the right to abortion
has become inextricably
linked to the notion of
women'’s rights and equal-
ity for a significant portion
of the country, which is
why the prospect of a na-
tion without Roe has led to
fear and anxiety for many
people.

Millions of our fellow
Americans - even, it must
be said, many of our fellow
Catholics - have suc-
cumbed to this false no-
tion, and we must respond
to it in charity and with
sensitivity, but with clarity.
The fears and anxieties of
a young woman faced with
an unplanned pregnancy
are valid. She is likely terri-
fied. She may be over-
whelmed with a plethora of
legitimate questions: How
will she provide for her
other children with an-
other baby on the way?
Will the father abandon
her? Will she be able to
continue her education?
Where will she and her
family live? Who will pro-
vide childcare when she
goes back to work? For
many, abortion seems the
only way out.

These feelings are real,
and the challenges of an
unplanned pregnancy are
difficult. This presents a
pastoral challenge for bish-
ops, clergy, Church leaders
and, indeed, for all faithful

Catholics.  Often, the
Catholic Church is unjustly
accused of being more
concerned with the baby in
the womb than with the
mother and child once the
infant has been born. As
false as this notion is, it is
incumbent upon us as
shepherds to acknowledge
and address that misper-
ception.

As far back as the 1980s,
the late John Cardinal O-
Connor, a giant of the pro-
life movement, made a
pledge that we reaffirm
today: Any woman - re-
gardless of age, religious
belief or affiliation, marital
status or immigration sta-
tus — who is pregnant and
in need, can come to the
Catholic Church and we
will give you the services
and supports you need to
carry your baby to term,
regardless of your ability
to pay. Furthermore, we
will not abandon you and
your baby after delivery,
but, rather, we will see to it
that you have the re-
sources that you and your
child both need and de-
serve. No one will be
turned away from life-af-
firming care. If you have
had an abortion that you
regret, whether recently or
in the distant past, please
come to us as well, so that
we may offer you services
to help you to heal.

We ask every Catholic
parish, every Catholic
Charities program, every
Catholic health facility,
every Catholic school,
every Catholic college and
university, and every reli-
gious community in our
state to proactively engage
with us in this pastoral ef-
fort. Together, through the
New York State Catholic
Conference, we have gath-
ered a list of many of the
available resources at
www.nyscatholic.org/Help-
ForMoms. You can also
find a map to all Catholic
parishes, schools and

Catholic Charities agencies
in the state at
www.nyscatholic.org/place
S.
But our state and local
governments must do their
part as well. Elected offi-
cials constantly fall over
themselves in rushing to
announce new initiatives
to ever expand abortion in
order to garner votes. New
York has long been one of
the few states to require
taxpayers to fund abortion
through Medicaid. Planned
Parenthood and other
abortion providers have
access to endless state
funding streams. Perhaps
the most egregious piece
of abortion expansion leg-
islation anywhere was the
2019 Reproductive Health
Act. Championed by our
previous governor, this act
legalizes abortion on de-
mand through nine
months of pregnancy, de-
clares abortion to be a fun-
damental right, allows
non-physicians to perform
abortions, and even re-
moves criminal penalties
for forced or coerced abor-
tions. This year, our cur-
rent governor codified a

provision in the state
budget requiring all health
insurance plans to cover
abortion, with virtually no
exemptions for religious
employers. Most recently,
significant taxpayer funds
were redirected to increase
abortions in New York
State.

Meanwhile, programs to
support women who make
the choice to keep their ba-
bies, to the extent that they
exist at all, are starved for
funding and are not well
promoted. Yet many politi-
cal leaders typically cater
more to abortion providers
and advocates than to
women who might well
make a different choice, if
only they were aware of
and had other options.

We understand full well
that no Supreme Court de-
cision will reduce the avail-
ability of abortion in New
York. With that reality as a
backdrop, state govern-
ment has nothing to lose
and everything to gain by
working toward reducing
the rate of abortion. There
is common ground to be
found, even in a state like

PLATTSBURGH - For Deacon
Leagon Carlin, who is

scheduled to be ordained to
the priesthood May 21, re-
ceiving the sacrament of
holy orders will be both a
beginning and an end.

“Getting to ordination has
been the goal for all these
years,” Deacon Carlin said.
“My life has been so focused
on studying, getting ready,
preparing, praying and
learning to be the priest
Jesus wants me to be. This
thing that has been the end
goal is really now the begin-
ning of my life.”

