Ideology obstructs beauty of family, pope says 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Families 

play an important role in 
a society's development 
when ideologies are not 
imposed upon them, 
Pope Francis said. 

The family is the "pri­
mary planter of the tree 
of gratuitousness," and 
when civilization "up­
roots" that gift, "its de­
cline becomes 
unstoppable," the pope 
said April 29. 

"I believe that there are 

certain conditions for re­
discovering the beauty of 
the family. The first is to 
remove from the mind's 
eye the 'cataract' of ide­
ologies that prevent us 
from seeing reality," he 
said. 

Pope Francis addressed 
members of the Pontifical 
Academy of Social Sci­
ences, who were holding 
a plenary meeting April 
27-29 at the Vatican on 
the role of the family and 

"the challenge of love." 
The family is "almost al­

ways at the top of the 
scale of values" for people 
around the world, the 
pope said, because "it is 
inscribed in the very na­
ture of woman and man." 

For this reason, mar­
riage and the family are 
not "purely human insti­
tutions despite the many 
changes they have under­
gone over the centuries 
and the cultural and spir-

itual differences between 
peoples," he said. 

But, he said, families 
can become "isolated and 
fragmented in the context 
of society" when they are 
viewed "in an individual­
istic and private way, as is 
somewhat the case in the 
West." 

When that happens, the 
pope said, "the social 
functions that the family 
exercises among individ­
uals and in the commu-

nit yare lost, especially in 
relation to the weakest, 
such as children, persons 
with disabilities and the 
elderly." 

Instead, families must 
continue to be "a place of 
welcome," especially 
"where there are fragile or 
disabled members," the 
pope said. In that way, 
they become an example 
of "love and patient en­
durance in life's difficul­
ties."

prophets." 
St. John tells us in his 

Gospel account of the Last 
Supper that jesus promised 
the apostles he would send 
the Holy Spirit. jesus said, "I 
have told you this while I am 
with you. The advocate, the 
Holy Spirit whom the Father 
will send in my name, will 
teach you everything and re­
mind you of all that I told 
you." 

I am certain you will re­
member the powerful scene 
in the Acts of the Apostles 
recounting the descent of 
the Holy Spirit upon the 
apostles in wind and fire. 
The Holy Spirit brought 
power and readiness, chal­
lenging the apostles to 
preach and teach the mes­
sage of jesus to this world. 
No longer would they be­
come afraid to speak out. 
They would even be bold 

enough to risk their lives. 
For us, Catholics and disci­

ples of the Lord, we believe 
in the power of the Holy 
Spirit that comes to us 
through the Church's sacra­
ments. For us all, it begins 
with baptism. We are 
brought into the life Christ's 
Church with the Holy Spirit's 
call to holiness. jesus calls 
us to the high ideals of holi­
ness through the power of 
the Holy Spirit. jesus invites 
is in the Sermon on the 
Mount: "Be perfect, just as 
your heavenly Father is per­
fect. " 

In the sacrament of confir­
mation, we recognize that 
the Holy Spirit comes to in­
crease and deepen our bap­
tismal graces. Confirmation 
increases the gifts of the 
Holy Spirit. The gift of wis­
dom enables us to see the 
world from God's viewpoint. 
The gift of understanding 
stimulates us to work at 
knowing ourselves as part of 
our growth in knowing God. 
The Spirit pours the gift of 
fortitude as courage into our 
hearts, and we can trust that 
we will be prepared to stand 

up for Christ. The gift of rev­
erence is an act of respect 
for the father who created 
us. The gift of fear of the 
Lord or wonder and awe in 
God's presence can infuse 
honesty into our relation­
ship with God. 

In the Sacrament of the 
Holy Eucharist, in the Eu­
charistic Prayer, the priest 
prays over the bread and 
wine, "Make holy, therefore, 
these gifts, we pray, by send­
ing down your Spirit upon 
them like the dewfall, so that 
they may become for us the 
Body and Blood of the Lord 
jesus Christ." 

