Pope: Desire for eternal youth is 'delusional' 
VATICAN CITV (CNS) - The pass­

ing of time in one's life is 
meant to be lived as a 
God-given grace and not a 
meaningless pursuit to 
preserve one's youthful­
ness, Pope Francis said. 

Men and women are "ap­
prentices of life" who 
amid trials and tribula­
tions "learn to appreciate 
God's gift, honoring the 

responsibility of sharing it 
and making it bear fruit 
for everyone," the pope 
said Aug. 10 during his 
weekly general audience. 

"The conceit of stopping 
time - of wanting eternal 
youth, unlimited well­
being, absolute power - is 
not only impossible, it is 
delUSional ," he said. 

The pope continued his 

series of talks on old age 
and reflected on Jesus' 
farewell to his disciples 
during the Last Supper, in 
which he promised to 
"prepare a place" for them. 

The time of life that re­
mains for the disciples, 
the pope said, mirrors 
that of old age, which is 
"the fitting time for the 
moving and joyful witness 

of expectation" for one's 
true destination: "a place 
at the table with God, in 
the world of God." 

Old age, he continued, 
should not be lived "in the 
dejection of missed op­
portunities" but in seeing 
that "the time of aging that 
God grants us is already in 
itself" one of God's great 
works. 

"Our life is not made to 
be wrapped up in itself, in 
an imaginary earthly per­
fection," the pope said. "It 
is destined to go beyond, 
through the passage of 
death - because death is a 
passage. Indeed, our sta­
ble place, our destination 
is not here, it is beside the 
Lord, where he dwells for­
ever."

I have to believe it was not 
just coincidence that I saw 

that banner in such close 
proximity to this edition, 
when we're celebrating both 
our diocesan 
anniversary/ history and tak­
ing a look at Camp Guggen­
heim. 

That banner and subse­
quent conversations related 
to it reminded me how im­
portant it can be to look 
back and remember our 
past. It reminded me how 
significant the places of faith 
- our parishes, schools, 
Camp Guggenheim .. . - are in 
creating lasting impressions 
and changing lives. It re­
minded me how amazing it 
is that my son gets to expe­
rience that in his life, too, all 
these years later. 

It was worth noticing. 

Words from our first bishop 
I found it. I knew I had it. 

It's a little book that would 
give me a glimpse of those 
early days of the Diocese of 
Ogdensburg when it was 
formed as a Roman Catholic 
Diocese 150 years ago. The 
book is entitled, "Reminis­
cences of Edgar P. Wadham, 
the First Bishop of Ogdens­
burg", written by c.A. Wal­
worth. So, today, I want to 
share a little with you about 
our first Bishop and those 
early days of our diocese as 
we celebrate our 150th An­
niversary. 

Edgar P. Wadhams was 
born in Lewis, New York. 
Today, there is a plaque on 
the road near the house. As 
a young man he entered an 
Episcopalian seminary. 
Later, he was ordained a dea­
con, and he ministered at 
Ticonderoga. He was to con­
vert to the Roman Catholic 
Church. He entered the 
Catholic Sulpician Seminary 
of St. Mary's, in Baltimore, 
Maryland (the very same 
seminary where I studied.). 
He was ordained a Catholic 
priest on January 15, 1850, 
at St. Mary's Cathedral in Al­
bany by Bishop McClosky. 

Later, he became rector of 
the Cathedral Church and 
then Vicar-General of the 
diocese. 

It was in 1871 that a deci­
sion was made to separate 
the Diocese of Ogdensburg 
from the Diocese of Albany. 
The new diocese was to con­
sist of the Adirondack Re­
gion as well as the region to 
the north and west. Two 
cities in this area with suffi­
cient population were Platts­
burgh and Ogdensburg. 
Ogdensburg was the one 
chosen as the See city, the 
place for the Diocesan 
Cathedral. Chosen to be the 
first bishop was Father 
Edgar P. Wadhams. 

Father Wadhams was con­
secrated a bishop by Arch­
bishop McCloskey on May 5, 
1872. At his consecration as 
bishop and his appointment 
as the First Bishop of Og­
densburg, a priest friend of 

Bishop Wadhams preached 
the homily. I want to share 
some of his homily with 
you. Remember this was 150 
years ago. He spoke: 

"Go forth then, man of 
God, where God and duty 
call thee! Be thou the Apostle 
of the American Highlands, 
and of that broad and noble 
plain whose borders are a 
majestic lake, a mighty river, 
an inland ocean, and the 
primeval mountains. Go 
plant the cross of Christ 
among the native hills; un­
furl the Catholic banner on 
the banks of the St. 
Lawrence and on the shores 
of Ontario and Lake Cham­
plain. 

