Pope: Every baptized person is part of mission

Every baptized person plays 
our own unique role in the 
Church's mission. 

Pope Francis stressed this dur­
ing his Wednesday General Audi­
ence in the Vatican, as he 
continued his series of catech­
eses on apostolic zeal, this week 
considering the ecclesial aspect 
of evangelization. 

The proclamation of the 
Gospel, the Holy Father stressed, 
is not the task of isolated individ­
uals, but a communal service to 
the Church's apostolic faith, 

which "must be passed down in 
its integrity to every generation." 

Zeal for spreading the Gospel, 
he said, is inseparable from this 
ecclesial dimension, which, he 
explained, protects the Christian 
message from distortion and 
from accommodating to worldly 
interests and ways of thinking. 

The Vatican II Decree on the 
Church's Missionary Activity, the 
Pope recalled, presents all evan­
gelization as having its source 
God Our Father's immense love, 
which was poured out on the 
world through the missions of 
the Son and the Holy Spirit, and 
prolonged in the Church's mis-

sion of proclaiming this saving 
love to all the ends of the earth. 
Missionary Disciples 

As "missionary disciples," Pope 
Francis insisted, all the baptized 
are called to imitate the self-sac­
rificing love of Christ. 

He said the faithful are called to 
bear creative and convincing wit­
ness to the truth of His word and 
its reconciling power, not only for 
individuals, but for the life of our 
entire human family. 

'The apostolic zeal of each mis­
sionary disciple," the Pope 
stressed, is so important "be­
cause in the pilgrim and evange­
lising People of God there are no 

active and passive subjects." 
Returning to his words in his 

Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii 
Gaudium on proclaiming the 
Gospel in today's world, the Pope 
reassured, "All the baptized, 
whatever their position in the 
Church or their level of instruc­
tion in the faith, are agents of 
evangelization." 

Quoting the decree Ad Gentes 
on the Church's mission, the 
Pope reiterated that this task "is 
one and the same everywhere 
and in every condition, even 
though it may be carried out dif­
ferently according to circum­
stances."

I sometimes beat myself 
up over the fact that I 
struggle with the kinds of 
prayers I convince myself 
are "real prayer," generally 
anything that requires pro­
longed focus - the rosary, 
Adoration with no formal 
prayers, journaling or read­
ing, and similar prayer 
practices. While I try to cul­
tivate those practices, es­
pecially in Lent, my mind 
wanders rapidly and fre­
quently. 

I see the benefit of those 
attempts, and I keep trying. 
I would love to be the kind 
of person who could focus 

exclUSively on the Lord for 
an hour, but my brain sim­
ply doesn't work that way. 

My parking lot prayer re­
minded me, though, that 
I'm blessed to find God in 
little moments throughout 
each day. Sometimes it's 
quick prayers. Sometimes 
it's stopping and just feel­
ing awe at and gratitude for 
the awesomeness of God's 
creation. Sometimes it's en­
joying silence for just a few 
minutes and listening to 
what God has to say. 

Sometimes it's God re­
minding me how beautiful 
these little moments can be 
as I'm pulling out of a park­
ing lot. 

to walk with Jesus 
Today, I would like to join 

with you and walk with you 
as you move along this 
road of Lent. By now, we 
are all pretty much im­
mersed in the Lenten Spirit 
with our prayers, the Scrip­
tures and some mortifica­
tion. Here we are in the 
middle of Lent. By now we 
should have our goals de­
termined . Lent is about 
opening in love our hearts 
and souls. We are ready to 
walk with jesus during 
those events of Holy Week, 
which is coming up soon. 
We say each year that Holy 
Week is the holiest week of 
the year. During Holy Week, 
we immerse ourselves in 
the sufferings of jesus. We 
celebrate the Lord jesus in 
his saving mystery, remem­
bering how he saved us as 
he endured the outrage and 
pain leading to this cruci­
fixion. Then we celebrate 
his resurrection. 

May these events 
strengthen our dedication 
so that we can stand with 
our Lord today. 

As Lenten pilgrims, there 
are so many Lenten prac­
tices that keep us focused 
on our goal of being pre­
pared to be a part of the 

Lord's Holy Week. I encour­
age you to try the Stations 
of the Cross. This devotion 
leads us along the road to 
Golgotha, reminding us of 
just how much the Lord 
jesus suffered for us, and it 
leads us to be fully dedi­
cated disciples of the Lord. 
We are told that there were 
no disciples walking with 
jesus that day. May we fill 
that task as today's disci­
ples. The stations keep us 
close to the Lord as we see 
clearly his sufferings. May 
we walk with jesus as his 
friends. 

