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From altar to track: Cardinal runs marathon

On March 23, thousands of
athletes raced through the
streets of Rome in the annual
Rome Marathon. One of them,
wearing the white habit of a
Dominican friar under his jer-
sey, was the Franco-Algerian
Cardinal Jean-Paul Vesco, OP
— the first cardinal to partic-
ipate in the 44-year history of
the event.

“Since I was a child, I have
been running,” Vesco told
EWTN News. “I love running
and I have already run several
marathons, like the New York
Marathon 37 years ago.”

In a homily during Mass for
participants of the Rome Mara-
thon on March 21, the cardinal
said competition teaches about
the fragility of the human body
and how this can be a “school
of prayer” and of life.

“At some point in the race,
our strength will fail, and we
will have to take a leap of faith,
going beyond our own strength.
This is difficult. But it is pre-
cisely at this point that we can
search deeper within ourselves
for meaning, and perhaps it

will be a moment of prayer,” he
said.

The cardinal completed the
Rome Marathon with his long-
time friend, Khaled Boudaoui.
An Algerian Muslim, Boudaoui
competed in the Rome Mara-
thon last year and was awarded
the trophy “La Coppa degli Ulti-
mi” by the Vatican to recognize
those who were “witnesses to
hope” during the race.

Khaled was recently diag-
nosed with a tumor and began
chemotherapy only 25 days
before competing this year in
Rome. Vesco praised his friend,
saying his courage inspired
him to run another public mar-
athon.

“Khaled is my hero. He is sick,
and we wanted to race and cross
the finish line hand in hand. A
marathon is beautiful because
it’s a bit like life. In a marathon,
we don’t run against each other
but with each other — a race of
brotherhood,” he said.

Khaled added in turn: “It was
very difficult for me to run af-
ter starting chemotherapy. But
I ran today thanks to my friend,
Jean-Paul. I ran to show others,
who may be going through sim-
ilar illnesses, that they too can

run. We ran to build bridges.”

Vesco’s participation in the
marathon was a highlight for
Catholics already compet-
ing in the race. The Vatican’s
sports team, Atletica Vaticana,
has competed in the mara-
thon since 2019, having been
encouraged by Pope Francis.
Giampaolo Mattei, president
of Atletica Vaticana, described
Francis’ impact on their mis-
sion of sports and service to
others.

“We were inspired by Pope
Francis’ example of inclusion,”
Mattei said to EWTN News, re-
calling that the late pope asked
them to include migrants in
their team. “In our sports team,
we are not looking for just
Catholics. We look for core val-
ues — being together, commu-
nity, and attention to the dis-
abled and the poor.”

“La Coppa degli Ultimi” (“the
Cup of the Last”) is one of sev-
eral spiritual initiatives pro-
moted by Atletica Vaticana.
Another initiative was a prayer
box for the participants, into
which runners of all faiths were
invited to place written prayer
intentions before competing.

Valentina Giacometti, vice

president of Atletica Vaticana,
explained the initiative: “On the
day before the race, we invited
all runners to submit prayer in-
tentions. Each card began with
the phrase ‘I ran for,” and we of-
fered all of these intentions to
the Lord during the Mass with
Cardinal Vesco.”

Another noteworthy initia-
tive of Atletica Vaticana is its
service to Rome’s poor. After
the race, the members of At-
letica Vaticana and other vol-
unteers go to Rome’s central
train station, Roma Termini,
to serve food to the homeless.
Sister Marié-Theo Puybareau
Manaud, who competed in the
race, described it as a way of
expressing universal fraternity
as taught by Pope Francis.

“Service to the poor might
seem disconnected to the idea
of running. But I believe that
connection is precisely that
of universal brotherhood —
‘fratelli tutti,”” she said, allud-
ing to the 2020 encyclical by
Pope Francis. “In this race, we
are not competitors but broth-
ers. Sport and service together
make up a movement of life, es-
pecially alongside the poorest,
for whom we can offer hope.”

Finding something unexpected

about the resurrection of Je-
sus from the dead. They nev-
er tell us why people went to
the tomb or what they were
seeking. Instead of finding a
stone in front of the
tomb, instead of find-
ing a body wrapped in
burial cloths, instead
of finding just a tomb,
they found something
M way beyond their wild-
est expectations: Je-
sus had risen from the
dead.