Deacon Carlin, 25, ex-
plained that ordination
feels like the ending to what
his life has looked like thus
far.

“I've been in an academic
schedule effectively my en-
tire life,” he said. “I don’t
think I'll fully process the
fact that seminary is over
and I'm not going back until
August. And I've spent eight
years of my life — and even
before that - discerning the
priesthood.”

This ending also marks
the beginning of the next
chapter in his story follow-
ing the Lord’s call, he said.

“Is a difficult mental
transition to make — seeing
this thing that seems to be
an end as a beginning,” Dea-
con Carlin said. “It's also
beautiful in a way. With
endings, we feel like we
need to be perfect to get
there — everything has to be
right and exactly as it
should be. Because this isn’t
an ending, the only thing I
have to do is hope Jesus
makes me ready for this
next stage. It's difficult to
die to perfectionism for me.
I know I'm not as perfect as
I wanted to be at this point,
and I know I can’t control
my future. I have to say,
‘Lord, this is your priest-
hood that you have called
me to participate in. Make
me open to the movements
of the Holy Spirit, and may
I be made ready to do it

whether I am now or not.
A Plattsburgh native and
graduate of Mount St.
Mary’s Seminary in Emmits-
burg, Maryland, Deacon
Carlin served as a deacon in
a Virginia parish during his
last year of studies.
“Certainly, my life was
closer during this year to
what it will be as a priest
than what it was previ-
ously,” he said. “Working in
a parish, I was celebrating
baptisms, talking to people
about spiritual matters - it
was a little more like what
I'll be doing. People were
kind and encouraging. On a
human level, it seemed to
fit. I take encouragement in
that. There’s beauty to that
growing in certainty. [ was
already sure as best I could
be at time of my ordination
to diaconate, but the Lord
confirmed through those
human experiences that it’s
where I'm supposed to be.

I've grown in appreciation
of the people of God.”

After he is ordained by
Bishop Terry R. LaValley,
Deacon Carlin will serve as
parochial vicar at The
Roman Catholic Commu-
nity of St. Alexanders and
St. Joseph in Morrisonville,
St. Augustine’s Church in
Peru and St. James Church
in Cadyville effective June
29.

“There’s a certain perma-
nence when one realizes his
or her vocation,” Deacon
Carlin said. “Yes, it’'s a be-
ginning, but it’s also a per-
manent state of life.
Priesthood, marriage, final
vows in consecrated life —
it's a permanence in state of
life. There’s always going to
be movement and change,
but there’s that perma-
nence, too. I loved my time

New priest, old chalice

It's a chalice with history, but the history is unknown.

“It’s sort of an unofficial tradition that parents give a chalice as an ordina-
tion gift,” explained Deacon Leagon Carlin.”l had been looking for chalices,
and | actually found this chalice on eBay.”

Deacon Carlin said he messaged the seller to try to learn more about the
chalice, and he discovered the seller was a prominent New York City silver-
smith shop that lists items on eBay for additional exposure.

“The chalice had been on consignment with them for some time,” he said.
“I worked with them to get some engraving added. The chalice has never
been restored or replated. The acquisition was rather mundane, but the chal-
ice is exquisite.”

While the maker’s mark suggests the chalice was made around 1910 or
1912, likely by a French maker, there’s little evidence that the chalice has
been used extensively.

“It wasn't worn away in the normal spots,” Deacon Carlin said.”l knew |
didn’t want a new chalice.| wanted something older.To me, it connects to the
historical continuity of the Church. The chalice was made and presumably
used in the celebration of the Mass and to hold the Precious Blood over 100
years ago, and the Church continues in the mission of salvation and celebrat-
ing the sacraments into the future.”

The chalice features three small enamel paintings — one of the Blessed
Mother, one of the Crucifixion and one of St. Andrew.

“At first, | was a bit confused,” Deacon Carlin said.”Usually, it's St.Joseph as
the third if there’s three images in a series like this. | thought about having it
replaced, but it would've been labor intensive, and it seemed unnecessary,
and the existing enamels are beautiful. | started looking into St.Andrew and
praying with the idea that I love this chalice and thought it was the right one,
but why did the Lord want it to be St. Andrew.

Fitzgerald also was
named the recipient of the
Pinter Scholar Award. The
Monsignor Pinter Honor
Society was established in
1975 to recognize semi-
narians for high academic
achievement. Named in
honor of Rev. Msgr.
Nicholas Pinter, PhD, pro-
fessor of classical lan-
guages from 1902 to 1957,
the award distinguishes
the College seminarian
who has excelled in aca-
demic formation in prepa-
ration for service to the
Church.