Personally, I know only too 
well that the power of the 
Holy Spirit called me and 
lead me to discover my vo­
cation as a priest. Bishop 
Navagh called upon the Holy 
Spirit through the sacrament 
of the holy orders to ordain 
me so that I could minister 
as a priest and bring the 
Blessed Eucharist to people 
in the parishes of the Dio­
cese of Ogdensburg and to 
bring the forgiveness of sin 
to those in need in so many 
places in this world.

Celebrating the Feast of St. Kateri Tekakwitha 
AKWESASNE- On April 23, St. 

Regis Mission Church cele­
brated "the Lily of the Mo­
hawks," St. Kateri 
Tekakwitha, the first North 
American Indigenous 
woman to be canonized, 
with a feast Mass and spe­
cial guests. 

While St. Kateri's feast is 
often celebrated on july 14, 
Canada and some U.S. dio­
ceses celebrate her feast 
day on April 17, the an­
niversary of her death. 

Attending the event as 
special guests were Her­
man Ray, who made a gen­
erous donation of a St. 
Kateri Tekakwitha relic, and 
Karla Kozach, who pre­
sented a St. Kateri Tekak­
witha banner that had been 
commissioned by the St. 
Regis Mission Altar Rosary 
Society. 

Other special guests were 

Sister Kateri Mitchell and 
Harold Caldwell (author of 
the St. Kateri Prayer). 

"Thank you to the Mo­
hawk Choir, Cole Phillips, 
the St. Regis Mission Reli­

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Environmental Stewardship 

The healing balm 
of Divine Mercy 

Catholic churches around the 
world celebrated Divine Mercy Sun­
day recently. It is observed the first 
Sunday after Easter to remind us 
through Jesus' revelations to 51. 
Faustina of His profound message of 
peace and forgiveness for us all.We 
have all "missed the mark" and sinned 
by failing to be our best selves. It is 
these very failings and sinfulness that 
Jesus told 51. Faustina that He desires 
us to give Him,so we can experience 
more fully God's unconditional forgiv­
ing love and mercy. 

Most often in our confession of sins 
we focus on ways we may have failed 
to reverence God and respect our­
selves and our neighbors. However, 
have you ever included in your exami­
nation how you have reverenced and 
treated the gift of creation? As noted 
in the Introduction to Laudato Si':On 
Care for Our Common Home, many 
popes beginning with Pope Paul VI 
spoke to the ecological concern as"a 
tragic consequence" of unchecked 
human activity."Due to an iII-consid­
ered exploitation of nature, humanity 
runs the risk of destroying it and be­
coming in turn a victim ofthis degra­
dation." Pope St.John Paul II warned

Borrowing from the rich Ignatian 
tradition of the Consciousness Exa­
men that invites one to reflect on 
where he/she has encountered and 
responded to Christ that day in prayer, 
in the people and/or in events,a re­
cent Ecological Examen has been cre­
ated.lt asks us to reflect on our 
personal relationship with creation, to 
acknowledge and amend our ways 
and to promote ecological justice by 
standing in solidarity with those most 
impacted by environmental harm. 
There are six steps in this Examen. 
Next week will take a closer look at 
these steps. Pray for the grace of an 
"ecological conversion" and the heal­
ing balm of Christ's love and mercy.

'Embracing vulnerability,' sisters hope to draw strength, help others 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Superiors of women's religious orders from around the 
world will gather in Rome or online to look at their areas of vulnerability and 
find ways to "embrace" them so that together they are stronger and can be 
signs of hope for other vulnerable individuals and communities in the world, 
said Claretian Sister Jolanta Kafka. "We have often placed ourselves on the side 
ofthe needy, but from a position of power," said Sister Kafka, president of the In­
ternational Union of Superiors General.The challenge is "to recognize more con­
sciously that we too need compassion, mercy, conversion, to be aware of our 
wounds, our sins." Nearly 700 superiors general- 520 attending in person -
will participate in the UISG plenary assembly May 2-6 in Rome under the theme, 
"Embracing Vulnerability on the Synodal Journey." As the sisters acknowledge 
their vulnerabilities, Sister Kafka said, "we feel the need for a new reading of the 
essentials of religious life and of the evangelical counsels" of poverty, chastity 
and obedience and how leadership and authority can be exercised in a more 
"evangelical, synodal spirit." 