He then adds , "that our 
new Bishop will find new 
friends - in this new mission 
- yet there will be none to 
love thee better, none truer 
than those thou leaviest now 
in tears and sadness behind 
thee." 

I do want to add quotes 
that the author remembers 
that were made by Bishop 
Wadhams as he looked for­
ward to coming to his new 
diocese. We are given a 
glimpse of Bishop Wadhams' 

spirit and determination. 
Here he is speaking to a 
friend, a Professor Carmody, 
"I know, Carmody, the task I 
have before me. I know the 
country well. The popula­
tion is poor and scattered. It 
is a land of small settle­
ments and long distances. 
The people cannot be 
reached by railways or 
stagecoaches. Even good 
wagon roads are few. But I'll 
tell you what I mean to do. I 
shall get a good pony that 
will carry me anywhere; and 
you take my word for it, it 
will not be long before I visit 
every family; every man and 
woman, barefoot boy and 
yellow haired girl in my dio­
cese will know me. Yes, Sir­
ee!" 

Another quote was passed 
along by Bishop Lidden of 
Syracuse. Someone had 
asked Bishop Wadhams how 
he could leave the busy life 
in the city of Albany to go to 
the North Country. Bishop 
Wadhams responded, "My 
friend, I love those Adiron­
dacks, I love those moun­
tains, those streams and 
rivers, I love all that there is 
in that territory."

Celebrating 150 years 
Editor's note: The fol­

lowing is Bishop Terry R. 
La Valley's homily from the 
150th Anniversary Mass 
celebrated Aug. 10, the 
Feast of St. Lawrence, in 
St. Mar's Cathedral. 

Prior to erection as a 
diocese, the North Coun­
try's spiritual welfare was 
provided by several 
Churches, churches 
across the St. Lawrence 
River as well as from the 
other side of the Atlantic, 
and by the church of New 
York, and then Albany. I 
use that phrase, the North 
Country, cautiously, be­
cause there is beautiful 
land and people North of 
the North Country, like 
Kingston, Ottawa/ Corn­
wall and Valleyfield. 

Bishop Dubois of New 
York made his first visit to 
this most wooded part of 
his diocese, to St. Regis 
and Waddington, back in 
1827. Historians tell us 
that in the 1830's and '40's 
missionary priests from 
New York "gave the best 
part of their lives to the 
severe conditions and la­
bored in the wilderness of 
the North Country." 

We are indebted to all 
those early missionaries, 
those devoted daughters 
and sons of the Church 
who brought the Eu­
charist, the sacraments 
and Catholic education, 
who cared so deeply for 
the poor and the or­
phaned - all so committed 
to the folks of this rugged 
land so long ago. The seed 
of faith was sown and nur­
tured. 

One writer observed 
that these missionaries 
"carried to their work a 
buoyancy, a sacrificial 
stance and cheerfulness 
that only deep faith could 
supply." He commented 
that their common virtues 
were such that "they de-

sired to safeguard the 
faith and honor of their 
people." Sisters and broth­
ers, in this local Church's 
history, where that honor 
was denied and human 
dignity stolen, we express 
our sorrow and seek the 
Lord's forgiveness . 

On February 16, 1872, 
Pope Pius IX wrote: We, 
with definite knowledge, 
mature deliberation, and 
by our Apostolic Author­
ity, in virtue of the present 
document, separate and 
sever from the Diocese of 
Albany, the following ter­
ritory - the counties of st. 

Lawrence, Franklin, Clin­
ton, Jefferson, Lewis, and 
Essex, together with that 
part of the counties of 
Herkimer and Hamilton 
which lies above the 
northern line of the town­
ships of Ohio and Russia; 
and this same territory we 
erect and constitute as a 
true and properly called 
diocese. And so, the Dio­
cese of Ogdensburg was 
born! 

"Unless a grain of wheat 
falls to the ground and 
dies, it remains just a 
grain of wheat; but if it

dies, it produces much 
fruit." For generations, 
that fruitful martyr, St. 
Lawrence, has had a spe­
cial place in our hearts . 
The river which claims his 
name, has brought untold 
numbers from foreign 
lands to settle here. It con-
tinues to serve as an im­
portant route for 
commerce and recreation. 