Today, I also encourage 
you to participate in the 
celebration of the Holy 
Mass on some weekdays, 
also. Each time we partici­
pate at Mass, we know that 
the Lord unites himself 
with us in a special way 
through the unique sacra­
ment of the Holy Eucharist. 
The reception of Holy Com­
munion transforms us with 

a new and loving dedica­
tion that comes from our 
uniting ourselves with the 
Lord who suffered so much 
for us. The Church calls 
these celebrations a re­
birth; we again celebrate 
and dedicate ourselves, re­
newing our baptism in the 
Lord . 

I love the practices of 
Lent. It is truly a special 
time in our Church year. So 
here is one more for you: I 
want to encourage you 
today to find some time for 
silence. Not a long time, 
maybe just five minutes, 
with the Lord in silence, 
just silence - no prayers, no 
books, no music - just the 
quiet of being in the pres­
ence of the Lord who we 
know longs to be with us in 
love. We have only to listen. 

I like to think of silence as 
a prayer of calmness. You 
and I live in a busy, noisy 
world. A time of silence is a 
perfect opportunity to 
open our hearts in love in 
the presence of the Lord. 
The Gospels teach us that 
the Lord longs to come and 
be with us in all his glory, 
just as he transfigured him­
self with Peter, james and 
john on the mountain. I 

want to encourage you to 
take just five minutes each 
day to find a place and be 
in silence with the Lord. 
Find five minutes each day 
during these last few weeks 
of Lent. Remember, the 
Lord will always have a 
message for you so listen. 

I would like to offer a few 
words on silence from my 
favorite saint, Catherine 
Doherty. She wrote this: "Si­
lence is the highest form of 
communication, but we're 
not use to it. We don't think 
of it, in fact we bypass it. Si­
lence demands discipline. 
Even more, silence must be 
the fruit of love. Without 
love, silence is not pleasant 
- it is aggressive and hos­
tile. But when it comes out 
of a heart filled with love, 
then silence is the highest 
form of communication." 

Whenever there is loving 
communicative silence, 
there is God. So, take the 
time each day to be with 
the Lord in silence. I would 
like to encourage you also 
to write down the message 
that the Lord brings to you 
during you time of silence. 
Each day the Lord has a 
message for you. Make a 
journal for yourself. 
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Survey shows engagem.ent at St. Agnes

Agnes Catholic Church 
in Lake Placid recently 
conducted the Gallup 
Parish Engagement Sur­
vey, and the results are 
in! The survey was taken 
during Mass using a 
dedicated internet ad­
dress, and every regular 
parishioner 18 years or 
older was asked to an­
swer the 25 questions.

Paper copies were 
made available for those 
who were unable to take 
the survey on their 
phone or tablet. 

The confidential re­
sponses were then ana­
lyzed by the Gallup Faith 
database, and the re­
sults provide a baseline 
of data from which ac­
tion plans for the future 
of the parish will be 
made. 

Gallup distinguishes 
three distinct groups 
within parishes in terms 
of engagement and pro­
vides the results includ­
ing how they compare to 
Catholics nationwide. 
The overall data for St. 

Agnes show that 84% of 
parishioners feel very 
positive about the 
parish, as compared 
with only 78% in 
parishes nationwide. 

According to the sur­
vey results, 44% of St. 
Agnes parishioners can 
be described as loyal, 
with a strong emotional 
connection to our 
parish. This group is 
more spiritually com­
mitted, more likely to in­
vite others to parish 
events and give more, 

both financially and of 
their time. Most Catholic 
parishes typically have 
only 30% in this group. 

Additionally, 40% of 
our parishioners also 
have a positive view of 
St. Agnes parish and at­
tend regularly. This 
group, however, feel 
connected more socially 
rather than spiritually to 
the parish. They give 
moderately and may do 
some volunteering. The 
average for this middle 
group is 48% for

From one St. Patrick's to another

BRASHER FALLS­
After a decade in stor­
age, the altar of repose 
from a now-closed 
church has new life in a 
church with the same 
name. 