In other words, those
early disciples were to-
tally surprised by what
they found. They were
surprised. Jesus was not there.
Others claimed that he had ris-
en; they saw evidence that he
had risen. Above all, they were
totally surprised when he ap-
peared to them after the resur-
rection.

Back to the hardware store,
sometimes I find something
much better than what I was
originally looking for. So, too,

found something way beyond
what they had expected. They
were surprised beyond their
wildest dreams.

So, today we find ourselves
in church, Easter Sunday.

We may be angry
with God or in love with God
or not sure what to think about
God much less about His Son
Jesus Christ.

Nevertheless, like those dis-
ciples who came to the tomb,
we come at least curious in
some way. We have unfulfilled
dreams. We have been touched

cannot identify that touch. All
of us have been given a tre-
mendous gift from God. That
gift is the treasure that we call
life.

But, as in the gospels, Jesus
never forces, pushes, or makes
us do anything. Rather, he al-
ways invites, always is there,
always waiting for us. When
we truly respond to this invita-
tion, there will be a surprise - a
life better than we could ever
imagine, a fullness that does
not go away, and a hope that
will lead us to eternal life.

Even though I can get lost
and confused in the hardware
store, here in church there is
no confusion. As we worship
together, as we share faith,
and as we receive the body and
blood of Christ, there can be
no confusion because Christ
clearly told us that he is the
way, the truth, and the life.

Respond to Jesus’ invitation.
Join with him on the journey

CALLED TO SERVE

The Easter Vigil: Long but worth the time

There was a kid on my
street in Queens when
I was growing up who
was an altar boy. He was
serving in the Russian
Orthodox Church.

I don’t remember
his name or where the
church was located. I do
recall him telling us one
time during a shower
that interrupted a pick-
up baseball game that
the regular weekly ser-
vice at his church was
two to two and a half
hours from beginning to
end.

That seemed to us
like a long time to be
dressed in a cassock and
surplice!

The rest of the guys on
the block were Roman
Catholic. Most of us were
servers too. We shook

our heads in unison and
individually uttered a
“wow” or “no way” etc. in
sympathy for the length
of our friend’s service.
Our Mass on Sunday was
about an hour, usually
less by a few minutes.

Except the Easter Vigil.
It was a long service for
good reasons.

All the Roman Catholic
kids who were servers
hoped to get picked to
assist at the Easter Vigil.
It was the high point of
the liturgical year.

The Mass included
things we still find in the
Vigil today. The priest
would light the Paschal
Candle, the celebrant
would chant the Exsult-
et, the Easter Proclama-
tion in Latin, baptize
catechumens, we would

hear multiple scripture
readings and the Gospel,
all were read in Latin,
and listen to the sermon,
which was in English.
The Mass was a celebra-
tion, with solemnity and
joy, marking the
Resurrection of

Jesus.
Everyone was
dressed “to the

nines.” That was
an old expression
that meant peo-
ple were dressed
elegantly or fash-
ionably for this
special occasion.
Most outdid their
Sunday finest.
Women, even young
girls, were in dresses
and usually donned a
new bonnet.

Men were in suit and

tie.

The Easter Vigil today
is much the same today.
I found this description
online. Of this night’s
Vigil, which is the great-
est and most noble of
all solemnities,
there is to be
only one cele-
bration in each
church. It is ar-
ranged in such a
way that after the
Lucernarium and
Easter Proclama-
tion (which con-
stitutes the first
part of this Vig-
il), holy Church
meditates on the
wonders the Lord God
has done for his peo-
ple from the beginning,
trusting in his word and
promise (the second

part, the Liturgy of the
Word, is in English) un-
til with new members
reborn in Baptism (the
third part), the Church
is called to the table the
Lord has prepared for
his people, the memori-
al of his Death and Res-
urrection until he comes
again (the fourth part).
God and his Church
have called me to be a
deacon now. I still look
forward to this night, as
I did when I was an altar
boy. It is a long service,
but worth every minute
as we worship God and
thank him for the Resur-
rection of his Son.