In his remarks closing
Commencement Exercises,
Father Beseau spoke to the
great gifts of being part of
a seminary community.
“All four dimensions of
formation — human, spiri-
tual, intellectual and pas-
toral — are important in
forming the intellect and
the heart,” said Father Be-
seau. “Here, combining
love of the intellectual life
with love of God, the
Church, and of the semi-
narians creates something
very special. It is a bless-
ing for us to be here today
to celebrate these men as
they go forward from the
Josephinum.”

The Josephinum’s 123rd
Commencement Exercises
marked a defining mo-
ment in the vocational
journey of the seminarians
who received degrees. A
majority of College and
Pre-Theology graduates
will continue their priestly
discernment as they un-
dertake graduate theologi-
cal study. Graduates of the
School of Theology return
to their respective dioce-
ses for priestly ordination;
the Ordination Class of
2022 will join nearly 1,200
ordained alumni who cur-
rently serve the universal
Church in nearly every U.S.
state and in 18 different
countries around the
world.
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Focus on Eucharist at LEAD event series

PLATTSBURGH - “What do we
do in the Liturgy of the
Eucharist? This is meant
to be a personal thing for
you, so you will know
what is happening and
become more involved,”
began Father Tojo
Chacko, HGN, parochial
vicar at Holy Cross Parish,
Plattsburgh.

On April 30, 2022 Fa-
ther Chacko presented at
an LEAD (Leadership for
Evangelization and Disci-
pleship) event on the
Holy Eucharist at St.
Peter’s in Plattsburgh,
while Sister Mary Eamon
Lyng, SSJ, diocesan Voca-
tions coordinator, pre-
sented at Waddington
Parish Center. These
events were part of an ini-
tiative to further the Eu-
charistic revival and drew
dozens of faithful in the
North Country.

“The experience of
Christ is a personal rela-
tionship, and the experi-
ence is just as powerful
now as in early Church.
The relationship is
unique and dependent
upon a person’s depth of
faith and personal matu-
rity,” Sister M. Eamon
said. “Repeated celebra-
tion of Eucharist is meant
for growth into Christ. In
the experience of Christ
as an intimate friend - in-
trinsic to Eucharist - it is
Risen Lord as self-gift to
those who receive Him in
faith.”

Father Chacko featured
awe-inspiring  artwork
throughout his presenta-
tion, which guided partic-
ipants through the parts
of the Mass from the
preparation of the gifts to
the concluding rites. He
displayed the painting of
Jesus and the woman
who touched His cloak,
reflecting, “Faith alone is
not enough, when we cel-

ebrate the Holy Eucharist,
we need to have faith
with love. Is my faith
filled with love for Jesus?
Do I touch the Holy Eu-
charist with faith?”

Both presentations re-
flected upon how the
words of the Mass are
found in Sacred Scripture,
and drew from Vatican II
documents, the Cate-
chism of the Catholic
Church (CCC), and Canon
Law, in addition to reflec-
tions from the saints on
the Holy Eucharist. They
explained that the roots
of the Mass are biblical,
and the teaching about
the Real Presence of Jesus
in the Holy Eucharist and
the foundation for the
liturgy were laid down
even before the Gospels
were written.

Father Chacko noted
that we “use the same el-
ements that Christ used.
And the Communion rite,
is the same the disciples
received from Christ’s
own hands.”

Breaking open the ele-
ments of the Eucharistic
Prayers, Father Chacko
revealed how the preface
“explains all we believe in
Christian life, it summa-
rizes the mystery of sal-
vation history... We have a
lot going on in our minds,
so these prayers help us.
They are from ancient
Jewish and Christian
prayers.”

“For the early Chris-
tians, the Eucharistic
meal became the central
component of their faith,”
said Sister M. Eamon.
“Right from the begin-
ning, the assembled peo-
ple of God became
conscious of themselves
as a community, there
was the experience of the
presence of the Risen
Lord at the celebration of
the Word and their shar-
ing a Communion meal
which expresses and
deepens their oneness

with Christ — and, in Him,
with one another.”

Each presenter also
stressed the Real Pres-
ence of Jesus in the Holy
Eucharist.

“He is present in a true,
real, and substantial way,
with his Body and his
Blood, with his Soul and
Divinity,” Father Chacko
said, referencing CCC
#1373-1375.