Pope, Council of Cardinals meet, discuss war in Ukraine 
VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Pope Francis and his international Council of Cardinals 
met in-person at the Vatican April 25, discussing the war in Ukraine, the Vatican 
press office said. There was a discussion about the conflict and its impact on the 
church, ecumenism and the sociopolitical sphere, the Vatican said April 28. The 
cardinals reflected on the situation and supported the different initiatives that 
have been launched by Pope Francis and the Vatican's secretary and secretariat 
of state, aimed at finding a peaceful solution,according to the Vatican press of­
fice. Each cardinal then presented a rundown of the different situations on their 
own continent, touching on such issues as peace, health care, poverty, tenuous 
political situations and pastoral problems in the local churches, it said. Six of the 
seven members of the council participated: Cardinals Sean P. O'Malley of Boston; 
Oscar Rodriguez Maradiaga ofTegucigalpa, Honduras; Oswald Gracias of Mum­
bai, India; Reinhard Marx of Munich and Freising, Germany; Fridolin Ambongo 
Besungu of Kinshasa, and Giuseppe Bertello, retired president of the commission 
governing Vatican City State. Cardinal Pietro Parolin, Vatican secretary of state, 
was in Mexico to mark 30 years of diplomatic ties with the Vatican. 

Vatican official visits Mexico to mark 30 years of diplomatic ties 
MEXICO CITY (CNS) - Speaking in a conference with Mexico's foreign relations 
secretary, the Vatican secretary of state lauded church-state relations in Mexico 
as exemplary - an acknowledgment of the church's improved standing in a 
country where priests were previously persecuted and Catholic rebels took up 
arms against an anti-clerical government. "Today (in Mexico) church and state 
are called to be an example for other countries to show that it is possible to 
overcome extremism and polarization, increasingly creating a culture of frater­
nity, freedom, dialogue and solidarity," Cardinal Pietro Parolin said April 26 at a 
conference marking the 30th anniversary of Mexico and the Vatican establishing 
diplomatic relations. "Perhaps it's premature to offer an evaluation," Cardinal 
Parolin said. "But being aware of the long and complex historical path com­
pleted in Mexico in church-state relations, it is important ... to look to the future, 
opening new spaces for dialogue and institutional collaboration." Mexico and 
the Vatican officially established diplomatic relations in 1992, ending a period of 
the Catholic Church not having official legal status in the country. 

Pope wants annual audit of 
safeguarding measures 

VATICAN CITY (CNS) - Pope Francis asked his 
safeguarding commission to provide an 
annual audit of what the church is doing 
to protect minors and what needs to 
change, as well as to urge bishops' confer­
ences to set up special "centers" where 
victims can be heard and find accompani­
ment toward "healing and justice." 

The annual audit "report will be a factor 
of transparency and accountability and -
1 hope - will provide a clear audit of our 
progress in this effort," he told members 
of the Pontifical Commission for the Pro­
tection of Minors April 29. 

"Without that progress, the faithful will 
continue to lose trust in their pastors, and 
preaching and witnessing to the Gospel 
will become increasingly difficult," he 
said. 

The pope addressed the commission's 
plenary assembly, which focused on how 
to best continue aSSisting the pope and 
the local churches in promoting best prac­
tices in safeguarding strategies, imple­
menting guidelines and accompanying 
survivors. 

Commission members also were look­
ing how they will work within the Dicast­
ery for the Doctrine of the Faith, according 
to Pope Francis' reform of the Roman 
Curia, a change that goes into effect June 
5. 

As outlined in the apostolic constitu­
tion, "Praedicate Evangelium" ("Preach the 
Gospel"), the commission's task remains 
providing the pope "with advice and con­
sultancy and to propose the most appro­
priate initiatives for the protection of 
minors and vulnerable people." 