You know his story. 
Lawrence was "first 
among the deacons who 
served the cathedral 
church in Rome." This was 
a position of great trust 
that included the care of 
the treasury and riches of 
the Church and the distri­
bution of alms to the 
poor. After the execution 
of Pope Sixtus II, the 
Roman civil authorities 
demanded that Lawrence 
turn over the riches of the 
Church. Lawrence asked 
for three days to gather 
the wealth. He worked 
quickly to distribute as 
much Church property to 
the poor as possible, to 
prevent it from being 
seized by the prefect. 

On the third day, as the 
head of a small delega­
tion, Lawrence came be­
fore the prefect, and when 
ordered to deliver the 
treasures of the Church 
he presented the poor and 
the suffering. He insisted 
that these were the true 
treasures of the Church. 

The prefect was so 
angry that he had a big 
gridiron prepared with 
hot coals beneath it and 
had Lawrence placed on 
it. As you look at the 
sculptural work on the ex­
terior of St. Mary's Cathe­
dral, you'll see a depiction 
of St. Lawrence with the 
gridiron. His act of defi­
ance led to his martyr­
dom.

our borders. 

My sisters and brothers, 
over forty years ago, the 
world witnessed the "Mir­
acle on Ice" at the Winter 
Olympics in Lake Placid. 
Truth be told, miracles are 
not so rare. Raw faith has 
the power to change 
everything! Through the 
power of God's Spirit, the 
faith continues to thrive

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New priest in Watertown: 'Be true to your heart'

WATERTOWN - Father Kiaieta 
Joseph Kanimea, MSC, 
new parochial vicar at Our 
Lady of the Sacred Heart 
(OLSH) in Watertown, was 
born and raised in Fiji 
(South Pacific). One of his 
first impressions when ar­
riving in Watertown in De­
cember 2021 was 
regarding the weather. 

"After a few days here in 
Watertown, the cold tem­
perature was below 0 for a 
few weeks," he said. "It 
was far from that cold in 
Nazareth, Pennsylvania, 
where I worked from 2012 
to 2018. After a few weeks 
of experiencing the 0 tem­
perature, I said to myself, 
Gosh, Fiji is so warm at 
this time. What in the heck 
am I doing here? It was my 
first experience of the 
cold weather here in Wa­
tertown. Living in (Penn­
sylvania) for nine years, I 
thought I can endure the 
cold here. I came to real­
ize that it was a different 
ball game of cold, baby! 
Imagine my relief when 
summer comes, I just love 
it! I can't contain my hap­
piness. It's like home!" 

A member of the Mis­
sionaries of the Sacred 
Heart (MSC), Father 
Kanimea, 54, explained 
that he is "on loan to the 
USA province" of their 
congregation. His last as­
signment in Pennsylvania 
was at Our Lady of Mount 
Carmel Parish in Roseto 
for three years, so, when 
he came to Watertown and 
saw the Our Lady of Mt. 
Carmel Festival, he won­
dered if there was a con­
nection. 

Father Kanimea said 
there are many joys and 
challenges in his new as­
signment. 

"After settling down and 
coming to know more of 
the mechanics of things 
here at OLSH, I began to

appreciate and enjoy my 
work and interaction with 
the people. My responsi­
bility is to assist and sup­
port Father Frank Natale 
(the pastor). The other two 
parishes that are linked to 
OLSH mean more work 
and responsibility, but I 
know from experience 
that it will broaden the vi­
sion perspective. The 
changes it brings and 
cross-boundary linkage 
will inevitably bring heaps 
of new perspectives. 
There will be learnings 
along the way. For me, I 
will take it one day at a 
time ... be alert and open to 
the movement of the Holy 
Spirit in my ministry here 
in Watertown. But most 
importantly, I'm happy 
working here in the dio­
cese of Ogdensburg." 

Three years ago, Father 
Kanimea returned to Fiji 

twice because he lost both 
of his parents a few 
months apart. 