According to Father 
Shane M. Lynch, pastor 
of Parish of the Visita­
tion and St. Raymond in 
Norfolk, St. Andrew's 
Church in Norwood, and 
St. Patrick's Church in 

Brasher Falls, the altar of 
repose formerly housed 
in St. Patrick's Church in 
Hogansburg is now in­
stalled in St. Patrick's 
Church in Brasher Falls. 

"It's been sitting in the 
garage for 10 years," 
said Father Lynch. 

Father Martin E. Cline 
was the last pastor to 
serve in the Hogansburg 
church. His connections 
to the St. Patrick's in 
Brasher Falls led to the 
initial development of 
the idea to move the 

altar of repose from the 
closed church to 
Brasher Falls. 

"(Father Cline) is from 
Brasher, and both 
churches have St. 
Patrick as their patrons," 
said Father Lynch. 

Though the altar of re­
pose was transported 10 
years ago, the initial 
plan was to keep it in 
storage until the next 
renovation of the inte­
rior of St. Patrick's in 
Brasher Falls. 

"Our parish council 
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knew it was in the 
garage," Father Lynch 
said. "If there was any 
interior work in that 
church, it was going to 
be included in that 
work. Interior work is a 
ways off, though." 

The altar of repose 
was going to need a new 
home, though, as the 
rectory and garage at St. 
Patrick's in Brasher Falls 
are being sold . 

'Talking with our 
council last fall, we dis­
cussed the altar of re­
pose and whether or not 
we wanted to get it put 
in," the pastor said. "The 
consensus was 'ab­
solutely.' I got the pro­
posals together and the 
cost, and I brought that 
to the council, and they 
approved it." 

One of the major chal­
lenges in getting the 
altar of repose installed 
in its new home was 
finding a contractor who 
could handle the work. 

"We had a contractor 
out of Georgia who had 
initially removed it and 
crated it and brought it 
to St. Patrick's (in 
Brasher Falls)," Father 
Lynch said. "We looked 

for local options, but 
there weren't any. We 
reached out to that com­
pany from Georgia, and 
they did the work in­
stalling it." 

Because of the altar of 
repose's age and be­
cause it had been in 
storage after transporta­
tion, some work was 
needed to restore it. 

"They repaired a few 
chips and cracks," Fa­
ther Lynch said. "And 
they got it all cleaned 
and polished and put to­
gether. It's roughly 
2,000 pounds of mate­
rial." 

The larger altar of re­
pose also displaced a 
mosaic cross with a res­
urrected Jesus that was 
previously in the sanc­
tuary. 

"It wasn't in conform­
ity with liturgical 
norms," Father Lynch 
said. "With permisSion 
from the bishop, we re­
moved that cross. 

Father Lynch said he 
was pleased with the 
finished installation. 

"It looks nice in there," 
he said. "And it's nice 
that it's not just sitting 
in a garage."

The ice placed in drinks has be­
come invisible. Most of us are 
fairly unaware of the ice since it's 
so "normal" for it to be there. But 
do we need it? 

It takes a huge amount of en­
ergy to make ice from water,just 
as it takes a huge amount of en­
ergy to meltthe surrounding 
snow and ice atthis time of year 
so that grass, flowers, and trees 
can begin to grow again. 

How much energy? In order to 
go from water to ice, energy has 
to be extracted so that the water 
molecules can line up (oxygen 
side to hydrogen side) and bond 
to form a solid. 

For a liter of water with a mass 
of 1 kg (2.2Ib) at O°C to become 
ice at O°C (so no change in tem­
perature, just changing from liq­
uid to solid), the hidden or latent 
energy that must be extracted is 
333,500 Joules, or 0.09 kilowatt­
hours. It doesn't seem like much, 
but it's enough energy to lift that 
liter 21 miles!! Yes,21 miles! And 
that is a single liter ofwater.Com­
mercial ice makers can convert 
500 pounds (225 kg) of water to 
ice each day. And there's one of 
these inside every restaurant, 
fast-food joint, and convenience 
store. That's a lot of our energy 
going into ice. And any ice left in 
the cup is that energy wasted. 

The drinks we usually put the 
ice in are mostly already refriger­
ated, so they don't need to be 
cooled, we're just used to ice. Try 
going without the ice and see if 
you notice.

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Seal of Confession under 
attack? Delaware, Vermont 

bills draw Catholic criticism

Two state legislatures are considering 
ending any legal protections for a priest 
who learns about sexual abuse in the 
confessional. In response, Catholic lead­
ers warned that the laws are unconstitu­
tional, put priests in legal jeopardy, and 
endanger confidentiality with penitents. 