Transubstantiation
means “the change of the
whole substance of bread
into the substance of the
Body of Christ our Lord
and of the whole sub-
stance of wine into the
substance of his Blood”
(CCC #1376-1377). Our
oldest  sacramentaries
“express our great rever-
ence for Christ who is
present,” Father Chacko
related.

“In these words of insti-
tution it is the action of
the Holy Spirit that em-
powers the words of
Christ, spoken by the
priest, to effect the real
presence, under the ap-
pearances of bread and
wine, of the Body and
Blood of Christ celebrated
in a sacred meal - a true
miracle,” Sister M. Eamon
added.

By the same token, she
explored what is meant
by a change in substance.

“Substance’ is the depth
dimension of a thing, that
lies beneath all the phys-
ical properties (e.g.
weight and size and
shape),” she said. “It’s the
ultimate ground of a
thing’s reality. What hap-
pens is metaphysical
change - the ultimate

meaning and purpose of
something is changed.
Now it exists differently
because of that changed
purpose and meaning.
Accidents of bread and
wine remain, it looks like
and tastes like bread and
wine.”

“The celebration of Eu-
charist is the continuing
celebration of the New
Covenant - ‘Do this in re-
membrance of Me,” said
Sr. M. Eamon. “The pres-
ence of Christ in Eu-
charist comes about by
the words of the priest
and the power of the Holy
Spirit that changes the
bread and wine into the
Body and Blood of Christ.
As the Body of Christ, the
Eucharist is lived out by
Christian  discipleship
with the presence and
deepened experience of
the Risen Lord by the
power of the Spirit; Chris-
tian life lived for others
as genuine self-gift is a
living sacrifice, just as
Jesus gift of self became a
living sacrifice offered to
the Father for our salva-
tion and redemption.”

“Whenever I used to
pray give us this day our
daily bread, I thought of
the bread we eat. But it
specifically means the Eu-
charistic bread,” Father
Tojo noted. “The Eu-
charist is not irrelevant to
daily life. ‘Peace in our
day’ is threatened some-
where or other on earth
every day . . . prayer for
protection from sin is
equally relevant.” So too,

“experience teaches us
that we humans still are
glued to the floor even in
the most sacred moments
of life, that is, we remain
trapped in our daily
thoughts and cares. Now,
however, we need to free
ourselves from all the
chains that bind us.”

The Holy Eucharist is a
foretaste of Heaven and
promise of the life to
come.

“We are a communion of
saints. We are all praying
together with the Church
in heaven and the Church
in purgatory, mindful of
this invisible reality pres-
ent at each Eucharistic
celebration,” Father
Chacko said. “What is the
focus? Jesus Christ’s Body
and Blood. If we’re not
concentrating enough, we
can lose our focus. It is
really important to keep
our focus. Non-Christians
who are present must
recognize that they are in
the presence of a deep
mystery of faith.”

Sister M. Eamon empha-
sized that “In the Liturgy
of the Eucharist, we re-
ceive God’s gift and re-
spond with gratitude. We
give our thanks to God.”

She continued, “In
memory of his death and
resurrection we offer you,
Father, this life-giving
bread, this saving cup’ -
the offering of the faithful
- prayers, sufferings,
works -are joined to
Christ’s offering. Thus the
Eucharist becomes our
offering too.”
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Pope will visit Indigenous
in Canada in late July

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Pope Fran-
cis will meet members of
Canada's Indigenous com-
munities in late July, visit-
ing the cities of Edmonton,
Quebec and Iqgaluit in
Nunavut, the country's
most northern region.

"Accepting the invitation
of the civil and ecclesiasti-
cal authorities and the In-
digenous communities,"
the pope will be in Canada
July 24-29, returning to
Rome July 30, the Vatican
announced May 13.

The Vatican said a de-
tailed program would be
released later.

"The pope's visit will pro-
vide a unique opportunity
for him, once again, to lis-
ten and dialogue with In-
digenous peoples, to
express his heartfelt close-
ness and to address the
impact of colonization and
the participation of the
Catholic Church in the op-
eration of residential
schools throughout
Canada,” the bishops of
Canada wrote on a website
- papalvisit.ca — launched
for the visit.

The papal visit, the bish-
ops said, would be "a sig-
nificant step on the road to
truth, understanding and
healing."

Pope Francis had prom-
ised to visit Canada during
a meeting April 1 with rep-
resentatives of Canada's
Métis National Council,
Inuit Tapiriit Kanatami and
Assembly of First Nations —
three groups he also had
met with individually. A
delegation from the Mani-
toba Métis Federation vis-
ited the Vatican separately
April 21 and also met with
the pope.