When the document was published in 
March, Cardinal Sean P. O'Malley of 
Boston, president of the commission and 
a member of the Council of Cardinals that 
drafted the constitution, said that linking 
the commission more closely to the doc­
trinal office "has made safeguarding and 
the protection of minors a fundamental 
part of the structure of the church's cen­
tral government" and would "lead to a 
stronger culture of safeguarding through­
out the Curia and the entire church." 

Speaking to the commission members, 
the pope addressed a concern that the 
body would lose its independence now 
that it was within a larger dicastery. 

"Someone might think that this could 
put at risk your freedom of thought and 
action or even take away importance from 
the issue with which you deal," the pope 
said. ''That is not my intention nor is it my 
expectation. And 1 invite you to be watch-

ful that this does not happen." 
He said he did not want the commission 

to be like a "'satellite commission,' Circling 
around but unattached to the organiza­
tion chart" any longer, which had been an 
ongoing concern of members. 

While the commission will be part of the 
dicastery that deals with the sexual abuse 
of minors by members of the clergy, the 
pope said, the president will be independ­
ent and appointed by the pope. "I have 
made your leadership and personnel dis­
tinct, and you will continue to relate di­
rectly with me through your president 
delegate," who has been Cardinal O'Malley 
since 2014. The cardinal has also been a 
member of the Congregation for the Doc­
trine of the Faith since 2017. 

The pope told the commission that he 
still wants them to provide "a proactive 
and prospective vision of the best prac­
tices and procedures that can be imple­
mented in the entire church" and to 
"propose better methods to enable the 
church to protect minors and vulnerable 
persons and to assist the healing of sur­
vivors, in the recognition that justice and 
prevention are complementary." 

While many "important seeds" have 
been planted, "much remains to be done," 
he said, and the reform "marks a new be­
ginning." 

The pope told commission members it 
will be their responsibility "to expand the 
scope of this mission in such a way that 
the protection and care of those who have 
experienced abuse may become norma­
tive in every sector of the church's life." 

This will require close collaboration 
with the doctrinal dicastery and all the 
other dicasteries of the Roman Curia for 
the commission's own benefit and so 
"your work can enrich in turn that of the 
Curia and the local churches." 

Cases of the abuse of minors by clergy 
have been decreasing for several years, he 
said, at least in places where reliable data 
and sources are available. 

The data is essential, the pope told the 
commission, so "I would like you, on an 
annual basis, to prepare for me a report 
on the church's initiatives for the protec­
tion of minors and vulnerable adults." 

The aim, he said, is "to furnish a reliable 
account on what is presently being done 
and what needs to change, so that the 
competent authorities can act." 

He also encouraged them to help meet 
other "more immediate needs," such as 
"the welfare and pastoral care of persons 
who have experienced abuse ."

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NEW YORK (CNS) - The 
heist genre gets a fresh

Screenwriter Etan 
Cohen's script, adapted 
from a series of books by 
Aussie author Aaron 
Blabey, introduces a crimi­
nal crew of anthropomor­
phized animals who have 
their fellow citizens of Los 
Angeles trembling in fear. 
As with the humans of the 
"Ocean's 11" movies, each 
member brings a specific 
expertise to the group. 

Mr. Wolf (voice of Sam 
Rockwell) leads the pack 
with a quick hand and 
smooth charm. His best 
bud, Mr. Snake (voice of 
Marc Maron), cracks wise 
even as he cracks safes. 

Mr. Shark (voice of Craig 
Robinson) takes the prize 
for master of disguise. Mr. 
Piranha (voice of Anthony 
Ramos) provides muscle 
and overall craziness while 
Ms. Tarantula (voice of 
Awkwafina), whom the oth­
ers call "Webs," expertly 
hacks into any security 
system.

THE BAD GUYS 
When California Gov. 

Diane Foxington (voice of 
Zazie Beetz) announces 
that the Golden Dolphin 
Award will go to Professor 
Rupert Marmalade IV 
(voice of Richard Ayoade), 
a guinea pig Good Samari­
tan, the gang sees a glitter­
ing opportunity: The 
statuette that symbolizes 
the honor is, after all, noth­
ing less than the "holy grail 
of thievery." 