"My dad was a very con­
servative Catholic, and my 
mom was not a Catholic at 
all," Father Kanimea said. 
"She was a Seventh Day 
Adventist. My dad was a 
gentleman, lots of prayer. 
He was a policeman, too. 
Discipline comes with his 
training to us. But my 
mom was just the oppo­
site. She was just a party 
girl. She would spend 
money on chocolate and 
ice cream. I have those 
two personalities. At 
times, I'm very dedicated 
to my work. At times, I'm 
dancing inside the house . 
So, I have part of my mom 
and have also part of my 
dad. I'm so lucky to have 
that." 

Father Kanimea also has 
one brother and three sis-
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ters who are all married. 
Our Lady was instru­

mental in his vocational 
discernment, he said. 

"When I was in school, I 
really wanted to become a 
civil engineer," Father 
Kanimea said. "I did a 
novena to Our Lady. I ap­
plied to the MSC, and I 
also applied for a scholar­
ship to continue in my 
courses in civil engineer­
ing." 

Father Kanimea asked 
Our Lady to show him 
which path she wanted 
him to take and promised 
to follow in the direction 
that she would reveal to 
him first. 

"Of course, as soon as I 
wrote to the MSC the very 
following week the reply 
came, and I said to myself 
this is what God wants me 
to do - to become a 
priest," he said. 

A week later he heard 
back from the govern­
ment offering him a schol­
arship for civil 
engineering. 

"But I promised Our 
Lady whatever the first 

letter came would be the 
way to follow in my life," 
he said. "I did not look 
back and I joined the 
MSC." He remains devoted 
to Our Lady of the Sacred 
Heart and offers a novena 
sometimes. 

In 1993, Father Kanimea 
professed his vows and 
began his seminary stud­
ies. He was ordained on 
January 27, 2001. Then, 
he served for a few years 
in small Pacific islands 
like Samoa and Nauru, but 
mostly at a parish in Fiji 
and the MSC formation 
house for the scholasti­
cate. He also scholasti­
cated at the Pacific 
Regional Seminary, for the 
diocese of the South Pa­
cific. From 2004-07, Fa­
ther Kanimea went to the 
Philippines to take mis­
sion courses. He majored 
in formation at Santo 
Tomas, concentrating on 
programs, history of con­
secrated life, theology, 
and canon law to go back 
home and help seminari­
ans.

Lesson from a heron 

Those of you who have been 
privileged to spot a blue heron and 
taken time to observe one of its 
habits know that it can sit still for a 
VERY long time. Its enduring pa­
tience is motivated by its need to 
be feed and nourished for the day. 

During these lovely days of sum -
mer do you ever felt drawn to sim­
ple be still and know that God is 
with us? If so, maybe it is an invita­
tion to do just that, like the heron, 
to be still and be nurtured by His 
gentle presence so near in the 
wonders of summertime that sur­
rounds us. 

The Scriptures seem to abound 
with this message.ln Psalm 46:10 
the psalmist says "Be still and know 
that I am God." ln Luke's gospel, 
Jesus' message to Mary in Bethany 
who sits at his feet, that she has 
chosen the better part. In Letter of 
James he reminds us of our need to 
be still and patient"The farmer 
waits for the precious produce of 
the soil, being patient about it, until 
it gets the early and late rains." 

This call to be still and listen 
seems to be echoed in the theme 
of this year's Season of Creation, 
"Listen to the voice of creation." 
This Season begins on September 1 
and continues through October 4, 
the feast ofSt. Francis of Assisi. Dur­
ing this season, we are called to cel­
ebrate and renew our relationship 
with the Creator and all creation 
through celebration, conversion, 
and commitment. It is a special 
time for all Christians to pray and 
work together to care for our com­
mon home. In Pope Francis'mes­
sage* for the Celebration of the 
World Day of Prayer for the Care of 
Creation on September 1, he notes, 
"If we learn how to listen, we can 
hear in the voice of creation a kind 
of dissonance. On the one hand, we 
can hear a sweet song in praise of 
our beloved Creator; on the other, 
an anguished plea, lamenting our 
mistreatment ofthis our common 
home."Take time today to be still 
and hearthis sweet song ofcre­
ation,and its call for healing. *For 
complete text, see Message of His 
Holiness Pope Francis for the Cele­
bration of the World Day of Prayer 
for the Care of Creation.