Delaware's House Bill 74 is among the 
proposals to end clergy protections in 
mandatory sexual abuse reporting laws. 

"This act abrogates the privilege be­
tween priest and penitent in a sacra­
mental confession relating to child abuse 
and neglect," says the bill summary on 
the Delaware General Assembly's web­
site. "It requires priests to report child 
abuse and neglect or to give or accept ev­
idence in a judicial proceeding relating 
to child abuse or neglect." 

The legislation prompted criticism 
from the Catholic Diocese of Wilmington. 

'The sacrament of confession and its 
seal of confession is a fundamental as­
pect of the Church's sacramental theol­
ogy and practice. It is nonnegotiable," 
the Wilmington Diocese said March 6. 
"No Catholic priest or bishop would ever 
break the seal of confession under any 
circumstances." 

"The Diocese of Wilmington considers 
the protection of the vulnerable to be 
one of the most important aims of pub­
lic policy," the diocese continued. "How­
ever, this legislation would not advance 
that vital objective." 

The requirement would be "nearly im­
possible to meet" for Catholic clergy be­
cause almost all sacramental 
confessions are anonymous. 

"It would be a clear violation of the 
First Amendment for the government to 
interfere in this most sacred and ancient 
practice of our faith, " said the diocese, 
which voiced concerns about infringe­
ment on the rights of other faith com­
munities. 

Canon law characterizes the seal of 
sacramental confession as "inviolable." It 
says it is "absolutely forbidden for a con­
fessor to betray in any way a penitent in 
words or in any manner and for any rea­
son." 

Breaking this seal incurs an automatic 
excommunication that only the pope can 
pardon, the Wilmington Diocese said. 
Delaware law already requires priests to 
be mandatory reporters of suspected 
abuse, and internal diocese policy re-

quires priests to report suspected child 
abuse to civil authorities. 

In Vermont, Bishop Christopher Coyne 
of Burlington appeared before the Sen­
ate judiciary Committee on March 3 to 
oppose Bill S. 16. The bill would fully 
eliminate clergy protection from the 
abuse reporting law if reporting abuse 
would violate a privilege or disclose con­
fidential communication. 

According to Coyne, the legislation 
"crosses a constitutionally protected ele­
ment of our religious faith: the right to 
worship as we see fit. " 

'There is no question that protecting 
children is essential and criminals must 
be held accountable for their crimes. But 
disregarding fundamental religious 
rights is unnecessary," he said. 

The exemption to the current law is 
"very narrow," according to Coyne. No 
office conversations or counseling ses­
sions are privileged. He characterized 
confession as "a moment of worship in 
which the penitent seeks God's mercy." 

Coyne said all clergy and lay employ­
ees of the Burlington Diocese are manda­
tory reporters. Anyone who works for 
the diocese or diocesan parishes must 
have a criminal background check and 
training to recognize signs of abuse. 

'The priest has a sacred duty to main­
tain the secrecy of sacramental confes­
sion," he said. 'The sacramental seal of 
confession is the worldwide law of the 
Catholic Church, not just the diocese. No 
bishop has the authority to change this." 

"Requiring clergy to report child abuse 
learned during a penitential communi­
cation would infringe upon our First 
Amendment rights," said the bishop. 
"Not just the rights of myself and the 
clergy but the rights of all of the 
Catholics in the state of Vermont and the 
rights of any other faith community that 
has that kind of a privileged penitential 
communication." 

Other states are considering similar 
legislation. 

In Kansas, State Sen. Tom Holland, D­
Baldwin City, introduced S.B. 87, which 
would require ordained ministers in the 
state to report suspected physical, sex­
ual, or emotional abuse and neglect of 
children. Failure to report would mean a 
misdemeanor charge. 

Though his 2019 bill on the same topic 
contained an exemption for the peniten­
tial privilege, his 2023 legislation does 
not, the Topeka-Capital journal reported 
in january.