Many of the representa-
tives in the groups were
survivors of residential
schools - boarding schools
the government estab-
lished to educate and

forcefully assimilate In-
digenous children. Many of
the schools were run by
Catholic religious orders or
dioceses.

While survivors shared
with the pope their experi-
ences of being torn from
their families and often
physically or sexually
abused at the schools, the
elected leaders of the
groups asked Pope Francis
to travel to Canada to for-
mally apologize for the
Catholic Church's role in
suppressing their lan-
guages, cultures and spiri-
tualities and, particularly,
for the church's role in run-
ning many of the residen-
tial schools.

"For the deplorable con-
duct of those members of
the Catholic Church," the
pope told the representa-
tives in April, "I ask for
God's forgiveness, and I
want to say to you with all
my heart: I am very sorry."

He also had told them he
would like to join them in
July for their annual cele-
bration of the feast of St.
Anne, Jesus' grandmother.
A major pilgrimage is held
each year at the Shrine of
St. Anne, on Lac Ste. Anne,
not far from Edmonton.

At a news conference
broadcast online from Ed-
monton, Archbishop
Richard Smith, the Cana-
dian bishops' coordinator
of the visit, said the pope's
"advanced age" and "the
fact that he's severely lim-
ited in his mobility" meant
that the Vatican insisted on
organizing the visit to only
a few cities and using them
as hubs to visit Indigenous
groups and "meaningful
sites,"” including the site of
at least one former resi-
dential school and, proba-
bly, Lac St. Anne.

The Vatican, he said, was
"very, very clear: When he
comes to a country he can't

get around by helicopter,
he can't be in a car for
more than an hour, he can-
not be in a different place
every night."

"We fully expect that the
pope will reiterate the
apology that he did give in
Rome," the archbishop
said. "He understands as
we all do the strong con-
nection of Indigenous peo-
ples to their land, the land
for them culturally, spiritu-
ally, historically, in terms
of their customs. They are
deeply, deeply connected
to it, and that's why we
have heard the invitations,
the constant invitations for
the pope to come and to
deliver those words of
apology here on their
lands."

Archbishop Smith said
the trip is being planned
with representatives of the
Indigenous communities,
and "it is clearly a priority
for all of us that whatever
takes place in whatever
venue will feature as a pri-
ority, as a first concern, In-
digenous culture,
Indigenous spirituality, In-
digenous ways."

The bishops' website
provides a few notes about
the three cities that were
chosen.

Edmonton, it said, is
home to the second-largest
number of Indigenous peo-
ple living in urban centers
in Canada, and "25 residen-
tial schools were located in
Alberta, the most of any
province or territory in
Canada."

"Iqaluit, with a popula-
tion of 8,000 people, is
home to the largest num-
ber of Inuit in Canada - ap-
proximately 3,900," it said.
"Pope Francis was person-
ally invited by the Inuit
delegates to visit the
North." The pope did, how-
ever, insist he would not go
to the region in winter.

U.S. baby formula shortage hits food pantries

PHILADELPHIA (CNS) — A nationwide shortage of baby formula is hitting home
ata number of food pantries, including those operated by the Catholic Social
Services in the Archdiocese of Philadelphia, said administrators. "We are in short
supply everywhere, and in some places there is no supply," said Amy Stoner, di-
rector of community-based, housing and homelessness services for the arch-
diocesan agency. Patrick Walsh, manager of the agency's Martha's Choice
Marketplace in Norristown, confirmed both clients and staff have "noticed a
shortage" in baby formula, most of which his team sources through the hunger
relief agency Philabundance. Lizanne Hagedorn, director of the archdiocese's
Nutritional Development Services, said her agency has so far been able to sus-
tain deliveries of baby formula to the child care centers it serves, thanks to its
most recent collection drive in January, which amassed “about 10,000 pounds."
At the same time, Hagedorn said although her team “(has) not had any issues
getting formula, that is not to say we won't in the future." National out-of-stock
rates for baby formula soared to 43% the week of May 9.