The villains are caught, 
however, and Foxington is 
all set to hand them over to 
Police Chief Misty Luggins 
(voice of Alex Borstein), a 
human whose obsessive 
desire to bag the Bad Guys 
has made her a bit crazy. 
But Marmalade intervenes, 
asking Foxington to let him 
run an experiment to see if 
he can transform the mis­
creants into do-gooders. 

Thus begins a not-so­
subtle lesson in character 
development that will de­
light parents. As for kids, 
they'll be so diverted by 
the Bad Guys' struggle to 
overcome their long-prac­
ticed wrongdoing, they 
may not even realize 
they're being taught the 
importance of virtue and 
the value of true friend­
ship. 

The cast handles the 
light banter in the dialogue 

with aplomb. That may be 
partly due to the fact that, 
unusually for a cartoon, 
the actors were sometimes 
able to record simultane­
ously - thus making it eas­
ier to playoff one another. 

Some of the abundant 
laugh-out-Ioud twists and 
turns that will amuse pre­
teens and grown-ups 
might be too scary for 
small fry. A case in point: 
the appearance of a zom­
bie horde of mind-con­
trolled guinea pigs. 

There's also a smattering 
of gastrointestinal and 
anatomical jokes. Addi­
tionally, a throwaway line, 
if not taken as a gag, could 
be construed as indicating 
that Mr. Piranha has gender 
identity issues. 

Fundamentally, though, 
"The Bad Guys" delivers 
good values wrapped up in 
a funny package. It will 
make a rollicking treat for 
all but the youngest. 

The film contains poten­
tially frightening action se­
quences and occasional 
scatological humor. The 
Catholic News Service clas­
sification is A-II - adults 
and adolescents.

Notes from Peru 
pilgrimage 

From the Mission Office: Many of you will be familiar 
with Father Daniel Chapin, one of our diocesan priests 
who travels to South America as a missionary with the 
Maryknoll. For the next few weeks, we will be sharing 
some of his own words about his experiences on his 
most recent three-week pilgrimage to Peru. 

As you know, I make a trip once a year to San Martin 
de Porres [our diocese' former mission parish) in Mol­
lendo. I was there in January of last year, 2021 . First, I 
spent a week in Arequipa, visiting friends. I went to Sun­
day Mass at the cathedral; the archbishop presided. It's 
the rainy season in Arequipa in the Andes mountains. Al­
though it had not rained in some time, it was just begin­
ning as I was leaving. 

Then it was on to Mollendo, where I spent eight days 
on the Pacific coast (like Lima). It is summer, with 
beaches packed. [Friends) Coco & Lucha Paredes took me 
on a tour of the ocean front. I am always amazed at the 
changes in Mollendo, even after a year. During the sum­
mer, it is certainly a tourist mecca, and the improved and 
ever-expanding infrastructure is proof. 

The most important change, however, is the new pas­
tor at San Martin, Father Gaspar Quispe. He is very 
friendly, outgoing, easy to be with and dialogue with [He 
follows Father Andres who was transferred after 13 years 
in Mollendo). He is 62, ordained at 40 and a native of 
Cusco, the first pastor from there in the parish's history. 
Father Gaspar brings to Mollendo the experience of his 
many years before ordination, years spent in community 
organization and social service. 

He moves fast and he and his assistant gave me a quick 
tour of the parish, including Matarani [a local town). By 
the way, we were using the parish truck that was a dona­
tion from the generous faithful of the Diocese of Ogdens­
burg and its Mission Office [through the Missionary 
Projects of the Diocese of Ogdensburg). I can attest that 
it is in good shape and we spoke of the importance of 
regular maintenance. 

In Mollendo, at San Martin, I was even able to see the 
interior of the parish house for the first time in many 
years and all the offices, storage areas and the recep­
tion/ parish hall. We even went up to the expansive roof 
area for a great view of the city and the surrounding area.