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Bishop urges passage of Afghan Adjustment Act 
WASHINGTON (CNS) --If passed, the bipartisan Afghan Adjustment Act intro­
duced in the U.s. Senate and U.s. House of Representatives would provide 
newly arrived Afghans with an opportunity to become lawful permanent 
residents in the United States, said the head of the U.s. bishops' migration 
committee. The bill "would lift the cloud of legal uncertainty currently faced 
by tens of thousands of Afghans relocated to the United States in recent 
months and promote their full integration within American communities," 
Auxiliary Bishop Mario E. Dorsonville of Washington said in an Aug.l0 letter 
to Congress. The chairman of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops' Com­
mittee on Migration urged members of the Senate and House to pass the 
legislation "without delay." The companion bills, S. 4787 and H.R.868S, also 
would require President Joe Biden to establish an Interagency Task Force on 
Afghan Ally Strategy and increase support for those who assisted the U.S. 
mission in Afghanistan. "Many of those who would benefit from this legisla­
tion served alongside U.s.servicemembers in Afghanistan or are the family 
members of those individuals," Bishop Dorsonville said. "This service comes 
at a great personal sacrifice, as they now face the threat of persecution and 
even death if returned to their native Afghanistan." 

For many in Oberammergau, Passion Play is a family tradition 
OBERAMMERGAU, Germany (CNS) -- "I shout: 'Jesus is innocent! Set him 
free!'" Roswitha StUcki exclaimed in a loud voice, while grinning at her hus­
band, Peter, who plays the Annas, the high priest. White-haired Peter StUcki 
chuckled as he recounted his many years of acting in the world-famed Pas­
sion Play and the villainous role he now performs; his father once played the 
same role. But Roswitha StUcki portrays a poor woman, part of the crowd on 
stage who support Jesus against the religious and political authorities who 
wantto do away with him. "We don't fight at home,only on stage," 
Roswitha StUcki told Catholic News Service with a mischievous smile. The 
couple recently celebrated their 60th wedding anniversary as proof of that. 
Their son, Christian, is the most recent director of the Passion Play; he is head­
ing the production for a fourth time. "I started performing in the Passion Play 
from the age of7 in 1950," Peter StUcki explained. "It's important when you 
are a child growing up in this village and everything turns around the play." 

Asylum-seekers will be allowed in as 'Remain in Mexico' ends 
WASHINGTON (CNS) -- The U.S. Department of Homeland Security said Aug. 8 
that it was set to end, in "a quick,and orderly, manner," a Trump-era policy 
that keeps asylum-seekers out of the country while they wait for immigra­
tion courts to hear their cases. The Biden administration has battled legal im­
pediments since its first day in office to end the Migrant Protection Protocols, 
popularly known as "Remain in Mexico," created in late 2018 by the Trump 
administration and implemented in January 2019.Since then, under MPp' in­
dividuals asking for asylum at U.S. border crossings -- or in between ports of 
entry after crossing -- were given paperwork and scheduled for a hearing for 
an asylum claim, then told to return to the Mexico side to wait out the 
process. But many immigrant supporters said that put people in danger as 
cartels near the border preyed on them and they faced kidnapping, extorsion, 
assault and, in some cases rape, as they struggled to survive each day in dan­
gerous border towns. 

Catholic agencies: Inflation 
Act addresses goals 

Landmark legislation to address climate 
change, reduce prescription drug costs 
and establish a minimum tax on large cor­
porations once thought dead but was sud­
denly passed by the Senate is being hailed 
by Catholic advocates. 

"It's a minor miracle that it got passed," 
Dan Misleh, founder of the Catholic Cli­
mate Covenant, said of the Inflation Reduc­
tion Act, which was approved 51-50 Aug. 
7. Vice President Kamala Harris cast the de­
ciding vote. 

Misleh and his organization have long 
advocated for passage of the climate-re­
lated components of the renamed bill, a 
pared down version of President joe 
Biden's original $2-trillion Build Back Better 
plan. 

The bill includes $369 billion in funding 
for investments in clean energy, domestic 
manufacturing of batteries and solar pan­
els, electric vehicle tax breaks and green­
house gas reduction efforts. 

Environmental advocates said such pro­
visions will bring the U.S. closer to meet­
ings its pledges to reduce carbon 
emissions under the Paris climate agree­
ment. Taken together, the bill's compo­
nents are projected by 2030 to reduce the 
country's carbon emissions by 40% from 
2005 levels, the highest ever recorded . 

The bill was expected to be approved by 
the Democrat-controlled House of Repre­
sentatives Aug. 12 when it reconvenes for 
a one-day session in the middle of its sum­
mer recess. 