UK Parliament makes prayer near abortion facilities illegal 
(CNA) - Britain's House of Commons approved legislation Tuesday 
to create "buffer zones" around abortion facilities that would pro­
hibit a wide range of behavior, including silent prayer. An amend­
ment to exempt prayer and consensual conversation was voted 
down by lawmakers, who added the buffer zones to the Public 
Order Bill. "Today's vote marks a watershed moment for fundamen­
tal rights and freedoms in our country," Jeremiah Igunnubole, legal 
counsel for the ADF UK legal group, said."Pariiament chose to en­
dorse censorship and criminalize peaceful activities such as silent 
prayer and consensual conversation. Today it's abortion. Tomorrow 
it could be another contested matter of political debate." 

China requires faithful to register for worship services 
(CNA) - A human rights group active in China is reporting that reli­
gious believers in a populous Chinese province are now required to 
register on a government app in order to attend worship services. 
ChinaAid, a U.S.-based Christian charity, reported March 6 that the 
religious department of the provincial government of Henan is 
rolling out a system whereby all believers must make online reser­
vations before attending services in churches, mosques or temples. 
The reservations are made through an app called "Smart Religion" 
developed by the Ethnic and Religious Affairs Commission of Henan 
Province. According to ChinaAid, applicants must fill in personal in­
formation, including their name, phone number, government ID 
number, permanent residence, occupation, and date of birth before 
they can make a reservation. ChinaAid said the development and 
roll-out of the app is part of the communist government's efforts to 
"strictly manage religion in a comprehensive way," in part by gath­
ering data about religious believers. The group also expressed con­
cern that the introduction of this barrier will turn people away from 
the practice of religion. 

Notre Dame cathedral to open in December 2024 
(CNA) - Notre Dame Cathedral in Paris, whose spire and roof were 
destroyed by an April 15,2019, fire, is expected be rebuilt within 
the five-year deadline set by the French government. As confirmed 
by the head ofthe construction site, French Army Gen.Jean-Louis 
Georgelin, in an interview with the Associated Press, the faithful 
and tourists should have access to the site again by the end of 2024. 
Reconstruction work began some 24 months after the tragic inci­
dent occurred, with the first phase consisting of cleaning and secur­
ing the site, involving more than 200 different companies. Although 
the beloved cathedral will not be ready for the Olympic Games to 
be held in the French capital in July and August 2024, it should 
have regained its former shape by then, with the reconstruction 
phase of its emblematic spire to begin in April.

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Chris Rock likens abortion to hiring hitlllan

Award-winning come­
dian Chris Rock com­
pared paying for an 
abortion to hiring a hit­
man during a new Netflix 
special, echoing rhetoric 
used by Pope Francis, 
who has made that com­
parison in the past. 

During his March 4 spe­
cial, "Chris Rock: Selec­
tive Outrage," the 
comedian, who is known 
for courting controversy, 
turned to an issue that 
most celebrities won't 
touch: abortion. 

'There's a part of me 
that's pro-life," he said, 
before using humor to re­
mind the audience that 
abortion "is killing a 
baby." 

"I believe women 
should have the right to 
kill babies," Rock said. 
'That's right, I'm on your 
side. I believe you should 
have the right to kill as 
many babies as you want. 
Kill them all, I don't give a 
[expletive]. But let's not 
get it twisted, it is killing 
a baby." 

Rock further compared 
the process of obtaining 
an abortion to the 
process of obtaining a 
hitman. 

"Whenever I pay for an 
abortion, I request a dead 
baby," Rock said. "Some­
times I call up a doctor 
like a hitman: 'Is it 
done?'" 

Rock reassured the au­
dience that "I am ab­
solutely pro-choice" 
because "I want my 
daughters to live in a 

world where they have 
complete control of their 
bodies." 

He then showed in no 
uncertain terms that 
abortion means taking 
the life of a human being. 

"I think women should 
have the right to kill a 
baby until he's 4 years 
old," Rock said. "I think 
you should be able to kill 
a baby until you get that 
first report card." 

The comparison be­
tween getting an abortion 
and hiring a hitman is 
one that Pope Francis has 
used on more than one 
occasion to criticize abor­
tion. 

"Is it right to take a 
human life to solve a 
problem?" Pope Francis 
rhetorically asked an au­
dience in St. Peter's 
Square on Oct. 10,2018. 
"It's like hiring a hitman. 
Violence and the rejec­
tion of life are born from 
fear." 

Pope Francis used the 
analogy again in an inter­
view with Reuters on July 
2,2022. 

"I ask: 'Is it liCit, is it 
right, to eliminate a 
human life to resolve a 
problem?'" the pontiff 
said. "It's a human life -
that's science. The moral