Bishops to Congress: Protect women and children

WASHINGTON (CNS) — After the U.S. Senate failed May 11 to advance a "radical”
abortion bill, the chairmen of two U.S. bishops' committees urged Congress "to
stop pushing abortion as solution to needs of women and young girls" and
"embrace" public policy initiatives that protect "both mother and child." The
Women's Health Protection Act, or S.4132, did not get the 60 votes needed to
end debate on the bill and advance to a vote on the substance of the measure.
The vote to end debate was 51-49.The bill, which passed in the U.S.House
passed in September 2021 and failed in the Senate earlier this year, was "far
more extreme than Roe v.Wade," said Archbishop William E. Lori of Baltimore,
chairman of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops' Committee on Pro-Life Ac-
tivities, and Cardinal Timothy M. Dolan of New York, chairman of the Committee
for Religious Liberty. It would have "imposed abortion on demand nationwide
at any stage of pregnancy through federal statute" and “eliminated?pro-life
laws at every level of government — including parental notification for minor
girls, informed consent, and health or safety protections specific to abortion fa-
cilities," they said in a statement released late May 11.

Report identifies abuses in residential schools

WASHINGTON (CNS) — Hundreds of boarding schools supported by the U.S. gov-
ernment for 150 years sought to forcefully assimilate Native American and In-
digenous children into white society, a first-of-its-kind report from the Interior
Department said. The report identified 408 schools in 37 states or territories that
tens of thousands of children were forced to attend from 1819 to 1969. It also
said there are at least 53 marked or unmarked burial sites associated with the
schools. Additionally, about 19 of the schools accounted for more than 500 child
deaths, the report said. The Interior Department said it expects the number of
record deaths to increase. The federal government directly ran many of the
boarding schools and contracted with Catholic, Protestant and other churches to
operate others.The report said about 50% of the schools received support or in-
volvement from a religious institutions or organizations. Interior Secretary Deb
Haaland, who is Laguna Pueblo and Catholic, commissioned the report last June
by establishing the Federal Indian Boarding School Initiative to undertake a
comprehensive review of the troubled legacy of federal boarding school policies.

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Visiting old friends

Father Daniel Chapin has been serving as a priest asso-
ciate of the Maryknoll Fathers and Brothers for the past six
years, five in Cochabamba, Bolivia, and currently in Lima,
Perti. Father Chapin continues to share his account of his
most recent trip in February the Parish of San Martin de
Porres in Mollendo, as well as to Arequipa and to neigh-
boring Equador.

The following day I visited some other friends who were
with us from the beginning, Dr. German Abugattas and his
wife, Diana. They are both retired now; two of their daugh-
ters run the clothing store downtown that has been a fam-
ily business for many, many years. Dr. Abugattas, a
pediatrician, acted as our "family" doctor and later volun-
teered to attend patients at San Martin's health clinic.

That evening, I presided at the Mass in San Martin, of-
fered for the long-serving secretary at the parish, Sfia.
Nelly Ancieta de Wong, who had just died at the end of Jan-
uary in Lima where she lived for many years following his
retirement. A member of the family who still lives in Mol-
lendo was able to participate in the Mass. I hope to visit
Nelly's grave here in Lima.

The next day, I spent some time with a widow who had
lost her husband to COVID. I had presided at their wed-
ding. She shared with me details of his sudden illness and
death, and the grief surrounding his death. This is but one
of many stories.

On a happier note, that evening, [ and 12 former mem-
bers of San Martin's youth group, "Juventud Nueva"("New
Youth"), enjoyed a delicious chicken dinner at a downtown
restaurant. [ had not seen most of them since their youth,
so it was most definitely a reunion! There were many more
in this group, some now scattered far and wide, including
one who lives in La Paz, Bolivia, who reconnected with me
during my five years in Bolivia.

The next day, Sunday, I presided at the early Mass in Alto
Inclan at the church of "Sefior de los Milagros"("Lord of the
Miracles"). Later that morning, [ presided at the Mass in
Matarani at the church of "Sefior del Mar"("Lord of the Sea").
It is a joy to be present to so many I have known for so
long and to be with them on the Lord's Day in their com-
munities, in their places of worship.

Later that morning, a couple met with me; they wanted
advice concerning their decision to marry and how to pro-
ceed. At midday, I visited another old friend of San Martin,
Sfia. Magda de Valderrama and her son, Percy, who is a
dentist. We saw him grow up and witnessed his early ca-
reer. He even practiced on us a few times! Years later, we
organized with Percy and Dr. Day, a dentist in Gouverneur
who came to Mollendo, a day-long, outdoor dental clinic
in one of the poor barrios of the city. I will never forget
that day, as they labored high on a desert hill under a burn-
ing sun, treating hundreds of the poor, many of whom had
never been to a dentist before.