Catholic Climate Covenant staff and vol­
unteers have urged passage of the legisla­
tion's environment-related components in 
one form or another for months . A 
covenant-sponsored sign-on letter to 
members of Congress that calls for action 
on the climate garnered more than 300 in­
stitutional partners including parishes, re­
ligious congregations, dioceses, nonprofits 
and schools. 

"We're just delighted that the United 
States is back in the game (to address cli­
mate change) internationally and nation­
ally," Misleh told Catholic News Service 
Aug. 10. 

Archbishop Paul S. Coakley of Oklahoma 
City, chairman of the U.S. Conference of 
Catholic Bishops' Committee on Domestic 
justice and Human Development, also ex­
pressed support for the Senate vote. 

He particularly cited the bill's provisions 
tackling environmental concerns and low­
ering drug prices in an Aug. 9 statement. 
He also said it was "prudent" that the meas­
ure "contains revenue provisions to offset 
the investments when concerns around in­
flation and the economy are high." 

"Climate change is a global challenge that 
requires courageous, long-term action 
from Congress, and I am grateful for the 
many substantial climate provisions that 
bring the United States closer to honoring 
its emissions reductions goals under the 
Paris Agreement, which Pope Francis has 
strongly encouraged us to meet," the arch­
bishop said. 

"I am also grateful for provisions in the 
bill that will lower prescription drug costs 
for those who rely on Medicare, and con­
tinue to call on lawmakers to ensure all 
health care policy respects the inherent 
dignity and right to life of every human 
being," he added. 

Misleh, a longtime environmental advo­
cate, said the legislation's support for re­
newable energy projects are designed to 
aid Catholic facility managers choose to 
add solar panels and energy-efficient 
equipment to their buildings. 

"It's going to make a lot of economic 
sense to do so," Misleh said. 

He also welcomed $60 billion for envi­
ronmental justice priorities, including $15 
billion for reducing carbon emissions and 
providing clean energy for low-income and 
disadvantaged communities. 

The Inflation Reduction Act has under­
gone a metamorphosis in order to attract 
the votes of Democratic Sens. joe Manchin 
of West Virginia and Kyrsten Sinema of Ari­
zona. Republicans unanimously opposed 
the measure from the beginning. 

Despite it being renamed in an effort to 
address the high inflation American fami ­
lies are facing, economic analysts have 
said the bill is unlikely to do little to either 
fuel or slow rising prices. 

An analysis from the Penn Wharton 
Budget Model at the University of Pennsyl­
vania estimates that act would cause infla­
tion to rise "very slightly" through 2024 
and then fall in later years. 

It also would reduce cumulative federal 
deficits by $248 billion over the next 
decade, according to the analysis. 

A summary from Senate Democrats proj­
ects the bill would reduce the federal 
deficit by about $300 billion. 

While the bill still is largely focused on 
addressing environmental concerns, there 
are a wide range of provisions that would 
reach across the economy, including the 
health care sector. 

Lisa Smith, vice president of advocacy 
and public policy, at the Catholic Health 
Association of the United States, said the 
bill would extend expanded subsidies for 
uninsured people to pay for health insur­
ance under the Affordable Care Act 
through 2025 .

NEW YORK (CNS) - By 

1922, the film industry, 
which had begun to mi­
grate from the East Coast 
to Hollywood about a 
decade earlier, was well­
established and thriving. 
A century later, many of 
the movies released that 
year have perished. But 
some have survived while 
others have been redis­
covered or restored. 

Following, in alphabeti­
cal order, are capsule re­
views of six notable 
features that have 
reached their centennial 
and are available to view 
for free online.

Director Sam Wood's 
adaptation of Elinor 
Glyn's 1906 novel is no­
table as the only film to 
co-star screen legends 
Gloria Swanson and 
Rudolph Valentino.

To 
help improve the family's 
fortunes, she reluctantly 
agrees to marry a middle­
aged, nouveau-riche mil­
lionaire (Robert Bolder) 
though she's already 
drawn to Valentino in the 
guise of a young and 
dashing nobleman. The 
plot puts an interesting, 
altruistic spin on the 
perennial tale pitting love 
against duty, but the 
mood is rather over­
heated. Still, given that 
this romantic drama was 
considered lost for more 
than 90 years, it ranks as 
a recovered treasure.

"Blood and Sand" 
The idea of casting 

Rudolph Valentino as the 
bullfighter protagonist of 
Vicente Blasco Ibanez's 
1909 novel, here brought 
to the screen by director 
Fred Niblo, must have 
struck the folks at Para­
mount as money in the 
bank - and so it proved. 
The artistic value of the 
resulting film is a differ­
ent question. So, too, is 
its staying power. Exotic 
atmospherics trump the 
slow-moving story as 
Valentino's swaggering 
but kindly toreador finds 
acclaim in the ring and 
domestic happiness with 
his childhood sweetheart 
(Lila Lee), only to have his 
professional success as 
well as his personal tran­
quility threatened by the 
wiles of an amoral noble­
woman (Nita Naldi). 
Those willing to excuse 
the hypocritical tone of 
the stodgy intertitles -
which condemn both the 
dangerous cruelty to ani­
mals and the marital infi­
delity on which the 
picture itself otherwise 
thrives - can take this as 
an idyll in the sunny 
Spain of old.

The fact 
that he also targets an un­
derage, mentally disabled 
girl (Malvina Polo)

Then 
jesus speaks of 
the difficulties in 
entering heaven, 
even for the cho­
sen people. Many 
of the righteous 
will be rejected for

guilty of pride and anger 
at the sight, they found 
themselves tumbling 
down to hell! 

I thought of that story 
while reading Scriptures

The writer 
tells us not to disdain the 
discipline of the Lord or 
lose heart, for they come 
from the loving hand of

the father who is testing 
us. "For what 'son' is there 
whom his father does not 
discipline?" The Lord's 
discipline makes us truly 
righteous and should be a 
cause for joy. 

When we were in school, 
we didn't necessarily like 
the word "discipline." It 
meant writing something 
500 times or staying after 
school. But discipline re­
ally means self-control. 
Unless we can control our 
emotions, control our im­
pulses, control our anger 
or our appetites, we can 
get ourselves into a lot of 
trouble. We can say things 
or do things that we will 
bitterly regret. We can 
lose friends that way. 

Undisciplined behavior 
over a period of time can 
lose a spouse or even lose 
heaven. 

The Christian life entails 
a lot of discipline, but it 
helps us grow into the 
kind of person God wants 
us to be. Today's second 
reading gives us wonder­
ful encouragement in the 
words, "so strengthen 
your drooping hands and 
your weak knees . Make 
straight paths for your 
feet. " The Christian life is 
not for sissies! 

The lesson for us today 
is clear; in humility, disci­
pline, and openness, we 
must work our way 
through the narrow door 
that leads to life.

Regarding the conflicts shaking 
the world, the archbishop expressed concern that the 
impact of the pandemic is being exacerbated by the 
crisis of war. Referring to the conflict in Ukraine, Arch­
bishop Kikuchi condemned "the violent act of a great 
power that tramples on the growing efforts of the in­
ternational community for peace" and recalled "the de­
sires of so many who want to protect life and seek 
peace.: 

"During the pandemic, we have learned that sup­
porting one another and caring for each other's lives 
is the best way to protect life. Peace is not simply the 
absence of conflict, but a situation in which the vari­
ous factors in of society that potentially lead to con­
flict are eliminated and life is lived in mutual support," 
he states. 

"Now the world is overwhelmed by the feeling that 
peace can be achieved through violence. But that 
would only trample on true peace," reads the text of 
the message, which reproduces Pope Francis' Easter 
message "Urbi et Orbi" of Aprill?, in which the Pontiff 
appeals: "Please, please, let us not get used to war! Let 
us all commit ourselves to imploring peace, from our 
balconies and in our streets! Peace! May the leaders of 
nations hear people's plea for peace." 

The head of the japanese bishops noted with regret 
that the war is causing a deep crisis in the lives of 
thousands of people who are being forced to leave 
their homes, flee and face dangers: "The gift of God, 
life, must be preserved from beginning to end. Those 
of us who live in this common home are called to 
stand up for ecological justice, that is, to defend 
human life from conception to death and all forms of 
life on earth." 

"In our Ten Days of Prayer for Peace," reads the text 
addressed to the japanese faithful, "we have time to 
reflect and act for peace. Every war brings conse­
quences that affect the entire human family: from the 
grief over the refugee drama to the economic and food 
crisis. Let us be conquered by the peace of Christ! 
Peace is possible; peace is a duty; peace is the most 
important responsibility of all."
